James Welch of Castro County
made a recent Washington Flyer
Trip through the support of Farmers
Union to discuss pending farm bill.
Also making the trip were W. T.
Burdett of Hall County and Jack
Anderson of Hale County.

While in Washington, the men visit-
ed with Congressman Walter Rogers
and George Mahon about the then
pending farm bill. According t
Welch, they discussed at length the
probable effect of the farm bill on
the economy of this area. The group
also visited with several other Texas
Congressmen and discussed the ef-
fect of the bil on Texas farmers.

Welch states, “It is our opinion
that the wheat section of the bill is
some improvement over the present

We are well pleased with
the feed zrain section of the bill. We
have some reservations about the
cotton section.”

He continued, “We are concerned
about the open end part of the bill
which allows unlimited planting. This
could add to the surplus of cotton
which would further depress the
world price in future years. We
were not given much encouragement
about the possibility of amending the
cotton bill in the House.”

Wech says, “W wre unable to
visit with Senator Yarborough, as
he was in El Paso at the time. We
visited with his assistant, Tom Jan-
ecke and expressed to him our
thinking pertaining to the farm bill.”

Welch continued, “We feel there
may be some chance of amending
the bill in the Senate. We certainy
had a good trip and it gave us the
opportunity to discuss at consider-
able length some of the problems of
agriculture with our representatives.

Welch concludes his views on the
recent trip, “Even though we have
some reservations about the cotton
section of the bill we feel it would
be a much better blll than if we have
to revert back to the 1958 Agricul-

Federal authorities have brought
suit here to abolish the poll tax as
a requirement for voting in Texas

elections. Suit was filed under the
new voting rights act.

Texas’ poll tax is the only exist-
ing form of registration for state
and local elections. However, there
is a procedure for obtaining “‘free”
poll taxes to vote in federal elections.

Starting below Miami, the Florida
Keys extend like a half-moonstring
of pearls 130 miles south and west.
Blazing hot in summer, windy in
winter, racked by storm, their du-
bious shelter might yet be known
only to land crabs, pirates and ship-
wrecked sailors — except for two
fishes. Tarpon and bonefish first
called the masses to these islands.
They are till the main attraction.
Tarpon move in schools through
the myriad cuts and channels the
tides have carved through the flats
that surround all the Kays. ' Some
times live bait is used for them,
sometimes artificials. With either,
you generally try to cast to the the
fisn. ‘'Across shallow, sheltered,
Florida Bay, a 20- to 40-mile run
from the most popular Keys, is what
the guides call “the backcountry.”
Here the mangrove swamps of south
Florida meet the sea in a maize of
fabulous tarpon - (and other fish-)
producing waters. Endless deep
channels lace through impenetrable
jungle and open up into large unex-
pected lakes filled (you hope) with
the silver flashes of rolling tarpon.
Often, but not always, the guides
are hunting for tarponn. They hope
to see the schools moving through
the clear water, and since tarpon
average between 5 and 150 poundns,
they can be seen in relatively deep
water — five or six fet.
Bonefishing is entirely @ huntinz-
stalking game. These much smaller
fish (about five pounds average )rest
in deep water and feed on the flats
in waters a foot to three feet deep.
‘The guides look for them,” points
out Zack Taylor, Boats Editor of
Sports Afield Magazine, ‘sometime
poling the boat slowly along, some-
times waiting beside a likely spot.”

It is often asked what is the best
spinning tackle for trout.

First of all, most trout caught to-
day are quite small, so it takes very
small, therefore light, lures to do
well with them. And the open, un-
der-rod spinning reel is best with
very light lures.

ible to trout, so it should catch more
of them for you. It’s hardly neces-
ary, nowadays, to add that mono-
filament is best on spinning reels.

The most productive lures for trout
of the size most often found now (as
well ‘as for crappies, biz bluegills
and other small species) are often
fly-rod lures. However, they cast
so wretchedly with a fly rod that
you can rarely use them except with
spinning tackle. For this you'll need
a little extra weight -- a single big
split buckshot pinched onto the line,
a little way ahead of the lure, will
often serve if you don’t have to make
long casts. And for best results with
trout, the less weight you can get
by with, the better.

Your fishing needs and personal
preference will dictate whether you
buy chest-, waist- or thigh-height
waders.

Likewise, where you're going to
fish decides the choice of hoot-foot--
type wader or stocking-foot type withi
separate shoes. It’s faster and eas-
ier to slip into and out of the boot-
foot type -- but if you have to walk
far, these will no doubt feel uncom-
fortable and rub your heels. With
the stocking-foot type, you can lace
the shoes tightly enough for comfor-
table walking without rubbing your
heels. It’s necessary, however, to
wear heavy woolen socks outside
these, or they’ll very soon have holes:
worn inn them and leak. :

If you try on chest-highs in a store:
and they look in the mirror as if
just the right length - they’re not.
Squat to see if they pull at knees or
crotch. If the legs are too short,
you can compensate by letting out
the suspenders — but then the crotch
will hang too low; they’ll wear out
fast there because of rubbing, and
they will be somewhat uncomfort-
able to walk in. Much better some-
what baggy than too short!

At first we had only rubber-and-
fabric waders. Then came plastic:
ones that were quite fragile, but in-
expensive and light. Now heavier,
tougher ones of various plastics are
available. Don’t rush out and buy
the first pair you see. Take plennty
of time to decide which is best for
you and your pocketbook.

We've almost always read that
rubber waders shold be stored hang-
inging up full lengnth, open so that a-
can circulate freely to all parts of
them, inside and out. “This is the
worst possible advice! Light and air
are great enemies of rubber,” as-

If there’s even a trace of oil or
grease (another great enemy of rub-
ber, wash it off well witn soap, and
rinse. Dry waders thoroughly, and
roll them up as tightly as possible
in heavy brown paper. Nowadays,
with empty transparent plastic bags
lying around every kitchen, it’s also
well to use one of these over the
paper, sealing it with tape. Thus the
waders are kept from light, with a
mininmum of air trapped in nwith:
them. And it’s best to keep them
in a cool place. . el

Dear Fellow Texans:

Now that the Cold War GI Bill
has passed the United States Senate
by more than a four to one vote, I
have had many requests from all
over Texas asking for more details
about this bill and how it will affect
the lives of the five million forgotten
veterans of the Cold War - 250,000
of them in Texas.

First, who is eligible for the bill?
Any veteran with an honorable dis-
charge. who has served more than
180 days on active duty between
January 31, 1955 (the end of the Ko-
rean GI Bill) and July 1, 1967 (the
end of the present draft), will be
eligible for these benefits.

Second, what are the benefits un-
der this bill? For each day of ser-
vice a veteran will recelive 1% days
of educational assistance, with a
maximum of 36 months of assistance
to any veteran. This is long en-
ough for four years of college, with

Caitlemen Increase
Cattle On Feed

Recent reports show that United
States cattlemen have substantially
increased numbers of cattle on feed.

Ed Uvacek, livestock marketing
specialist and assistant professor in
the Texas A & M University Agri-
cultural Economics and Sociology
Department, says the U. S. total on
July 1 was 7,531,000 head and 354,000
head in Texas.

This is a 19 percent rise above
year earlier levels in Texas The
north central states are up 5 per-
cent, and the 32 cattle-state total is
higher by 9 percent.

Uvacek noted a heavier national
concentration of cattle on feed in the
500 to 990-pound categories this year.
Indications are for slightly later mar-
ketings from feedlots.

A timeon-feed breakdown shows
considerable more lighter animals
this quarter in the nation. This, U-
vacek added, will probably result in
increased marketings for the Octo-
ber-December quarter.

Marketing intentions in Texas from

July 1 to Sept. 30 are reported to
be 260,000 head, or about 25 percent
more compared to the same period
a year ago.

“Our best estimate would indicate
that this figure is somewhat over-
estimated and that only about 220,000
head will be marketed during that|
quarter, with the bulk coming lat-

er,” the specialist said. ‘Indications
are that about 265,000 head, or 31

percent more cattle, however, will
be marketed from Texas feedlots in

the last quarter of this year.”

Brief Explanation Given
On "Medicare™ Program

The 1965 social security amend-
ments established a program of
health insurance, known popularly as
“medicare”, for people 65 or older.
This program will go into effect July
1966.

Two kinds of health insurance are
offered under the ‘‘medicare” plan.
These insurances include hospital in-
surance to help pay bills when hos-
pitalized and medical insurance to
help pay the bills for doctors’ ser-
vices and for a number of other
medical items and services not cov-
ered under the hospital insurance
program.

Under hospital insurance the pro-
gram provides payments for skilled
nursing care, outpatient hospital di-
agnostic services and home health
services. This insurance is financed
out of special contributions paid by
the people while they work, with
matching contributions from em-
ployers, so that people will not have
to pay for this protection when they
are old and not working.

Medical insurance program is vol-
untary. You decide whether to enroll
for protection under the medical in-
surance program. You can have this
important added protection at a low
cost ($3 monthly) because the Fed-
eral overnment will pay an equal
amount toward the cost.

The hospital insurance plan gives

“basic protection against the high cost
of illness in old age, but it wil not
pay all of health care blls. For ex-
ample, physicians’ and surgeons’ ser-
pathologists, radiologists, and anes-

thesiologists in the hospital, are not
covered by the hospital insurance
plan. (If you enroll under the volun-
tary medical insurance plan, that
will help toward paying your doctor
bills.)

Some items and services are not
covered under either plan, for exam-
ple, routine physical checkups, eye-
glasses, hearing aids, private duty
nurses, custodial care, and personal
services such as a telephone or tele
vision in your hospital room.

Under the hospital insurance pro-
gram, drugs are covered only when
they are furnished to a patient in a
hospital or extended care facility.
Under the medical insurance p ro-
gram, drugs are covered only when
they are administered by a physician
as part of his services and cannot
be self-administered.

Benefits for which you will be eli-
gible under the hospital insurance
plan include:

Hospitalization for up to 90 days
in a “spell of illness” --the program
pays for covered services during
60 days of care in a particiyating
hospital, except for the first $40,
during a spell of illness. If you are
hospitalized for more than 60 days
during your sickness, the program
will pay all but $10 daily for covered
services during an additional 30 days
of care.

The medical insurance program
pays 80 percent of the reasonable
charges for covered services, except
for the first $50 in a calendar year.

Most people 65 and over will not
have to go to the social security
office to qualify for protection under
the hospital and medical insurance
programs.

You will not need to go to social
security office if — you are getting
social security or railroad retirement
benefits. You qualify automatically
for hospital insurance, and an appli~
cation card for medical insurance
benefits will be mailed to you before
December, 1965 with a leaflet ex-
plaining both of these programs.

COMMUNST PROPAGANDA

I deeply regret to report that the
United States does not now have a
program to cull Communist propa-
ganda from mail coming into this
country from abroad. We had such
a program, set up under a 1962 Act
of Congress I had advocated and
supported, but the law was struck
down in the recent Supreme Court
decision in Lamont v. The Postmas-
ter General. On the day the Su-
preme Court announced its decision
in the Lamont case, all activity un-
der the law was terminated.

The two years in which the law
was in effect gives us the specific
evidence of the extent to which Com-
munists seek to distort the thinking
of U. S. citizens through mailed pro-
paganda. On January 7, 1963, spe-
cial Foreign Propaganda Units man-
ned by Postal and Customs person-
nel were established in eleven key
ports of entry as the Act took effect.
From that day until May 24, 1965,
when the Supreme Court struck down
the Act with its Lamont decision,
approximately 105 million pieces of
foreign mailed matter were referred
to these units. Approximately 43
million pieces of such mail were di-
rected to ‘“‘exempt” addressees, for
the law had specifically exempted
certain categories of recipients and
its provisions did not apply to sealed
letters. These 43 million pieces of
mail were quickly sent along to
those to whom they were addressed.
But the remaining 62 million pieces

forwarded. Of this total, approxi-
mately 4 percent was determined to
be constituted of foreign communist

In a'special
report I requested from the Post
Office Department in its aftermath
of the Supreme Court decision, I
was informed that the addressees
were about equally divided in want-
ing and not wanting delivery.

In deciding the Lamont case, the
Supreme Court said: ‘“The Act sets
administrative officials astride the
flow of mail to inspect it, appraise
it, write the adressee about it, and
await a response before dispatching
the mail - - The addressee in order
to receive his mail must request in
writing that it be delivered. This
amounts in our judgment to an un-
constitutional abridgment of the ad-
dressee’s First Amendment rights.”
The point of the law on which the
Supreme Court rested its "decision
was the request necessary from the
addressee before his mail was de-
livered, not to the right of Customs
to inspect mailed material.

Postal officials tell me that it is
not necessary for addressees to ac-
cept delivery of Communist propa-
ganda, although this material is no
longer being screened upon entry
to the United States. Under Postal
regulations, I am advised, an ad-
dressee may refuse to accept any
piece of mail. He may mark any
mailed matter ‘‘Refused”’ and return
it unopened. An addressee may re-
quest his postmaster to withhold
from delivery for a period not to ex-
ceed two years any specifically des-
cribed items of foreign printed mat-
ter. Unfortunately, the knowledge of
these regulations is probably now
widespread.

Efforts are going to be made in
this 89th. Congress by me and by
others to find an alternative means
by which to check the flow of Com-
munist propaganda brazenly being
mailed to U. S. citizens. The matter
is being discussed extensively in an
attempt to find a solution achieving
the objective of the 1962 Act.

On Monday, August 16, at 8:00
p.m. in the County Extension Office,
the Youth Fair Committee met.
Members present were Mr. Bill
Simpsen, chairman, Mrs. John Wo-
mack, Mr. David Acker, Dan Petty,
and Carolyn Simpson.

Rules, regulations, and a list of
products for entry were adopted.

All active 4-H, FHA, and FFA
members are eligible to participate.

Nature’s Toothbrushes - the car-
rots, oranges, tangerines, apples cel-
ery, grapefruit, pears -- work three
ways. (1) They sweep the teeth and
gums free of food particles. (2) They
provide some of the substances need-
ed for teeth to grow and stay healthy
(3) At the same time, these foods
help keep the body at a proper weight
because they are not excessive in
calories.

Here’s a 4-step program for clean-
ing kitchen cabinets: 1. Take every-
thing out, unscramble, then organize
foods according to type. 2. While
cabinets are empty, dust them thor-
oughly and wash. Dry shelves and
line with washable shelf paper. 3.
Store like foods on one shelf and
label contents of each shelf by writ-
ing food-type on transparent tape.
4. Enlist family support for your own
‘‘read-the-babel”” program.

If you plan to freeze a cake, be
sure you use pure vanilla. The U. S.
Department of Agriculture says syn-
thetic vanilla may give an ofi-fla-
vor to frozen cakes.

Young homemakers with small
sons whe dread the daily bath rou-
tine may gain some insight from
this information.

When little boys object to taking
baths, they may be simply reverting
to a throwback status of their an-
cestors.

Bathing was considered a harmful
practice by many ancient peoples.
In the Middle Ages, one bath in a
lifetime was as far as anyone would
go. By the time of Shakespeare,
however, people were getting brave
enough to try it more often. The
Queen of England, Elizabeth the 1st,
set a royal example for cleanliness.

Even as late as Grandpa’s day,
bath night came onl once a week.
Happily enough, the 20th century in-
troduced the concept of the daily

bath.

Of course, bathing is much more
pleasant today than it was in the old
days. The Romans, for instance,
cleaned, themselves by rubbing their
skins with iron scrapers.

Today, easy-to-lather soaps and
soft cotton terry wash cloths are
standard equipment. There’s also
plenty of hot water and a good sup-
ply of thick, absorbent cotton terry
towels. The daily bath is both inex-
pensive and easily available.

Here’s one of the favorite recipes

from the new extension bulletin
“Quick Breads and Cereals” avail-
able at the County Agents’ Office in
the Courthouse.
BANANA NUT BREAD

One-third cup fat

3 cup sugar

1 egg :

Two-thirds cup mashed bananas

2 cups flour

1 teaspoon baking powder

% teaspoon soda

14 teaspoon salt

One-third cup sweet milk

1% cup nuts

Cream shortening and sugar. Add
beaten egg, mashed bananas and
milk; then add sifted dry ingredients
and nuts alternately. Bake in greas-
ed loaf pan 8 in. X 4 in. at 350 de-
grees F. for 1 hour.

Variety Of Fruit Now

There’s a wide variety of fruit
from which to make selections this
week, reports Mrs. Gwen Clyatt, Tex-
AS A & M University Extension con-
sumer marketing specialist.

Peaches -y mostly Elbertas - of
good quality continue to carry at-
tractive price tags although the peak
of the supply has passed. Seedless
grapes, plums, nectarines, . canta-
loupes and watermelens are all in
plentiful supply.

In the relatively high price brack-
et, there are Bing cherries, honey-
dew melens, blueberries and aveca-
dos. Bananas are another good fruit
choice, pricewise.

Vegetable counters feature displays
of Southern peas of several varieties,
with Blackeye and Purple hull domi-
nating. Squash, corn, eggplant, head
lettuce, celery, red potatoes, new
crop sweet potatoes, carrots and to-
matoes are among good vegetable
choices. Cucumbers and Bell pep-
pers are only in fair supply.

Good buys at the meat counters
are whole and cut-up fryers and fry-
er parts. Turkey prices continue to
ease down slightly.

Beef prices vary from market to
market, especially the more popu-
lar cuts. Good values are found in
chuck roasts, steaks, ground beef,
liver, corned beef. franks and a var-
iety of cold cuts.

Canned tuna and salmon also can
add variety to summer menus at
low cost.

Doui;I;(_Iropping
Grain Sorghum
Proves Successful

Recropping grain sorghum is prov-
ing successful in experimental tests
and in farmers’ fields, says James C.
Smith, superintendent of Texas A &
M University’s Gulf Coast Pasture-
Beef Cattle Research Station, Angle-
ton. 5

The usual practice is h:rvesting
the first crop with a combine, fol-
lowed by conventional mechanical
cultivation and fertilized by side-
dressing, said Smith.

With the recropping method, the

five-year average yield, under dry-
land conditions at the Angleton sta-
tion is over 7,000 pounds of grain
per acre. In two of the five years,
the second crop out-yielded the first
crop. Usually, however, the amount
of rainfall on the second crop deter-
mines ifs success.

Around 180-200 days from planting
time, to harvest of the second crop
is required. If the first crop is
planted in March, harvested in June
or July, then the second crop should
be harvested in October.

After the first harvest, the stalks
should be shredded to a height of
three or four inches, said Smith. The
shredded stalks, after cultivation, act
as a mulch, and help conserve mois-
tu.rle and gives additional weed con-
trol.

The stubble should not be removed
from the field. The organic matter
from the shredded stalks is worth
more than if it is used as feed for
livestock, he continued.

Smith cautions stubble cropping of
grain sorghum should not be attempt
ed unless adequate fertilizer is used.
Selection of the correct hybrid for
stubble cropping is also important,
since there is a variation in the abil-
ity of hybrids to produce a second
crop.
