ffNSION ACUTE IN SOUTH AFRICA

News largerly Awaited The Boers Ma> 
(ad the Diplomatic 1 ancle by 

Holding NataL

London. Sept 7.—Yesterday's morn­
ings news shed no light on the Traiis- 
vaal situation. The signs which the 
English are accustomed to see Just pre­
vious to a war continue and from 
these any number of sensational de­
ductions may be drawn.

Mr. Joseph Chamberlain, secretary 
of state for the colonies, remains at 
the colonial office and the other cab­
inet ministers are cither here or on the 
way to the city.

General opinion tends to the belief 
that the cabinet council will result in 
an ultimatum, followed by an Imme­
diate backdown on the purt of the 
Boers of the commencement of hostili­
ties by Great Britain. ’rhls feeling, 
however, is founded on the trend of the 
recent negotiations and it Is often for­
gotten that In these Mr. Chamberlain 
had practically a free hand and was 
not hindered by the cautious conser­
vatism which undoubtedly will char­
acterize the deliberations of the full 
cabinet council.

The I’all Mall Gazetts yesterday 
said:

“ it is feared that during the past 
twenty-four hours the probability of 
war has become appreciably grea’ er.”  j

The paper, however, prints no news 
except that received Tuesday to Justify 
this assertion.

Advices from various sources indi­
cate that the acute tension in all parts 
of South Africa continues. But uuless 
the Boers take the initiative, which at 
present Is improbable, it Is pretty cer­
tain that the issue of peace or war lies 
aolely in the result of Friday's cabinet 
council, hence public attention is cen­
tered more upon the slgus of the times 
as exhibited at army stations and the 
dock yards than in South Africa Itself, 
though news from there is eagerly 
awaited, chiefly owing to the uneasy 
feeling that Boers might end the dip­
lomatic tangle by raiding Natal.

It was reported yesterday evening 
that Mr. Chamlierlaln had sent a reply 
through Sir Alfred Milner, governor 
of Cape Colony, and British minister 
of Sooth Africa to thi Transvaal gov­
ernment's latest proposition. The lat­
ter Is generally understood to be a 
withdrawal of ths former concessions 
and an initiative agreement for a fur­
ther conference. It seems Improbable 
that Mr. Chamberlain has done this, 
as he would probably have awaited 
the cabinet's decision before taking 
such action, and even if he has it is 
hardly likely that his reply would 
bring matters to a head except by ir­
ritating the Boers Into aggressive ac­
tion.

Bryan In ('aUfnrnl*.
San Francisco, Cal.. Sept. 7.—Wm. 

J. Bryan, who with his family, arrived 
here from Yosemlte yesterday, was 
given an enthusiastic reception at 
Woodward pavilion last night. The 
pavilion was packed to the doors and 
hundreds were unable to obtain admis­
sion.

Mr. Bryan In Ms speech stated that 
he did not favor the withdrawal of our 
troops from the Philippines before a 
stable government is established.

(i. A. It. lu Stuutlun.

Philadelphia, Pa.. Sept 7.—The read 
business of the Gruud Army of the 
Republic gathering began yesterday 
with the assembling of the national 
encampment in the Grand opera house, 
one of the most spacious structures lu 
the city. The election of the iext 
ommander-in-chlef is an Important 

question which will be decided by the 
delegates. The contest for the com- 
mandoi'shlp is between Col. Albert D. 
Shaw of New York uud Judge Leo Rea- 
slur of Missouri.

Iu addition to the national encamp­
ment, the following auxiliary associa­
tions began their annual meetings yes­
terday: Naval Veterans, Woman’s
Relief Corps, ladies auxiliaries of the
G. A. R., union ex-prisoners of war, la­
dies' auxiliary naval veterans.

In addition there were many corps 
reunions duriug the day and night. 
The show feature was a parade of 
union ex-prisoners of war.

The national encampment met In ex­
ecutive session at 11 o'clock. A large 
amount of business was on hand. The 
encampment is made up of 341 dele­
gates from the various states and ter­
ritories, 180 department officers, 11 
rnrtivmul officers uud post commandcrs- 
in-chief and 682 post department com­
manders, the total voting strength be­
ing 1252.

The opening address was made by 
Senior Vice Commander-In-Chief W. C. 
Johnson. Then folowed the readlug 
of reports. The report of Alonzo 
Williams of Rhode Island, inspector 
general, gave losses by death at 7904, 
which, aded to the losses through 
other causes, made a total loss of 
45,855. The number of members In 
good standing June 30, 1899, was 
287,981.

Other reports presented were those 
of the Junior vice comirander-in-chlef, 
surgeon general and chaplalu-in-chlef. 
After they had been read, they were 
referred to the committee on amend­
ments.

A committee on resolutions was then 
appointed, consisting of one member of 
oach of the forty-five departments. 
Senior Vice Commander Johnson, as 
commandcr-ln-chief, was elected to 
serve the unexpired term of the late 
Col. Sexton. Comander Johnson will 
continue in office until the end of this 
encampment Daniel Ross of W il­
mington, junior vice commander, was 
elevated to the office of senior vice 
commander, succeeding Col. Johnson. 
The report on pensions was made tha 
special order for 2:30 o'clock.

The first business after recess was 
the selection of a place for the next 
encampment, and Chicago was chosen 
by acclamation.

The report of the committee on pen­
sions was then read. After a discus­
sion lasting nearly four hours the re­
port was referred back to the commit­
tee with Instruction:] that It be pre­
sented at to-day’s session. Until the 
report will be withheld from publica­
tion. Many delegates objected that it 
did not set forth shut the G. A. R. 
wanted. The complaint of the veter­
ans. as contained in the pension com­
mittee'* report, is that the law govern­
ing the granting of pensions Is miscon­
strued by the pension examiner. The 

1 report is not critical, but Is said to 
contain a statement of facts as they 
exist In the pension department.

The encampment adjourned until 
this morning at 9 o'clock.

Athens, Tex., Sept. 8.—At about 3 

o'clock yesterday evening the partten 
indicted by the Henderson county 
grand Jury for the murder of the 
three Humphries were brought into 
opeu court. Judge Lipscomb announ­
ced that on his motion the court or­
dered a change of venue to Anderson 
county In the case of all the parties 
exespt John Greenhuw and Polk 
Weeks. He further ordered all the 
prisoners In this case except the two 
latter named carried to the Dallas 
county Jail and kept until the No- 
veml^r term of the Auderson county 
court Counsel for the defense. In­
cluding Col. Russell of Dallas, made a 
strong fight to have the case go to Dal­
las county, but Judge Lipscomb pre­
ferred not to move the cases out of his 
own district and sent them to Palos- 
tine. ;

Sept 8.—A double- 
header on the Gulf, Colorado and San­
ta Fe railroad was wrecked four miles 
north of Bellvllle ubout 3:45 yester­
day evening.

Engineer Shears und Fireman Allen 
Campbell were eaught under the cab 
and badly Injured.

They were brought Into Bellvllle 
and placed in the railroad hospital 
here and are resting easy. The engin­
eer has several ribs broken und is also 
hurt Internally.

The fireman was badly burned on the 
back ¡tnd hips against the boiler head.

Brenham, Tex., Sept. 8—At 3:15 p. 
m. Conductor Welsenback passed this 
station In charge of a double-header, 
pulled by engines 160 and 358, with 
Engineer McEaver at the throttle.

If 
successful, can not but be of great 
benefit to the state, I most earnestly 
request tho officials named to Interest 
themselves In the selection and ap­
pointment of such citizens as will at­
tend and take part In the deliberations 
of the convention. The certificate of 
the county Judges will entitle the hold­
ers to participate in the proceedings. 
Citizens of other states aro cordially 
Invited to be present and will be ac­
corded every courtesy and attention.

Paris, Tex., Sept. 6.—The people of 
Delta county are still wrought up over 
the question of building a new court­
house. At a special term of the com­
missioners' court two weeks ago It was 
decided to Issue bonds to tho extent 
of $35,000 for the purpose of erecting a 
new building. The bonds were Issued 
nnd hove been approved t>y tbo attor­
ney general, but has not yet been sold 
The court met In regular session yes­
terday and a protest signed by about 
800 citizens of the county was pre­
sented, asking that disposition of the 
bonds be not made until the taxpayers 
of the county by a popular vote could 
be given an opportunity to ratify their 
Issuance. The commissioners decided 
to go ahead and dispose of them. 
Prior to the issuance of the bonds a 
petition was presented at the May 
term asking that an election be or­
dered on a proposition to remove the 
county seat to Enloe. At the meeting 
of the commissioners yesterday the pe­
tition was rejected on the ground that 
some of the persons whose names ap­
peared In it filed a protest against the 
use of tbelr names. A new petition 
will be preserved asking that a county 
seat election be ordered, and the 
friends of Enloe rode the county over 
to obtain signatures in order to get 
the petition before the court before it 
adjourns.

McKinney, Tex., Sept. 6.—For some 
time McKinney has suffered from a wa 
ter famine. The artesian well on the 
square, which had furnished an abun­
dance of water to business houses and 
for stock, became inoperative and no 
water could lie forced from It with tho 
pump. The opinion gained ground that 
the water was exhausted. Manager 
Kelly Worsham began to remove tho 
casing and It was discovered that a 
break in the valve was the cause of all 
the trouble.

At 10 o'clock the old veterans formed 
in line in the court yard, und, hended 
l>y the mayor and city council, und to 
the inspiring strains or a life and 
drum corps, wended their way to tho 
fruit palace auditorium, whore they 
listened to an address of welcome by 
the mayor uud to stirring speeches by 
Major James Douglas, ('apt. Sid John­
son und Dr. Llguuski of Houston.

One of the features of the reunion 
wus the ovation tendered Col. Bryan 
Marsh. Col. Marsh rose from a pri­
vate by successive grades to tho 
colonelcy of tho seventeenth Texas 
infantry, and shortly betore the close 
of the war was named for a brigadier 
generulshlp.

Locomotive Hon«.
During the past few months, the 

Baltimore and Ohio railroad has ma­
terially extended tho runs uf the pas­
senger locomotives on through trains.

It was 
thought that the mountain grades of 
the Baltimore and Ohio railroad would 
prevent an extension of the runs.

The wild plums In the country

Meanwhile. a tragedy was being en­
acted In the little room o(T the court­
room. where Dreyfus listened to the 
reading of the verdict. He had been 
told the result of his lawyers and had 
wept bitterly, but when in the presence 
of the officials of the court-martial, he 
listened Impassively to the sentence.

His wife who was watting In torture 
and suspense at her house, bore the 
news bravely nnd when visiting her 
husband Saturday afternoonn. showed 
the onlookers who were In the street 
no sign of h*r suffering as she walked 
from her carriage to the prison.

Matthleu Dreyfus was not present 
In the court Saturday afternoon, but 
visited his brother after the verdict 
had been rendered. Ho found him per­
fectly calm and without any manlfcw- 
tatlon of surprise at the finding of 
the court. The prisoner simply 
shrugged his shoulders, uttering an ex­
pressive "Hah.” adding as he embraced 
his brother, as the latter was prepar­
ing to leave. "Console my wife.”

The general belief is that Dreyfus 
will be pardoned; but this will not sat- j 

lsfy his friends, who vehemently de­
clare that they will refuse to accept 
the verdict and will continue the bat­
tle until the Judgment Is reversed. The 
verdict, they say. Is directed more 
against the Jews than against Drey­
fus and if allowed to stand, will make 
their existence in France Impossible. 
Me de Mange took the midnight train 
for Paris.

nrlgus, N. F . Sept. 11.—The I'enrv- 
Harmsworth steamer Windward. Capt. 
John Burtlett, from Etah, north 
Greenland, Aug. 26, arrived here yes­
terday, reporting all well on board. 
She will be followed in a week by tuo 
Deary Arctic club's steamer, Diana, 
('apt. Samuel W. Bartlett, also from 
Ktah. The Windward reports that all 
on hoard the Diana were well at tho 
time the vessels separated.

The two vessels met at Etuh on Aug. 
12 und worked in company under tlio 
personal direction of Lieut. Deary in 
collecting supplies for the winter und 
the equipinnct for next springs' cam> 
paign. The windward was icebound 
in All Man buy, on tho west side of 
Kane basin about forty miles north of 
Gape Sabine, from Aug. 18, 1898, to 
Aug. 2, 1899, being in a sort of eddy, 
undisturbed by wind or current.

The season was one of continuous 
calm, with very little snow, the min­
imum temperature at the ship being 
70 degrees below zero. All the Wind­
ward’s company. Including ten Esqui­
maux. were exempt from illness, acci­
dent or casuality of any kind.

Lieut. Deary and tho sledge parties 
were in the field nlmnst continuously 
from Oct 1S98. to August of this year, 
and have effected an extraordinary 
amount of important work, not only 
bearing on tho future of his own ex­
pedition. and adding much to the ge­
ographical knowledge of tho coast 
lino and the interior of Ellesmere 
I-and, the southern part of Grlnncl 
Land.

His sledging Journeys aggregated 
more than 1000 miles, not including 
several trips repeated over portions of 
the track.

As soon as the lee could bear a 
sledge. Lieut. Deary made a caretul ra- 
connolsance of the coast lino of All 
Man bay. and carefully defined the 
lands and water between that point 
and Cape Sabine. The roast lino of 
Princess Marie bay and Buchanan 
strait, heretofore unknown, was accu­
rately defined, and Hayes sound was 
demonstrated to be a myth.

This work completed, Lieut. Teary 
next made several successful hunting 
trips and laid In an ample supply of 
fresh meat. Including musk oxen, seals 
and birds, for the winter. Utilizing the 
December moon, he sledged along the 
Ice for 250 miles north, over almost 
impassable ice to Fort Conger, the 
headquarters of the Oreely expedition.

He had the misfortune to have both 
feet frostbitten, which necessitated six 
weeks' delay and confinement, until 
he could make the return trip. leash­
ed to a sledge he was hauled all the 
way to the Windward, whore several 
to*« were amputated. Complete recov­
ery followed rapidly and he now 
wulks as well as ever.

An E a rly  Movement cn the Insu rge n ts 

is Expected.

aRMY MAY LAND AT LING AYEN.

B y October I Gen. Otis Will H ave an Arm y of 
3 1.0 0 0  e ffe ctive  fightin g Men 

To Push the Cam paign.

Washington, Sept. .8—The activity 
of the war department officials and tho 
«lose figuring that 1b being done re­
garding the available force In the Phil­
ippines Indicate un early movement. 
It has been known that a forward 
movement was contemplated In No­
vember, but there are now indications 
that the campaign may begin at least 
a month earlier If there should bo fa­
vorable weather conditions. By Oct. 1 
Gen. Otis will have an army of 31,000 
effective lighting men. It is believed 
by some officials of the army that such 
a force ought to begin an active cam­
paign without delay, unless tho weath­
er conditions are such as to absolutely 
prevent. With the arrival at Manila 
of tho other troops now being raised, 
it is suggested that there may be form­
ed another corps for the purpose of 
pursuing the Filipinos In some other 
parts of the island of Luzon. In this 
connection It Is known that many offi­
cers look with favor upon the sugges­
tion that an army should he landed 
•t I.lngayen and move down the Dag- 
upan railway, thus taking the army of 
Agulnaldo in the rear. This will n«c<-K- 
•Itate the co-operation of the navy, nnd 
the officials of the navy department 
have consulted with the war depart­
ment as to what can be done to advan­
tage In this direction. The navy has 
offered to send a squadron to Llngayen 
bay to subdue the town and occupy It, 
thus making a sufe landing of the 
army should tho plan of attack be de­
cided upon.

Washington, Sept. 8.—President 
Schurman of the Phillpplno commis­
sion called at the state department 
yesterday to say good-by before leav­
ing for Ithaca, N. Y. He has undoubt­
edly made a deep impression upon the 
officials of the administration by hie 
statements relative to the afTalrs in the 
Islands when he left there. His opti­
mistic views have convinced some of 
the loading officials at last that the cud 
of the war in the Philippines is in 
sight One of tho arguments which he 
used to support this belief was a chart 
of the Philippine group. On this the 
various races populating the islands 
were graphically set out in colors. The 
significant feature is the small shaw­

ling made by the Tagals. Not only does 
the chart show that this tribe forms 
hut a small portion of the total popu­
lation of the Philippines, but It ap­
pears that the Tagals in Insurrection 
against the United States constitute 
only a portion of the tribe and that 
whole provinces In Luzon, notably at 
the northern extremity of the island, 
are either friendly to the United States 
or at least neutral.

Mttdti Violent KpetM'ltwi.

Pretoria, Sept. t.—There was great 
excitement In til* tirst raud yesterday 
on Mr. Coetier’s interpellation of tho 
government regarding the presence of 
British troupe on the borders and the 
stoppage of ammunition consigned to 
the Transvaal.

President Kruger, the members of 
the executive council and most of the 
principal officials were present, to­
gether with a large representation of. 
the general public, including many 
ladies. At the outset the chairman 
and president urged members to pre­
serve calmness and avoid Insulting lan­
guage.

Tho state secretary, F. W. Keltz, said 
he callod tho previous day ou the Brit­
ish diplomatic agent, Mr. Conyngham 
llreen«, and asked him what reply the 
government could give in the volks- 
ruad regarding the alleged massing of 
British troops ou the borders, and 
whether Mr. Greene would communi­
cate with the British high commission­
er, Sir Alfred Milner. The reply from 
Mr. Greene, he continued, had been re­
ceived yesterday morning, and was In 
the following terms;

“ Dear Mr. Keltz: The following Is
Sir Alfred Milner’s reply to the tele­
gram which I sent him at your request:

“ ‘ I do not know to what Mr. Reitz 
refers when he alludes to the massing 
of troops. This must be the British 
troops In South Africa, the position 
and number of which are no secret, but 
that Is a matter of common knowledge, 
that they are here In order to muke 
provision against eventualities uud to 
protect British Interests.* “

Mr. Coetzer and other members then 
made violent speeches, declaring that 
thoy could not understand Sir Alfred 
Milner's reply, stneo the Transvaal hail 

1 never threatened the English colonies.
“ It Is time," exclaimed Mr. Coctzer, 

! “ for tho Transvaal also to prepare for 
! eventualities.’*

One member said: “ England’s action 
Is like putting a revolver Into a man’s 

; face."
Another concluded a warlike 

harangue In thts strain:
“ It is time to send our burghers to 

the borders to ask these troops what 
they want. The flro is bound to start. 
So let them light It and allow it to 
burn out quickly. War Is better than 
the present state of affairs. Business 
Is ruined and the public treasury is 
drying up. Chamberlain Is trying to 
ruin the country.’’

These speeches and others attacking 
Cecil Rhodes were loudly applauded by 
tho bouse and by the public.

Mr. Bryan was 
brought over from Lnko Tahoe In a 
coach drawn by six horses und escort­
ed by the leading Democrats and *11- 
verites of Nevada.

He repeated the arguments ngalnst 
expansion made In his San Francisco 
speech, declaring against what he pro­
nounced "a triplicate of evils—expan­
sion, imperialism and militarism.”

Mr. Bryan left for the east on yes­
terday evening’s train, being accom­
panied to the depot by practically the 
entire population of Carson, who cheer­
ed him until the receding train car­
ried him out of sight.

A n o th e r ({evolution Kx pert.'fl.

Kingston, Jamaica, Sept 9.—Domin­
ican mall advices received here suy 
that the apitarenUy enthusiastic and 
ostensibly national demonstration pre­
pared In Santo Domingo for Juan Isi­
dro Jlmlnez, leader of the successful 
revolution In that country, by Gen. 
Imbcrt nnd the leaders of the Jlmlnez 
Immediate political faction Is not al­
together representative of tho real 
popular sentiment. It is now begin­
ning to appear that while tho whole 
nation accepted the revolution on the 
tacit understanding that the Intolera­
ble Incubus of party politics would be 
permanently revived by securing an 
American protectorate, Jlminrz’s i«ir- 
ty was really working for his personal 
Interests, to the establishment of 
which they now propose utilizing the 

| victory If they can compass his consti­
tutional election. In spite of the grow­
ing popularity of Gen. Horatio Vas­
ques, the provisional president, who 
was tho real leader of the revolution, 
anil Is the hero of the hour, the advic­
es add that unless the election adopts 
the popular aspirations, or as an al­
ternative. succeeds in giving the coun­
try an administration combining sov­
ereign Independence with that of fi­
nancial stability and complete Internal 
political freedom to which It has so 
long been a stranger and which the 
people are fully determined to secure 
at any cost of bloodshed or even a par­
tial surrender of sovereignty another 
revolution is sure to follow.

In conclusion the advices say that 
the foreign Interests In Santo Domin­
go are watching tho developments 
with the keenest anxiety.

I/ondon, Sept. 9.—The cabinet coun­
cil here yesterday attracted greater 
public Interest than any meetings of 
tho ministers for years past

A crowd of people cordially greeted 
the most prominent of the cabinet 
ministers und Impatiently thronged 
the precincts of the foreign office 
throughout tho session, eugerly scru­
tinizing the faces of those coming and 
going, In the hope of obtaining a glim­
mering of tbe outcome of tbe momen­
tous event The war spirit was evi­
dent on oil sides and the generals were 
enthusiastically cheered as they ap­
peared, the crowd evidently under­
standing that they had been summon­
ed to bo in readiness In the event of 
the ministers wishing their advice.

A crowd of from 2000 to 3000 per­
sons assembled at the Whitehall en­
trance to Downing street where the 
foreign and colonial offices are situat­
ed, at an early hour yesterday. Mr. 
Chamberlain, the secretary of state for 
the colonies, and the earl of Selborne, 
the under secretary, were tho first ar­
rivals among tho officials and they 
were followed by Field Marshal Lord 
Wolseley, the commander-in-chief of 
the army; Gen. Sir Redvers lluler, 
who, it is said, will have the field com­
mand in the event of wfar with tho 
Transvaal, and Gen. Sir Evelyn Wood, 
adjutant general of tho forces. Tho 
arrival of Lord Salisbury, the premier, 
was the signal for tremendous cheer­
ing. By 1 o'clock all the cabinet min­
isters were present.

The cabinet council was concluded 
at 3 p. m.

A reporter asked the president of 
the board of agriculture, the Rt. Hon. 
Walter I^ong, if any conclusion hud 
been reached. He said: »

“All I can say Is that we must have 
patience.”

The ministers came out arm in 
arm, laughing and chatting, greatly 
contrasting with the manner in which 
they went in. Lord Salisbury again 
received an ovation.

Although the foreign office has not 
given out a statement, the general Im­
pression was that no ultimatum would 
be sent to the Trunsvaal at present, 
and that a time limit would lie placed 
for a conference at Cape Town.

The short duration of the council 
and the early departure of the military! 
men summoned were taken as lndioa-! 
tlons that the situation Is more pacific, | 
though, of course, this is only surmise, j 

I The council was marked by absolute 
unanimity, and in spite of a lack of of­
ficial information and the presence 
of much corroborative evidence that 
the situation Is scarcely less strained, 
there is no sign of any Intention to 
convene parliament and no immediate 
necessity exists to call out he re­
serves. It Is probable, however, that 
the appeals of the government of Na- i 
tal will result In the dispatch of a j 
large body of troops from England and 
India to Natal and Cape Colony.

Port Townsend, Sopt. 8.—The Orien­
tal steamer Olenogle, which has ar­
rived from Yokohama, brings advices 
us follows:

On Aug. 13 Kagoshima was visited 
by a typhoon, causing a serlouB loss of 
property. According to the official In­
vestigation 11(1 persons were killed 
and fifty-two Injured. 800 houses col- 
lapsod and 807 were badly Injured. In 
the rural districts thirty-three people 
wore killed and 10 Injured and 1143 
houses were blown down and 339 part­
ly wrecked. Shipping suffered heav­
ily. Forty-five boats were wrecked, 
twenty-one of them being cupsized 
while at anchor. The storm was also 
felt at Kumaniato, where a number of 
building* were demolished, causing 
the loss of several lives. Several ves­
sels were wrecked. Rice crops have 
suffered serious damage In both dis­
tricts. At Kobe the Btorm was less se­
vere. Th* beach was strewn with 
wrecks«*

I'UhliiK H outi WrtH*ko«l.

Charlottetown. P. E. I., Sept. 9.— 
Reports were received here yes­
terday from ports throughout tho 
province and from tho north Indicate 
that the heavy gales of Wednesday 
night were very disastrous to fishing 
and coasting craft

The storm appears to have been the 
most severe in the Gulf of the St. Law­
rence from Cape Brenton to Quebec It 
Is believed that at least a dozen lives 
were lost.

Hundreds of fishing boats along the 
Island coast and northern Now Bruns­
wick were smashed to pieces und In 
several cases the occupants were 
drowned. Three bodies have come 
ashore near South Kildare. In all, 
eight or nine men were lost ut that 
point.

Thursday Information 
reached the city confirming this report 
and In addition tilling something of 
the plnns of the general. There Is 
hnrdly a military man in the tropics 
who stands higher than Gen. Mena for 
courage and ability. He Intends to 
raise a large force In Salvador and 
reach I.eon, where the people opposed 
to Zelaya have thglr stronghold. Then 
he will move on towards the capital. [ 
nnd If successful It Is more than like- 
ly Gen. Mena will become president of 
the republic. A f^w dnys »go Mr. lllch- 
nrd Hudson of /If oust on. who served 
ns a captain udder Gen Mena In the 1 
Reyes revolution, passed through the 
city. He will Join Gen Mena by spe­
cial request very shortly and will 
serve na one of the leaders In the rev­
olution. which Is scheduled for the ap­
proaching dry season.

Ilevolnt lo o sry  Congress.

Manila. Sept. 9.—A Filipino, who lias 
arrived here from Tarlne. says an ex­
traordinary session of the revolution­
ary congress took place at Tarlac Aug. 
24. Agulnoldo presided and chose Ma- 
binl ns president of the supreme court 
and Gonr.aga as attorney general. They 
both report the most conservative nnd 
temperate elements. Mablnl, who re­
cently resigned the foreign secretary­
ship, Is the ablest man connectd with 
the revolution. Zonsaga was president 
of the last penre commission. The 
proceedings of the congress disproved 
the report that Agnlnaldo had declared 
himself dictator. A decree has been Is­
sued hy tho Filipinos compelling the 
registration of nil foreigners In Fili­
pino territory. The Chinese, who are 
a Inrge faction of the population, are 
considered foreigners. Including those 
born In the Philippine Islands. Appli­
cations must be made on stamped pa­
per, which figures largely In all th» 
business of tha Insurrectionary gov­
ernment

Denton. Tex., Sept, 9.—The county 
commissioners met here again yester­
day to take some action on the small­
pox situation. All the commissioners 
wore present except Mr. Jackson and 
the following resolution was adopted:

“ Itappearlng to the court that small­
pox now prevails in the southern por­
tion of Denton county, southeast of 
Argyle, it is therefore ordered hy the 
commissioners' court that all parties 
affected with said disease and persons 
exposed to smallpox be held In deten­
tion, and the local quarantine officer Is 
hereby ordered to enforce local quar­
antine and to take such measures as 
may be necessary to prevent tho 
spread of the disease, and that said 
quarantine be conducted In a reasona­
ble and economical manner, and that 
the local quarantine officer shall re­
ceive for his services such Film as may 
be agreed upon, not to exceed the sura 
of $12 a day for each day he will have 
to be engaed in the discharge of his 
duties In the treatment of smallpox in 
attending to his duties n't the deten­
tion camp, the health officer to furnish 
his own conveyance nnd board. This 
shall not be construed as setting aside 
the order of this court heretofore pass­
ed. fixing the salary at $ 10. nnd that 
this order applies to this quarantine 
only.”

Dr. I ’ iner accepted the office at that 
figure and has taken entire charge of 
the matter.
