The Tent Caterpillar.

In connection with this article we
fllustrate the Tent Caterpillar, so well
'known to many of our horticulturists.
As every farmer that has a small or-
chard is likely to meet this insect in
his orchard it is well to have his pie-
'ture, At this time of year there is
no likelihood of finding the worm in
his tent, but the eggs may be found on
'the trees during fall and winter.
These eggs should be cut off the
branches and burned, The gathering
‘of the eggs is an easy matter., Run
a knife down through the bracelet of
eggs and the whole can be taken in-
‘tact from the twig In the illustration
“a” and “b” show two full-grown
worms on the outside of the tent; *c”
is an egg-mass with the gu'nmy cover-
ing removed; “d" is a cocoon contain-
ing the moth, At the top of the cut
is the moth,

The worms hatch out in the spring

and by June are covering the trees
with their tents. The way to fight
them at that time is to gather and

having torches fastened on long poles
which they place under the nests. An-
other way is to hava a pair of shears
rigged on a pole with a string run-
ning to one of the handles of the
shears and through a ring on the pole.
By this means the whole branch that
holds the tent is cut off just below the
tent. The tent (s then burned or the
insects drowned. “This cutting or
burning should be done in the early
morning or in the evening when the
worms are in their nests, The worms
have disappearsd by the first of July,
having gone into the chrysalis state.
The scienticfic name of this insect is
Clisiocampa fragilis,
Planting Chestnut Trees.

A NEW TREATY.

Negotiations to Be Opened Up Be-
tween This Country and Spain.

— e

THE UNITED STATES MINISTER

To Spain, Mr. Bellamy Storer, Will Act for the
United States - The Work to Be Carried
oo at Madrid.

Washington, Oct. 30—An understand-
ing has been reached by which it is
expected negotiations will soon Dbe
opened at Madrid for a new treaty be-
tween the United States and Spnain.
This will be the last step toward com-
pletely restoring the friendly relations
between the two countries.

The war with Spain swept the old
freaty out of existence and the only
international agreement now in exist-
ence is the peace treaty which is con-
fined to the events growing out of the
war, and has not reference to com-
merce navigation, extradition and oth-
er manifold negotiations between na-
tion in time of peace. The coming ne-
gotiations will be for the purpose of
forming such a treaty of commerce,
amity and friendship. The present
condition {s quite anomalous, as there
{8 no basis on which persons could be
extradited from one country to the
other, or for the determination of any
commercial difference which might
arise. Fortunately there has been no

case occasioning serious differences.

Both sides expact the new treaty will
be a great improvement on the old,
which was an antiquated document,
dating back to 1795, with many of its
provisions devoted to the boundary be-
tween Florida, them a possession of
Spain, and the United States. Save for
the Cushing protocol, it had been im-
possible to frame a new treaty to both
sides, and it remained for the war to
dispose of it and thus open the way

for a modern treaty. It has been
thought that the Duc d'Arcos would
conduct these negotiations with the

state department, but the minister is
rather relieved at the understanding
that the work will be carried
Madrid.

Havana, Oct, 30.-—At a meeting yes.
terday in Cristo of the ‘local commit-
tees of the local Cuban leagyg and the
Cuban national party, in honor' ot
Maximo Gomez and of the Perez
family, whose head buried thefremalns
of Gen, Antonio Maceo and young Go-
mer after they were killed at Bejucal,
Senor Saya characterized the action of
the Perez family as “most noble.” “Tle
declared that the page of history which
recorded the death of Maceo should be
stamped with gold letters, and he con-
cluded by saying:

“The Cuban people are absolutely
bound to carry out the noble purpose
of Maceo, If they do not it will be
their eternal shame.”

The speaker then handed Gen. Go-
mez a medal with a request that he
should present it to Perez as a toeken
of the esteem in which the latter is
held by the residents of Cristo.

Gen. Gomez pinned the medal upon
the breast of Pcerez. Senor Gonzales
said:

[ *“The Cubans went into the war with

a fixed programme, the programme of
independence. Gomez, Marti and Ma-
ceo will go into history as the trian-
gular keystonc of Cuban greatness.
The Cubauns are bound to obtain inde-
pendence when they have such dates
in their annals as the 10th of October
and the 4th of January, and such men
as Cespedes and Maceo. Cuba has
only two great dates, but she wants a
third. It will come with the day when
her flag floats over her fortresses. The
sons of Cuba owe a great deal to the
American women who :re working so
nobly to help our poor, ignorant and
sick.”

Many thousands visited Cabanas
Lyesterday,. the_ day. selected._ to_coms-
memorate the Jdeaths of the Cubans
who were executed there by the Span-
fards.

A fac simile of a bronze plate to be
placed later was fastened upon the vwalj
near where the victims were shot, « (h
the following inscription: *“This ;late
is placed here as an eternal record of
those who died for the liberty of their
country.”

The plate will be about eight feet by

FIERCE  FIGHTING.

Sharp Encounter With the British
ét Kimberly.

BOERS WERE FINALLY ROUTED

After Severe Fighting, In Which Armored
Tralas Appear to Have Done
Valuable Service.

London, Oct. 28.—During the momen-
tary lull in the fighting at Natal comes
the news from the western border
which temporarily shifts the scene of
conflict into the beleaguered British
force at Kimberley, The sharp strug-
gle there Tuesday appears to have
been the result of a sortie, with the
view of breaking the cordon surround-
ing the place. The British, apparent-
ly 500 strong, met 700 Boers and, ac-
cording to the official and other ac-
counts routed them after severe fight-
ing, in which the armored trains ap-
pear to have dome valuable service.
The Beers were entrenched strongly
seven mils northward and the Brit-
ish brilliantly carried the enemy’s po-
sition without serious loss. It is said
that the Boers twice unfairly used
‘white flag. Botha, who was among the
killed, was a member of the volksraad
and a famous Dutch fighter. He dis-
tinguished himself as a marksman at
Brenkborspruit, when the
was—mowed
down, He afterward defended a farm-
house against the British. When he
surrendered the farmhouse Botha was
found with five wounds, bathed in
blood,

A special dispatch from Cape Town
Yesterday glves details of the defeat
of 700 Boers by the British at River-
ton, north of Kimberley, Wednesday,
in which the enemy was completely
routed with heavy loss, the British loss
being three men killed and twenty, in-
cluding two officers, wounded. This is
'probably the same fight, though a dif-
ferent date is given, as referred to in
the Capt Town dispatch of yesterday,
in which it was said that the official re-
port from Kimberley Tuesday an-
nounced that Col. Scott-Turner with
270 men had an engagement with the
Buers, during which a detachment of
160 men of the Lancashire regiment
ﬁlstingulshedthemselven and the arm-
ored train did good service. The Boers
were unable to withstand the splendid
charge of the Lancashires, who cleared
the hill occupied by the enemy at the
‘point of the bayonet. The Boer loss-
es are reported as very heavy. Scott-
Turner's force consisted of local vol-
unters, who, with the Lancashires,
captured the route of the burghers aft-
fr Monday's artillery had driven them
out of their entrenchments.

Botha commanded the Boshor force.

“Great enthusiasig has been aroused

here by the news of the British suc-
cesses In Natal, Several farmers in
the neighborhood of Kimberley have
been noticed in the ranks of the Boers.
A letter from Father Rorke said 600
Boers with 100 wagons were laagered
at Taungs.

‘“*All the whites have left except the
women, who sought refuge in the con-
wvent. The Boer commandant has prom-
ised to protect them. The news from
the northern border indicates that the
Boers are actively trying to prevent
‘Col. Plumer from relieving Mafeking,
hence the absence of news since Pre-
toria announcel the bombardment of
the place creating considerable alarm.
The newspapers are making the most
of what they claim to be ‘significant
admissions’ in the supposed Boer offi-
«<inl telegrams.”

Cotton States Cenvention.

Atlunta, Ga., Oct. 28.—At the morn-
ing session of the third day of the
convention of the Assoclation of the
Cotton States’ Commissioners of Agris
culture, President offered the follow-
ing resolution on the classification of
cotton:

““Whereas, the annual loss accruing
each year in the handling of the cot-
ton crop growing out of the loss of
weights and failure of bales to come up
to the sample of classification, which
is due to the fact that there is no stan-
dard system of weight and classifica-
tion; and

“Whereas, these reclamations de-
stroy the profits of the business to the
merchant and indirectly is taken from
the pockets of the producer; therefore,
be it

“Resolved by this convention, that
we use our earnest and energetic ef-
forts to bring about the proper stan-
dard weights and classification of the
staple, urging such legislation as to
bring about the desired results; and
be it

“Resolved further, that we invite the
assistance and co-operation of such ex-
porters of cotton who realize the im-
portance of the move ment and who
are from experience in a position to
furnish substantial aid.’

The resolution was adopted.

Smallpox at Whartom,

Houston, Tex., Oct. 30.~Yesterday
evening Dr. Blunt, state health officer,
arrived here from Wharton. He had
been out there to look after some
small-pox cases, He found forty cases
in and about Wharton and he fully
convinced the people that it was gen-
uine small-pox. County Judge Gordon
appointed Dr. J. Mandroms county
health officer and they have the cases
they know of in a detention camp. The
people and all doctors are co-operating
to stamp it out, and Dr. Blunt says
that it will be done before long.
