Behind the casket came Mrs. Harri­
son, with her brother. Lieutenant Com­
mander Parker, of the navy, and lit- 
ue Elisabeth Harrison. Theu came 
Secretary Tlbbett and Mrs. Tibbett, 
then Mr. and Mrs McKee, Russell Har­
dsell and Mrs. Russell Harrison, theu 
the other relatives. Directly aftor the 
members of the family came President 
McKinley and Gov. Durbin and fol­
lowing them the friends of the family. 
Twelve mounted policemen led the way 
to the church.

It was 2:30 o'clock when the proces­
sion arrived at the church, which waa 
packed to its utmost capacity, while 
in the streets outside were thousands 
of people. The doors had been closed 
at 1:15 to prevent any more people 
gaining admission.

President McKinley's great wreath 
of Golden Gate roses was one of the 
most handsome floral pieces In the 
church. There were baskets of roses, 
of violets, orchids, calla lilies, lilies of 
the valley and many others in so great 
profusion thht there was no longer 
space on the floor for them, and many 
wreaths were hung over the sides of 
pews.

Dr. Haines opened the service by 
saying:

“ I am the resurrection and the life. 
He that belleveth on me, though he 
were dead, yet shall he live, and he 
that liveth and believeth in me shall 
never die."

Dr. Nlccolls then read from I Cor. 
15:35-38 inclusive, after which Dr. 
Haines offered prayer.

After the prayer the choir sang the 
hymn, ' ‘Rock of Ages.”

This was Gen. Harrison's favorite 
hymn, and it is said this la the only 
one he ever attempted to sing.

Following the hymn Dr. Nlccolls 
read portions of the Scripture from the 
fourteenth chapter of St. John and the 
twenty-first chapter of Revelation, 
after which Dr. Haines delivered the 
funeral address.

After the address Dr. Nlccolls o f­
fered prayer.

The service« were closed with a bari­
tone solo. "Hark. Hark, My Soul,”  in 
the chorus of which the entire choir
joined.

Gathered raound the Harrison lot 
in Crown Hill cemetery were the thou­
sands of people who, with bowed heads j 
and manifestations of sincere sorrow,,' 
v.'atched th* funeral proesaslon take 
its way through the grounds. It was 1 
nearly 5 «'clock when the line of rela-1 
tivea and friends arrived at th« tomb. 
On the arm of Llentenant Commander 
Parker Mr«. Harreion took her place 
at the head of the coffin, which had 
been borne to the side of the grave by 
the pallbearers. Through the heavy 
mourning veil which she wore there 
were visible marked signs of the grief | 
through which she had passed. Her 
lips trembled continually, and it was 
evident she kept her emotion under 
control by the greatest effort.

Near her. on the left, stood the gen­
eral s son, Russell B. Harrison, with 
his wfle and Mr. and Mrs. McKee 
Mrs. Russell Harrison. Mrs. McKee 
and the brothers of Gen. Harrison. 
John Scott Harrison and Carter B. 
Harrison, stood cloRe together. Presi­
dent McKinley came to the grave with 
Mrs. Durbin, and stood with her during 
tho brief service. Beside him were 
Gov. Durbin and Private Secretary 
Cortelyou.

The coffin was placed in a heavy 
walnut protecting cover, ana then the 
granite roof of the tomb was lowered. 
Dozens of beautiful floral tribute« were 
placed on the tomb and on the ground 
close by.

Indianapolis, Ind., March 14.—Gsn. 
Benjamin Harrison died at 4:45 Wed­
nesday afternoon without regaining 
consciousness. His death was quiet 
and painless, there being a gradual 
sinking until the end came, which was 
marked by a single gasp as life left 
the body.

The general’s condition was so bad 
Wednesday morning after a restless 
night that the attending physician un­
derstood that the end could not be 
far off, and all the bulletins ssnt out 
from the sick roootu were to this effect, 
so that the family and friends were 
prepared when the blow flually came. 
The gradual failing of the remarkable 
strength shown by the patient became 
more noticeable in the afternoon, and 
a few moments before the end there 
was an apparent breakdown on the 
pa»1 of the sufferer, aa he surrender­
ed to the disease against which h«

Haines, pastor of the First Presbyte­
rian church, which Gen. Harrison had 
attended for so many years; Secre­
tary Tlbbt, Dr. Jamson and Dor­
sey, Col. Randell. sergeant-at-arms of 
the United States senate, and a close 
friend of the dead ex-president, and 
the two nurses, who have been in con­
stant attendance at the bedside. Gen. 
Harrison’s two sisters and an aunt 
ware also present. Mrs. Harrison knelt 
at the side of the bed, her husband’s 
right hand grasping hers, while Dr. 
Jameson held the left hand of the dy­
ing man, countlug the feeble pulse 
beats.

Precautions had been taken that 
there should be no mistake. Hetora 
the negro was turned over to the n.ob 
he had confessed, and to his conferr lots 
be had made affidavit. In addition, h« 
had acknowledged his guilt In a fare­
well letter to hhi father.

This Impressive scene was enacte# 
in the Jailer'B office earlier in tit# 
morning before comparatively a few 
men. Thither Henderson had be«n 
taken immediately the men reached 
town with their prisoner. The begin­
ning of the confession came somewhat 
reluctantly, but once begun, it seemed 
to relieve the negro, and he told all 
without further hesitation. Indeed ea­
gerly, and when asked if he would 
Bwear to it. assented readily.

Henderson was warned by Justii*
H. G. Roberts that any statement hw 
made would be used against him amt 
not for him. Ills confession was aa 
follows:

"County Jail, Coslcana. Tex., Nsa 
varro Co., March 13. 1901. I, Johu 
Henerson, a negro, aged about 2fi 
years, went to the house of a whit« 
lady unknown to me, who lived atxmt 
three miles north of Corsicana. on th« 
Houston and Texas Central, West of ■ 
station-house about one-fourth of m 
mile, on the afternoon of March 8, 
1901, and killed her. There was no 
one present when I committed th« 
crime except the lady, two children 
and myself. I killed the lady in th« 
house, and when I left she was lying 
in the door. I used a new knife with, 
two small blades and one large blade. 
The knife had an iron handle. I want 
to be hung. I hereby give my body 
to C. M. Hornheck and Dr. Hedge i  
did not attempt such violence u p c ^  *  
Mrs. Younger as would deprive her o i 
her virtue. JOHN HENDEDSON.”

Fxactly at 11 o'clock all arrange­
ments were ready and the match waa

After the torch had been applied an# 
when the flames wore leaping around 
Ms body a man with the same knif« 
in his right hand as was used by the 
negro sprang at the negro and slashed 
him about the face and arms, each 
stroke bringing forth a fresh gush of 
blood, and when some friend caught 
the man by the coat and pulled hinr 
hack from the burning negro, several 
streams of the negro's blood wer« 
spraying the flames about him.

General Smith’« long illness ended 
early this morning, wheu at 12.15 he 
•xptred. At his bedside were tbe Im­
mediate members of his family, Judge 
T. B. Johnson, Judge T. S. Reese aud 
a few other Intimate associates.

Mr. Smith had been 111 since shortly 
after the Waco convention. That was 
in fact one of his last appearances,a nd 
many who heard him on that occasion, 
when be answered criticisms of his offi­
cial conduct, pronounced It the most 
masterly address he ever made. Mr. 
Smith was regarded as one of the fore­
most lawyers in Texas. That he bad 
a bright political future was generally 
conceded.

The malady which ended in Mr. 
Smith’s death was Bright’s disease.

Thomas S. Smith wa  ̂ born in Chero­
kee county. Mississippi, July 6, 1856, 
and was a son of Thomas B. and Eliza­
beth (Sister) Smith. He was reared in 
his native county and educated at Em­
ery and Henry College, Wushongton 
county, Virginia, graduating at the 
farmer in 1$77 and at the latter in 
1878. He took a law course In the 
latter lnsttuation and located to prac­
tice In Tupelo, Miss., on quitting 
school. He was actively engaged in 
the practice of his profession there 
until 1184, when he came to Texas 
and settled at Hillaboro, where he con­
tinued the practice of law and was 
actively engaged in it until his death. 
WhHe residing in Tupelo he served 
taat city as mayor for two years. He 
as oounty attorney from 1888 to and 
Inclusive ef 1892. In 1888 and 1889 be 
Inclusive of 1892. In 188$ and 1899 he 
was a member of the state Demo­
cratic executive committee for the 
Twenty-first senatorial district. In 
l$93 be was elected to tbe Twenty 
third legislature from Hill county and 
sleeted In 1196 to the Twenty-fourth 
legislature, and was elected speaker of 
tbe house of representatives. In 1898 
he was elected attorney general of Tex 
aa and was re-elected In 1900.

As a lawyer he ranked among the 
most successful In central Texas, and 
was considered one of tne best crimi­
nal attorneys In the state.

Mr. Smith was married in 1880 to 
Mias Alice Markhaw in Tupelo, MIhs. 
Her death about a year ago was a ter­
rible blow to him. One son, an only 
child, Garland, survives him.

In hie 
death the country has been deprived of 
one of Its dearest citizens. A brilliant 
soldier In his young manhood, he gain­
ed fame and rapid advaicement by his 
energy and valor. As a lawyer be rose 
to be a leader of tbe bar. In the sen­
ate he at once took and retained high 
rank as an orator and legislator, and 
In the high office of president he dis­
played extraordinary gifts as an ad­
ministrator and statesman. In public 
and private life he set a shining exam­
ple for his countrymen.

be returned to the soil, so that what 
has been taken from It by the crop 
may be restored. Although admitting 
that the great natural fertility of the 
soil in Manitoba and the success that 
has attended the growing of wheat 
after wheat for years upon the same 
land have a tendency to make such a 

.‘ course us the one mentioned tempting, 
yet, if continued, wheat growing upon 
the same land year after year is un­
doubtedly a mistake.
