While the attention of stockbree@ers
[s being justly attracted to the won-
derful possibilities offered for the suc-
cessful production of sheep for mutton
and wool upon the fertile, virgin soils
of the cheap, cut and burnt-over lands
skirting the lines of the Wisconsia
Central railroad in Northern Wiscon-
sin it should be borne in mind that
the same region offers essentially prac-
tical inducements to the swine ralser

The corn belt, with its magnificent
yvields of golden grain—corn that by
reason of its treasures of starch and
oil furnishes the best possible mate-
rial for the production of animal fat—
has glven rise to a breed of swine
noted the world over as “the lard hog."”
This, surely, is a fitting name for the
Poland China, which, with the trot-
ting horse, lays claim to American
origination and has brought credit and
cash galore to its producers. But
even corn, like other kings, has its
failings and the lard hog is not the cri-
terion of conformation, constitution, or
qQuality. Corn is an incomplete food—
superlatively rich in fat formers but
correspondingly poor in bone and mus-
cle making materials—hence animals
produced generation after generation
upon corn as a well nigh exclusive
diet become similarly incomplete. Like
corn they abound in fat; like corn they
lack the corresponding constituents of
protein—they are deficient in vim,
vigor, bone and muscle. To these hogs
cholera has proved a scourge, Their
debilitated constitutions and sluggisn
blood have offered the germ of the dis-
ease its most suitable habitat and pro-
liferating place; thus the annnal rav-
ages of the fell disease have sadly off-
set the profits of marketing corn in the
shape of the lard hog. In Canada the
lard hog has not been extensively
bred; nor could it originate in that
colder, higher land where corn is not
the cheapest, most prolific grain.
Where legumes luxuriate there the ba-
con hog thrives vest., His frame is
strong in bone; his muscle well devel-
oped; his constitution rugged and har-
dy; his blood pure and his whole sys-
tem healthy, hence cholera and kind-
red diseases rarely find in him a
breeding place. Nowhere do legumes
flourish better than in Northern Wis-
consin, Clover springs up wherever
sown, drowning unsightly stumps in
billows of succulent green forage. One
seeding is enough, for clover here
neither winter kills nor throws out
with frost. Crimson, red, white and
alsike clover, cowpeas and beans—
these are the legumes, while supple-
mentary nitrogenous food is near at
hand in the cheap wheat screenings to
be had from the great flour mills of
Minnesota and used with profit for hog
[eeding.

When to high altitude, pure water
lnvlzo‘pﬂng atmosphere and abund-
ance oatds and other pro-
tein-rich feeding material cheap-
ly produced and procured is add-
ed the fact that swine disease has
never invaded this region, it surely be-

comes apparent that here is to be
found Nature's sanitarium for the pro-
duction of healthy swine. Here in the
opinion of the Farmers' Review could
be bred and reared to a fattening age
hogs of perfect constitution and vital-
ity, to be killed for well-mixed bacon
or fattened on cheap ‘corn (farther
south, with no loss from cholera or
other disease,
Co-Operation In Egg Selllag,

In egg production, Denmark is forg-
ing to the fore, her exports having
doubled in the last five years.

The Age of Eggs.

The age of eggs may be spproxi-
mately judged by taking advantage of
the fact that as they grow old their
density decreases through evaporation
of molisture. According to Siebel a
new-laid egg placed in a vessel of brine
made in the proportion of two ounces
¢/ salt to one pint of water, will at
once sink to the bottom., An egg one
day old will sink below the surface,
but not to the bottom, while one three
days old will swim just immersed In
the liquid. If more than three days old
the egg will float on the surface, the
amount of shell exposed being in-
creased with age. If two weeks old
only a little of the shell will dip in
the lquid.

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What Affects Clover Beediug r

From the Farmers' Review: In the
mind of thoughtful, intelligent farm-
ers very interesting problems are con-
tinually presenting themselves for so-
lution, The amount of general knowl-
edge possessed by them is not.usually
sufficient for their guidance in seek-
ing answers to the questions arising.
For this reason they are apt to as-
cribe incorrect causes for effectes which
they observe. An illustration of this
is found in the popular theory that the
geason, more than the time of cutting
the first crop of clover, affects the
yield of seed on the second crop. To
understand this problem we must draw
upon a knowledge of agricultural
chemistry and plant feeding and the
elaboration of elementary food in the
plant. Seeding is the ‘effort of the
plant to reproduce itself when it has
reached a certain period of growth,
As the elaboration of seed depends up-
on the presence and action of phos-
phoric acid in the plant, the movement
of phosphorus in it furnishes the key
to the solution of the problem.

Take the plant in four stages of
growth. As a young plant in full
health about ¢ to 8 inches tall, from
22 per cent to 25 per cent of the total
phosphoric acid necessary for full de-
velopment of the matured crop has
been taken up from the root, and about
50 per cent of this amount is found in
the upper leaves. After it has ob-
tained about one-third more growth,
over 40 per cent of the phesphoric
fcid has been brought up, of which
from 60 per cent to 65 per cent Is
found in the heads and stems and
leaves close up to the heads. When
the plant has grown still larger and
reached full bloom, 70 per cent to 75
per cent of the required phosphoric
acid has been received from beneath
the ground, and 80 per cent of this has
found its way into the head and blos-
soms. Finally, when the seed has
been perfected, fully 90 per cent of the
total phosphoric acid taken by the
plant has passed from the structure to
the seed. If the crop is cut ‘when 40
per cent and upwards of the phospho-
rus needed for full development and re-
production has‘been taken up and
from 60 per cent to 80 per cent of this
reached the upper parts of the plants
it will require a very rich feeding of
phosphate to enable it to repair dam-
age, and, besides building a new plant
provide nourishment for seed. Few
soils are equal to such a strain, but
as farmers like to get 2as much maturi-
ty as possible in the hay crop so as to
provide a good article of fodder, they

| must be careful to look well to the

phosphatic feeding of clover fields.
This will be more fully appreciated if
we bear in mind that two tcns of clo-
ver hay on a meadow calls for 40 per
cent more phosphorus <&han thirty
bushels of wheat, sixty-five bushels of
corn or fifty bushels of oats,

Any effect of the season on the seed
evelopment of the second crop must
generally be ascribed to the rapid
growth of the first crop deceiving the
farmer into the belief that the large
growth .had attained corresponding
maturity., In such cases a chemical ex-
amination of the hay of the first crop
would show it to be lacking in feed-
ing value in full proportion to its
bulk and weight.

While on ghis question it is inter-
esting to obser. . that the researches
of Dr. Wagner emphasize most de-
cidedly the necessity of the phosphate
and potash manures for clovers grown
for manurial purposes Ordinarily
eighty pounds of nitrogen supplied to
the soil from an acre of two tons of
clover is good work, but it is found
that over 260 pounds of nitrogen can
be obtained on an acre from the at-
mosphere by supplying abundant phos-
phoric acid in addition to potash. On
heavy soils the potash has not gen-
erally to be supplied a8 manure, but
on sald soil deficient in potash we are
called upon to supply it.as well as the
phosphate.—Thomas Wallace,

Some Orange-Growing Locallties

It is stated on good authority tha:
the orange orchard area at Riverside,
California, covers thirty square miles,
or 19,200 acres, on which are growing
1,636,000 orange trees. The money
value of the crop approximates §$6, -
000,000 annually, or about $670 for
each man, woman, and child i the
district.

It has been calculated that there are
in Italy 6,400,000 orange trees which
yield on an averag® 1,600,000,000 or-
anges per year, or 300 oranges per
tree. In the province of Seville, in
Spain, where the largest quantity of
oraunges {8 grown in Europe, the aver-
age annual yield per tree is estimated
at 600 oranges. The island of St
Michael, in she Azores, produces on
an arga of 2656 acres 350,000,000 or-
anges, which are almost entirely ship-
ped to England., In 1889 the total ex-
port of oranges from Spain exceeded
1,000,000,000.

RUIN BY TORNADO.

Terrible Storm in Oklahoma With
Heavy Loss of Property.

TWELVE LIVES REPORTED LOST

At Blackwell and Eddy-—Seme Coaflicting
Reports, but Devascation apd
. Destruction Followed

Perry, Ok, June 11.—The storm
which passed over eastern Oklahoma
was one of the most severe since the
opening of the strip. A reature of
the storm was the extent of the ter-
ritory covered. Sweeping down from
the Kansas state line ana covering
about ten miles in width. The rain,
wind and hail swept over the coun-
try as far south as Oia Oklahoma.
The rain simply fell in torrents from
early in the evening untii midnight
The storm culminated in a cyclone
which formed a point near the Kan-
sas state line and just on th ecounty
lines of Kentucky, and Grant, Okla-
homa. The twister took a south-
easterly course and was most disas-
trous in a belt of ten miles square in
eastern Kay county and the little town
of Eddy was truck and of the six-
teen or seventeen buildings in the
place all were leveled to the ground
except the railroad station and eleva-
tor.

There was great excitemenr in the im-
mediate vicinity., Pedestr:ans dashed
to cover behind telephone poles, into
stores and some of them fell flat on
the sidewalk in their eagerness to
evade the leaden missiles which were
flying so thick and fast. The firing
did not last longer than a minute, but
was fast and furious. As the cloud
of smoke lifted and as people drew
near to the scene they found three
men lying within eight reet of each
other, two of them motiontess and the
third struggling to get into a sitting
posture, A fourth participant in the
deadly encounted was standing lean-
ing against a pole, besmeared with
blood and a stream of biood gushing
to the walk,

Eye-witnesses differ as to some of
the details, but all agree that pistols
were pulled about the same time and
at least five of the participants used
the weapons. Immediately after the
affair five revolvers, still hot, were
found lying about on the sidewalk,
with the loads out of nearly all of
them. Tom Payne and Lew Echols
were killed outright; James Perkins’
wounds may prove fatal.

Payne and Echols reside near Hum-
ble, where they are well xnown, and
each was a farmer and stockman.
They lived in the same vicinity and
It is learned had never had any
trouble and had always been friendly
until recently. It ajppears that ill
feeling was engendered between the
families of the two dead men over a
case that was to be called in the erim-
fnal court f{n this cizy Thursday,
wherein a criminal charge was made
against George Payne, a son of Tom
Payne.

The case was called in tne criminal
court and the defendant, Geo. Payne,
his father and a dozen other citizens
of Humble were present, among them
being Lew Echols. The latter's son,
Dave Echols, for the last year or so
has been staying in Houston and Is
a butcher. The two Paynes and the
Echols met, it seems, =nt the place
where the shooting occurred by acci-
dent.

The bodies were taken to different
ucdertaking estallishments. Perkins
was shot through the right breast
with a 44-caliber buller, 1t passing
through the right lung. M~everal hem-
orrhages followed and it was thought
at first the wound would prove
speedily fatal. The patient, however,
reallied and this evening the attending
physicians believe he has a chance of
recovery.

Dave Echols, who received a flesh
wound, was taken to the police sta-
tion.

Tom Payne was shot three times,
any one of which would have proved
fatal. One wound was just above the
heart, one just beneath it and one
entering the back of the head.

Lew Echol's body was prerced with
two bullets, one entering his right
breast and the other the abdomen.

Quarantine Ralsed.

Austin, Tex., June 10.—As predicted
several days ago, the quarantine
against San Francisco has been raised.
The governor's order abrogating the
quarantine is as follows:

In accordance with your recommen-
dation, as made in your favor of this
date, authority is hereby conferred
upon you to raise the quarantine now
being enforced against the city of San
Francisco on account of the bubonie
plague, and also to discontinue the
inspections that have been in force for
several months at Texline, at El Paso
and at the Red river crossing of the
sulf, Colorado and Santa Fe railroad.

Killed His Mother-in-Law.

London,Ont., June 10.—Crazed by love
for his young wife whom, 1z 1s said, he
had driven from his home in Chicago,
Robert Fulton, a prosperous Chicago
contractor, killed his mother-in-law,
Mrs. Jennie McCord, and then blew out
his brains. The tragedy occurred on
the McCord farm at llderton, near
here. The victims were first couslns.
Fulford married Gertie McCord seven
years ago, his first wife having secured
a divorce from him. Three weeks ago
Fulford and his wife had a dispute
and she returned to her parents. Ful-
ford followed Saturday. He drove to
the McCord farm and demanded that
Mrs. McCord, who was milking in the
yard, tell him where his wife was.
She refused and he fired four shots
from a revolver into her body, killing
her instantly. He then turned the
weaon on himself, blowing out his
brains.

T Wil Appenl.

Guthrie, Ok., June 10.—¥Frank Spear,
I'. V. Addington et al. vs. the Farmers
National Society is the titie of a case
appealed from the district court of
Custer county to supreme court Satur-
day. This is the case wherein the
plaintiffs, representing the Cattlemen’s
assoclation, sought to enjoin the far-
mers from interfering witn their cat-
tle running at large, and secured an
injunction in Custer, Dewey and
Washita counties which prevented far-
mers from driving cattle off their
farms or protecting crops in any way.
Judge lrwin dissolved the injunction,
declaring the free range law unconsti-
tutional, and the cattlemen now appeal
to the supreme court in an effort to
have the injunction made perpetual.

Heauvily Fined.
Waxahachie, Tex., June 10.—Bill

Tapp, the young man arrested several
days ago charged with killing three
mules and wounding two others at
Bristol, this county, last week, pleaded
guilty in five cases and was fined $126
in each case, The fines and costs in
the five cases amount to $801.65, and
it le estimated tuat it will take him
five years on the county farm to work
out the fines, costs and clothing fur-
pished during the time,

JUDGE BURKE DEAD.

Oled at His Home In Dallas—Congressman
From the Sixth District.

Dallas, Tex., June 5.—~Hon. Robert
Emmet Burke died at his home in
this city at 1:50 o'clock Wednesday
morning. Yesterday he rallied, but
als physicians held out no hope and
notified the family that the end was
only a question of a few hours. During
the afternoon Senator Culbetrson and
Congressman Lanham were at the b -
side of their stricken colleague and
friend and messages came from men
of prominence and of all political par-
ties, in all gections of the country, ex-
pressing deep solicitude concerning the
condition of the stricken congressman.

During February while he was at-
tending the session of congress he was
taken severely ill with an attack of
grip and was confined to his room for
several days.

He suffered a stroke of paralysis
last Saturday night and since that
time has never rallied sufficiently to
give hope for his recovery.

Robert Emmet Burke was born fn
Tallapoosa county, Alabama, Aug. 1,
1847. He attended the common schools
of Alabama and Georgia until he was
16 years old. At that time he volun-
tcered in the Confederate service, en-
listing in Company D, Tenth Georgia
cavalry. His regiment was assigned
to Hampton’s corps, Butler's division.
He served until the close of the war
and was at Greensborough, N. C,, at
the time of the surrender. He sus-
tained one wound in battle, a slight
one in the arm.

In January, 1866, he moved to Texas
and located at Jefferson, Tex., where
he began the study of law, teaching
school in the meantime. He was ad-
mitted to the bar in 1870 and in the
following year removed to Dallas,
where he opened an office and began
the practice of his profession.

He was a member of the city coun-
cil in 1874-5; was elected county judge
in 1878 and re-elected in 1880 and 1882;
was elected district judge in 1888 and
re-elected in 1892 without opposition,
He was elected to the Fifty-fifth con-
gress in 1896, re-elected to the Fifty-
gixth congress in 1898 and to the Fifty-
geventh congress in 1900,

He was married at Jefferson in 1870
to Miss Mary l. Henderson, daughter
of Judge J. B. Henderson. To them
were born three children, Robert Em-
met, Jr., Albert C. and Lucile.

A Strange I'rugedy

Decatur, Tex., June 5.—Date last Fri-
day evening an old man mamed Wil-
liam Durham was found nanging to a
tree near Boonville, in the south part
of this county. The jury in the in-
quest held over Durham’s remains de-
cided that the cause of his death was
unknown.

Durham was about 70 years old and
at the time of his death was living
with a family named Pontter, consist-
ing of a widow and her three sons. He
had disappeared on Monday morning,
May 27, and when found his body was
terribly swollen. The body was found
only about 300 yards from the Poulter
home. The affair was reported to the
officers of this place last Saturday and
County Attorney Ford, together with
Deputy Sherifft W, H. North, went im-
mediately to the Boonville neighbor-
hood to investigate the matter. They
returned, having in their custody John,
Walter and Ed Poulter.

Durham came to this county from
Hobart, Ind., about one year ago anq
has been living in the Poulter family
ever since. He had some property in
Hobart and is said to have willed 1t
all to Mrs. Poulter, who was his sis-
ter-in-law. There is much excitemensg
over the matter,

Cursed a Sectlon Gang.

Texarkana, Tex., June 6.—A negre
man and woman held up a section gang
on the Kansas City Southern south of
here Monday and both cursed the fore-
man, a white man, in the most vio-
lent and vile manner, because a few
hours before they had been ordered
away from the boardingcar by the
foreman. The negro man had a double-
barreled shotgun and the woman a
six-shooter, and both cursed the fore-
man until completely exhausted, the
woman begging the man all the while
to “shoot the low-down white man.”
The section gang was composed of ne-
groes and were covered by the pistol
of the negress.

THE DENT CASE.

The Forger of the Release Must Serve ¢
Life Sentence.

Austin, Tex., June 6.—The court ot
criminal appeals afirmed the Dent case
Wednesday. This is the famous case
that was tried in Cherokee county aft-
er Dent had been tried and acquitted
of swindling in Travis and Dallas coun-
ties.

The capture of Dent, after forging
the Issacs pardon, was accomplished
in New Mexico after most exciting cir- .
cumstances. Dent secured the release
of George Isaacs, a life convict for
murder, by a forged pardon,

The court was not unanimous in af-
firming the life sentence given Dent
by the lower court. Justice Henderson
dissented from the conclusions reach-
ed. The court at the outset say: “The
evidence shows that appellant Dent
forged the pardon. The indictment
for accessory to murder is predicated
upon the forging state of acts, in that
by said forged appellant aided Isaacs
to evade the execution of his sen-
tence.”

The main issue in controversy in this
case was as to the effect of the intros
duction of the judgement convicting
George Isaacs, who was the principal
in tne crime, Dent being charged as
an accessory. The majority opinion
holds that this evidence is prima facle
evidence as against Dent of the guilt
of Isaacs. And they further hold that
the charge instructing the jury that
the judgment was conclusive was
harmless, because there was no evi.
dence controverting the judgment.

The opinion was written by Judge
Brooks nad the following is near the
conclusion: “We can not close this
opinion without testifying to the very
able and matchless way in which the
appellant’s counsel and the able as-
sistant attorney general have present-
ed their respective side of this case.
Their research has been tireless and
all of the authorities have been review-
ed by them in a painstaking effort to
solve the many vexing questions in-
volved in this record, and we can not
too strongly commend them.”

Geologist's Opinion
New Orleans, La., June 6.—The Ple-

ayune’'s Washington speclal says:

It is learned from a semi-offici»?®
source that Prof. Robert T. Hill of the
department of geological survey will
say in his official report on the oil dis-
trict of the southwest that he believes
oil to exist from New Orleans to the
Rio Grande, and that lLouisiana and
Texas are in the direct line of deposi-
tories.

Prof. HiIill only recently returned
from the oil fields. He spent two
weeks making the survey, and {s now
in Washington making up his official
report, which will be printed and given
to the public in a few days.

The maps and information in the re-
port will be of graet value to persons
interested in the oil deposits. Prof.
Hill spent ten years of his professional
life in Texas and he knows the country
with which he is dealing in describing.
He says it must not be inferred that
oil drillers will find oil everywhere
they bore; there will be many “dus-
ters” and some sections will not give
forth the coveted treasure, but, taken
as a field, he predicts that it will ex-
tend from New Orleans and the Mis-
sissippl river all the way to Taumaull.
