Quick as a flash Fergu-
son had a revolver in each hand and
started for the door. A hand to hand
fight ensued, both officers grappling
with the stranger, who proved more
than a match for them. Using his
pistols as clubs he fought his way to
the door and fled down the street.

A passing ice wagon caught his at-
tention and the three negro occupants
were soon out of his way. Then, at a
fire engine clip, the wagon was head.
ed across the Cumberland river bridge
into East Nashvllle, a fusillade of shots
following 1t.

Out Woodland street went the fly-
ing team, but a sudden turn into First
street brought it to grief. One of the
horses fell and broke his leg, but the
fugitive was not to be delayed. Run-
ning across First strecet he held up
an old negro man who was driving by
in a buggy and the flight was con-
tinued.

Out Into the commons he sped. Once
the buggy was overturned, but was
quickly righted. Finally the tired
horse was abandoned, and after a dive
into Shelby park on foot, the supposed
bandit secured another horse hitched
at a point near the park. Then after
a sensational ride the horse was left
and the flight continued on foot. Fur-
ther out pursuers found two of thelir
bloodhounds shot to death, a short dis-
tance apart, and after that all trace of
the man was lost,

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EIGHTEEN PERISH.

That Number of Persons Known to
Have Lost Thelr Lives

IN A FIRE AT PHILADELPHIA, PA.

The Thrilling Scenes Attending the Horri-
ble Holocaust Made the Spectators
Turn Sick at the Sights.

Philadelphia, Pa., Oct, 26.—Eighteen
known dead and property loss amount-
ing to upward of $5600,000 is the awful
result of a fire which occurred Friday
in the business section of the city.
Fully a score of injured were treated at
various hospitals. Police and firemen
are delving into the ruins in search of
bodies supposed to have been buried
beneath the debris, as it is feared that
others besides the known dead may
have lost their lives in the ames.

The buildings destroyed were the
eight-story structures, 1219 and 1221
Market street, occupied by Hunt, Win-
kinson & Co., upholsterers and furni-
ture dealers, and a three-story building
occupied by small merchant men.

Men and women died a lingering,
agonizing death in the presence of
thousands of spectators who were un
able to lift a hand to their assistance.
The Wilkinson-Hunt building faced on
Comerce street, a small thoroughfare.
At th fire escapes at this end of the
building two and three women were
slowly roasted to death, while the hor-
ror-stricken throng on the street be-
low turned sick at the sight. In front,
on.Market street, a woman, driven to
desperation, leaped from a window on
the top floor and was dashed to death
on the pavement. Firemen claim to
have seen men and women, unable to
reach the windows or fire escapes,
burned to death in the interior of the
building.

SEVEN THQUSAND BALES.

That Much Cotton Consumed by Fire at
Mount Pleasant.

Mount Pleasant, Tex., Oct 26.—The
Mount Pleasant compress and cotton
platform were destroyed by fire Thurs-
day night. The compress platform and
that of the local public weigher join,
and nearly all the cotton on both plat-
forms was burned. It is estimated
that there were about 7000 bales de-
stroyed and the total loss will reach
in the neighborhood of $350,000. The
compress was the property of the
Texas Consolidated Compress and Man-
ufacturing company, with headquarters
at Corsicana, and its loss is estimated
at $40,000.

A good deal of the cotton burned
on the public weigher’'s platform was
owned by farmers, who had stored it
awaiting higher prices, and most of
this was without insurance. The local
merchants lost heavily, as they had
sold but little cotton this season, but
their losses were practically covered
by insurance.

Describes the Battle,

Washington, Oct. 26.—“If they could
have shot as well as we did, they would
have gotten us.” As he uttered this
sentence Admiral Schley was in the
midst of a description of the battle of
Santiago.

Some one in the meantime was raps
idly ascending the waterworks tower
with a rope, which was thrown over a
beam at the top of the structure, both
ends reaching the ground. One end of
the rope was promptly adjusted around
the negro's neck by the masked men,
who, without a moment’s delay, pro-
ceeded to draw him up.

As he quickly roge above their heads
the vast crowd caught its first view of
the murderer, and a deafening shout
went up. The body was then slowly
drawn higher and higher till the dying
man's head was quite near the top of
the tower,

The large watertank and the old oak
trees shut out the moonlight so that
it was impossible to get a good view
or to recognize the victim's features.

Somée one with a lantern hurried up
the ladder and tied the lantern to the
creature's body near the right shoul-
der, thus throwing a good light on the
face, and presenting a grewsome
scene. It loked as if the dead man
was holding the lantern for the accom-
modation of the spectators,

During the day the negro had made
a full confession to John H. Jones, the
man who had saved his life the night
before. He acknowledged his guilt
without reservation and said he was
willing to pay the penality.

BLEW QUT DRILL.

Lighted Column of Gas Went High Up
Into the Alr,

Lawton, Ok.,, Oct, 25.—Omne of thal
greatest natural gas wells that has ever,
been discovered In the United States
was struck about three miles north-
east of Lawton at 3 p. m. Thursday.
When down about 265 feet in a stone;
formation, a great whistling and roar-
ing were heard, and with a loud report
it blew the drill and casing about 200
feet in the air. Mud and oil followed
for twenty minutes, until the well was
thoroughly cleaned out.

One man was badly injured by the
drill falling on his shoulders. The es-
caping gas so fllled the air that men
had to stand back from the well 300
feet or be overcome. The gas issued
from the well like heat radiating from
a furnace. After great difficulty a rig-
ging was devised to inclose the well.
When tested it showed a 300-pound
pressure. Late in the evening an
eighteen-inch wag inserted in the tank
which Inclosed the well and put in an
upright position to a height of fifty
feet and a match was lighted at the
end. Instantly a flame burst forth to
a height of 125 feet, which can be seen
for thirty miles around. Great ex-
citement prevails and thousands of
people are out at the well.

The well is owned by the First Na-
tional bank of Lawton and was drilled
by P. McDaniel. Mr. McDaniel was
drilling for oil when he struck the tre-
mendous gas pressure, He is an old
oil and gas man from the Pittsburg
reglon, and he says he never saw as
strong gas pressure in all his expe-
rience. He has been confident that both
gas and oil would be found in this
neighborhood. All the well drilling
machines in this part of the country
are on the move to the gas region.
Hundreds of wells will be started and
the belt thoroughly developed.

FEARLESS FEMALE.

A Woman Fifty Years Old Goes Over
MNagara Rapids in a Barrel,

Niagara Falls, N. Y., Oct. 25.—Mrs.
Annie Edson Taylor, 50 years of age,
went over the Niagara Falls on the
Canadian side Thursday afternoon and
survived & feat never before ac-
complished and never attempted, ex-
cept in the deliberate commission of
suicide. She made the trip in a bar-
rel.

Boat That Can Kemain Fifteen Hours

Under the Water.
It is learned in Berlin, according
to a correspondent of the Toledo

Blade, that one of the wealthiest brew-
ers there will furnish funds for the
construction and equipment of the new
submarine boat designed by Herr
Anschutz-Kampe of Munich, for polar
exploration. Much interest is felt by
a number of persons of prominence in
the venture. The submarine boat will
be towed to the edge of the ice in
rorthern Spitzbergen. On arriving at
dhe ice pack the direction of the first
open water will be taken by com-
pass, when the boat will be sub-
merged and a course struck for the
open water. After an hour or so, if
the light shows that an opening has
been reached, the vertical screw will
be stopped and the boat will rise by
its own buoyancy. If the opening is
wide or a channel leads northward
the voyage will be continued on the
surface, giving an opportunity for
scientific work. Should no gleam of
light appear when six hours have
elapsed an ascent will be cautiously
made to the lower surface of the ice
and the voyage continued slowly un-
til by the reading of the manomoter
it is found that a thin place has been
reached. Here attempts will be made
by blasting to effect an opening which,
however small, will be sufficient to
supply air for another fifteen hours. In
case of fallure there will still be time
to return to the last opening, whence
the voyage may be prosecuted in a
slightly different direction. From our
present knowledge of the depths at-
tained by the polar basin, it is be-
‘feved there will be slight danger to
de expected from collisiong due to
rocks rising toward the surface of the
pcean, The boat will be capable of
fescending to a depth of 160 feet, and
of swimming at that distance from
the surface, and can remain fifteen
hours under water., The vessel is in
the form of an ellipsoid of rotation,
the major axis being 70 feet and the
breadth 20 feet. Its cubical contents,
will allow sufficient alr for five men
for fifteen hours, the carbonic acid
gas being removed by combination
with caustic soda.

To those who do not fully appre-
ciate thé revolution in Japanese man-
ners and customs it may well seem
strange that the sentence on the mur-
derer of Hoshi Toru, the ex-minister,
should be imprisonment for life with
hard labor. They might have ex-
pected “something with boiling oil in
Q Sir Rutherford Alcock, the first
British minister to Japan, writing
some forty years ago, dwelt upon the
severity of the Japanese laws. “The
code is probably the bloodiest in the
world, for death is the penalty of most
offenses, The Japanese seem to pro-
ceed on the principle that he who vio«
lates one law will violate any other,

" and that a willful violator is unworthy

of life.,” Under this regime it was
considered a speclal privilege to be
allowed to execute oneself and com-
mit hara-kiri, but this was reserved
for people of rank. The common peo-
ple had to be content with the exe-
cutioner's sword. Under the new
criminal code which came into force
in 1882, and which is founded on the
Code Napoleon, death by hanging is
provided as a penalty for certain of-
fenses, but of recent years it has be-
come rarer and may now be consid-
ered obsolete, Probably the Japanese,
with their traditional contempt for
death, regard penal servitude for life
as a greater punishment, Formerly no
conviction was made except on con-
fession by the prisoner and there was
an abundant use of torture. That, of
course, was officially abolished many
years ago, but it was practiced occa-
sionally at a much later date, and a
case is known in which torture was
undoubtedly applied by the police at
one of the treaty ports in 1891,

Declsion In Falth Cure Case.

A Christian Scientist In  Missouri
who was accustomed to receive com-
pensation for tending the sick, at-
tended a patient alleged to have had
diphtheria and failed to report the
case to the board of health in accord-
ance with a city ordinance requiring
paysicians to report all cases of diph-
theria. She was tried and convicted
¢f violating the ordinance and appeal-
ed her case to the supreme court on
the ground that the conviction was op-
posed to the provision of the constitu-
tion guaranteeing religious freedom.
The supreme court held that the “con-
stitutional right of religious freedom
was in no sense Involved in the ac-
tion,” and that the case was improp-
erly appealed to that court. (City of
Kansas vs. Baird, 63 8. W. Rep. 495.)

theria. She was tried and convicted
¢f violating the ordinance and appeal-
ed her case to the supreme court on
the ground that the conviction was op-
posed to the provision of the constitu-
tion guaranteeing religious freedom.
The supreme court held that the “con-
stitutional right of religious freedom
was in no sense Involved in the ac-
tion,” and that the case was Improp-
erly appealed to that court. (City of
Kansas vs., Baird, 63 8. W. Rep. 495.)
