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Dallas, Texas, November.— 
The report of Tom Pinty, Jr., 
Chairman of the Committee on 
Compensation to Employes for 
Casualties Occurring in Course 
of Employment to the Texas 
Welfare Commission, deals with 
one of the most imixirtant prob­
lems which will confront the 
next Legislature. Mr. Finty is 
a close and able student of 
economics, a gifted writer of 
national reputation, and as staff 
corresDondant of the Dallas 
News, he has iUuminated many 
Important aubjects of state.

Mr. Flnty's report condemns 
the present method of fixing 
responsibility for work accidents 
as working a hardship to both 
employer and employee, and he 
very clearlv la.vs down a much 
more modern and humane doo 
trine in thé following language:

"It  is economically and so­
cially unsound to require work- 

> men to assume ths risks and to 
I hold employers rssponslble only 
In the case o f their owa proven 
negligence, for the nature of 
modem industries is soch ihat

accidents are inevitable; that 
the seeming negligence of em­
ployees ofttimes is not negli­
gence at all and that as acci­
dents arc incidental to the in 
dustries, the industries them­
selves, and not the employees, 
should bear the burdens result­
ing tlierefi*oin. In the end so­
ciety must bear the burden of 
compensation for work acci­
dents, and such compensation 
ought to be reduced toadetinate 
y.stem and coasUerci in the 
light of a pension just as the 
government pensions its dis­
abled soldiers.”

The Commission recommends

to the 88rd Legislrtare the en> 
actraent of a oomprehensive 
workman’s compensation law, 
modeled after successful legis* 
lation of other states and coun­
ties, fully set forth in the text 
of the report.
