Within tLe last few weeks three
new direct international circuits have
been announced by W. A. Winterbot-
tom, Vice-President in charge of Com-
municatons of R.C.A. Communica-
tions, Inc, to Spaln, Syria and Costa
Rica.

tem. It was the competition of radio
telegraph which forced a reduction of
eable rates by which users have saved
$60,000,6”7 in the last, glght years.

'@en. J. G. Harbord Sees a Threat
to Our Nation’s Place In

British Merger.

' The recent successful effort of the
British to bring about consolidation of
Mhelr cable and radio Interests is &
serious challenge to the radio suprem-
ey of the United BStates, and of
more importance to our country than
ell or merchant marine at this mo
ment, according to General J. G. Har
bord, who was chlef of staff of the A.
B. F. and now is President of the
Radio Corporation of America.

“Great Britain being the great ca-
Ble-controlling power of our planet,”
General Harbord explained, “the com-
{®ingtion there of cables and radlo im-

perils American leadership more A4l
rectly than that of any other country.

“The answer to this challenge can-
sot be made by private interests un-
der our existing laws. It is for our
people to decide whether they think
it is worth making, and if so, to make |
it possible. It is a case where no
action, or action much delayed is sur-
render; or even worse, aid apd com-
fort to foreign against American in-
dustry.”

Other Countries Alert

The effect of this advanced system
of International communication is a
subject of discussion in the chancel-
Beries of the world, General Harbord
says, and is not viewed with indiffer
@nle by any great natlon aspiring to
foreign commerce, unless it be the
Dnited States.

“Communications play an {impor
tant part in national defense,” he con-
tinues. “This is especially true of
radio, and with countries having dis
tant possessions such as the Philip-
pines, Alaska and Hawall or Australia,
Canada, South Africa and India”

Malcolm P. Hanson, With Byrd!
¢ Near South Pole, Hears

& Tribute. A

Qne of the most striking methods of!
making an a%ard of megit ever do-f
vised was the recent presentation of
The Veteran Wireless Operators’
Association medal in a speech by
David Sarnoff in New York to Malcolm
P. Hanson, radio operator with Byrd,
lstening by radio in the Antarctie
wastes near the South Pole.

Mr. Sarncth Ezxecutive Vice-Presi-
dent of the Radio Corporation, prais-
ing Hanson, mentioned also the forti-
tude of the wife of the operator, who
had consented that her husband go on
the hazardous expedition for the sake
of sclence. After she had received the
medal for safe keeping, Mrs. Hanson,
deeply touched, spoke to her husband
across the vast distance. Within a'

few minutes Hanson's reply came by

radio telegraph through the receiving
station of R. C. A. Communications,
Inc.,, at Riverhead, Long Island. In

addition to thousands at the Radio
World’'s Falr, where the presentation
was made, an uncounted throng heard
the tribute over the network of the
National Broadeasting Company.

“It is my privilege,” Mr., Sarnoff
sald, “to pay tribute tonight to a man
who has made an unusual contribution
to sclence and civilization. Although
he 18 11,000 miles distant from this
glass-enclosed room {n Madison Square
Garden, where I now stand, he |is
nevertheless able, through the instru-
mentality of Radio, to listen to the
sound of my voice. That fact alone is
worthy of commemoration, even in this
day of extraordinary progress in
science,

“Malcolm P. Hanson, as Chlef Radlo
Operator of the Byrd Antarctic Expe-
dition, you have been awarded the an-
nual medal of the Veteran Wireless
Operators’ Asscelation, for the most
distinguished edmtribution, by a radlo
operator, in 192 to wireless communi-
cation. As a member of that assocla-
tion, with some’ knowledge of its ro-
mantle traditiods and standards of
service, I feel that the award is well
earned and well deserved.”

Mr. Sarnoff related how Hanson
planted his slerder steel towers on the
edge of the great ice barrier, cheered
his comrades with news from home
and gave the world for the-first time
a thrilling daily account of a polar
expedition. Thqee things alone would
have been a comtribution to history,
he said, but Hanson added to radio
knowledge by testing signals against
the polar sky, observed the phenomena
of the Aurora Australis and made a
record of radio behavior under condi-
tions hitherto unknown. To Mrs. Hane
son, Mr. Sarnoff sald:

“Your spcrifice was all the greater
because soon after your husband
.ailed for the Antarctic, you bore him
a child. No medal can ever reward or

. repay you for your own courage and

heroism.”
