He urged the constituted
authorities of all nations to oppose
“these great evils with every reme-
Gy and barrier that i1s possible’” and
prophesied that there will be utter
chaos If “‘those who have a duty in
the matter do not hasten tc repair
the breach—if, indeed, it is not al-
ready too late.”

The pope spoke especially of the

As a teacher, have I really used
my opportunity to win the mem-
bers of my class to faith in the D
Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ?
Have I brought to bear on the
lives of those in my class who are
Christians the Word of God, stir-
ring them to holiness of life and
zeal for God's cause on earth?
