broidered with colored emblems 
and lined with white satin. King 
George V'l of Great Britain knelt 
before the archbish­
op of Canterbury in 
Westminster abbey 
and the primate 
placed on the mon­
arch's h e a d  the 
crown which Ed­
ward never wore.
Then the queen’s 
crown was placed 
on the head of Eliz­
abeth, and the two 
took their places on 
their thrones. At the 
same time all the 
assembled pt*ers and peeresses 
donned their coronets, drums and 
trumpets sounded and the guns at 
the Tower of London boomed. This 
was the climax of the grand.spec­
tacle that had attracted many thou­
sands of persons to London and that 
held the attention of the world fur 
a few iiours.

First of the day's events was the 
procession to the abbey, which was 
observed by vast throngs in the 
streets, windows and stands. It was 
two miles long. The lord mayor of 
London, gorgeously clad and carry­
ing the city mace, arrived first at 
the annex built at the abbey en­
trance, and was followed closely by 
the speaker of the house of com­
mons, representatives of foreign 
governments, the prime ministers 
of the dominions and the princes 
and princesses of royal blood. Next 
came tjueen Mary, and then King 
George and Queen Elizabeth.

No more colorful figure walked 
the streets of Lomlon during the 
late Eighteenth century than Thom- 

: a* Sheraton He was a bitter, disil- 
j lusioned man—often complaining 
I that he had not had 'ine advantages 
of a collegiate education,”  there- 

I fore providing himself with an alibi 
! for his failures. He was early an 
. itinerant preacher and a vitriolic 
pamphleteer, scolding his contem 

' poraries for their vices or lack oi 
virtues, states a writer in the Wash 
ington Post.

The designing and building of fur­
niture was the most fruitful activity 
a gentleman could undertake dur­
ing the lust quarter of the Eight 
eenlh century and Sheraton quickly 
turned his hand to it. He never 
maintained a shop but set hir.iselt 
up ns a teacher of art and crafts­
manship, writing the “ Cabinet Mak­
er’s and Uph'Isterei’s Drawing 
Book.” In his writing ht cannot 
conceal his bitterness toward hn 
successful conl'-tnpoi ar.es, particu­
larly llobert Adam, the king’s fa­
vorite, and he reveal.s himself as a 
man who thought his genius wa.s 
being wasted even among a brìi 
liant society.

Thomas Sheraton featured ma­
hogany in his writings and ex­
tolled Its beauty and durability in 
no uncertain terms. He provided 
many valuable hints on the use of 
this wood in cabinet making and 
advi.sed on its cutting, finuhing and 
decorating.

Sheraton was the last of the great 
Georgian masters and this work 
performed a sort ot good will am­
bassadorship between England and 
America after the bitter Revolution­
ary war. George Washington’s 
home, after he became President, 
was furnished almost exclusively 
in furniture designed after the Sb«v 
•ton school ' ....

YOUNG PEO PLE  AND ADULT TOPIC— 
Cunquering Appetite and Creed.

One of the difTlcult and at the 
same time challenging things about 
teaching the Word of God is that its 
divine precepts are diametricnlly 
opposed to the current philosophy 
of mon. In our lesson of last 

I week we saw that meekness and for­
bearance are strong and commend­
able tfualitivs in u world which mag­
nifies brute force. Today we are 
to stuA a portion of Scripture 
which shows the folly of living for 
the flesh, and, we are living in a 
world where the flesh and its appe- 
tities are given full sway.

Professors in many colleges are 
I openly advocating the free exercise 1 of every fleshly appetite as a nor- 
‘ mal expression of life. Morality is 
j cast off; the flesh rules^ Many of 

the nations of the earth look upon 
I boys and girls as merely so many 
i  physical units useful in a future 
1 war. Motherhood has been degrad- 
! ed into an animal-like function, sole­

ly for the breeding of more man- 
' power. One nation recently ndvo- 
I cated as great an increase as pos- 
I sible in the birth of illegitimate 
I children to be cared for by the I state as a measure of national se- 
I curity. One shudders to mention 

such unspeakable wickedness, but 
even so we have only touched the 
surface.

Is it true that man is but a beast? 
Is there no spirit in man capable 

I of fellowship with God? Has the 
I moral law of God been abrogated?
I The story of Esau and Jacob is most 

pointed and in.structive in its an­
swer to such questions. Two New 
Testament quotations have been 
chosen to express the truth of an 
Old Testament lesson; namely, 
Galatians 5:17, and 6:7.

I. “ The Flesh Lusteth Against the 
Spirit”  (Gen. 25:27-34).

Esau is a type of the man of 
the flesh. He was “ a cunning hunt­
er, a man of the field.”  F'vidently 
he was an athletic, outdoor man of 
attractive personality, of free and 
easy-going spirit. He was a hail- 
fellow-well-met. Had he lived in our 
day he would have been featured in 
the rotogravure, would probably 
have been in the movies, would pos­
sibly have been a great athlete, and 
the good-looking boy who set hearts 
a-flutter at the country club dance.

He came from the hunt, and he 
had found nothing. He was hungry. 
What a type this is of the folly of 
seeking satisfaction in the world. It 
never satisfies. For all its glitter 
and glamour, it is empty and shal­
low. He had a birthright—a val­
uable possession in any case, but 
doubly so as a son of Abraham. But 
he was hungry, he would simply 
die if he did not eat. His brother 
Jacob, inspired by his scheming 
mother who was not willing t j  abide 
God’s time for the fulfillment of his 
promise, had the savory pottage 
ready to tempt him and he sold 
his birthright for a “ gulp of that red 
stuff,”  for so might v. 30 be trans­
lated.

I One is reminded of a clergyman 
1 who attended the Keswick Confer- 
I ence in England. He sent a request 
j  for prayer to the platform and 
I asked this question: “ I have a habit 
I which is dishonoring to Christ. If 
' I give it up I will die. What shall 

I do?”  The wise and complete an­
swer was one word—"D ie.”  Rather 
should we lose our body and its de­
sires than to lose our soul.

II. “ Whatsoever a Man Soweth 
That Shall He Also Reap”  (Gen 
27:41-45).

Jacob and his mother found that 
one lie called for another, and ul­
timately their deceit led (as deceit 
always does) to the place of reck­
oning. The law of sowing and reap­
ing is inexorable. Jacob fled from 
his angry brother. Rebekah thi4ight 
it would bo for “ a few days”  (v. 4t), 
but it proved to be twenty years, 
and she never saw her favorite son 
again.

Let us make no mistake about it. 
Our sins will always find us out. 
Even God’s people must learn to 
walk uprightly before Him if they 
are to walk-in pca«e.
