No New Deal Retreat

Re a d in g  Ius annual message on 
the state of the nation before 

the senate and house at the opening 
of congress. President Roosevelt de­

clared his purpose 
to advance upon the 
same fundamentals 
of the New Deal that 
have hitherto been 
proposed. He said: 
“ I do not propose to 
let the people down.
1 am sure the con­
gress of the United 
States will not let 
the people down. We 
hold our principles 
and our objectives 
to be sound. We will 
never go back on

them.”
The President again urged con­

gress to enact legislation for con­
trol of wages and hours of work. He 
asked that all segments of the na­
tion co-operate with the government 
to achieve better economic balance. 
The budget for 1939 which he was 
preparuig, he said, would show a 
further decrease in the deflcit, 
though not an actual balance.

Reas.serting his approval of pro­
posed changes in tax laws, he said* 

"Three things should be kept in 
mind. First the total sum to de­
rived by the federal treasury must 
not be decreased as a result of any 
changes in schedules. Second, 
abuses by individuals or corpora­
tions designed to escape taxpaying 
by using various methods of doing 
business corporate and otherwise— 
abuses which we have sought, with 
great success, to end -must not be 
restored. Third, we should rightly 
change certain provisions where 
they are proven to work definite 
hardship, especially on the small 
business men of the nation.

"But speculative income should 
not be favored over earned in­
come.”

Speaking of his attitude toward 
the nation's business as a whole, 
Mr. Roosevelt declared;

"The overwhelming majority of 
business men and bankers intend 
to be good citizens Only a small 
minority have displaced poor citi­
zenship by engaging in practices 
which are dishonest or definitely 
harmful to society. This statement 
IS straightforward and true.

"No person in any responsible 
place in the government of the Unit­
ed States has ever taken any posi­
tion contrary to it.”

Mr. Roosevelt declared that when 
attention was called to specific mis­
uses of capital "there has been a 
deliberate purpose on the part of the 
condemned minority to distort the 
criticism into an attack on all capi­
tal. That IS a willful deception 
but It does not long deceive."

He called for prompt agreements 
on a farm program—now in con­
ference between the house and sen­
ate—and asked specifically that con­
gress "keep the cost of its adminis­
tration within the figure of current 
government expenditures in aid of 
agriculture.”
Pow«r Loans O.K.

Th e  Supreme court ruled the gov­
ernment could make loans and 

grants (or publicly owned electric 
slants.

Secretary Ickes. the public woras 
administrator, said the decision 
would affect construction of S2 pow­
er projects costing 134.026.288 for i 
which his agency had allotted $30,- 
191,944 as loans to be repaid and 
$21,674,408 as federal grants.

The constitutionality of the gov­
ernment's activity was challenged 
by the Alabama Power company 
and the Duke Power company. They 
sought to enjoin federal financing of 
projects in four Alabama municipal­
ities and at Buzzard Roost in Green­
wood county. South Carolina.

Justice Sutherland delivered the 
opinion of the court.

Farley Finds a Surplus
JIM FARLEY, in his annual re- 

^  port as postmaster general, was 
able to show a surplus of more than 
12 millions for his department. To 
do this, however, he deducted an ex­
pense item of about 60 million dol­
lars, calling it a "nonpostal”  item. 
He charged off the air and ocean 
mail subsidies and all free mail.

Dealing with the activities of the 
postal inspection service, Farley 
said the traffic in spurious lottery 
tickets is believed to have been 
broken up with the arrest and con­
viction of a band of racketeers in the 
East who disposed of more than 10 
million dollars' worth of such tick« 
ets in the last few years.

Dies Wants Investigation
\  1ARTIN DIES, Democratic con- 
 ̂ * gressman from Texas, wants 

congress to investignte the charges 
made by administration spokesmen 
that big business 
brought about the 
current economic 
recession in an ef­
fort to discredit the 
New Deal. Dies re­
ferred specifically to 
what he called 
astounding charges 
by Robert H. Jack- 
son, assistant attor­
ney general, and 
Secretary of the In­
terior Ickes. R- H. Jackson

The Texan asked for appointment 
of a committee of seven house 
members to determine "who are the 
monopolies or monopolists engaged 
in the sitdown strike to produce eco­
nomic chaos”  and to afford Ickes 
and Jackson an opportunity to "vin­
dicate themselves from the grave 
charges that they are demagoging 
to arouse the hatred of the majority 
against the minority.”

Worst Year for Strikes
A  CCORDING to the national la- 
^  bor relations board, the United 
States passed through the worst la­
bor strike period in its history in 
1937, but the board believes the 
prospects for 1938 are much better.

The board revealed in a secret re­
port that there were 4,017 strikes 
during the first ten months of 1937. 
more than ever recorded during any 
entire previous year, and that 56 per 
cent, another all-time peak, were 
caused through efforts by em­
ployees to organize for collective 
bargaining.

A French Heading (or Tour Draperies.

T ^ H E T H E R  you line your new 
draperies or not will depend 

on how heavy the material is. It 
is important, however, that the 
top of draperies be stiffened when 
a French heading is used. A soft 
canvas which may be purchased 
in drapery departments is gen­
erally used (or this purpose. From 
four to six inches is a good depth 
to cut the heading canvas. Turn 
the top of the curtain material 
over it and sew as at A.

Now measure the width of your 
curtain and plan the plaits to take 
up half this width. In heavy ma­
terial. four or five inches will be 
enough. It is a good plan to let 
the space between the plaits be 
the same as the amount of ma­
terial the plaits take up. The first 
plait may come Just inside the 
finish of the outside edge of the 
drapery or it may be placed two 
or three inches in.

Start to sew the plait about an 
inch down from the top of the 
drapery and sew it the depth of 
the stiffening, as shown here at B. 
Pinch this plait into three small 
plaits and. starting two inches 
dowm from the top, sew through 
as at C. Sew these plaits the 
depth of the stiffening, so that 
they appear as shown here at D. 
Now turn to the wrong side and 
sew a ring to the back of each 
plait as at E.

Add the to­
matoes, peas, vinegar, sugar and 
shrimp and heat thoroughly. 
Serve with the hot rice.

If the shrimp creole is made 
before serving time, you will find 
a double boiler, or casserole con­
venient to use for reheating it.

The amount of chili powder to 
use depends upon personal taste. 
It would be a good idea to add 
just one tablespoonful and after 
the finished product has been sam­
pled more can be added if desired.

Chilled canned pears served 
w'ith a custard sauce would make 
a pleasing dessert for the supper.

H e l l o  e v e r y b o d y :
Well, sir, the Vikings of old used to sail the seas in oared 

galleys that were hardly bigger than the motor cruisers in which 
we plough through our lakes and rivers today. I ’ ll give them a 
lot of credit for their nerve. But they had oars to row with and 
sails to carry them along. They knew where they were going 
and they had a pretty good chance of getting there. I ’m betting 
a lot that there wasn’ t a Viking in any age who would have put 
himself in the spot Pete Gear of Sunnyside, L. I., found himself 
in. Not for any amount of money.

It happened in September, 1927—and here’s how. Pete got a job on 
•  coal barge. And one of the first trips that barge was sent on after 
Pete joined the crew, was a tow out to sea with a load of coal for a 
ship that was to meet them a hundred and ninety-five miles out in the 
Atlantic.

The rendesvous at which they were to meet was southeast of 
Block island. A tug was to lake the barge out. Five meu com- 
IMeed the barge's crew. Four of those fellows—Pete included— 
had never been out to sea before. Tbe fifth man was a regular 
sen-going bargeman.

They Couldn’t i'ind the Boat.
On the afternoon of the day appointed, the tug came along and the 

barge was hooked on behind it. Pete says the trip up Long Island sound 
|was like a moonlight excursion. But after they passed Montauk point, 
Che sea was mighty rough. The four landlubbers immediately got seasick.

It waa a hard night for those lads—but it was going to be a lot 
harder before they got back.

The tugboat captain told the bargeman to drop anchor and he would 
circh«^ ound and see if he could find the other boat. He cast oiT the tow 
line and the tug steamed away. Soon it was out of sight. There was 
nothing in sight, as a matter of fact, but water and more water. They 
were nearly two hundred miles from the nearest land. Then, half ao 
bour later, a thick fog settled down over the anchored barge.

Anchored in the Shipping Lane.
Says Peter “ We were lying in our bunks, too sick to move, when the 

tegular bargeman came in and told us about the fog. He explained that 
we were anchored in the shipping lane, and that was a dangerous posi-

And that was only tbe beginning. Tbe troubles crowded 
thick and fast after that. It was night now, and the bargeman 
want aloft to hang a riding light. He was hardly np there when 
he fell lo the deck and lay still, his leg broken. “ Then,”  says 
Pete, “ the nightmare began.”
Pete picked him up and carried him to his bunk. The other three i 

men were still lying in their bunks, the ghastly pallor of seasickness on 
their faces When he had done what little he could for the injured man, 
Pete went out and started ringing the fog bell.

The night wore on, and the fog showed no sign of lifting. Pete yanked 
away rhythmically on that bell, tolling a monotonous dirge. His arm 
waa getting tired. His hand was chafing from its constant contact with 
the bell rope. Every minute he expected to see the bow of an ocean 
liner looming over the barge. F^very minute he expected to hear a thud 
and a crash of splintering timbers as some huge craft cut them in two

Pete Had to Keep KinginK the Bell.
Pete began to feel that he couldn't hold hia arm up to pull that bell 

rope any longer. He went into the cabin and tried to rouse one of the 
aaaairk men. Not one of them would get up. Pete was seasick himself, 
but these fellows felt a lot worse In vain he told them of the dangers of 
leaving that bell unmanned. They didn’t care whether the barge went 
down or not. In fact, one or two of them hoped it would.

Pete dragged himself back to the bell. He was sick—sleepy—aching. 
But he couldn’t quit. Hla life depended on it. And ao did the lives of those 
other four men in their bunks. Dawn came, and still he was jerking away 
on that rope Still the fog hadn’t lifted. All morning long—all after­
noon—he stuck to hia post. Both his hands were so raw now that he 
had to hook his elbow through the bell rope and pull it with his arm.

NtgM came—and still Pete was at It. His whole body was 
atUr aow.

Will he forget the nightmare of that experience. On the morning of the 
third day he couldn’t take it any longer. He didn't quit. He just fell 
asleep—right where he was—from sheer exhaustion.

Found by an Airplane.
When Pete awoke again the sun was just disappearing over the 

Western horixon. But the fog had lifted. There was no sign of the tug. 
When the fog came down it had been unable lo find the barge—and it 
still hadn’t found it.

All that third night they waited. On the fourth day Pete sighted a 
plane. It circled around in the skies and then headed back toward land 
again. “ When it turned around.’ ’ says Pete, " I  thought that pilot hadn’ t 
seen us.”  Rut the plane had spotted the barge. It had been sent out from 
New London for that very purpose. And on the fifth day the tug boat c ame 
out and reclaimed its lost tow.

It didn’ t take Pete long to get over the efferts of hia adventure. Now 
he looks back on it as quite an exciting experience. There’s one thing, 
though, that makes Pete mad. He worked hirnself to exhaustion, trying 
to keep some vessel from sending that barge to the bottom. “ But in all 
that time,”  he says, ” I didn’ t aee a single one of those big Liners that 
1 waa in such fear of.”
