The prices we pay for our food
and other commodities will be
fixed next Monday, May 18. At
least, maximum prices will be set,
beyond which retailers and whole-
sale dealers cannot go.

Those places of business in Cas-
tro county that will not be affect-
od are the two beauty shops, the
five barber shops, professional
services, such as lawyers, doctors,
and dentists, advertising service,
such as sold by The News, insur-
ance agencies, places of entertain-
ment, such as our local theater,
our transportation companies, the
railroads, bus and truck lines, and
perhaps a few others.

The price limits on services will
go into effect July 1.

The “maximum price’ is defined
as being the highest price a store
or dealer charged for any commod-
ity during the month of March.

Purpose of the price ceiling or-
der, the government explains, is to
prevent further increases in the
cost of living.
