Conservationists See Soil
on Castro Farms

Practices

The Castro County soil tour
conducted Friday afternoon in the
Flagg and Cleo communities at-
tracted some 20 farmers and bus-
inessmen from over the county
and was termed by planners of
the event as “a very  excellent
tour.”

After the tour, County Agent
Charlie Hudson, who helped to
plan the event, stated, “It ‘was
one of the most educational and
beneficial tours ever held in the
county”. X

The tour, sponsored by the ex-
tension service in cooperationr with
the Running Water Soil Conser-
vation District and the soil ser-
vice, began on the Tom Lewis
farm in the Flagg = Community.
Here the group saw Lewis’ soil
‘building practices which included
the use of legumes, crop rotation
and the use of commercial fertili-
Zers.

Lewis has 70 acres of cow peas
which he planted on land that he
had orginally planned to summer
fallow. He decided, however, that
he would have the soil building
crop in which he could sow wheat
and actually do more in the way

fallowing alone. Actually, sowing
of the wheat had not begun at
the time of the tour.

Lewis also has some alfalfa
ground - which he was preparing
for a wheat crop. The conserva-
tionist felt that this would be a
project worth watching. In addi-
tion, the touring party examined
results of the application of an-
hydrous ammoria to  grain sor-
ghum crops and the results of ro-
tation envolving grain® sozghums
on land from which wheat was
taken in 1953. As compared to
showed more maturity on this
grain sorghums following grain
sorghums, that on the wheat land
date as well as a larger probable
yield.

HOME PURCHASE BRINGS
LEGAL PROBLEMS

With “National Home Weak”
being observed Septembor 19-26
many people will be thinking at
least casually about the pu.chase
of a new home. Those who become
seriously interested should proceed
cautiously when making a deal,
as many important legal problems
are involved in such a tran-

! saction.

For the average person, the
buying of a home is the largest
single transaction of his life. 1t
is also, in most instances, -the
most permanent or longest term
investment he will ever make.

Whether or not he bought wis- |#

ely will be determined by his ab-
ility to resell without difficulty,

or to enjoy the use of the prem- |

ises without annoyance or inter-
ruption.

Possibly the first legal prob- |
lem you will meet will. be when |

you are asked by the seller cr
his agent to sign a contract of
sale or earnest money contract.
In connection with the latter, you
will be asked to deposit a sum
of money which would be for-
feited to the seller and agent
for damages in event you do rot
fulfill the contract. Although ne
forfeit money may be required
with the former, you may still
be legally liable for damages if
you renege. Be sure, therefore,
that you know exactly what your
obligations are.

The next legal problem would
probably be to determirre the siat-
us of the title to the property.
Many persons become confused
during this stage, thinking that
securing possession of an Abstract
or Title Insurance Policy will

afford them complete protection |§

against title defects. This is not
necessarily true in either case.

Keep in mind that an abstract |}

is merely an outline of public re-
cords on the tract. Any person
may purchase an abstract cover-
ing any piece of land, whether
he owns it or not. A Title Insur-
ance Policy indemnifies you only

up to a certain maximum sum |§

of money, and contains various

exceptions to the specific cover-|§

age.
Following this would be

from the legal owrters to you, as
purchaser, in such manner that no
legal question might arise later
concerning your sole and exclus-
ive ownership.

Incidential to your title prob-|@

lems is that of ascertaining what
restrictions exist upont the lot
you are buying and upon the nei-
ghborhood generally. Municipal
zoning ordinances and restrictive
covenants placed upon the tract
by previous owrers or developers
of the subdivision may prove a
protection or a hinderance, ac-
cording to the plans you may have
for future use or improvement of
your property.

Other legal questions may arise
in arranging the method of pay-
ment for the house. The fact that
most people need years in which to
complete such payment makes this
a matter to be. considered care-
fully.
