A two-ocean fleet almost five times
the size of the pre-Pearl Harbor force
was proposed by naval chiefs at a
hearing of the house naval commit.

Although it is true
that having money does not neces-
sarily prevent a person from com-
mitting a crime, not having money
is a definite cause of it. When peo-
ple are out of work, there is a great-
er chance for them to get into trou-
bie than when they are employed."
