UNO Weathers First Big Test; 
Rail Unions Balk at Pay Award; 
Civilian Output at Peak Rate

UNO:
U pother Storm

Fraught with danger to the 
United Nations Organization and 
world peace, the tense Russo-Iran- 
ian dispute melted under the prom ­
ise of diplomatic compromise, with 
Moscow saving face and Tehran its 
sovereignty.

Secretary of State Jam es Byrnes, 
chief U. S. delegate to the UNO se­
curity council, started  the happy 
train  of events, suggesting that both 
countries state their position in the 
dispute over Russian failure to with­
draw from Iran before UNO consid­
ered action in the case.

Russia had walked out of the se­
curity council after its decision to 
consider the question and Byrnes’ 
proposal offered an excellent oppor­
tunity for the Reds to walk back 
in without losing prestige. Making 
the most of the chance, the Rus­
sians wrote UNO that they were 
pulling out of Iran without imposing 
any conditions for their retirem ent 
and their troops should be gone by 
May 6.

Taking his cue. Iran 's  representa­
tive then told the security council 
that if definite assurances could be 
obtained that the Russians would ap­
ply no pressure for oil concessions 
or Red-backed provincial govern­
m ents as a condition for withdraw­
al. Iran  would consider the m atter 
closed.

And upon that happy note. UNO 
appeared to have overcome its first 
great hurdle.

RAIL PAY:
¡talk at Findings

In protesting the lfl-cent-an-hour 
raise awarded by a labor-m anage­
m ent arbitration board, railroad un­
ion officials declared that the boost 
granted failed to meet higher living 
costs and adjust differences in pay 
between railroad workers and em ­
ployees in other industries.

Declaring railroad workers were 
entitled to a 46-cent-an-hour in­
crease. B M Jewell, representing 
15 non-operating unions, and E. E 
Milliman, president of the Brother­
hood of M aintenance of Way Em ­
ployees, asserted that the minimum 
award should have included 114 
cents an hour for higher living costs 
plus the general industry-wide 18 
cent-an-hour postwar advance.

Meanwhile, railroad officials also 
complained against the arbitration 
board 's wage decisions, estim ated 
to add up to $400 per year for 
1,220,000 m em bers of three operat­
ing and 15 non-operating unions and 
cost the carriers $584.000,000 an­
nually.

Echoing the c a rr ie rs ’ warnings 
that increased wages would require 
ra te  boosts, President Fred G. Gur­
ley of the Santa Fe announced that 
the 18-cent-an-hour aw ard was too 
large and his road would imm edi­
ately appeal for higher freight ta r ­
iffs. Stating that the wage increases 
would add $25,000,000 yearly to 
Santa Fe operating costs, Gurley 
said the boost coupled with higher 
m aterial, supply and fuel costs 
against reduced income m ade the 
step necessary.

Because both the railroads and 
unions had agreed to accept the 
arbitration boards’ findings as final 
in subm itting their dispute for set­
tlement, no work stoppage loomed 
because of disagreem ent over term s.

The recom m endations were hand­
ed down even as a fact-finding pan­
el conducted hearings on dem ands 
of the Brotherhood of Locomotive

Engineers and Brotherhood of Rail­
way Trainm en for a 25 per cent 
wage increase and changes in work­
ing rules. In demanding that wages 
and working rules be considered 
simultaneously, the two unions re ­
fused to join the other 18 in sub­
m itting the pay issue to arbitration.

CONGRESS:
Pay Adjustment

Government employees were ir. 
line for a pay increase as a result 
of congressional action but an ad­
m inistration m easure to raise the 
minimum wage to 60 cents an hour 
appeared doomed because of the 
farm  bloc’s insistence that the sam e 
bill hike the parity form ula over 
President T rum an 's protest.

The senate and house strove to 
get together on a uniform pay in­
crease for U. S. employees follow­
ing their approval of conflicting 
raises. While the senate had o.k.’d 
an 11 per cent boost, the house 
voted a $400 a year advance. Since 
the house also decided to lim it de­
partm ent appropriations in the 1947 
fiscal year to those of 1946, how­
ever, the higher pay would cover 
fewer employees and thus cut the 
federal payroll by 200,000.

In pushing for an upward revision 
of the parity form ula as an am end­
m ent to the 60 cent an hour mini- | 
mum wage bill over President Tru­
m an’s veto th rea t, the farm  bloc ! 
sought to protect fa rm ers’ retu rns 
in a period of rising costs. Trum ­
peting adm inistration disapproval. 1 
Secretary of Agriculture Anderson , 
declared revision of the parity  for­
mula to include farm  wages would 
result in a 33 per cent boost in 
farm  prices and spark an inflation­
ary cycle.

PRODUCTION:
Rosy Prospects

In meeting the pent-up and ordi­
nary demands of consum ers, re ­

quirem ents for a 
large m ilitary  estab­
lishm ent and heavy 
exports, the U. S. 
faces an unpara l­
leled period of pros­
perity, Reconver­
sion Director John 
W. S n y d e r  i n d i ­
cated in a report to 
President Trum an.

Despite w’ork stop­
pages and m ateria l 
shortages, civilian 

production had reached a ra te  of 
150 billion dollars during the first 
three months of 1946. Snyder said, 
with private wages and salary  pay­
m ents returning alm ost to the pre- 
V-J day ra te  of 82 billion dollars. 
Non-agricultural employment to tal­
ed 44.700,000 in February , with 2,- 
700,000 jobless seeking work.

Indicative of the huge dem and for 
goods, Snyder said tha t consum er 
and business purchases during the 
first quarter of 1946 equaled those 
of the Christm as period in contrast 
to an ordinary drop of 10 to 12 bil­
lion dollars. TTiough overall civilian 
production rose, the textile shortage 
rem ained acute, being aggravated 
by m ills’ refusal to sell unfinished 
goods because of higher profits on 
bleached or printed cloth.

Notwithstanding increasing pro­
duction and high taxes, the th rea t 
of an inflationary spiral rem ains. 
Snyder said. Noting the trend, he 
pointed out that on M arch 15 whole­
sale food prices were 3.1 per cent 
above those on the sam e date  last 
year and the prices of other prod­
ucts were up 2.5 per cent.

OVERSEAS RELIEF:
London Confab

The problem of tiding w ar-strick­
en countries over the 1946-’47 con­
sumption year concerned delegates 
from 18 Allied, neutral and form er 
enemy nations at the Em ergency 
Economic conference for Europe 
being held in London.

With the U. S. aim ing to ship 
1,000,000 tons of wheat monthly 
toward a goal of 11,000,000 tons, 
efforts were bent on stim ulating con­
tributions from other countries to fill 
out the huge deficit. In this con­
nection, a report of the conference’s 
combined food board recom m ended 
that Russia be requested to fur­
nish cereals and that steps be taken 
to increase the extent of Argentine 
exports.

Little Ireland followed the U. S 
in setting an exam ple to partici­
pating nations, announcing it would 
send 35,000 cattle,. 9,000,000 pound; 
of canned m eat, 20,000 tons of sugar 
as well as milk, bacon and cheesr 
to the continent this year. Normal 
ly E ire sends most of its cattle anc 
eggs to Britain.

M IH AILO VITCH :
V.S. to Aid

Lauding Gen. D raja Mihailo 
v itch 's contributions to the Allied 
cause in the early  stages of the Eu­
ropean war, the U. S. sta te  depart­
m ent asked the Yugoslav govern­
m ent that Am erican officers a t­
tached to the Chetmk leader’s head- 
quarters be perm itted to testify on 
his behalf in his forthcoming tre a ­
son trial.

Fam ed for his daring guerrilla 
w arfare against the G erm ans dur­
ing the height of Nazi dom ination, 
Mihailovitch lost his grip on the Yu­
goslav resistance m ovem ent with 
Allied recognition of the Commu­
nist-trained Tito following the Rus­
sian resurge in 1943. At odds with 
Tito, Mihailovitch becam e a fugi­
tive, charged with collaborating to­
ward the end with the G erm an in­
vaders.

In coming to M ihailovitch’s de­
fense in the face of b itter Commu­
nist allegations against the Chetnik 
leader, the sta te  departm ent said 
m any Am erican arm y flierS had 
been rescued and returned to Allied 
lines through the daring efforts ol 
his forces. It was also pointed out 
that U. S. officers were attached 
to M ihailovitch's headquarters ng 
liaison men in co-ordinating re s i ,% 
ance operations.

F.D.R.:
Sell Stamps

Individual hobbyists and deal­
ers shared in the purchase of 
Franklin  D. Roosevelt’s fam ed 
stam p collection, which brought 
heirs to his esta te  over $210.000. 
Representing a lifetim e collec­
tion of the late President, the 
stam ps were appraised in ad­
vance of the auction at $80,000.

Berry Hill, a New York deal­
er, was one of the biggest buy­
ers at the sales, paying $1.885 
for most of 29 lots of French 
stam ps and die-proofs and $1,615 
for four groups of G erm an 
stam ps included in sta tistical 
album s showing the extent of 
inflation in the reich afte r World 
W ar I.

Dr. L. L. Ruland, a hobbyist, 
topped bids to pay $4,700 for 62 
lots of Chinese stam ps present­
ed to Mr. Roosevelt by Chiang 
Kai-shek. K. Biloski, a Cana­
dian dealer, paid $2.100 for 848 
stam ps of a Russian collection 
tendered to the late President 
by Soviet A m bassador Maxim 
Litvinoff.

Almost $8,000 was realized on 
the sale of 107 lots of Venezuelan 
stam ps and album s.

NEAR EAST:
Plot Thickens

Long the pawns of European pow 
er politics, natives of the Near East 
again figured in the diplom atic dou 
ble play of the oil-rich region, with 
reports that the Russians were aid­
ing chieftains of 5,000,000 Kurds in 
Iran, Turkey, Iraq and Syria in the 
establishm ent of an independent re ­
public.

Though the Kurds in these coun­
tries enjoy relative freedom  in the 
mountainous regions under local 
chieftains, the independence move­
m ent reportedly has thrived under 
Russian backing. An independ­
ent Kurdish republic already has 
been proclaim ed with headquarters 
at Mehabad in northern Iran  and 
Russian technicians were said to 
have arrived there to help strength­
en native forces.

Headed by Ghazi M ohammed, the 
Kurdish movem ent was thrown into 
gear at a conference of tribal lead­
ers held in Baku, Russia, last No­
vember. Revenue and troops re­
portedly are  being furnished by the 
chieftans who attended the powwow, 
with the heart of the m ovem ent cen­
tered in British-controlled Iraq. 
Like Iran, Ira q 's  oil fields form 
part of the huge near eastern  de­
posits prized by the m ajor powers.

WITH CHRIST

Fellowship with the risen living 
Lord is the unfailing source of faith j 
and courage. Such certain ty  is the 
very essence of our observance of 
E aste r.

We declare with Paul, "Now is 
Christ risen from the dead” (I Cor. | 
15:20), and tha t He is "declared  to 
be the Son of God with power . . .  by 
the resurrection  from  the dead" 
(Rom . 1:4). We would join the 
apostles who "with g rea t power 
gave . . . w itness of the resu rrec­
tion of the Lord Je su s"  (Acts 4:33).

Come with us as we join two men 
who had become bewildered, who 
felt th a t all their hopes had been 
crushed.

We join them as they walk w earily 
along the road from  Jerusa lem  to 
E m m aus. Suddenly there is An­
other with the little group. Let us 
listen to their conversalion.

I. Chilled H earts and Sad Unbelief 
(vv. 13-26).

The two sad men, who had left 
Je rusa lem  to go to E m m aus were 
disciples of our Lord, and they had 
ju st been through the crushing ex­
perience of seeing Him crucified.

True, there had been some re­
ports on the m orning of this third 
day, that the women had seen Jesus 
alive (vv. 23, 24). But their hope 
and faith were a t such low ebb that 
they could not—or did not—believe.

Eyes closed by unbelief; faith 
hindered by doubt and fear; a de­
spondent heart slow to believe God 
—how very effectively these shut 
out the blessing of God and of His 
Word even to the believer. Even 
deeper is the darkness in which the 
unbeliever finds himself.

II. W armed H earts and Renewed 
F aith  (vv. 27-32).

Although they did not realize it 
(how slow we are  to appreciate  our 
blessings!) until a fte r Jesus was 
gone (v. 32), their hearts  burned 
within them  as soon as He began to 
expound the Scriptures to them .

What a Bible exposition tha t was, 
as Christ Himself opened all that the 
Scrip tures taught concerning Him!

The way to have a burning heart 
is to read  God’s Word, or to have it 
expounded by a Spirit-filled teacher 
or preacher.

When the heart has been warm ed 
by the w ritten Word and by fellow­
ship with the living Word, our Lord 
Him self, the opened eye of renewed 
faith follows as day follows night. 
Now they knew the S tranger who 
was with them —and He was gone.

How did they know Him? We read 
that they knew Him in the breaking 
of the bread (v. 32).

Paul declared that sam e tru th  
when he said, "The natu ra l m an 
receiveth  not the things of the 
Spirit of God: for they a re  foolish­
ness unto him : neither can he
know them , because they are  spirit­
ually d iscerned" (I. Cor. 2:14).

III. Quickened H earts and Glad 
Testimony (vv. 33-35).

The seven m iles (sixty furlongs), 
(v. 13) which had passed so slowly 
as they cam e over were now quick­
ly re traced . They had glorious 
good news to bring to the disciples 
a t Jerusa lem . How swift a re  the 
feet of the one who has good tid­
ings to bear (see Rom. 10:15)!

One wonders why so m any pro­
fessed Christians a re  so slow about 
carry ing  His m essage. Can it be 
th a t they do not yet know the risen 
Christ?

He has 
the Job of operating a farm of 
22.Mg acres and supervising the 
work of 1.100 men, women and 
children who live and work on 
the farm. Cotton, tobacco, corn, 
lespedna . hogs, beef and dairy 
cattle as well as small grains are 
produced bv Tom Pearsall and his 
family of 1.100.

WILLIAM RICHARDS . . . Rill 
gave up a successful career as a 
chemical engineer and raring car 
driver to purchase a Cape Cod 
dairy farm in 1941 at Forestdale, 
Mass., and converted it into a 
track garden. Born and raised in 
Booton. he decided to become a 
vegetable producer after suffer- 
iag a s e r i o u s  track accident. 
Known as Veg-Acres Farm s, his 
C4d acres include 125 acres of 
broccoli. Like most scientists, he 
leaves nothing to chance. Irr iga­
tion. cold fram es and modern 
Mechanised methods are utilised 
by Racer Richards.

A Veteran F a rm er.

William Renk is a veteran farm er 
who has consistently followed a pro­
gressive policy. He em phasizes ef­
ficiency in every phase of farm ing, 
with the aid of three super-helpers, 
his sons. They are  pioneers in arch­
type construction of farm  buildings, 
and their m achine shop is a credit 
to their ability. Seven trac to rs, self- 
feeders, hay slides—and their abil­
ity to produce quality seed c o r n -  
hybrid—m arks them as real pro­
gressive farm ers. The Renks have 
developed a direct sales demand 
for their hybrid seed.

J. D. McGee started  in 1928 on a 
sm all farm —purchased with bor­
rowed capital. Last year his peanut 
crop was worth $40,000. Soil con­
servation plays an im portant part 
on his farm , as they m ust on any 
farm  that succeeds. He is a direc­
tor of the Georgia-Florida-Alabam a 
Peanut G rowers’ association, and 
an authority on the economic prob­
lems of the industry. Congress has 
heard with in terest his facts and 
figures on peanut production and 
possibilities.

"Speed R ichards” —they call Wil­
liam Richards. This not only ap­
plies to his farm  operations but to 
his form er record as a racing car 
driver. He started  out by leasing a 
trac t near Providence, R. I. Later 
Richards purchased his present 
farm from earnings from the leased 
trac t—tenant farm ing m ay pay 
well. He launched an extensive and 
costly fertilizing program —essential 
for this type of farm ing. A m ajor 
innovation was a large irrigation 
system drawing on a lake as a wa­
ter source.

In Many Organizations.
Speed Richards takes an active 

part in farm  organizations. He is 
a m em ber of the governor’s advi­
sory council on agriculture, the Bos­
ton M arket G arden association, 
Town Finance com m ittee. Extension 
Vegetable com m ittee and F arm  Bu­
reau. At 38 he has three daughters, 
one son and a modern successful 
highly m echanized farm .

Thomas J. Pearsall believes in 
progressive plantation policies 
which have attrac ted  national a t­
tention. He is not a farm  owner, 
but he m anages the fam ous B ras­
well farm s at Rocky Mount, N. C., 
containing 22.000 acres. S tarting  10 
years ago. he was considered "rev ­
olutionary,” because he was a 
strong supporter of education Among 
his Negro tenants and sharecrop­
pers. The result—labor turnover 
greatly reduced and crop yields in­
creased. He installed m echanical 
and technical innovations, such as 
terracing and strip  cropping. A 
state representative and president 
of the Agricultural Foundation, Inc., 
he is now raising two million dol­
lars for the farm  research  program  
at North Carolina S tate college. 
Tom has a wife and two sons to 
aid him.

It is particularly  noticeable that 
the section of the United States in 
which a farm er lives has little to do 
with his ability to be a "cham pion." 
These five farm ers come from New 
England, the Mississippi valley, the 
North and the South. The Amer­
ican farm er can do his Job in any 
state , or clim ate, when he sets him-

E arly  in the spring the lawn 
should be rolled if the a rea  is 
rough.

INSTALLMENT SEVENTEEN

When the opera closes we are 
weary beyond words and long for 
bed. We are to leave early in the 
m orning. But the handsome vice­
prem ier is firm. After we have fin­
ished the banquet here at the opera, 
we m ust see the opera theater 
where a special program  has been 
prepared  for us.

This open air theater Is packed 
to the balcony with a crowd about 
nine-tenths Russian and one-tenth 
Uzbek. They are  singing an aria  
from  “ M aritza,” immensely popular 
in the Soviet Union. A juggler fol­
lows, and then the grand finale: cho­
rus girls prance out in costumes 
m ade in our honor—red and white 
striped trunks, and blue, star-span­
gled brassieres. Hopefully they sing 
a Russian translation of “ There’ll 
Be a Hot Time in the Old Town To­
night.”

I talk for a while with the little 
Uzbek m ayor, next to me at the 
table. But the vice-prem ier is talk­
ing. It is his broad-shouldered driv­
ing energy which has caught the 
factories hurled from European 
Russia and planted them in the des­
ert, which has put millions to work 
dam m ing rivers, building industries 
and carving out the new Russia.

He is sure of himself, of the driv­
ing power of this Bolshevik system  
and of the new world it is opening 
up among ancient Oriental tribes. 
He is telling us that he is glad 
he had this chance to show the new 
R ussia to Mr. Johnston and to the 
A m erican press. I liked him and 
his province.

Then the fat little Tass corre­
spondent cam e up. He was pretty 
tight, and his G erm an was sketchier 
than  usual. “ Wir wissen das Sie 
w aren in Finland,’ he said, “ aber 
d as  ist ein kleine Sache nur” (here 
he snaps his fingers)—a little, little 
thing is now forgiven of me. Be­
cause it was long ago that I was in 
Finland, and now they will trust 
m « to be objective.

I thank him for this compliment 
and their trust, assuring him that 
m y passion for Finns is now buried 
under rivers of Soviet champagne, 
so a t last I can be objective.

For here we leave them. Kirilov 
announced they m ay go by train  to 
Bokhara and Sam arkand tomorrow, 
while we fly on this morning to Ash­
kabad, the last Russian town on the 
P ersian  border.

The reporters and all the Tash­
kent Russians come down to the a ir­
port to see us off. In the car I ride 
with Nona. As we drive down a 
boulevard (Tashkent is very well 
paved) she tells us that near by 
is the cottage of her m other and fa­
ther, a retired engineer. They live 
on his pension of 1,000 roubles a 
m onth, which in peacetim e is de­
cent but now is too little. But for­
tunately  they own their house. Yes, 
you can now own a house in Russia 
and, if you like, either ren t or s “11 
it a t a profit. Of course, its land 
belongs to the state. If they ever 
need it for a governm ent store or 
apartm ent, they pay you only the 
cost of the house. But now’ you can 
borrow from the governm ent with­
out in terest as much as 10,000 rou­
bles, which will build a fair house, 
Nona says, and you have ten years 
to pay.

A doctor or dentist, who, of 
course, works in a state hospital, 
m ay have a private practice after 
hours, and charge what he likes— 
just as the peasants may sell their 
share  of the collective’s vegetables 
for any price, after the government 
has bought what it needs at the fixed 
low price. However, the doctor m ust 
conduct his private practice not a t 
the hospital but in his own home, 
and m ust provide his own instru­
m ents.

Ashkhabad has, like the others, 
an old Oriental section, but the new 
Russian town is beautifully laid out 
and well paved. In the center is an 
irrigated  park, an oasis of green in 
the yellow desert dust which blows 
everyw here. And in the park, un­
der this broiling sun, is a veritable 
forest of Bolshevik statues, mostly 
Stalin. He is always striding along 
in his long overcoat with his ear 
flaps down, heavily gloved, just as 
he is under the Arctic Circle. It 
seem s cruel. We want to get a 
can-opener and rescue him.

Since we left Moscow, we have 
noticed that, when his name is m en­
tioned, less and less do the Russians 
leap feverishly* to their feet over­
turning furniture, although his popu­
la rity  is as great.

Th« rug factory is most Interest­
ing. I have watched Navajo women

weave, but these Turkomen girls 
have g reater skill and a more deli­
cate craftsm anship. They are 
decked out in beautiful native cos­
tumes, wearing lovely hand-ham ­
m ered gold and silver jewelry. 
In weaving they squat beside the 
looms, using both their fingers and 
toes to hold the thread and tie knots. 
As we pass through they work fe­
verishly but I happen to return to 
one room and find them relaxed, 
gossiping and cackling.

The sad thing is that the Commu­
nist NOUVEAU RICHE who, to 
dem onstrate their loyalty, pay stag­
gering prices for this beautifully 
woven junk, m ay convince the 
Turkoman craftsm en that M arx’s 
bushy beard or Stalin’s shaggy eye­
brows are things of more breath­
taking beauty than their ancient na­
tive patterns.

The day closes with a 12-mile trip  
through the blistering desert to the 
"horse factory .” These desert nom­
ads, like the Arabs and the men of 
our own Southwest, have always 
been proud of their mounts. They 
are shrewd traders  and breeders of 

¡ horseflesh.
In the stifling heat of my hotel 

room, the good-natured cham ber­
m aid suggests by gestures that I 
would sleep better if we pulled my 
cot onto the balcony. The sun rises 
early . I look down on a courtyard 
of squalid tenem ents, windows open 
and Russians sleeping everywhere, 
som etim es under shelter but often 

I stretched out on the ground. The 
yard itself is filled with blonde, blue­
eyed, flatnosed Slav babies—two,

J three, four and five-year-olds tod- 
' dling around, some wearing shirts 

and some not, beginning their early  
m orning play before the sun is too 
hot.

And I m arvel a t this teem ing, fer­
tile, hard-working, long-suffering, 
indestructible race, which now 
spawns down here in this irrigated 
valley as it does under the Arctic 
Circle. Properly we think of Rus­
s ia ’s em pire as a relatively empty 
place. There is still elbow room 
for this generation—but what of the 
next? When the collective farm s 
are  so full of people that they can 
no longer feed them selves or the 
factories—what then? The problem 
is not one for our tim es, since to­
day Russia, like England and Am er­
ica, is one of the “ have” nations, 
with a comfortable share of the 
world’s earth  and raw m aterials.

Today these well-fed, blonde Slav 
babies play in the desert sun, 
reveling like all babies, in the dust 
of the courtyard, just under the 
m ountains which divide the Soviet 
Union from Persia.

At the airport we say good-by to 
our good friends Nesterov and Kiri­
lov, and to Nick, who has so faith­
fully watched over us and cur con­
tacts.

This ends my report on the Rus­
sians and here are my conclusions. ! 
I should add that these, as well as 
the general viewpoint of this book, 
are  entirely my own, and not to be 
charged against my good friend 
Eric Johnston.

Any close relations with the Soviet 
Union are fraught with considerable 
danger to us until American report­
ers get the sam e freedom to travel 
about Russia, talk to the people un­
molested by spies, and report to 
their homeland with that same free­
dom from political censorship that 
Soviet representatives enjoy here, 
and that American reporters en­
joy in England and other free coun­
tries. This m ust also apply to Euro­
pean or Asiatic territo ry  occupied 
by or affiliated with the Soviet Un­
ion. Correspondents abroad are the 
ears  and eyes of our Democracy. 
If we are to help build up Russia, 
our people are entitled to complete 
reports from press representatives 
of their own choosing on what 
we are  helping to build.

We should rem em ber that Russia 
is entitled to a Europe which is not 
hostile to her. We should also re­
m em ber that while American aid in 
building back her destroyed indus­
tries is highly desirable to Russia, 
it is not indispensable. She will not 
swap it for what she considers her 
security in the new world.

She is, however, in a mood to ac­
cept decent compromises. But if, 
as our arm ies are  in Europe while 
this settlem ent is being worked out, 
we And we can’t get everything we 
want, we would be childishly stupid 
to get mad, pick up our toys and go 
home.

If we decide it is wise to do busi­
ness with the Russians, we can trust 
them  to keep their end of any finan­
cial bargain. They are a proud 
people, and can be counted on to 
pay on the nose before the tenth of 
the month.

But any business deals should de­
pend on their aim s in Europe and 
Asia. We should extend no credit 
to Russia until it becomes much 
c learer than it now is that her ulti­
m ate intentions are  peaceable.

I think these intentions will turn 
out to be friendly. However, if we 
move our arm ies out of Europe be­
fore the continent is stabilized, and 
if disorder, bloodshed and riots then 
ensue, the Russians will move into 
any such political vacuum. After 
all, they are  not stupid. Russia for 
the present needs no more territory, 
but badly needs several decades of 
peace. She is, however, still 
plagued with suspicions of the capi­
ta list world, and needs to be dealt 
with on a basis of delicately bal­
anced firmness and friendliness. To 
date, the Roosevelt Administration 
has done an excellent job of this, 
in an unbelievably difficult situa­
tion.

; Modern food processing m akes 
iyour ham tender so tha t there need 
,not be any pre-cooking with the bet­
te r  brands. The ham  will require 
‘only a thorough heating through 
iwhich does not take m ore than 2 to 
\2Vt hours even for the larger pieces 
of m eat.

In selecting the ham , consider 
the num ber of people you want to 
,serve. For six people you will 
¡need a ham  weighing 6 to 8 pounds. 
¡Naturally, if you want to have ham 
¡for slicing and leftovers, get one of 
ithe larger sizes. T here 's  always 
good eating in it.

Whipped Sweet Potatoes.
(Serves 6)

Peel 6 sweet potatoes, boil un- 
,til tender for about 15 to 20 m inutes. 
M ash with potato 
m asher or ricer, 
with 4 tablespoons 
of butter. Season 
with a dash of 
sa lt and nutmeg.
¡Pile into orange 
i cups; s p r i n k l e  
with brown sugar and place under 
the broiler until lightly browned. Use 
as a garnish on ham platter and top 

¡each with a m araschino cherry.

Coatings for Ilaked Ham:  You
can enhance the flavor of your 
baked ham  with one of these 
delectable coatings:

Spread the ham  thinly with pre­
pared m ustard, then sprinkle 
with brown sugar.

Mix 1 cup brown sugar with 1 
teaspoon of dry m ustard and 2 
to 4 tablespoons of vinegar and 
spread over the ham.

Heat 1 cup cherry juice with 1 
cup strained honey and baste 
ham frequently with this m ixture.

Baste the ham with any canned 
fruit juice to improve its flavor 
twofold. Canned fruit nectars, 
cider, pineapple, prune or apple 
juices are  delightful.

Another a ttractive way to pre­
pare ham is to place thin slices 
of unpeeled orange over the ham 
and cover with this brown-sugar 
syrup. To m ake the syrup, com­
bine 1 cup brown sugar with 
cup w ater. Bring this to a boil 
and cook for 5 minutes.

Baste ham  with strained honey 
which has been mixed with 
chopped m araschino cherries.
