Fred Jameson Test 
Nearing Pay Depth

Drilling operations have pro-! 
gressed satisfactorily the past week 
at the Sun Oil Company’s test on 
the Fred Jameson place near Silver, 
and a depth of 6,066 feet had been 
reached at noon Thursday.

Spec Edmiston, driller in charge 
of the day shift, said yesterday 
that they were making from 15 to 
25 feet of hole each 8 hour shift. 
Drilling was going ahead in black 
shale with occasional streaks of
lime.

The Fred Jameson test is a 
quarter of a mile south ot the Allen 
Jameson producer brought in by 
Sun company early in the winter
011 saturated limestone, known as 
the Strawn section of the Pennsyl­
vania, was reached at 6,210 feet 
and the hole was bottomed at
6.250

Geologists say the new test is 
showing formations very similar to 
those found in the Allen Jameson 
strike. Operators have been ad­
vised to begin taking cores again 
at 6,170 feet and present plans are 
to drill through the Strawn and 
on into the Elienburger for explora­
tion purposes.

The Fred Jameson hole has a 0 
5-8 inch casing down to a depth o f
1.250 feet which was set inside a
12 1-2 inch hole. The present hole 
is 8 3-4 inches in diameter, and 
will allow the setting of a 7 inch 
casing. The test will reach the 
depth of the Allen Jameson pro­
ducer within the next two or 
three days.

The Allen Jameson well is flow­
ing regularly, catching up with 
some shutins caused some time 
back by lack o f storage facilities. 
The entire production is being 
hauled to Bronte where it is loaded 
into railroad tank cars and shipped 
to western Canada. L. T. Pate, 
former Robert Lee man, has taken 
over contract of moving the crude 
oil to Bronte and Mike Davis is 
operating his transport truck.

Two More Homes

l more than $7,000.
Members of the Whitt house­

hold were at home when the fire 
was discovered and it is belived to 
have started when an oil stove got 
out of control. Members of the 
family and neighbors directed 
their efforts toward putting out 
the blaze, but were uusuccessful 
and only a few household effects 
were saved.

The Whitts have another house 
on their ranch which was occupied 
by relatives and they are making

I their home there.
No one was at home when the 

i Varnadore fire was discovered 
about 9 a m. by E. W. Smith and 
son, R. T., who live a quarter o f a 
mile away. Other neighbors soon 

; arrived but most of the house was 
; enveloped in flames and it was 
possible only to save the mattresses 
and bedding from three beds.

PORTAL:
Tax Relief

The burden of portal to portal 
back pay w ill largely be shouldered 
by Uncle Sam when, and if, union 
members are awarded their sub­
stantial claims against industry as 
a result of Secretary of the Treas­
ury Snyder's announcement that 
such outlays are deductible against 
taxes levied in the years affected.

Because portal payments to work­
ers w ill be liable to taxation, how­
ever, the U. S. stands to recover 
some of the refunds in personal in­
come taxes. In many instances, the 
portal claims run into hundreds of 
dollars per worker, leaving them 
open to a heavy bite under the high 
wartime rates.

Under Snyder's ruling that indus­
try could claim credits on taxes 
paid in the years for which portal ! 
demands were granted, companies | 
would be able to take advantage o f ! 
high rates and excess profits levies j 

of the war years. At the same time, I 
they would be entitled to a 6 per 
cent interest on the money collect­
ed from  them to cover their tax 
liabilities.

FOOD:
Enemy's \eed

Declaring that the U. S. could not j 
afford to permit the American Hag 
to fly over a gigantic Buchenwald, 
form er President Herbert Hoover 
undertook another survey of food 
needs in the U. S. and British occu­
pation rones in Germany.

In addition to providing for es­
sential German relief. Hoover's jun­
ket was aimed at making the reich 
as self-supporting in food needs as 
possible. Improvement in the food 
situation would lead to a reduction 
in present U. S. relie f costs o f 300 i 
million dollars annually. The form er j  
president had the assistance of two 
food experts on his tour, being ac­
companied by Dr. Dennis F itzger­
ald. chairman of the international j 
em eigency food council, and form er 
Ambassador Hugh Gibson, who aid­
ed him in World W ar I relief work, j

At the same time that Hoover i 
headed westward. Hallam Tuck, his 
associate on the famine study tour j 
of last spring, headed eastward to j 

survey food conditions in Japan, Ko- i 
rea and the Ryukyus. Tuck also j 
will be concerned with the long—as j 
well as short— range requirements of 
those Asiatic countries in an effort 
to boost their food output.

His wife, faithful as ever, 
prayed at his bedside, and the rest 
of the Capone clan hurried in from 
Mercer, Wis., and Chicago.

Secrecy continued to shroud the 
Capone villa. While sleek autos, filled 
with mysterious characters, whizzed 
in and out of the private grounds, 
reporters and photogs waited outside 
to get their information second-hand. 
Capone had not appeared in public 
since 1041 and rumors persisted 
that paresis had left him with the 
mind of a 12-year-old. On the other 
hand, it was said that his supposed j 

debility was a blind, that he was 
as hale as ever and running the 
gang's gambling and vice busi­
ness at a distance, getting his cut 
out of the lucrative profits.

Flame Restores Sight

Already blind in his left eye, Rich­
ard Hebert, 22-year-old Purple Heart 
bearer of Chicago, had been told by- 
army doctors that he might lose the 
sight of his right eye as well within 
10 years.

At the front, Hebert’s luck had 
been all bad. He had been hit in the 
leg by shrapnel in Germany and hos-

pitalized before being blinded by a 
shell explosion upon his return to 
action as an infantryman.

Back home, Hebert kept a stiff 
upper lip and looked ahead cheer­
fully. He made himself useful 
around his father's business estab­
lishment and married a form er 
schoolmate. Then one day, he went 
down to the basement to fix the 
fire.

Coal he shoveled into the boiler 
apparently caused gas to accumu­
late. When he stirred the fire, a 
ball of flame shot out of the boiler 
door, singeing his arm and the lid 
of his blind eye. When he came 
back upstairs he sensed a change. 
Putting his hand over his right eye. 
he peered out of the left: Hebert
had two good eyes again.

CONGRESS:
Busy Bodies

GOP congressional investigators 
prepared to dig deep into war ex­
penditures and un-American activi­
ties with the full support of the first 
Republican m ajority in 16 years.

Senate Republicans beat down an 
effort of the Democrats to transfer 
duties of the war investigating com­
mittee to the inactive committee on 
expenditures in the executive de­
partment by a 47 to 45 vote.

The watch-dog over efficiency of 
the war effort under President Tru­
man while he was still senator from 
Missouri, the war investigating 
committee widened its scope under 
Senator Mead (Dem., N. Y .) to 
probe irregularities in munitions 
contracts. In the wake of disclosures 
of the close relations existing be­
tween congressmen and army of­
ficers with war contractors, the 
GOP voiced its determination to dig 
deeper into wartime dealings.

Not always in favor during the 
liberal New Deal administration, the 
house un-American activities com­
mittee promises to enjoy smoother 
sledding under the Republicans. 
Now headed by Representative 
Thomas (Rep., N. J .) the committee 
laid plans for an early probe of Com­
munism in government departments, 
labor unions, Hollywood, and col­
leges and schools.

COMMODITIES:
U. S. Eyes Trade

In an effort to prevent serious 
breaks in commodities, Secretary of 
Agriculture Anderson announced 
that the department’s commodity 
exchange authority would be freed 
of other duties to permit full time 
policing of the markets.

Anderson disclosed the move in 
the face of growing speculation. Re­
membering the big break in cotton 
last October and the alleged manipu­
lation of butter prices in New 
York, department authorities acted 
to check future slumps affecting 
price». Studies are being completed 
on the factors in the cotton break, ! 
with Anderson ready to ask for ad­
ditional regulatory authority if war­
ranted by the investigation.

Meanwhile grain prices remained 
strong as the government announced 
it would increase its wheat export 
program by 50 million bushels in 
the current crop year to a total of 
350 million.

There’ s no place like Missouri 
— as any Missourian will tell 
you. Part northern, part south­
ern, part eastern and part west­
ern, and wholly American, the 
“ Show Me”  state is a collection 
of individuals, climates, soils, 
industries and resources. “ Build 
a fence around Missouri, cut it 
off from the rest of the world, 
and it will get along all right,”  
is a boast often heard.

M ^sourians might be nearly right 
at that about their state being 
self-sustaining Cut off from the rest 
o f the world, they still could enjoy 
mountains, plains, rivers and lakes. 
They could eat beefsteak, lamb 
chops, ham and bacon, fresh fish, 
fried chicken, fruits, vegetables 
and bread, and still have plenty 
o f whipped cream, pie. cake, sugar, 
potatoes—Irish or sweet—oatmeal, 
butter and eggs. Their shoes 
would be made in St. Louis, and they 
would have a choice of wool or cot­
ton clothing, straw or felt hats, light 
clothing or fur coats. Besides, they 
would have whisky, beer, wine, to­
bacco. corncob pipes and the Mis­
souri mule. They might be short on 
gold and a few other luxuries, but 
they would have coal, wood, lead, 
zinc, iron, glass, clay, copper, nick­
el. cobalt, steel, antimony, tungsten, 
arsenic and some oil and gas.

Topography Is Diversified. 
Topographically. Missouri is more 

a part of several other regions than 
a region in itself. Northern Mis­
souri is a continuation of the rich, 
rolling farm lands of Iowa. Western 
Missouri is a part of the great mid-

woods are thick, fruits and berries 
abound, and beneath the soil's sur­
face are rich stores of minerals.

High in Industries.
Although a rich agricultural state, 

Missouri has a two billion dollar 
manufacturing industry even in nor­
mal years. Meat packing at Kansas 
City and St. Joseph, boots and shoes 
at St Louis, men’s and women's 
clothing in all the large cities, to­
bacco processing, airplane manufac­
ture. book and other printing, and 
industries established to process the 
state's resources and raw products 
place Missouri among the ranking 
industrial states. Mining, lumber­
ing, cement making, corn cob pipes

Missouri is part of the Ozark 
plateau of Arkansas, and flat south­
eastern Missouri is delta or bottom 
I »nd characteristic of the lower Mis­
sissippi valley.

The state’s diversity is even 
pronounced in its people. The 

a|Mirt St. Louis business man is 
urd*e the go getter from Kan­
sas City. The farmer in north­
ern Missouri speaks a different 
language than the delta agrieul- 
turist. And the Ozark people 
differ from all the rest. On one 
Jbxng they all agree: Missouri is 
a great state! Missourians have 
a state pride as deep and fixed 
as any Texan’ s.
There are no deserts, no barren 

peaks m Missouri. Corn grows tall,

industries. Both Kansas City ami 
St. Louis rank high as wholesale 
distribution centers for the entire 
Mississippi-Missouri valley. Flour 
mills and cereal plants at St. Jo­
seph had a tremendous war cutput

Missouri is one of the few rrvddle 
states that yet markets ties, lumber, 
laths and shingles in large quanti­
ties. supporting more than 300 com­
mercial sawmills The itate has 
the largest deposits of lead, zinc 
and coal in the Middle West. It also 
has valuable clays, building stone 
and sands. Missouri produces about 
42 per cent of the annual production 
of baryte for he United States.

With its varied topography, Mis­
souri has many scenic attractions. 
It has more than 210 recorded caves, 
many with several floors and some 
with underground streams. Besides 
its many natural lakes, it has Lake 
of tt& Ozarks which was created by 
the Bagnell dam across the Osage 
river, built in 1929 This lake is 129 
miles long with 1,300 miles of shore­
line. Big Spring, with a measured 
daily flow of 040,000.000 gallons, is 
the largest in the world. All 
streams and lakes are stocked with 
fish, and the hunting of quail, ducks 
and other birds is widespread. The 
forests and hills of the Ozark moun­
tains are nationally famous.

Spanned by Rai lroads.
Missouri is one of the leading rail­

road states of the nation, being 
served by 13 trunk line roads.

Agricultural products of Missouri 
include two and one-half billion 
pounds of beef annually; one billion 
pounds of pork; four billion pounds 
of m ilk; one million pounds of chick­
ens; besides eggx. sheep, cotton, 
wool, corn, wheat, tobacco, aoy 
beans and other crops.

From Its rich historical back­
ground. Missouri has emerged

as a friendly, hospitable state, a 
little more southern than north­
ern in accent, a little more west­
ern than eastern in its ways.
LaSalle’s explorations in 1682 lo­

cated what is now Missouri as a 
part of the vast Louisiana purchase. 
It was relinquished to Spain in 1762, 
returned to France in I860 and pur­
chased by the United States in 1803. 
During the Civil war, Missouri, al­
though a slave state, furnished 108,- 
773 troops to the Union and more 
than 50,000 to the Confederate army.

Many Historic Sites.
The state has many sites of his­

toric and prehistoric interest. At 
many places are traces of Indian 
villages and camp sites. Indian 
mounds and earthworks arc numer­
ous. The old home of U. S. Grant, 
built by the general himself, still 
stands outside the city limits of St. 
Louis. The boyhood home of Mark 
Twain (Samuel L. Clemens) is pre­
served at Hannibal, and statues of 
Tom Sawyer and Huckleberry Finn 
have been erected.

Missouri is known as “ The Mother 
of the West.”  Inspired by reports 
of the Lewis and Clark expedition, 
a St Louis Spaniard named Manuel 
Lisa in 1809 organized the first of 
the fur-trading companies. Jim 
Bridger, first white man to see the 
Salt Lake valley, was a Missouri 
fur trader. The Oregon Tra il led 
from Missouri to the Pacific coast, 
and Independence, St. Joseph and 
other western Missouri towns out­
fitted the men who conquered the 
West. Eastern terminus of the Pony 
Express was at St. Joseph, and the 
Santa Fe Trail was blazed from New 

continental prair e Southwestern ' and other products are important Franklin to the Southwest, with the
Santa Fe railroad to follow later.

It was the "M issouri Compromise”  
act of congress that brought M is­
souri into the union as a state in 
1821.

B rn in turmoil, it has endured all 
the hardships of pioneering, insur­
rection. ret onstrui ticn and modern 
competition. Perhaps through -the 
trials of generations its people have 
learned that a “ show m e" attitude is 
far safer than naive acceptance of 
things at face value!

LO YA L  SON . . . Phil M. Donnelly, 
governor of Missouri, is a loyal son 
who "never bothered" to leave 
his native state. Born at Lebanon, 
Mo., March 6. 1891, Donnelly attend­
ed Missouri schools, practiced law 
in his native state, served as county 
and city attorney, and spent 20 years 
in the state legislature before being 
elected governor for a four-year 
term in 1944. He it married and 
has one son.

FE E D IN G  THE F IV E  THOUSAND

LESSON T E X T—John 6 25 35. SC 58 
M EM O RY SELEC T IO N —I am that bread 

oi life.—John b 48

Bread! The cry of the hungry 
peoples of the world for bread has 
reminded us anew that it is the 
simple and elemental things of life 
which are of most importance. 
Bread, water, light—such things 
man cannot do without. How signifi­
cant then that our Lord declared 
himself to be the bread of life 
(John 6:35), the satisfying water 
(John 4:14), and the light of the 
woTld (John 8:12).

Our lesson does not deal with the 
feeding of the five thousand, but the 
story o f that miracle of our Lord is 
the background for the discourse on 
the bread of life which is assigned 
for our study. It is one of the most 
delightfully simple, yet unfathom- 
ably profound, portions of Scripture.

I. The Bread of Earth and the 
Bread of Heaven (vv . 25-27).

They sought Jesus not that they 
might receive spiritual blessings, 
but that their stomachs might be 
filled (v . 26). It was not a high 
motive, but an understandable one. 
Hunger, or the fear of hunger, 
threatens so many of the people of 
this earth that one does not find 
it in his heart to condemn them too 
severely.

Yet it w’as a low motive and 
one which caused them to entirely 
miss the greatest and most blessed 
provision of God for their every 
need. The bread of this earth, bear­
ing the imprint of a human maker, 
would soon leave them hungry 
again, and eventually they would 
die. The bread of heaven, bearing 
the seal of the Father (v . 27), 
would soon satisfy them for all 
eternity.

Note the folly of those who labor 
for the reward which this world 
can give, but who neglect their eter­
nal welfare (v . 27). How foolish, 
too, is the Christian who spends his 
whole life and his talents in the 
pursuit of money and invests little 
or nothing of time or ability in the 
service of God!

II. The Work of Men and the
Work of God (vv. 23-33).

Entangled as they were in earth­
ly things and desires, they seemed 
for a moment to reach out toward 
the things of God. Jesus had been 
talking about everlasting life and 
the bread from heaven; they want­
ed to know what they could do to 
merit and receive it.

It is quite typical of man even to 
this day that he thinks there must 
be some way that he can come 
through to eternal blessedness by 
way of his own works. We shall 
see how effectively Jesus dealt with 
that fo lly!

The only work that man can do to 
meet God's first demands and in­
herit eternal life is to believe 
in Christ (v. 29). Men want to add 
up works of penance, works of char­
ity, deeds of righteousness, char­
acter development, the observance 
of religious traditions and cere- | 
monies, the offering of prayers, and 
so on without end. Jesus sweeps 
aside all this with one brief word, 
saying in effect, “ It is not a ques­
tion of do; it is a matter of believe.”

Works is not the answer to any 
spiritual need, but faith in Christ. 
We must trust God and believe in 
the One whom he has sent; then 
we are ready to go out and do 
his w ill!

They (yes, and we too) must 
now face the alternative

III. The Way of Death and the 
Way of Life (vv . 34, 35, 56-58).

One could wish that the request 
made in verse 34 could be taken at 
face value, but the fact that they 
later turned away and left the Lord 
indicates that this was again a de­
sire for physical bread. There was 
probably a vague desire for eter­
nal life, too, but not enough to make 
them follow through with appropri­
ate action. How much they were 
like folk today wno want the bene­
fits of Christianity, but who w ill not 
take up the cross.

There is here a bold contrast be­
tween the things of this earth, 
which, as we use them, perish (and’, 
alas, we perish with them ), and 
the things of God which are of eter­
nal value and power.

Which shall it be, reader, for you’  
A re you willing to go on day after 
day on the way of death, or will 
you today take Christ, who ia the 
wav of life?

Bronte Blacksmith Shop 

Destroyed in Night Fire
Bronte, Texas, Feb. 5.—The M o  

Guire Bros, blacksmith and weld­
ing shop in Bronte was destroyed 
by fire Monday night about 11 
o’clock. One of the worst northers 
and dust storms of the season was 
at its highest, which made fighting 
the flames more difficult. The local 
fire department did all it could, 
and kept the flames from spread­
ing to other buildings. Flying 
sparks set fire to rubbish in the 
South Texas Lumber Co. yards, 
which were quickly extinguished.

Origin of the fire has not been 
determined, but possibly was 
caused from faulty electrica' wiring. 
The building was a frame, sheet 
metal building which possibly kept 
the flames confined.

McGuire Brothers had no in­
surance. The Ballinger fire de­
partment responded to a call but 
too late.

Bronte has had more severe 
winter this season than in fifty 
years, so say old timers. But the 
worst norther and dust storm came 
down from the north about 10:30 
Monday night. Within thirty 
minutes the temperature changed 
from mild summertime degree to 
freezing. The dust was so thick 
that vision was almost impossible, 
and the air stiff led the nostrils.

Foot-and-Mouth Disease
The most dreaded disease known 

to livestock is foot-and-mouth 
disease. It is highly infectious, 
spreads rapidly, and is extremely 
difficult to combat and eradicate. 
Today that disease is prevalent 
only 200 miles from the Rio 
Grande in Old Mexico.

The threat of its spread into 
Texas and other border states is so 
serious that the subject was dis­
cussed at the President’s Cabinet 
Meeting last week, and I under­
stand the pressing need for co­
operation with Mexico in combat­
ing it is one o f the compelling 
reasons why President Truman is 
taking a good-will flight to Mexico 
City m early March.

It is reported the diease is now 
prevalent in some 10 states in the 
vicinity of Mexico City and Vera 
Cruz, and that around 50,000 head 
of cattle are infected. A million 
others have been exposed in an 
area where 6 million livestock now 
range.

This disease attacks cattle, hogs, 
sheep and goats. The nature of 
the disease is such that every object 
with which the diseased animal 
comes in contact becomes a pos­
sible source o f infection trom which 
other animals or humans may 
spread thedisease. Infected animals 
are the main carriers, but man can 
carry the germ and spread the 
disease on his shoes or clothing. 
Even birds may carry it, and wild 
animals are common means of 
spreading the infection.

The desease came to Mexico 
through the importation o f Brahma 
bulls trom Brazil. In October of 
1945, 145 head were imported. 
Our Bureau of Animal Industry 
promptly protested receipt o f the 
shipment as being contrary to a 
U. S.— Mexico sanitary treaty, but 
to no avail After a brief quaran­
tine in the harbor of Vera Cruz, 
the bulls were allowed to land and 
18 of them were moved into Texas. 
These bulls are under strict 
quarantine, and there has been no 
outbreak from any of these cattle.

Then on April 10, 194*», another 
shipment o f 327 head left Brazil 
for Mexico. Our Bureau of Animal 
Industry protested again, but they 
were unloaded on the same island 
near Vera Cruz. Over repeated 
protests, these bulls were moved 
from the quarantine to the main­
land. Three weeks later, foot-and- 
mouth disease broke out among

them and other cattle on the ranch. 
We were not notified of this out­
break for two months and it was 
not until December 18 that our 
Bureau of Animal Industry learn­
ed o f the situation and not until 
December 26 last, that the disease 
was positively diagnosed by our 
experts

Since then several officials from 
our Animal Industry Bureau have 
been in Mexico surveying the 
situation in order to help the 
Mexican Government eradicate or 
check the spread of the disease. 
Our state Department has taken a 
hand in it and our Ambssador in 
Mexico City has been conferring 
with Mexican officials.

In Washington, Committees on 
Agriculture in the House and 
Senate aie making studies and 
awaiting recommended legislation 
from the Bureau of Animal In­
dustry. Last week, I introduced a 
bill to expedite the construction of 
a drift fence along our side of the 
Rio Grande to help block the 
trickle o f livestock and wild 
animals from across the border.

It would be absolutely dis­
astrous for the disease to break out 
in this country. We have had a 
taste of it before. On eight oc­
casions since the the turn of this 
century, we have had mild out 
breaks. Dr. John R. Mohler, for 
many years Chief o f The Bureau 
of Animal Industry, informs me 
that the entire cost to the livestock 
industry and to the State and 
Federal Governments cooperating 
in stamping out the disease in 
these outbreaks exceeds $20J,0Ji),-
00 '.00. In the 1914 outbreak it
was necessary to kill 172,222 head 
of cattle, hogs and sheep in 22 
states. •

Pour into center of noodle ring 
and sprinkle with tiny bits of pimien­
to and a generous dash of paprika.

Tomato Aspic Salad.
(Serves 6 to 8)

I ' i  tablespoons plain gelatin 
' i  eup water
2 cups tomato juice
1 medium sized onion 
1 stalk celery
3 sprigs parsley 

tablespoons vinegar 
whole cloves 
teaspoons sugar
teaspoon salt

cups mixed, chopped vege­
tables, fresh

Combine gelatin and water; let 
stand 5 minutes. Combine remain­
ing ingredients 
except vegetables 
and simmer cov­
ered, for 15 min­
utes. Strain and 
pour over gelatin.
L e t  c h i l l  a n d  
when partially 
congealed, add chopped, fresh vege­
tables. Chill until firm and serve on 
lettuce with mayonnaise. Heart- 
shaped molds may be used.

Make a pretty devil's food cake 
for dessert, and frost with fluffy 
frosting. Use tiny red hearts for 
the design.

Devil’s Food Cake.
2 cups sifted cake flour
1 teaspoon soda
*i teaspoon salt
I ' j  cups granulated or brown 

sugar
1 • cup shortening
Milk
2 eggs, unbeaten
3 squares chocolate, melted
1 teaspoon vanilla
With butter, substitute or lard, use 

74 cup milk. With vegetable or 
other shortening, use 1 cup milk.

Sift flour once; measure into sift­
er with soda, salt and sugar. Have 
shortening at room temperature; 
mix or stir just to soften. Sift in 
dry ingredients and add 3s cup milk 
and mix until all flour is damp­
ened. Then beat 2 minutes, add 
eggs, melted chocolate, remaining 
milk and vanilla and beat 1 minute 
longer. Turn into two ft-inch lay­
er pans which have bottoms lined 
with paper and greased. Bake in a 
moderate (350 degree) oven for 30 
minutes.

This cake may be mixed by hand 
at low speed on an electric nnxcr. 
Count only actual beating time. Or, 
count beating strokes. Allow about 
150 full strokes per minute. Scrape 
bowl and beater or spoon often while 
mixing.

Another type of party for this day 
may be made even easier. Use the 
tomato aspic with chicken or crab- 
meat salad, assorted sandwiches, 
and a heart shaped mold of ice 
cream served with little cakes r a i­
ned out in the heart motif.
