A proposed city zoning ordinance 

for Robert Lee died aborning last 
week. The ordinance provided that 
hereafter all new buildings in the 
business section of town must be 
lire proof.

The matter has been under con 
sideration by the city commission 
for a month or more and was dis­
cussed at the monthly meeting 
Tuesday night of last week. It 
seems local citizenry became 
agitated later in the week when it 
was learned that more huts from 
Camp Barkeley were to be moved 
in.

A seecial session of the city com­
mission was called Friday forenoon 
and businessmen up a/iddown the 
street were on hand to hear the 
proposed ordinance discussed. 
Mayor Clift asked for an opinion 
of the assemblage and was given 
a unanimous vote in favor of pass­
ing the zoning ordinance

No action was taken by the 
commissions at the time, and in 
another meeting later in the day 
Commissioner Allie Bilbo moved 
that the ordinance be adopted 
That’s where the matter ended as 
neither Commissioner Bill Tom 
Roach nor Mayor Bruce Clift 
offered a second motion'

The Observer was informed by 
city commissioners yesterday that 
the issue is not dead. Mr. Roach j 
said he belived more time was re-; 
quired to study the proposal, and 
he further stated he was not 
financially interested in the two 
army buildings set on lots north 
of the theatre last Friday.

Placing of the weather beaten 
army huts in the business section 
has created a lot of discussian. I wo 
weeks ago a 16x16 hut was dump­
ed right up next to the city hall 
and is being used as a domino dub. 
Four 16x46 buildings have been 
moved onto vacant lots north of 
the theatre and one of them is 
right up against the theatre. Own­
ers of the theatre say they have i 
protested to the state fire marshal 
because of the lire hazard which 
endangers the lives of their patrons.

Bronte Bank Retains 

County Depository
Although the Robert Lee State 

Bank submitted a better bid, the 
Lirst National Bank of Bronte has 
been designated as the depository 
for Coke county kinds during the 
next two yeurs.

This action took place during 
the regular monthly meeting of the 
commissioners court Monday.
When sealed bids were opened it 
was revealed that the Bronte bank 
ottered to pay 1 per cent interest 
on the county’s deposit, while 2 
per cent was offered by the Robert 
Lee banking institution. The vote 
was 2 to 1, with Varnadore voting 
for the State Bank of Robert Lee 
and Ben Brooks and T. R I iar- 
mon favoring the bank at Bronte.
The county deposit runs from 25 
to 50 thousand dollars or more, and 
it has been held by the bank at 
Bronte for many years.

In planning the wiring for a 
fa rm , Ritt declared, the average 
fa rm  m ust be considered as an in­
dustrial plant, a production and proc­
essing plant for products. The 
g rea te r  the degree of processing per­
formed on any farm , the g reater  is 
the re tu rn  in te rm s  of farm  income, 
he explained.

Bui L aurence G ieringer 's  
d ream  was not ended; in fart ,  it 
had only begun. Today, at 54. he 
owns countless lighted houses 
th a t  he can pick up in his hands, 
along with churches, barns, 
bridges, highways, railroads, 
lakes, fields, g ris t  mills, fac­
tories and scores of other min­
iature models depicting the a rch i­
tectural and industrial pano­
ram a  of the A m erica of the last 
few hundred years.
Collectively they a re  known as 

Roadside Am erica, which is s i tua t­
ed four miles west of H amburg. Pa .,  
between H arr isb u rg  and Allentown 

Roadside America had its begin­
ning four y ea rs  a f te r  L aurence 's  
abortive a t tem pt to bring home the 
lighted house from the m ountaintop 
With his younger brother. Paul, he 
had climbed another m ountain near 
Reading. F a r  below them  Reading 
looked like a city inhabited by doll 
men. F ascinated  by the sight, L au­
rence said eagerly :  ‘‘Paul, wouldn’t 
it be swell to build little houses the 
sam e size they look from h e re?"

CHINA: 
l r. S. Out

Diplomatic eyes turned anxiously 
to the Orient following the U. S de­
cision to abandon its peace m aking 
in China and withdraw m ost of the
12.000 m arines  on duty there.

Concern was expressed lest U. S.
w ithdraw al would invite Russian in­
tervention in China on behalf of the 
Chinese Communists. While Sec­
re ta ry  of S ta te  M arshall had dili­
gently sought to bring the National­
ists and Reds together during his 
special peace mission, the U. S. had 
proceeded on the assum ption that  
the Nationalists constituted the legal 
government. In supporting the N a­
tionalists. the U. S. has advanced  an 
es tim ated  l ’i  to 3 billion dollars of 
lend-leasp. and also provided tech­
nicians for training their m ilitary 
forces.

Since the U S pulled out of China 
without making any stra teg ic  a r ­
rangem ents .  the Russians m ain ta in  
a distinct advan tage  in view of their 
half-interest in the M anchurian rail­
road and their joint control of Port  
Arthur and Dairen. R ussia 's  s t r a ­
tegic position thus leaves Moscow in 
a key position if it wishes to sup­
ply Chinese Communists entrenched 
in the north or actually intervene 
on the pre text of stabilizing condi­
tions in the Orient.

LABOR:
P ay  F .qua lity

Announcement by the depa rtm en t 
of labor that a special commission 
had simplified job classifications 
and ironed out ra te  inequities in 
the Big Five packing plants pointed 
up the growing acceptance of the 
principle of equal pay for equal work 
m U S. industry.

Consisting of representa tives  of 
the public, government, industry and 
labor, the commission cleaned up 
differences between Swift, Wilson, 
Cudahy. Armour and Morrell and 
the AFL, CIO and independent un­
ions over ra te  inequalities. The com ­
panies and unions had agreed on 
conditions for 90.000 jobs in collec­
tive bargaining procedure, and the 
commission acted on the remaining
10.000 jobs.

The num ber of labor grades  c a r ­
rying varying pay ra te s  was cut 
from 250 to 25 under the negotiations 
and wage boosts averaging 1.8 cents 
an hour were aw arded to approxi­
m ately  75.000 workers to iron out 
inequalities. In general, packing 
house employees doing the work in 
the sam e geographical a rea  now 
draw  equal pay.

Previously, the CIO-United Steel 
Workers and U. S Steel corporation 
had ironed out wage inequalities for
175.000 employees. R etroactive to 
J a n u a ry  4. 1944. the cost of read jus t­
m en t was es tim ated  a t 30 million 
dollars, with many workers receiv­
ing the equivalent of a IV» cent an 
hour wage increase.

FREIGHT:
U ant More Cars

For the fifth time tn three years. 
Senator Reed (R ep , K a s . ) acted to 
alleviate the shortage of box ca rs  
in the West caused by the re ten­
tion of rolling stock in the E as t  by 
seaboard  ra ilroads.

As elevators and m illers c lam ored 
for ca rs  to move grain stacked in 
the West, Reed th rea tened  to draw  
up perm anen t  legislation to relieve 
what has developed into a perennial 
problem tn recent years. On pre­
vious occasions, the ra ilroads shift­
ed ca rs  west upon Reed 's  dem ands.

The shortage of rolling stock re­
sulting from inadequate additions 
during the w ar years  has figured in

the sc ram b le  for c a rs  between E a s t  
and West. Once ca rs  roll in from  
the West with agricu ltura l  products, 
ea s te rn  ra ilroads have sought to 
hold onto them  as long as possible 
for shipm ent of industrial goods to 
seaboard  points. Because the rail­
roads also a re  loath to send the ca rs  
back em pty, valuable t im e is lost 
by shunting them  westw ard with 
short loads.

ARGENTINA:
Pc run Scores

Long the ta rge t  of American lib­
erals , P resident Ju an  Peron of Ar­
gentina shook some 
of the ground from 
under them  by em ­
ploying a firm dom ­
inated by form er 
N e w  D e a l e r s  t o  
help plot the indus­
tr ia l  and a g r i c u l ­
t u r a l  development 
of the country.

As direc tors  of 
the Worldwide De­
velopment corpora­
tion of New York 
engaged by Peron,
Economists Robert J1  
Laughlin Currie  a re  the two prom i­
nent New D ealers involved in the 
enterprise .  Along with engineers, 
agronomists  and geologists, they 

will help Peron  lay 
out an a m b i t i o u s  
p r o g r a m  of r u r a l  
electrification, hous­
ing and harbor im ­
p r o v e m e n t s ,  road 
c o n s t r u c t i o n  and 
h y d r o  - e l e c t r i c  
plants.

In u n d e r t a k i n g  
the d e v e l o p m e n t .  
R ear  Adm. How ard 

Currie A Flanigan. USN 
retired, who is president and board 
ch a irm an  of Worldwide, w as quoted 
as saying that  the firm was in terest­
ed in the deal because expansion of 
the Argentine economy would pro­
vide lucrative trad e  possibilities 
for the U. S. Like other Latin-Amer- , 
ican nations, Argentine has millions 
of dollars available for purchases  of 
foreign goods.

The wily Peron also has  taken  
other steps to woo the U. S. Taking 
cognizance of s ta te  d ep a r tm en t in­
sistence that  he rid Argentina of 
axis firms and agents , he p rom ulga t­
ed a decree  for expropriation of fas- 
cist enterprises.

CONGRESS:
Retain Luxury Let irs

Bent on t r i mmi ng income taxes, 
the Republican congress moved to 
p reserve other sources of revenue to 
ca r ry  the huge 1947-48 budget and 
reduce debt by extending w art im e  

; ra te s  on luxury items.
As a result, taxes  on liquor were 

scheduled to rem ain  at $9 a proof 
gallon; 20 per cent on furs, luggage, 
jew elry  and toilet p repara tions ;  1 
cent for each 5 cents charged  on 
th ea te r  adm issions;  $8 a barre l  on 
beer ,  25 per cen t on long distance 
telephone calls and 15 per cent on 
local serv ice; 15 per cent on t ra n s ­
portation, and 20 per cent on light 
bulbs and tubes.

Meanwhile, Republican ranks were 
split on the proposal of C ha irm an  
Knutson (Rep., Minn.) of the house 
ways and m ean s  com m ittee  to re ­
duce income taxes 20 per cent on 
earn ings up to $300,000. Increasing  
favor was shown for the suggestion 
of R epresen ta tive  Engel (Rep., 
Mich.) tha t  exemptions be increased 
to cut the taxes  of low incom e 
groups ra th e r  than offering broad re­
lief which m ight chiefly benefit the 
upper b rackets .

Congress Putting Its 
Reorganization to Pest

WASHINGTON. — The 80th con­
gress has  been operating long 
enough under the new reorganiza­
tion plan to note some of the lat­

t e r ’s virtues and 
s h o r t c o m  i n g s. 
The first hotly 
debated  issue in 
the senate  had a 
for tunate  effect 
on the plan. I 
re fer  to the fight 
over retention of 
two of the s tand­
ing com m ittees 
— the com m it­
tees on w ar in­
vestigation and 
sm all business. 
Despite the fact 
tha t  the 80th con­
gress had ex­

pressed  the intention to abide by the 
reorganization plan accepted by the 
79th congress, and that  one of the 
purposes of this plan was to elim­
inate  the special com m ittee , the sen­
a te  Republicans fought hard  to ex­
tend the life of these two ‘‘specia ls"  
—and they won.

But so m uch attention was d irec t­
ed tow ard the issue that  Senator 
T aft  hastened  to m ak e  it c lear 
la te r  tha t  creation  of fu r ther spe­
cial com m ittees  would be a very 
difficult job. Net result of the whole 
discussion was to s trengthen ra the r  
than  weaken the reorganization.

One of the m ost im portan t steps 
tow ard  increasing efficiency of con­
g ress  was elimination of overlap­
ping com m ittees  but, like a t tem p t­
ing to abolish the seniority rule, it 
jus t  couldn’t be accomplished. As a 
m a t te r  of fact, w’hen the bill* 
finally w as passed, the house re ject­
ed the senate-approved provision 
which did aw ay entire ly  with spe­
cial com m ittees.  It w as adm itted  a t 
the tim e the reorganization  act 
w as  passed  that  it fell considerably 
short  of the original recom m enda­
tions by the various bodies which 
had  m ad e  unofficial studies of the 
situation. Indeed, the ac t  did not 
c a r ry  out all the recom m endations 
of the report  of the joint congres­
sional com m ittee  c rea ted  to ex­
am ine various recom m endations 
and then to m ake  its own.

E xpert»  to  A dviae  
Solons on Prob lem »

Probably  the most im portant 
change yet to be m ad e  is to provide 
additional help for m em bers .  That 
is, providing additional experts  to 
advice com m ittee  cha irm en  and 
com m itteem en . I recently  heard it 
r e m a rk e d  that* ‘‘Senator Taft usual­
ly knows what he is talking about 
when he takes the floor. You may 
not ag ree  with his policies but when 
it com es to facts  he seldom m akes 
erroneous or m isleading statem ents. 
This is largely because Taft has the 
best staff of adv isers  in congress 
—he h ires and pays for them  out of 
his own pocket.”

It is impossible to expect that 
m ore  than a few' m em b ers  of either 
house can devote enough t im e to 
any  single subject to become expert 
on it. It is true  th a t  we have had 
som e outstanding exam ples  of men 
and women who have been able to 
specialize and still c a r ry  on their 
other duties. For exam ple :  Senator 
G eorge on finance and Mrs. Rogers 
on v e te ran s ’ affairs, to nam e two 
widely different fields.

It is na tu ra l  tha t  most congress­
m en  got into politics by way of the 
legal profession, which is a good 
basic training, but today, when 
m any  of the most im portan t issues 
a re  economic ra th e r  than political, 
no professional training is in itself 
broad enough.

The staffing, how’ever, tha t  has 
been done is invaluable. Now for 
the first t im e there  will be experts 
instead of a new inexperienced set 
brought in with each  chairm an. 
More are  needed.

Some phases of the reorganiza­
tion plan probably will prove im ­
practica l .  One of its objectives was 
to reduce the num ber of m easures  
passed  by unanim ous consent. This 
w as recom m ended  because frequent­
ly im portan t legislation was adopted 
in this m an n er  with only a small 
n u m b er  of sena to rs  on the floor. 
The roll is not called — merely 
‘‘no objections.” Various steps were 
taken  to check this custom but 
there  is a hum an elem ent involved 
tha t  has  to be taken  into considera­
tion.

One thing which helps attendance 
considerably is the reduction of the

num ber of committees upon which 
a senator serves. This gives him 
time to participate in debate.

It is not improbable that the fili­
buster will be curtailed, perhaps 
this session, if not entirely ruled out. 
But there never will be " a  limit to 
deba te"  and " d eb a te” easily can 
become largely a monologue when 
addressed to few hearers  except a 
patient visitor or two in the gal­
lery.
A d d i t io n a l R e fo rm s 
A r e  R eco m m en d ed

George B Galloway, staff d irec­
tor of the Monroney - LaFollette 
congressional committee which drew 
up the reorganization legislation, re ­
cently proposed seven new fields of 
congressional reform:

1. Avoid legislation deadlocks 
and promote hetter teamwork 
between congress and the P res ­
ident.

2. Create unified, rlearlv lo­
cated, responsible leadership in 
congress for the legislative pro­
g ram .

3. Reduce the non-legislative 
work load on congress so as to 
free congressmen from errand 
running and permit them to con­
cen tra te  upon their legislative 
duties.

4. Choose committee chair­
men other than on the basis of 
seniority.

5. E liminate the filibuster In 
the senate.

6. Solve the problem of the 
powers and procedure of the 
house committee on rules.

7. Establish adenuate safe­
guards against extension of the 
patronage system to the new 
professional committee staffs.
It will be a long time before all 

these suggestions are adopted. 
Meanwhile some of those already 
in the law will be modified slightly 
in use, just as an automobile or shin 
“ shakes down” after a certain 
am ount of mileage has been 
achieved.

One thing that simply won’t work 
now’ and probably never will in the 
senate, a t least, is the printing of 
the schedule of the next day 's  work 
in advance. There is too much free­
dom of action, too much deeply in- 
rooted senatorial courtesy to p re­
vent a senator from obtaining 
“ unanimous consent" to lay aside 
what was planned and introduce an 
entirely different m atter.

But this is a small point. It is 
agreed that  the advantages out­
weigh the minor disadvantages. 
The staffing alone even though not 
ca rr ied  out to the full is a t re ­
mendous gain. Expert guidance of 
specialists who know their jobs 
and a re  not subject to political in­
terference is invaluable.

Test in Coke County

P. E. Mahon announces that he 
is opening an office here this week 
to handle oil and gas leases and 
royalties.

Fruii in the Diet
Perhaps yours is one of those f a m­

ilies which don 't  seem  to require 
much in the way of dessert.  This 
does appear to solve your menu ' 
planning, but it really doesn 't  ! 
solve a dietary  problem.

One of the rules set down by nutri­
tion authorities is that  two fruits 

m ust be included 
in the daily diet­
ary. One of these 
fruits, preferably 
t h e  c i t r u s  v a r i -  
e t y , m a y  b e  
w o r k e d  i n  a t  
b r e a k f a s t ,  b u t  
that  leaves one 

other fruit for one of the other 
meals.

If your family tends to gain 
weight easily, serve this fruit in its 
natura l  s tate  — as  a fresh apple, 
pear, cluster of grapes, etc. In this 
way you will not be adding any 
additional calories by serving the 
fruit  with sugar,  c ream , syrup, or 
any other highly caloric foods.

Should the family readily  reach  
and attain  its norm al weight, you 
can easily serve fruit baked with 
sweetening, in puddings or in cakes. 
Or, if you have m em bers  in your 
family who m ust have richer, sa tis ­
fying foods because they work hard, 
serve desserts  like this frequently 
because they will qot only gam 
s tarches  and sugars  from it, but 
also take in their fruit requirem ent.

Baked apples a re  a simple des­
ser t  to serve at this tim e of year,  
especially when they’re pepped up 
with lemon. If you want to add 
something more substantial to the 
dessert of this lovely fruit, use gin­
gerbread  which has been flavored 
with 2 teaspoons of gra ted  orange 
rind added to the b a t te r  ju s t  after 
mixing.

•Lemon Baked Apples.
(Serves fi).

6 medium sized apples
4  cup granulated, brown or 

maple sugar or honey
1 teaspoon grated lemon peel
2 tablespoons lemon juice
2 tablesp«M>ns butter or substi­

tute
Nuts and raisins (optional)
Wash and core apples. P lace  in a 

baking dish. Fill each cavity  with a 
portion of the su- 
g a r  o r  h o n e y ,  
g r a t e d  l e m o n  
peel and butter.
Add the nuts or 
ra isins or a m ix­
ture of the two, if 
desired. P o u r  
some of the lem­
on juice over each  apple. Cover the 
bottom of the pan with boiling wa­
ter. Cover dish and bake in a m od­
era te  (350 degree) oven 30 to 40 
m inutes or until apples a re  tender.
If baked uncovered, baste  frequent­
ly with syrup.

Apple Crunch.
(Serves 4 to 6)

6 tups cored, pared, sliced apples
2 tablespoons brown sugar 
4  cup orange juice
4  cup brown sugar
3 tablespoons butter or substi­

tute
4  cup corn or wheat Hakes 
* J cup sifted flour
4  teaspoon nutmeg 
4  teaspoon cinnamon 
1 tablespoon orange rind, grated

Peach Cake.

Pour into a buttered  baki nr  dish 
and place this in a pan of hot ^ a te r .  
Bake in a m odera te  (350 degree) 
oven for 50 minutes. Turn out on 
p latter and serve with sweetened, 
whipped cream .

Pear Fritter*.
(Serves 6 to 8)

4 cup flour
4  teaspoon baking powder
Pinch of salt
1 beaten egg
2 tablespoons milk
2 tablespoon* melted butter
8 pear halve*

Sift dry ingredients. Add beaten 
egg which has been mixed with 
milk. Stir until smooth and add 
melted butter. Dip drained pears 
(fresh or canned) into hatter long 
enough to coat. Drop into deep hoi 
fat and brown on all sides. Drain 
on absorbent paper and sprinkle 
with powdered sugar.

JESUS AT THE FEAST  
OF TABERNACLES

LESSON TEXT—John 8:12 16. 31 36: 8 15.
MEMORY S E L E C T IO N —1 a m  the  light 

of th e  world: he th a t  followeth m e  »hull ni l  
walk In darkne»». bu t  »hall h ave  the lighl 
of life.—Jo h n  8 f2.

“ The Light of the World is 
J e s u s ! ” Who does not rem em b er 
with w ha t delight we as  children 
sang. “ Come to the light, ’tis fchin 
ing for thee  . . . The Light of the 
World is J e su s .” How precious was 
the tru th  that  thus flooded our souls!

O ur study cen te rs  around three 
sim ple words f raught  with beauty 
and rich in meaning.

I. Light (John 8:12 16).
The text says, ‘‘Then spake 

J e s u s .” When? Ju s t  af ter  he had 
silenced the hypocritical accusers  ot 
a wom an taken  in sin, and had 
spoken the word of peace to her 
troubled soul. She w as to “ go and 
sin no m o re” because  she had m et 
him who is the light of the world. 
They th a t  follow him “ shall not 
walk in d a rk n ess” ; they a re  the 
children  of light, they have the very 
light of life.

How sad it is that with the light 
of the world shining in all its b righ t­
ness, m en loved their  own darkness . 
The Pharisees ,  instead of receiv­
ing the Light, had to a rgue ,  and to 
do it on a low. fleshly plane. They 
even accused Jesu s  of being a liar. 
Think of that!

So it is that  m en m ay  re jec t  the 
Light of God and go on into a d a rk ­
ness m ade  deeper  because  they 
have seen the light.

Now we look a t  our second beau­
tiful word. How sweet it sounds as 
we rep ea t  it—

II. Freedom (vv. 31-36).
F ree !  Four letters , but w hat a 

depth  of m eaning! Chains have 
fallen off, prison doors a re  open. 
The one who w as  bound is free. But 
here  we a re  concerned w ith an even 
m ore  im portan t liberty, the free­
dom of the soul. Many there  a re  
who boast of their independence, 
but who a re  m ere ly  slaves. Je su s  
sa id : “ Whosoever com m itte th  sin is 
the  se rv an t  of sin”  (v. 34) not its 
m as te r .

How shall they be freed? Note 
th ree  things in these verses.  (1) A 
condition—“ If ye continue in m y 
w ord .” This m ean s  not only a pro­
fession of faith, but a daily appro­
priation  and realization of his t ru th  
in life. (2) A p rom ise—“ Ye shall 
know the t ru th .” The philosophies 
of m en profess to be a seeking a f te r  
t ru th , but how few th e re  a re  who 
look to the one p lace w here  it can  
be found—in J e s u s  Christ.  (3) A 
re su lt—“ The t ruth shall m ak e  you 
f r e e ."  T ru th  a lw ays se ts  free.

Men a rc  enslaved because , ns in 
som e foreign lands, they have not 
had the opportunity to learn  the 
tru th  (we have failed to send it), or 
because  they have re jec ted  it.

F reed o m  and light can  lead only 
to

III. Vision (John 9:1-5).
This is one of the m ost instructive 

p assag es  in Scrip ture. A m a n  born 
blind is seen by Jesus . His disciples 
note his in terest and begin to theor­
ize on a theological question. They 
had learned so little of the com ­
passionate spirit of J e s u s  that  they 
saw  in this blighted life only an il­
lustration of a theological problem. 
May God h«'lp us that  we m ay  never 
be so blind.

Je su s  goes a t once to his blessed 
work. He was in the world to do 
the works of God. He and  the F a th e r  
a lw ays work. Let us follow his 
blessed exam ple . The King 's busi­
ness requ ires  haste. Let us work 
“ while it is day, the n ight com eth  
when no m an  can w ork .”

By a loving and gracious act, 
J e su s  s tirs  in the h e a r t  of the m an  
tha t  faith which causes  him  to go, 
to wash, and, glory to God, he 
sees!

Such a personal experience of the 
divine power of the Son of God 
leaves no doubt m the m an  s mind 
tha t  the One who caused  him to 
see “ is a prophe t.”  All of a m a n 's  
doubts concerning the deity  of Je su s  
Christ d isap p ea r  when he becomes 
his Saviour. •

Do not fail to read the re m a in d e r  
of the ch ap te r  and note how this 
m an's faith w as victorious in the 
face of trials, persecution, and even 
of excom m unication; for outside the 
tem ple he m et Jesus and took him  
as his Lord. As Dr. Scroggie puts 
it, “ His excom m unication was a 
promotion. He went from the syn­
agogue to the Savio
