If it’s a 
producer, hold onto your hats, 
Robert Lee!

The mag c spell of oil has en­
gulfed this little city, filling it with 
a gas-tinged aroma of mystery, 
rumor, dreams, and hustle it never 
knew before.

Sidewalks down which four per­
sons could once march abreact 
without interfering with traffic are 
now knotted early in the morning 
with little groups exchanging 
rumors and facts, and with ears 
eagerly tuned for even a whisper 
that the drilling play may come 
their way.

Talk that centered around $20 
lambs and $140 cows and $185 a 
ton peanuts during the flush war 
years has turned to leases and sales 
of pieces of royalty at $30,000.

Bank Deposits Climb
Bank deposits are up $250,000 in 

the last 60 days. An estimated 
$200,000 in royalty has sold in the 
last three weeks. The cafes are 
jammed, and waiting lines spill to 
the sidewalk.

The inital movements of “boom 
town” aie blowing Robert Lee’s 
way. Developments are popping so 
rapidly they are lost in a welter of 
rumors and new developments— 
24 hours can put a man far behind 
on the “news,” and almost make 
him a stranger to his own com­
munity.

The ten years of talking about a 
$17,(XX),000 dam across the Colora­
do River excited a few, interested 
many, but there wasn’t any visible 
change. It mi ant the town would 
be under water, that a new town- 
site would have to be located, that 
agriculture would change from dry 
land to irrigation.

There were a few complaints 
fronl old timers that the cemetery 
would be under w-ater. Business­
men wondered how the government 
would go about buying the pro­
perty if the town moved. Most 
people were skeptical that it will 
ever be built. Robert Lee didn’t 
change.

The war came, sending young­
sters into uniforms and battle, par­
ents worried, and the town went

Signs read , ‘‘We H un g er”  and “ We D on 't W ant 
C alories. We Want B read .”

LABOR BILL:
Plenty of  ‘ Teeth’

A strik e  control bill th a t would 
rigorously  re s tr ic t labor unions in 
m any  w ays has been approved by 
the house R epublican steering  com ­
m ittee . Its  m ost d ra s tic  provision, 
perhaps, is a clause authorizing the 
fed era l governm ent to obtain  in­
junctions for a 75-day period in in­
du stries  which affect public health  
o r safety . This apparen tly  would 
cover the telephone and o ther com ­
m unication industries, coal m ining, 
e lec tric  light and pow er com panies, 
ra ilro ad s and possibly sev era l o ther 
fields.

The bill w as p rep ared  under di­
rection  of C hairm an  H artley  (R ep., 
N. J .)  of the house labor com m ittee. 
He told new sm en he hoped th a t the 
bill would pass the house w ithin a 
week. It probably faces a struggle 
in the sena te , observers believe.

The injunction fea tu re  is designed 
to give the governm ent a s tronger 
weapon ag a in st s trik es im periling 
public safety  and w elfare. The 
a tto rney -general would be em pow ­
ered  to seek a res tra in in g  order in 
fed era l courts which would requ ire  
a 75-day ‘‘cooling off” period. D ur­
ing this “ no-strike” tim e, govern­
m en t conciliators would a ttem p t to 
se ttle  the dispute.

O ther provisions would outlaw in­
dustry-w ide bargain ing  and ban the 
closed shop. Unions would be re ­
quired  to keep dues low and to 
e lec t officials regularly  by sec re t 
ballo t. C om m unist - d o m i n a t e d  
unions would lose the recognition of 
the N ational L abor R elations board. 
U nfair labor p rac tices would be in­
v estiga ted  and prosecuted by a new 
agency—the Office of A dm inistra­
tion of the N ational Labor R elations 
Act.

LILIENTHAL:
Confirmed at lyast

A fter 11 weeks of argum en t and 
v itu p era tio n , the sena te  has con­
firm ed D avid L ilienthal as ch a irm an  
•of the Atom ic Energy com m ission 
•The vote w as SO to 31. L ilienthal 
w as appointed to the powerful posi­
tion by the P resid en t last October.

David E. Lilienthal
L ilien thal, in a te rse  victory s ta te ­

m ent, said . “The Im portan t thing 
now is to get on with th is jo b ."

"T h is  Job” m eans supervision of 
all a tom ic energy p lan ts  and m a­
te ria ls  In the country , all of which 
a re  now governm ent-ow ned. I t also 
m ean s a lm ost com plete au tho rity  
over all re sea rch  and developm ent 
work in the  field. The P re s id en t’s 
budget provided half a billion dol­
la rs  for the com m ission 's work.

Sweeps Panhandle

At lea s t 120 persons w ere killed 
and 1,000 in ju red  by a to rnado  th a t 
ripped ac ro ss  five counties of the 
T exas-O klahom a P anhand le  coun­
try . A th ird  of the  buildings in 
W oodward, O kla., w ere  flattened. 
Only one s tru c tu re  rem ain ed  in 
G lazier, Tex. H iggins, ano ther T ex­
as town, was leveled excep t for 
th ree  brick  business buildings.

F urious wind and "h a ils to n es like 
golfballs” accom panied  the tw iste r.
It first w as sighted a t W hite D eer, 
Tex., w here it blew a house from  
its foundations and in jured th ree  
persons. Then it m oved n o rth eas t­
w ard , p a rra lle l to the Sente F e 
track s, on which it derailed  a 
fre igh t tra in . L ast town struck  was 
G age, in O klahom a.

The Red Cross rushed doctors and 
nurses, equipped with bedding, food 
and blood p lasm a into the a rea . The 
d ep a rtm en t of public safety  of 
T exas used its two-way rad io  to re- 
p lace d isru p ted  com m unications. 
All seriously in jured  patien ts  w ere 
sen t to O klahom a City.

Oil Strike Brings Rapid 

Changes in Robert Lee
(Continued from first page)

into the war effort like other cities 
Killed in action telegrams brought 
sorrow to some. Agricultural pro­
duce prices soared and the sandy 
farms really cashed in. The OPA 
was cursed, but Robert Lee didn't 
change.

Dry Hole Complex
Leasing agents scouted the coun­

ty in 1944 and 1945 picking up 
likely lands, and landowners gladly 
took the leases, but they thought 
there would be only dry holes as 
before. Back after the last war, 
oil was struck north of Bronte and 
the country went crazy, but only 
limited production resulted.

The skeptics recalled that wild­
cats had drilled down to 4,000 feet 
and even to 4,500 feet in years 
gone by, and got only dry holes. 
When the Sun Oil Co. started a 
wildcat on the Jameson ranch 
northwest of here last tall it didn’t 
excite anyone—they knew it would 
be a dry hole.

But Sun went deep, got oil in 
thcStrawn in a 240-foot pay sand, 
and the tune changed, although 
no one expected anything further, 
Sun hit a second south of the dis­
covery, better than the first, an 4 
Robert Lee settled back after a 
temporary exciement. The third, 
drilled to the west, came in stronger 
than the first, and a fourth was go­
ing down to test the Strawn.

Robert Lee came loose.
Active Leasing

Leasing agents, armed with full 
fountain pens and big checks, 
worked 25 hours a day sewing up 
lands that looked likely. Bonuses 
of $1 to $7 50 an acre were paid 
out to the landowners and yearly 
rentals of 50 cents to $1 an acre 
promised, and today about 80 per 
cent of the 600,000 acres within the 
county borders are under lease.

The redish high gravity oil 
gushing out of the deep sand

| electrified persons who probably 
hadn't known Robert Lee was on 
the map, and royalty buying be- 

|came the frenzied occupation of 
many. To date about 11 pieces of 
loyalty have sold to Corpus Christi 
parties at prices ranging to $442 
an acre base.

The royalty is on lands immedi­
ately adjoining the wells, or under 
the wells themselves. There is just 
so much land beneath the produc­
ers, and that is the only thing that 
is limiting sales.

Still not certain that the Sun Oil 
fiyld will be a major field, the ranch­
men and farmers have sold ofl a 
little of their royalty—from an 
eighth to a 1- 16th. They are tak­
ing the $25,000 and $30,000 checks 
to settle up their own affairs and 
still be in a position to capitalize 
on any real production.

Debts Paid Off
“ I am using this money to pay 

off my debts and clear myself, put 
everything in a good position for 
whatever is ahead,” said one of 
those who sold royalty. "If there 
is a real production, I still got 
enough royalty to fix me up, and 
it there isn't I nave certainly got 
myself fixed up for any depression.”

Lvcry hole put down so far by 
Sun has hit oil, and which way the 
pool will run remains anyone’s 
guess, and likely will lead to more 

j royalty sales as the trend of the 
|pool becomes known. Landowners 
who thought $35 an acre “real good 
money” lor the land duiing the 
war are now talking about $37.50 
an acre for only a small piece of 
royalty and confidently predicting 
that the dril ingw iil run their way.

Meanwhile, dollar bills are stick­
ing out everyone’s ears and have 
got T. A. Richardson, cashier of 
ihe Robert Lee State Bank, the 
most excited tie has ever been. He 

j has. seen deposits jump $200,000 
in the last two months, <*nd much 
more than that cleared his bank 
and then was transferred elsewhere 
to cities where absentee owners 
live.

“ I’ve got enough checks and 
business right here,” he said thumb­
ing a stack of papers,'' to send the 
deposits to around $250,000 more 
when they are cleared up.”

New Town Likely
New construction had been de­

layed here because of the pos­
sibilities of a dam, but now its go­
ing full steam. Sun Oil Co. report­
edly will build around $100,000 in 
homes at a Sun Camp to be located 
on the Jameson ranch, and three 
LI Pasoans are dickering with a 
landowner tor about 30 acres lor a 
townsite near the producers.

H. G. Cart man is building a 
store and several cabins at the 
forks of the toad where the roads 
to the oil wells leave the Colorado 
City Highway. Sheriff Paul Good 
is wondering about needing a de­
puty to live in Silver, closest com­
munity to the Sun field.

Meanwhile, in Robert Lee, Ray 
Ledbetter is putting finishing 
touches to a concrete tile building 
that will be occupied by a Dullasite, 
who intends to put in a ready-to- 
wear clothing business. Ld Rawl­
ings, of Bronte, is nearly finished 
with some tile tourist courts and 
Gerald Allen is building a court.

Some Apartments
Both courts likely will fill up 

immediately with oil field workers, 
most of whom are staying in San 
Angelo and driving back and 
forth daily. Some 25 to 30 new 
houses are in construction, and sev­
eral of them reportedly will be 
apartment dwellings rather than 
private residences

Cumbielvey, Ford dealer, threw 
up a new building adjoining his ga­
rage and will put in electrical appli­
ances; R. C. Russel has built a new 
building for a radio repair shop; 
Young and McMillan of Waiters 
are bringing a cleaning plant to 
town, and a beauty shop is being 
built adjoining ihe towns lone 
theater.

Robert Lee is changing, and fast. 
The war-boom was temporary, and 
they knew it, and the town held 
fast The talk about the dam was 
only talk, and in the future.

But the more than $1,000,000 
Sun has spent in the field so far, 
and another $1,000,000 gambled in 
leases and royalties by individuals 
and other oil companies, is some­
thing the Robert Lee folks can see, 
and—more important—feel.

Two million dollars dropped in 
any town of arodnd 5,000 persons 
or less is bound to be felt. Robert 
Lee is no exception. The town 
stirred a little, and then moved out 
fast, and it still going.

Whether the friendly little city 
snuggled down on the banks of the 
muddy Colorado will be another 
Odessa or Midland is a question 
for the future.

The oldest of our rationed com ­
m odities is still with us even though 
the situation has eased to a ce rta in  
ex ten t.

For the cookie fans, here  a re  some

M olasses Cookies.

(M akes 75)
• 4 cup shortening 
»i cup m olasses 
4  cup brown sugar 
V4 cup thick sour milk 
3 cups sifted flour 
M teaspoon salt 
2 teaspoons baking soda
1 teaspoon ginger
2 teaspoons lem on ex trac t 

Mix shortening which has been
m elted  with m olasses and sugar 
and s tir  un til sm ooth. Add sour 
m ilk, then sifted  flour with salt, soda 
and ginger. Add lem on ex tract. Mix 
until sm ooth. Chill until Arm. Roll 
dough on a lightly floured surface 
to % inch th ickness and cut into as­
so rted  shapes, as  desired . P lace on j 
a g reased  baking sheet and bnke in 
a m odera te  (350-degree) oven for 8 
to 10 m inutes. Roll th inner if c risp ­
e r cookies a re  desired .

(M akes 3 dozen)

1H cups sifted flour 
1V4 teaspoons double-acting 

baking pow der 
V4 teaspoon sa lt
3 squares unsw eetened chocolate
4 tablespoons b u tte r

1 egg, unbeaten  
<4 cup m ilk
1 teaspoon vanilla
Sift flour once, add baking powder 

and sa lt and sift again . Melt choco­
la te  and b u tte r over hqt w a te r; add 
su g ar and m ix well.
