Petitions are being circulated |

$250,000 for the construction of a |

new Coke county court house. |

T. A. Richardson, cashier of the

Robert Lee State bank, is one of |

the leaders of the movement to get
a new court house.
than 50 signers had already been

secured on hisgctition and at least |

four other lists will be circulated
throughout the county.

The proposal would authorize
the county to issue Bonds in the
amount of $250,000 to be paid off
serially within 30 years, with an
interest rate not to exceed 3 per
cent.

Mr. Richardson says he hopes to
have the petitions signed up with-
out delay and the matter may pre-
sented to the comm ssioners at a
special session prior to the next
regular meeting in June.

It bas been pointed out that the
federal government will flnance
cost of architect’s fee for pre-
liminary plans in case the election
fails to carry. An Abilene architect
has already started working on the
project, and the building design is
similar to the new court house
built a few years ago at Sterling
City.

The Coke county court holise
was erected in 1891, a short time
after the county seat was moved
to Robert Lee from Hayrick.
Backers of the bond issue say the
old building is a fire hazard and
does not offer proper vault space
and protection for valuable county
records which affect every pro-
perty owner,

A new court house movement
was started in 1938 but the plan
was dropped before being sub-
mitted to a vote of the people. The
county commissioners have auth-
ority to call a bond issue election
for this purpose at any time, and
they have signified a willingness
to act after petitions have been
presented bearing a representative
list of names.

Rumors of Oil At
Jim McCutchen Test
Are Not Confirmed

Rumors and guesses are flying
thick and fast this weck concern-
ing Union Oil company's No. 1
Jim McCutchen test three miles
east of Robert Lee. Operators re-
fuse to give out any information,
{but there has been considerable
acuivity around thk icase tic past
few days.

From what The Observer has
been able to figure out, the test
topped the Ellinourger at about
0,300 feet. It 1s said a drillstem
test was taken Monday night,
tollowed by coring, and another
test was run Wednesday night. No
restlts ot the findings have been
given out, but ic 1s a fairly safe
guess that there have been some
showings of o.l.

Thursday forenoon a drillstem
was being run back into the hole,
atier a fresh drilling bit had been
atitached. Bottom of the hole Tues-
day was 6,380 feet.

No. 1 Jim McCutchen is strictly
wildcat territory, being 20 miles
southeast of Sun Oil company’s
Jameson field in the northwestern
Coke county, where production is
from the crinoidal of the Strawn
section of the Pennsylvania system,
from around 6,150 to 6,450 feet.

Sun No. 2 Fred Jameson, was
killed the first of the week when
operators decided to perforate
deeper. It had previously flowed
naturaly 257 barrels of pipeline oil
in 16 hours, from perforations be-
tween 6,306 and 6,361 feet.

It was reported Thursday morn-
ing that new perforations had been
made between 6,365 and 6,400
feet, and a test was expected to be
taken last evining

'For 58 Years, Mighty Railroad
Remembers ‘The Little Fellow’

Every Memorial Day since 1888 a passenger train has come
to an unscheduled stop on the lonely prairie near Elrod, S. D.,
and while passengers wait and wonder, members of the train crew |
visit a tiny grave along the right-of-way.

When curious passengers ask
about the stop, they learn the story
of how a railroad man’'s sympa-
thetic understanding of a small
boy's fascination for railroading led
to a friendship that has been memo-
rialized for 58 vears even though
both the railroad man and the small
boy died years ago.

The man's name was William F.
Chambers, better known as

..nlg |

Bill"" Chambers, and the small boy |
* is known only as ‘““The Little Fel-

low.” Back in 1888, Big Bill was a
brakeman on the train hauling
track ballast for repair work under

way in the area. ‘‘The Little Fel-
low" was the 12-year-old son of the
couple who had charge of the

kitchen and mess cars for the con-
struction gang.

Every day when Bill's train
pulled into the rallroad camp,
the boy ran to meet him and
Chambers would spend hours
telling him tales of the big cities
and of rallroading. Then, in Au-
gust, the boy became seriously
ill and died. He was buried
there along the right-of-way and
Bill promised the boy's parents
he would take care of the grave
until they were able to return
and remove the body.

They never returned, but Cham-
bers kept his promise even when he
became freight conductor and later
passenger conductor. Section crews
helped him by keeping the grass
and weeds away from the spot,
Someone put up a boulder to mark
the grave.

Eventually Bill reached retire-
ment age; yet he still visited the
grave regularly on Memorial Day
as long as he was able. Others took
up the task for him and continued
the practice even after his death in
1939. Vince J. Ford, conductor, mar-
ried Chambers' daughter. Every
Memorial Day Ford has taken
Chambers’ place, although he, too,
now is retired. The flowers are sent
by his wife and Mrs. Lydia Benson,
another daughter of Chambers,
both of whom reside at Redfleld,
S. D. Together with the train crews,
these people have kept alive the
friendship of '‘Big Bill" and *“‘The
Little Fellow."

For 58 years the
Western's train 106 has
stopped on the prairie near Elrod,
as it will again this year. Passen-
gers have waited and wondered.
They have heard the story and seen
the ceremony. Not once has a pro-
test been heard.

WHY NATIONS PERISH

LESSON TEXT-II Kings 17:512, 22,

MEMORY SELECTION—For the Lord
knoweth the way of the righteous; but
the way of the ungodly shall perish.—
Psalm 1:6.

Nations as well as people come to
crossroads in their history, and tak-
ing the wrong road then means fu-
ture disaster. Solomon had built up

gotten God, and was succeeded by
a son who followed in his feotsteps,

Offered an opportunity to ease the
burden of the people (I Kings 12:
14), Rehoboam in his folly made it
greater, and the nation was divided.
The ten northern tribes, which were
henceforth to be known as Israel, |
followed Jeroboam, and the two
southern tribes under Rehoboam be-
came the kindom of Judah.

Jeroboam started with God's fa-
vor, and might have led his people
right, but instead he became the
king whose name stood for wicked-
ness (see Il Kings 15:18).

The
line of demarcation between the
church and the world is not clearly
drawn. We do well to note carefully
the outcome of this course of pro-
cedure on Israel's part (vvy, 6, 18).
The fact that Israel did these things
secretly did not hide them from the
eyes of Jehovah (Ps. 139:1, 2; Heb.

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BRAZIL:

Outlaws Communists

The Communist party in Brazil—
one of the largest in the western
hemisphere—has been outlawed by
the supreme electoral tribunal by
a three to two decision. Immedi-
ately after the ruling police rushed
forth to close the party's 445 clubs.

By its decision, the high court
approved a government petition
which asked that the Communist
party be declared illegal and closed.
Some Communists predicted that
the national congress soon would
pass a law expelling “‘extremists”
from the armed forces and all gov-
ernment agencies, These same
sources said that the same act prob-
ably would close all Communist
newspapers and publishing houses.

The party showed remarkable
strength in the last elections, polling
800,000 votes, and electing a gover-
nor and two senators in the impor-
tant state of Sao Paulo. They have
17 deputies and one senator in the
national congress. In the capital
city, Rio de Janeiro, the largest par-
ty group in the city council is the
Communist. Officially, the party
claims 180,000 members.

There are three possibilities now
for Brazilian Communists, accord-
ing to expert observers:

They could turn thelr well-organ-
Ized party over to some other group.

They could organize a new party
under a different name and seek
apparently different objectives.

Or they could go underground as
they did between 1922 and 1945,
