Court House Bond 
Vote Is Saturday

Prevailing sentiment seems to 
indicate that the $275,000 bond 
issue for a new Coke county court 
house will be defeated at the special 
election Saturday. There has been 
no organized effort either for or 
against the proposal.

Main argument against the 
bonds is that the sum of $275,000 
is entirely too much for a county 
of this size to spend for a court 
house building, and it has been 
pointed out that a similar structure 
could have been secured a few 
years back with local taxpayers 
putting up $45,000 and the remain­
der coming from PWA funds.

The fact remains tha’t the pres­
ent conrt house is very old and 
will have to be rep aced before 
long Future oil developments and 
a permanent decision on the pro­
posed Colorado River dam, will 
cause many voters to feel that it 
will be better to wait a few more 
years before going ahead with a 
new court house.

A good sized vote is expected, 
probably 1,000 or more. A total 
of 947 poll taxes were paid in the 
county this year. Voters at the 
bond election must also be tax. 
payers.

Youns Bronte Farmer 

Killed in Tractor Mishap
George Kelley Taylor, 47, Coke 

county native, was killed at about 
3:20 o’clock Tuesday afternoon 
when a tractor he was driving over­
turned near Bronte and crushed 
him.

State Highway Patrol men who 
investigated the accident said that 
Taylor was driving a new tractor 
south of the highway leading from 
Bronte to San Angelo. A long 
draw bar on the back of the tractor 
caught on a concrete post on the 
Colorado River bridge near Bronte, 
causing the tractor to overturn 
backwards and skid about 60 feet. 
Taylor was trapped beneath the 
machine.

Taylor was taken to Bronte 
died in a drug store soon after 
arrival there.

TubbNo. 1 Fifth 
Producer For Sun

A fifth producer in the Jameson 
pool in the northwestern Coke 
county was indicated this week 
when Sun Oil company No. 1 
Willie 1. Tubb, the seventh test to 
be started, was being prepared for 
completion at a depth of 6,480 feet.

In a drillstem test Tuesday there 
was recovery of 1,900 feet of clean 
oil and 1,090 feet of oil and gas cut 
drilling mud plus a 1,000 foot 
water cushion. The test was run 
one hour from 6,286 6,375 feet An 
unestimated amount of gas came 
to the surface in 19 minutes after 
the tool was opened.

Another drillstem test was being 
taken Thursday from 6,370-6,445 
feet. No. I Tubb is located a three- 
eights west and a half mile north 
o f  Allen Jameson No. 1, the dis­
covery well.

No. 2 Allan Jameson
Sun No. 2 Alien Jameson, half 

mile north of Allen Jameson No. 
1, was drilling ahead Thursday 
morning at a depth of 7,004 feet. 
The test failed to find sufficient pay 
in the Pennsylvania and is now 
scheduled to explore the Ellen- 
burger. Several drillstem tests have 
been taken the past week, with a 
number of slight oil showings.

The Ellenburger was topped at 
7,045 feet in the Fred Jameson 
No. 1 test, while elevation of Allen 
Jameson No. 2 is 70 feet higher. 
Operators have hopes of finding 
Ellenburger production in the 
Jameson field. A pay section in the 
Fred fanieson No. 1 was struck 
lust below 7,100 feet, but it was 
only 20 feet thick and salt water 
was reached just below.

AID BILL:
To Stop Red*

The 400 million dollar G reek- 
T urkish  aid bill, spearhead  of the 
so-called “ T rum an  d o c trin e ."  has 
been passed by congress and signed 
into law by the P residen t.

W hat the D iffe re n ce ?
It's ea s t to c o n f u s e  the 

Greek Turkish aid bill and the 
general foreign relief bill, also 
passed by rongress. Here are 
the differences:

1. The aid bill provides lit* 
million dollars to G reece and 
Turkey alone to strengthen  
those nations against the in­
roads of Communism.

2. The foreign relief bill ear­
marks 354) million dollars to 
stave off starvation and sick­
ness In Austria. Greece, Italy. 
Hungary, Poland, China and 
Trieste.

T arg e t of m uch critic ism  from  
ce rta in  e lem ents in congress, the 
m easu re  was opposed principally  
on the grounds th a t it rep resen ted  
a national course which eventually

would ren d er the United N ations 
m eaningless.

Mr. T rum an , how ever, defended 
the plan with the contention tha t the 
United S ta tes, in extending aid to 
G reece and Turkey, “ is helping to 
fu rth e r a im s and purposes identical 
with those of the United N ations.”

He added th a t “ we Intend to 
m ake su re th a t the aid we extend 
will benefit all the peoples of 
G reece and Turkey, not any p artic ­
u lar group or faction .” The bill em ­
powers the P residen t to provide the 
T urks and G reeks with financial aid 
and m ilitary  equipm ent for the p u r­
pose of keeping the gates of the 
N ear E ast closed to C om m unism .

TRAVEL PAY:
Train Fares I'p

To offset increased  operating  
costs. In te rs ta te  C om m erce com ­
m ission authorized an approx im ate  
10 per cent increase  in basic p as­
senger fa res for 60 ra ilro ad s o p era t­
ing east of the M ississippi and north 
of the Ohio and Potom ac rivers.

The change will boost one-way 
passenger ra te s  from  2 2 to 2.5 
cen ts a m ile in coaches and from  
3 3 to 3 5 cen ts a m iles in sleeping 
and parlo r ca rs . T here  will be an 
increase  of about 15 per cent in 
coach round-trif) ra te s  and about 
four per cent in Pullm an round-trip  
fares.

In granting the increase. ICC 
noted tha t those ra ilro ad s which re­
quested the new ra te s  incurred  a 
deficit of 54 m illion dollars from  
p assenger tra in  operations Iasi 
year.

“ The housing shor/vge today is 
worse than a y ea r ag o ."  he said , 
“ and it will continue to grow pro- 
gressively worse for som e tim e .”

He pointed out th a t increased  
earn ing  power has put a g re a te r  
num ber in the m ark e t for new 
hom es, but at the sam e tim e build­
e rs  a re  afra id  to s ta r t  new con­
struction  because of high costs. The 
theory th a t p rices would drop kept 
m any persons from  buying or bu'ld.

New Red Cross Class Designed 
To Appease Cake-hur.gry Vets

JAMAICA, N. Y. — It w ill be luscious home-bnked cakes 

for returned G.I.s in this suburban area of New York City 
from now on, thanks to the nutrition service cf the central 
chapter of Queens Red Cross. The new epicurean slant is the 
result of the recent poll conducted by the local Bed Cross 
among its hundreds of G.I. brides, all graduates of the chap­
te r’s two-year-old “School for G.I. War Brides,” originally 
initiated to indoctrinate young wives a n d  sweethearts of G.I.s 
with the rudiments of housekeeping.f1 

The poll was intended to  gauge 
opinion among these women as to 
reaction of their husbands to the 
tutored domesticity of their wives, 
and to discover the “ inner yearn­
ings” of returned and discharged 
G.I.s along domestic culinary lines.
Signed re turns to the widely dis­
tributed poll am azed Red Cross nu­
trition officials.

A m ajority  of the pollees re ­
ported th a t their husbands were 
elatgd with their “ hom ebody” 
wives, and that the form er sol­
d iers craved  m ost their m oth­
e r ’s old • fashioned “ h o m e -  
baked” cakes. The result was a 
determ ination  to refashion the 
Red Gross school, changing if to 
the “ Red Cross School for Cake- 
Hungry V ets.”
Amid a great  deal of fanfare, Red 

Cross officials formally opened the 
school. The first wave of “ students” 
overwhelmed Red Cross executives. !
Not only w ar brides but also grand- j 
mothers, mothers and sisters at-

tended. It indicated, in the opinion 
of the school supervisors, a “ defi­
nite trend back to home baking and 
cooking as the best way to a m a n ’s 
h ea r t .”

Topping this list were Miss 
Dorothy Wettemann, nutrition di­
rector for the Red Cross, and Grace 
Lohmann, heralded as the nation’s 
top “ am ateu r  baker.” Miss Loh­
mann baked thousands of delicacies 
for G.I.s during the war.

The school, according to Miss 
Wettemann, w c o n t i n u e  indefi­
nitely, and classes will be a rranged  
in groups of 25.

TYie religious re fo rm s  in Judah  un ­
der  Jos iah  were  or'.y te m porary  in 
the ir  effect on the peop 'e; partly  be ­
cause  of the ir  own insincerity, and 
p a r t ly  because  Josiah  was toon 
killed in battle . Yet God did not 
leave  his w andering  people with­
out good counsel, for it was in those 
d ays  that the g rea t  prophet J e r e m i ­
ah m in is te red .  He had been the 
he lper  of Jo s iah  in his good p u r­
poses;  now he continued to plead 
with Ju d a h  to subm it them se lves  
to God and  to his will.

His efforts proved to be fruitless as 
far  as  J u d a h  was concerned, for we 
see tha t

I. Ju d a h  Would Not Respond to 
G od 's  Mercy (Jcr .  36 2, 3>.

God co m m an d e d  his prophet to 
w ri te  down his words in o rder  tha t  
the  people m ight not only know the 
inev itab le  im pending judgm ent,  but 
espec ia lly  be rem inded  of God 's  de ­
s ire  tha t  they should tu rn  from their 
evil w ays and be forgiven.

One would have thought tha t they 
would have  responded to such m e r ­
cy with an im m ed ia te  and grateful 
re tu rn  to the  Lord, but they did not.

J e re m ia h ,  a unique m an  of g rea t  
ability, was so ten d e rh ea r ted  tha t he 
has  often been called the weeping 
prophet.  Do not infer tha t  he was a 
weak, em otional ch a rac te r ,  for he 
w as s trong in the Lord, and cou ra ­
geous in the face of rejection and 
persecu tion .  He urged upon Ju d a h  
the  necessity  of submitting  to B ab­
ylon. to whom God had given power, 
and above all to the Lord, for a 
sp ir i tua l  cleansing and revival.

O ur second section brings before 
us the fu r th e r  sin of King Jchoiak tm , 
who led his nation on to des truction .  
We see that

At God 's  co m m an d  J e re m ia h  and 
his scribe  Baruch had p repa red  the 
scroll with God 's  Word upon it. One 
of the nation 's  leaders  was moved 
by it. and through his urging, the 
scroll was b rought to the attention 
of the king.

Jeho iak im , sit ting before the Are. 
h ea rd  only p a r t  of it, and then in 
defiance of God he took a penknife 
and  cut It up and burned it.

One cannot help but think of those 
In our day  who call them se lves  
m odern  th inkers, or liberals, who 
have also used the ir  penknifes on 
God’s Word They cut out of the 
Bible every th ing  they do not like, 
and offer the hungry people the stone 
of their  own philosophies in place of 
the  B read  of life. Think what the ir  
Judgm ent will be!

G od 's  Word is not so easily  got­
ten out of the way! The prophet 
was com m anded  to rew ri te  the 
scroll, and in it to d ec la re  the 
awful Judgm ent of G"d upon the one 
who m uti la ted  his Word.

ous o ther  nations to ha ra ss  J u d a h

We see. however, tha t  this c a m e  
about at the co m m an d m en t  of God 
(vv. 2. 3). Evidently he was now 
using the d is t ressing  exper iences  of 
life to tu rn  Ju d a h  back to him; but 
once aga in  It proved to be in vain.

God does deal with m en through 
w hat we call his providences, and 
these m ay  Include not only his m e r ­
cies. but his chastisem ent.  Trouble 
and sorrow m ay be G od 's  m eans  of 
leading us to the place of re p e n t­
ance and blessing

What folly it is to d is reg a rd  the 
hand of God in our daily lives, or 
to becom e em bitte red  at the elr- 
cu m s ta a c e s  which a re  Intended to 
br ing  us to God 's  place of blessing 
Happy is the m a n  or woman who, 
being rep roved  In this way, proflti 
by the  L ord 's  admonition (Heb.
