President Truman's recently ap-
pointed air safety board has come
up with two specific recommenda-
tions directed at reducing the num-
ber of aircraft accident fatalities in
the United States.

The board, established in June
after a series of crashes had taken
146 lives, proposed that:

1. All aircraft operating at
night under instrument condi-
tions be required to fly at least
2,000 feet above mountainous
terrain and 1,000 feet above
characteristically level terri-
tory.

2. All scheduled air transports
be required to insta!l electronie
terrain proximity indicators, op-
erating on the radar principle,
in addition to the aneroid alti-

meters now required in all
planes,
The proximity indicators recom-

mended by the board are basically
similar to the detection equipment
which Howard Hughes, millionaire
plane builier, had proposed be in-
stalled as standard equipment 'in
commercial planes. The radar de-
tectors, announced by Hughes three
months ago, were tested in Wash-
ington 10 days before the air safety
board incorporated them in its re-
port to the President.

Further impetus was given the air
safety campaign when Norman Mec-
Coy of Blue Mound, I1l., president of
the Flving Farmers of Illinois, In-
diana, Michigan and Wisconsin, add-
ed his organization’s endorsement
to the nation-wide movement.

A technicolor film, “Freezing
Fruits and Vegetables at Home,’
was shown to the ladies.

The agent stressed that the
quality of frozen foods when they
appear on the table is as dependent
on the treatment they receive after
they are removed from the locker
or home freezer as it is on the
treatment during freezing and
storage.

Frozen foods once thawed should
never be refrozen. Besides the
chances for spoilage, fruits and
vegetables become flabby, lose their
shape, and undergo great leakage.
Thawed frozen fruits do not change
so rapidly as do vegetables, but
gradually lose flavor, darken and
become mushy

Usually it is best to start cook-
ing a vegetable while it is still
frozen; however, stalk vegetables,
such as asparagus and broccoli, if
not immersed in boiling water,
may be thawed just enough to
break the stalks apart, particularly

if they are to be cooked in a small
amount of warter by steaming or in
a pressure saucepan. If they are

to be slightly thawed, they should |

be left in the sealed package and
thawed for not more than 1 1-4

hours at room temperature or t’nr'

4 hours in the refrigerator.

Dry-packed vegetables may be
kept after removal from
storage, in the ice cube compart-
ment of a refrigerator for from 5
to 7 days without significant loss
of quality.
