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Voters Approve 
Tax Raise School

By a vote ol 112 to 77 the pro­
position of raising the Robert Lee 
Independent School District tax 
levy from $1.00 to $1.50 was ap­
proved at a special election Wed­
nesday. The school board sub­
mitted the matter to the voters 
when state officials warned that 
the district was in danger of 
losing some of its state aid and ac­
credited standing, because it was 
not raising sufficient taxes to meet 
necessary maintenance costs.
'  The school board was scheduled 
to hold its regular monthly meet­
ing last night at which time 
finances will be discussed and plans 
made for opening of the new term 
Sept. 1.

The increased levy means that 
the district will collect ap­
proximately $4,50() more in taxes 
the coming year, all of which can 
be used in paying oil bank loans 
and provide for badly needed re­
pairs to the school building and 
equipment. Lack of funds pre­
vented the district from purchasing 
any new equipment or making re­
pairs the past few years, and the 
situation had become critical.

Patrons of the district met at 
the court house Monday night 
when they were given an insight 
into school matters by Supt. M. 
G. Hannaford and board members. 
Total receipts of the district since 
last Sept. 1 were $18,664 in state 
aid, while $9,598 was derived from 
local taxes. It was pointed out 
that some additional funds arc yet 
to be received as transporation aid 
and state and county apportion* 
ments, leaving the district owing 
about $5,000 in addition to the 
bonded debt.

Among the biggest expense items 
the past year were $1,023 for fuel, 
lights, etc.; gas, oil and bus re­
pairs, $2,389; bus drivers wages, 
three drivers at $45 per month, 
$1,215; and six oil heaters in the 
the lower rooms, $600.

Flowing 610 barrels of 46.9 
gravity oil, with no water, on a 
24-hour Railroad Commission gauge 
ending at 10 o’clock Tuesday 
morning, Sun Oil company No. 3 
Fred Jameson became the sixth 
and largest completed producer in 
the Jameson held of northwestern 
Coke county.

The well marks a southwest ex­
tension to production from the 
crinoidal of the Strawn section of 
the Pennsylvania. It is one-half 
mile west of No 2 Fred Jameson 
and one-half mile south and a 
quarter mile west of No. 1 Fred 
Jameson, both completed pro­
ducers.

No. 2 Fred Jameson heretofore 
was the largest well, w ith a 24-hour 
flow of 433 barrels of oil through 
a quartet inch choke.

No. 3 Fred Jameson was gauged 
through a quarter-inch choke on 
2 inch tubing set (>,212 feet anJ 
544 perforations from 6,133-75 
and 6,220-45 feet in 5 1-2 inch 
casing cemented at 6,258 feet. Gas­
oil ratio was 1,440*1. Flowii g 
casing pressure was 1,085 pounJs.
