Make 8th Producer
Sun Oil company’s W. I. Tubb 

No. 2 was testing yesterday in 
hopes of becoming the eighth pro­
ducer in the Jameson field near 
Silver. The lime reef was reached 
around 5,900 feet. In a 3-minute 
drillstem test Wednesday from 
6,080-6,106 feet, 35 feet of distil­
late was recovered and there was 
a working gas pressure of 425 
pounds.

Drilling was continued during 
the night and another test was be­
ing made Thursday from 6,136-66 
feet. Tubb No 2 is a west offset 
to Homer Jameson No. 1 and a 
half mile west of the discovery 
well.

The College Building Amend­

ment to be voted upon in a special 
election Saturday, Aug. 237 is 
developing into a controversy that 
the average voter does not under­
stand.

By means of the amendment 
which the legislature has submitted 
to the people for approval, 16 
state colleges and universities will 
be able to begin a 30-year 60 
million dollar building program.

It takes the unused 5-cent por­
tion of the authorized 7-cent state 
property tax for Confederate pen­
sions and assigns the revenue to a 
special building fund for 14 colleges 
other than the llnivcrsity of Texas 
and A & M college.

helping of m ea t  today?” They might 
even tell you scornfully that babies 
don’t get m ea t  until they’re at least 
nine months old.

Rabies Like It.
Yet, Dr. Ruth M. Leverton. uni­

versity  nutritionist, and two pedia­
tric ians have been feeding m ea t  to 
tiny babies for some time now. The 
babies like it. and the results have 
interested even the American Med­
ical Association Journal,  which 
doesn’t get interested very easily.

The big thing that Dr. Lever­
ton and her associates found is 
that meat added for eight weeks 
to the diets of babies as young 
as six weeks ran knock out nu­
tritional anemia. This, they 
say. is Important because that 
type of anemia is common to 
most infants.

Nurses at the institute report­
ed the babies who got meat 
seem ed less fussy and slept bet­
ter than their competitors. The 
institution's pediatrician said the 
general physical condition of the 
m eat-eaters was better, too. 
Results com parab le  to those at 

Child Saving institute w ere  obtained 
a t  St. Thom as orphanage. Among 
the babies in private  homes, the rec­
ords were not as  spec tacu lar—prob­
ably because the routine of ca re  was 
not as exacting—but even in the 
homes the m ea t  eating babies 
showed no loss in hemoglobin con­
tent of the blood while their  com­
petitors who did not get m ea t  lost 
8 per cent.

It was this ability of the m ea t  
ea te rs  to avoid hemoglobin loss tha t  
the re search ers  consider important. 
According to Dr. Leverton it m eans 
th a t  the protein in the m ea t  diet

It found 
th a t  m ea t  added to the diets of a 
group of co-eds reduced simple 
anem ia .

During the war, a second 
study revealed that m eat was 
of benefit to blood bank donors.
Next cam e a study of expectant 
mothers. A meat supplement to 
their diets boosted their hemo­
globin values—which is a fancy 
way of saying they did not be­
com e anem ie.
Encouraged  by these results, the 

re sea rch e rs  turned to babies When 
the study s ta r ted ,  s tra ined  m ea t  for 
babies was not yet on the m ark e t  
but m eat processors cooperated and 
produced s tra ined  m ea t  of cus ta rd  
consistency which could be added to 
baby form ulas. Since then a m ea t  
product has com e on the m ark e t  
com m ercia lly .

P rim e  Minister Clement Attlee 
h a s  offered a p rogram  based on self- 
sacrifice and self-reliance as a pos­
sible solution to G rea t  B ritain’s do­
m estic  crisis.

Involving new- and more s te rn  re ­
strictions on even the essentials  of 
living, the plan is 
possibly m ore se­
vere  than anything 
the country experi­
enced during the 
war.

At the sam e time, 
h o w e v e r ,  Attlee 
w a s  c r i t i c i z e d  
sharp ly  by parlia- 
m e n t  o n  t h e  
grounds th a t  his 
schem e is far from 
equal to m eeting 
the despera te  requ irem ents  of the 
situation One prom inent Laborite 
called the p r im e m in is te r 's  an­
nouncement “ a clarion call on a 
penny whistle.”

Mixing a deeper shade of purple 
into the a lready  som ber picture, Att­
lee said that  the U. S. loan of 3 75 
billion dollars, which was supposed 
to have lasted until 1950, will be 
used up by the end of this year.

It was the second an n iversa ry  of 
the radiant, consuming flash of the 
world’s first a tom ic bomb.

Hiroshim a, which saw  92.000 of its 
citizens im m olated  in tha t  uncon­
trollable outburst of energy in 1945, 
was perhaps the one place on ea r th  
where the bom b could be thought 
of as a reality. E v eryw here  else 
it w as a n ightm arish , D amoclean 
sword; but in H iroshim a the people 
were paying it a sort of fan tastic  
and bewildered adulation.

They tolled bells, and they 
planned the building of a m odern  
city with a peace m em oria l  a t the 
spot over which the bomb had been 
dropped.

At other points across  the globe, 
the atomic age was living up to its 
awful reputation by wringing fea r­
some com m ents  and predictions 
from men who a re  supposed to know 
about it.

Robert M Hutchins, chancellor of 
University of Chicago, said that two 
atom bombs which now could be 
m anufactured  would m ak e  the Unit­
ed Sta tes uninhabitable if exploded 
simultaneously. He m ade  it a co m ­
plete J e rem ia d  bv adding. “ We 
know that some other country  will 
have the atom ic bomb within five 
years . We Vnow that when th a t  
happens we a re  all set for the final 
ca ta s tro p h e ."

In a constructive moment. Or. 
Robert Oppenhelmer, atom pio­
neer. said that usable electrical 
power derived from atomic en­
ergy may be available by 1952. 
But everybody knew tha t  the Unit­

ed Sta tes was stress ing  developm ent 
and production of the a tom ic bomb 
to build a stockpile for u t te r  de­
struction. And everybody knew that 
Russia was laboring furiously to­
ward th e  sam e  ends.

The peonle of H iroshim a did well 
to toll bells two y ea rs  a f te r  they 
felt the bomb. It brought to mind 
an old. poetic question;

Did the bells herald a wed­
ding or a funeral?

Slap Hands
The United States, visibly Irked 

by recent actions of the new Com­
m unistic  Hungarian  government, 
vented  its diplomatic rage  in a 
stinging note which accused H un­
gary of “ inadmissibly insolent" con­
duct toward Am erican diplom ats 
in tha t  country.

Second cause for U. S anger was 
the a r re s t  and beating in Budapest 
of an A m erican citizen and the sub­
sequent unsatisfactory  explanation 
of the incident offered by Hungarian  
officials.

One of the most harsh ly  worded 
p ro tests  to com e from the s ta te  de­
p a r tm en t  since Am erican planes 
w ere  shot down over Yugoslavia a 
y ea r  ago, the note m arked  the first 
official unp leasan try  to be delivered 
by the United Sta tes to the puppet 
H ungarian  regime.

The incident grew nut of the a r ­
re s t  of Stephen T. Thuransky . an 
A m erican  citizen, for his alleged 
"revolting  and scandalizing vilifica­
tions in public” of H ungary ’s presi­
dent and o ther governm ent m e m ­
bers. Thuransky, his wife and two 
daugh ters  la te r  were taken into cus­
tody by U. S legation officials and 
rem oved to Vienna.

In the protest note, the s ta te  de­
p a r tm e n t  pointed out that  the a r ­
res t  of an American citizen on p u re ­
ly political cha rges  is "absolute ly  
inadm issib le"  under the a rm is tice  
ag reem en t which prevails  in Hun­
gary. Also, officials of the H ungari­
an m inistry  of the interior were 
accused of being "uncoopera tive  in 

’ the ex trem e and in som e cases  in- 
adm issib ly  insolent."

By Electrical Motor

Mechanical Method of 
Saving New Hay Crop

Although the barn  mow still is 
m o re  extensively used today than 
any other p lace for the m echanical 
cu r in g  of hay  and other forage 
crops, it lately has been receiving 
som e competition from other fa rm  
s tru c tu re s—notably the silo.

Use of silos for rur ing  forage 
c rops  is gaining favor with fa rm ers  
who do not have the space required 
for installation of necessary  equip­
m en t  in the ir  one-story barns, as 
well as  those who desire  to use 
th e i r  mows for other purposes. The 
accom panying  illustration shows a 
typ ical  silo hay curing installation.

In this la tes t  of m any newer fa rm  
electrification developments, air en­
t e r s  the hay through vents in the

Silo converted for mechanical 
curing of hay and other forage 
crops.

w alls  and passes  into a vertical 
ch a m b e r  which extends from top to 
bottom  of the silo. It is exhausted 
from  the s t ru c tu re  by m eans  of a 
fan, located above the en trance. 
T he cost of curing hay electrically 
by this method with a 5 or  714 
horsepow er m otor is about $1 per 
ton, the sam e  as  in the case of mow 
sys tem s. T es ts  show that the qual­
ity of hay, cured in this way, also 
equals  th a t  cured in the barn, being 
w orth  from $5 to $10 m ore per ton 
in feeding value than that  dried  by 
th e  sun.

'’F 'H E  Bible's presentation of the
*  subject  of uprightness of living, 

or plain, downright honesty in 
everyday  contacts, is recognized by 
all who have given any attention to 
what it has to say.

The high ethical s tandard  d e­
m anded by the Word of God is an ­
o ther evidence of its divine origin. 
Were m en to evolve a m oral s tand ­
ard  of their own, it is quite evident 
th a t  tha t  s tandard  would not be 
very  much higher tli^n their  own 
a t ta in m en ts ;  in fact, the probability 
is that  the s tandard  would be lower 
than the a t ta inm ent of some. How­
ever, the Bible allows for no dev ia­
tion from the s tandard .

We who by nature are the chil­
dren of wrath have undoubtedly 
failed when we measure our lives 
against God's pattern. How need­
ful is God’s work of providing 
and effecting salvation! Those 
who have been born of God are 
then confronted with living a life 
that m eets the divine standard.

I. A Plea for Honesty (Prov. 3:3). 
I J  OW good it is when the Christian
* * has a reputation for integrity in 
all his dealings. However, th a t  out­
w ard  m anifestation is possible only 
if there  is inw ard reality.

Here is the plea for heart hon­
esty. It is not enough by plausible 
argument or by feigned conduct 
to appear honest before men.

It is out of the fullness of the 
h ea r t  tha t  m an speaketh. As the 
h ea r t  is, so is the m an. Let us give 
attention therefore to this word 
from God

II. A Factual Presentation of 
Honesty (Prov. 11:1, 3; 12:17-22; 
14:5).

TH ESE passages of Scrip tu re  
bring to our attention the conse­

quences of dishonesty as  well as  the 
rew ards  of honesty.

F or  example, we know th a t  dis­
honesty is an abomination to God 
(Prov. 11:1; 12:22); that perversity  
of h ea r t  has  its own rew ard , in that 
the perpe tra to r  of evil is sooner or 
la te r  ensnared in his own sin (Prov. 
11:3); that  a lying tongue m ay  be 
victorious, but tha t  victory is short 
lived (Prov. 12:19).

On the other hand, the rewards 
of honesty are also made appar­
ent, for we are told that probity 
of character is God’s delight 
(Prov. 11:1: 12:22); that the very 
integrity of the unright shall be a 
guide to them (Prov. 11:3); that 
blessings to others flow from the 
tongue of the wise (Prov. 12:18); 
and that the lip of truth shall be 
established forever (Prov. 12:19). 

III. God and the Life of Honesty 
(Prov. 23:10, 11).

T HE re ference here to the an­
cient landm ark  has to do with 

the removal of such evidences as  
would prove the claim  of individ- j 
uals to certain  property.

We are to respect the rights of 
others. Honesty involves more 
than correctness of speech; It Im­
plies rightness of life.

P art icu la r  attention is given to 
the fact tha t  we a re  to have regard  
for the fatherless. The Word of God 
constantly gives special a ttention to 
the fatherless and the widows. It 
would seem  tha t  God will par ticu ­
larly m ark  as am iss  any unfa ir  ad ­
van tage  taken over these individ­
uals. In fact, this text s tresses  that  
God as their R edeem er will plead 
their cause aga inst  anyone taking 
advantage of them .

Perhaps it Is that very sense of 
helplessness that makes the fa­
therless depend upon him. It Is 
certain that until we feel our need 
of God. we shall go on in our self- 
sulticienry without him. When our 
own lack of strength herom es ap­
parent, then It Is we turn to him, 
and then it is that he Is willing to 
be our Redeemer.
Let us dare  to face the implica 

tion of these texts. Uoless we com 
m end our God to men by our up 
right lives, we shall have to suffer i 
the consequences of our dishonesty 
in divine displeasure.
