Battle Longhorns
Coke county football fans are 

licking their chops in anticipation 
of this week’s menu which is 
featured by one of those traditional I 
Bronte-Robert Lee contests. The 
game will be at Robert Lee Friday 
night. While the same teams t ingle 
again at Bronte on Thanksgiving 
for conference honors, tonight’s 
battle is attracting unusual interest, 
and for the first time in several 
years Robert Lee will be the under 
dogs.

Both schools had outstanding 
teams last year, but Robert Lee’s 
Steers were strong enough to de­
feat i he Bronte Longhorns 13 to 7 
and 13 to 0, and then go on to 
win the bi-district and finally lose 
the regional at Marfa by a 7-6 
score.

However, the Steers lost nine 
major letter men, while the Long­
horns were more fortunate. Miss­
ing from last year’s Longhorn 
squad are Pete Taylor, 200 pound 
center, Frank White and Portis 
Robbins, in the back field, and 
Lonnie Rogers, a guard.

But they still have Billie Bob 
1 ierron, rangy youngster who is j 
starring in the backfield after being 
switched from end, and he’s the 
best footballer in Coke county this 
year by b'g odds. Other standouts 
include Bobbie Vaughan, Bobbie 
Thomas and James Arrott, backs, 
and the two Sankusky brothers at 
the ends.

Coach Jiggs Hudson announces 
the Steer starting lineup as follows: 
Devoll and Thetford, ends; Blair 
and Davis, tackles; Ross and 
Lofton, guards; Day, center; Baker, 
Garner, Fowler and Smith, in the 
backfield. Percifull, Hale, Jackson 
and Tinkler are expected to see 
action in the backfield, too, and 
Floyd Sheppard will alternate with 
Vaughan Davis at tackle. Brown 
and Walker, guards, will be used 
considerably and McGallion is 
showing up well at end. Bessent, 
another wingman, is also subject 
to call. Paul Burns, regular half­
back, will be out of the game be­
cause of an old knee injury.

There is no semblance of gloom 
in the Steer corral on the eve of 
the big game. Coach Hudson | 
realizes that Bronte has superior 
manpower, but he has faith that j 
his boys will come through. Hud­
son says the Steers got to win this 
game, and that sort of spirit is a 
mighty important factor in a foot­
ball contest.

Officials for tonight's game will 
be R. L-. Jones, referee, Truitt Me- 
('lung, umpire and Cotton Lynn, 
linesman. A record crowd is ex­
pected. The Bronte and Robert

New Teacher Assured
Word was received the first of 

the week that the Robert Lee school 
district had been given authority 
to file an emergency census report 
with the state department of 
education, which in effect means 

' that the district has enough new 
pupils enrolled to secure an ad­
ditional teacher under state aid. 
Supt. Hannaford says the board is 
making an etfort to hire a teacher 
immediately. Because of a falling 
off in the school census last spring 
only 11 teachers have been em­
ployed since the term opened last 

1 month.

School Board In 
M onthly Session

Advancing costs of meat and 
other food stuffs made it nesessary 
to raise the price of the hot lunches 
served at the Robert Lee school 
from 20 to 25 cents. This action 
was approved by the board of 
education at its regular monthly 

; meeting last Thursday night. Supt 
M. G. Hannaford said federal aid 
this year had been reduced from 9 
to 6 cents per meal, and it would 
be nesessary to raise the price to 
keep from running behind. The 

I new price went into effect Oct. 13 
! Hannaford told the board that an 
[ average of 192 lunches were served 
during the first 16 days of the 
school term.

The matter of collecting delin­
quent school taxes came up for 
some discussion, with S R. Young 
filing a complete list of the delin­
quents for the past four years. 
Members of the board were wonder­
ing what has delayed the drive for 

| collecting delinquent taxas after 
the counry, city and school dis­
trict entered into an agreement 
early last spring. A contract to 
handle the legal work was let to 
Attorney Don Holdridge of San 
Angelo, but nothing has been done 
in the matter of collecting back 
school taxes.

Supt. Hannaford read a detailed 
report of athletic fund finances 
which gave an insight into the 
heavy cost of football equipment. 
He reported paying nearly $1,000 
to one firm for new equipment, 
while $150 worth has been pur­
chased since. Hannaford said the 
fund was about even now and he 
hopes to show a balance at the end 
of the season A cash balance of 
$800 was carried over from last 
year. One of the biggest expense 
items remaining will be the foot­
ball jackets which cost $15 each 
for seniors and $10 for other letter- 
men.

A discussion of the matter of 
feeding the football players after 
the games took up considerable 
time. Because funds are short*it 
was decided that the school could 
not feed the players after home- 
games, but they will provide all 
meals when the team is away.

The board voted to buy a new 
power bench saw with special 
blades w hich will enable Custodian 
Willie Wallace to repair desks and 
chairs and do other important 
work about the school house.

Five Rotary Rigs 

Now Drilling For 
Sun In County

Drilling operations were going 
ahead full speed this week at Sun 
Oil company's Jameson field in the 
northwestern part of Coke county. 
Five rotary rigs are now in opera­
tion, with four tests in the proven 
field and one wildcat across the 
river, five miles from production.

No. I J. S Walker had reached 
a depth of 5,635 feet Thursday 
morning in shale. No. 1 C. E. 
Mathers had made 5,516 feet, but 

' a delay has been encountered be- 
| cause of stuck drill collars about 
600 feet from the bottom. Crews 
have been working on the trouble 
since Wednesday night. Baker- 
Taylor is the contractor on both 
th e j. S. Walker and Mathers tests.

No. 1 J. B. Walker, wildcat 
across the river, was drilling ahead 
Thursday at 2,515 feet in shale.
I Joiner Jameson No. 3 was drilling 
at 4,833 feet in shale, and Homer 
Jameson No. 4 at 3,096 feet in 
shale.

i Sun No. 4 Fred Jameson, latest 
completed well in the field, flowed 
naturally 200 barrells of 46.5 
gravity oil on an official 24-hour 

i gauge last week. Production was 
from open hole between 6,200 feet, 
where 5 1-2 inch casing was
cemented, and 6,609 feet, the 
total depth.

A contract has not been let for 
Sun’s newest wildcat test on the 
Arledge property north of Sanco. 
It will be known as No 1 J. W. 
Arledge, and is located in the 
southwest quarter of Section 261, 
and is five-eights of a mile south 
of the Coke-Nolan county line. It 
will be eight miles east and one 
north of the opener of the Jameson 
field and 10 miles west of the 
Blackwell area where several Ellen- 
burger failures have been drilled 
and where there is a small pro­
duction from the Cisco.

Sun No. 1 Arledge is expected to 
explore the Ellenburger in drilling 
to around 7,000 feet. A contract 
is expected to be let soon.

Commissioners Court 
Holds Monthly Session

Regular monthly session of the 
Coke County Commissioners Court 
was hel ‘ in Robert Lee Monday, 
with Otis Smith taking part in his 
first session since being appointed 
commissioner from Precinct No. 2 
a short time ago.

Otis seems to have gotten along 
all right and should make a good 
county official. He needs a new 
road grader for his part of the 
county and the matter was dis­
cussed by the court this week, 
although no action was taken since 
road funds are snort.

The court voted to buy a siren 
to be used on the auto of the 
Bronte deputy sheriff, Frank 
Kessee. The usual grist of bills 
were allowed.

H. G. Wendland of San Angelo, 
owner of 7,000 acres of ranch and 
farm land about 7 miles down the 
river from Robert Lee, appeared 
before the county board with other 
land owners in that locality, re­
questing the county to help repair 
a bridge and roadway. Wendland 
said the Shamrock Oil company 
had contracted to make oil tests 
on his land to start by next Feb. 
15 and it is necessary that the road 
be fixed so that heavy drilling 
equipment can be brought in.

The county board inspected the 
project ahd voted to proceed with 
the improvement. Appearing with 
Wendland were Bert Blaylock, 
Finnell Smith, S. E. Lee, J. C. 
Hat well and Alton Roberts.

“Youth must be served,” say the oldsters. ‘‘Youth serves,” 

reply the Camp Fire Girls. By spreading a spirit of friendliness, 
by being more neighborly. Camp Fire Girls across the country 
are going forward extending the right hand of friendship to those 
in need.

In Sherman, Tex., an enviable record of service is being 
made by Camp Fire Girls, who are making four trips a month 
to the Veterans’ hospital in McKinney, Tex. More than 63 girls 
have wheeled ambulatory cases to*--------------------------------------------------
water pageants, picnics, baseball 
games, dances and camp shows In 
this way these young people have 
accumulated more than 947 service 
hours. Each girl pays her own 
transportation in an army bus to 
and from the hospital. The older 
girls wheel the patients; others 
provide musical entertainment, set 
up croquet, archery, dart boards 
and other sports equipment. Still 
other groups prepare picnic lunches 
and roast weiners over an open fire.

Brighten Invalid's Life 
Another example of friendly serv­

ice is illustrated in Portland, Ore., 
where Camp Fire Girls are active 
in the "Chin-Uppers.” an organiza­
tion composed of people who, by 
reason of physical disability, are 
barred from many activities. The 
Alphagai Horizon club (Camp 
Fire s senior group) has adopted 
one “Chin-Upper" as its own 
special project. Club members pay 
her regular visits, bringing gifts j 
and flowers, thus helping to make 
her tedious hours of invalidism 
brighter.

Young members of the Reading- 
Berks county council of Camp Fire 
Girls, participate in a project aim­
ed to bring cheer to patients in a 
Reading. Pa., hospital. The girls 
furnish tray favors which gladden 
mealtimes at the institution.

Aid Polio Drive
During this year's financial cam­

paign of the Silver Bow chapter of 
the National Foundation for Infantile 
Paralysis, in Butte, Mont., Camp 
Fire Girls in that city did their bit 
to combat polio by addressing 
March-of-Dimes folders.

When fire completely des­
troyed the home of a Rattle 
Creek. Mich., veteran and his 
wife, a few hours after the birth 
of their child, the Camp Fire 
Girls made a house-to-house 
canvass in the community and 
collected $181.27 for the home­
less family.
During the Christmas season 

Santa received a helping hand from 
Tulare. Calif., Camp Fire Girls, 
who made puppets for the Chil­
dren's hospital in San FrancuNo. 
One hundred puppets w’ere made, 
enough for each patient in the hos­
pital. and each gift was accom­
panied by a personal greeting card 
from the young puppet maker.

Entertainment for shut-ins is on 
the Camp Fire agenda too, as is 
shown by a project of a Fargo, N.
D . group. The girls visited the 
Jamestown Crippled Children's 
Home and put on a program of 
solos, dancing, readings and songs. 
The group also presented the pa­
tients with 63 baskets of candy and 
a donation of $5 from the group 
treasury.

These are all real examples of 
the third part of the Law of the 
Camp Fire Girls—"Give Service" 
—and the results of the overall 
Camp Fire program which promotes 
cooperation, understanding and ac­
ceptance of responsibility among 
more than 360,000 girls throughout 
the country.

Camp Fire’s Membership March. I 
which opened in September, will con­
tinue until November 30, and the or­
ganization invites girls of all races 
and creeds, between the ages of 7 
and 18, to "Be Friendly — Make 
Friends — Join the Camp Fire i

Matt Waits 49 Years 
For First Pay Earned

WINFIELD, KAN’S.—Nearly 
half a rrntury late. Ed Brant 
finally has received the first 
nickel he ever earned.

Back in September, 1898. 
Brant, then a pupil at the Ak­
ron, Kans., school, was paid a 
nickel by the teacher for 
sweeping out the room. In his 
excitement over receiving his 
first pay, Brant dropped the 
coin and it rollrd through a 
crack In the floor. There It re­
mained for nearly 30 years.

When the old school was 
torn down recently, the tarn- 
ishrd coin was recovered from 
the debris.

Financially, Brant figures he 
is the loser, explaining that 
the coin will not buy more 
than a fifth of what it would 
have back in 1898.

Single Inhabitant 
Now Lives in Once 
Rip-Roaring Town

HELENA, MONT —Once a roar­
ing boom town boasting 10,000 popu­
lation and the center of a gold field 
dubbed "the richest acre on earth," 
Diamond City. Mont., would qualify 
as a ghost town if it weren’t for a 
solitary house and a single indi­
vidual.

The individual is E. B. Robison, 
who for nearly 30 years has lived 
in the former rip-roaring town a few 
miles southeast of Helena. For most 
of the time he has been the only in­
habitant.

Robison’s log house, once a drug 
store and later a stage coach office, 
is the only building remaining. Other 
buildings that once lined Confeder­
ate gulch have been moved away or 
buried. Roof-trees can be found 3C 
or D feet beneath the earth, washed 
fown by hydraulic operations.

Memories still haunt tbe silent 
slopes of the gulch, where young 
trees have started to heal scars 
gouged by early prospectors When 
Robison first went there in 1916 
from Idaho, about 15 of the town's 
original miner-mhabitants still weri 
conducting small-scale operations.

The community started about the 
time of the Civil war Four south­
ern soldiers made a strike—hence 
the name Confederate gulch. The 
rush that followed brought the 
city’s population to some 10.000. 
Seven thousand voted in one elec­
tion. There were 32 saloons.

Early-day miners declared Con­
federate gulch yielded $180 to the 
pan. But that record was forgot­
ten when German, or Montana, bar 
yielded more than $1,000 per pan.

Robison declares $7,000,000 was 
removed from Montana bar.

ANNVILLE, PA.—A two-headed

Americans Exhorted to Conserve 
Food as ‘Waste Less’ Push Opens; 
Yalta Talks Recalled in U. N. Row

DIATETICS:
W aste Less

Lips that sincerely frame the 
words "food conservation" will not 
touch such sturdy edibles ss meat, 
poultry and eggs quite so often 
hereafter.

Charles Luckman, head of Presi­
dent Truman’s citizens food com­
mittee. opened the widely heralded 
"waste less" campaign by calling on 
the American people to cut their 
consumption of those three items, 
thereby effecting a conservation of 
grain for Europe.

At the same time, it was disclosed 
that stop-gap aid for Europe this 
winter may run as much as 800 mil­
lion dollars—220 million more that 
Mr. Truman had estimated earlier.

The appeal for Americans to cut 
down on the amount of foods requir­
ing grain feeding was couched in a 
five-point program which, if fol­
lowed, will eliminate the traditional 
race for the last chop on the platter 
—it won’t be there.

Those five diatetie command­
ments were: I) Buy cheaper 
meat cuts) 2) Don't serve too 
much; 3) Don’t overcook meat;
4) I’se leftovers; 5) Save wheat 
in all other possible ways.
In the future was the possibility 

that a voluntary program of meat­
less days and a reduction in the size 
of bread loaves would be put into 
effect.
Rationing?

President Truman’s voluntary food 
conservation program has assumed 
new weight and significance because 
behind it suddenly loomed the spec­
ter of nationwide rationing, threat­
ening to become an unpleasant real­
ity if the conservation campaign 
fails to meet the export require­
ments for hungry peoples abroad.

Possibility of a return to rationing 
was hinted by Secretary of Labor 

Lewis Schwellen- 
bach, who observed 
that if the "waste 
less" program is 
successful "more 
drastic action” will 
not be necessary.

Predicted Schwel- 
lenbach expansive­
ly. "But I am con­
fident that the peo­
ple of this country 
would overwhelm- 
i n g 1 y support 
more drastic action, 

even rationing of essentials . . .  to 
meet the need of starving people 
abroad "

Meanwhile, key congressional 
committees were preparing to meet 
to consider what steps which might 
be taken to solve what Sen. Arthur 
Vandenberg (Rep, Mich.) called 
"the immediate question . . .  of ele­
mental human survival in a fiee 
society."

For the time being, prospects of a 
special session of congress remained 
vague.
NEW FIGHT:
Recalls Yalta

In the U. N another scarehead of 
possible failure and collapse of that 
organization arose as the U. S and 
Russia plunged into a new skirm­
ish.

The issue Which nation shall suc­
ceed pro-Russian Poland on the se­
curity council. Poland has represent­
ed eastern Europe and the Slav bloc 
for two years. Russia wants the 
Ukraine, which, although an inte­
gral part of the Soviet Union, have 
a separate U. N. delegation. U. S. 
contention is that the Ukraine is not 
a sovereign nation, therefore does 
not rate a separate status.

In the background of the affair 
was the Stalin • Roosevelt Yalta 
agreement which gave the Soviet 
Union three votes in the United Na­
tions. Russia proper, the Ukraine 
and White Russia each has one.

How the U SS  R came to get 
three votes probably happened 
something like this; Both the 
Ukraine and White Russia, intense­
ly nationalistic, did not like to lose 
their identities by being merged 
with greater Russia. The Communist 
politburo, therefore, as a sop to 
their nationalism, granted the two 
territories a sort of nominal inde­
pendence.

At Yalta, then. Stalin told Roose­
velt that he wanted the Ukraine 
and White Russia to be repre­
sented in the U. N. for "internal 
reasons." F.D R., being an old poli­
tician and sympathetic with "inter­
nal" difficulties, agreed.

Thus, the stage was set for one 
of the most serious battles yet to 
develop within the United Nations.

KOREA:
Suggestion

Problem of Korea, subject of the 
most bitter wrangling between the 
U. S. and Russia, may be on the 
road to settlement.

United States officials in the U. N. 
revealed that they would ask the 
general assembly to set a date for 
withdrawal of both Russian and 
American troops from Korea and to 
create a special commission to su­
pervise the evacuation.

Korea has been an outstanding 
example of the "personal" differ­
ences between nations which have 
been interjected into United Nations 
proceedings to the detriment of the 
U. N. Settlement of that problem, 
and other similar ones, would go a 
long way toward improving opera­
tion and efficiency of the United 
Nations.

The American proposal was con­
sidered an answer to Russia's re­
cent challenge to the United States 
to withdraw all foreign occupation 
forces from Korea by the end of the 
year.

It was indicated also that the 
U. S. would suggest that the U. N. 
special Korean commission super­
vise early elections as the first step 
towards Korean independence, thus 
abandoning former plans to place 
Korea under trusteeship.

The plan bears a marked similar­
ity to the U. S proposal for a U. N. 
commission to patrol and keep 
peace in the Balkans to insure the 
functioning of democratic process­
es. Russia opposed the Balkan 
scheme; how she would react to the 
same plan applied to Korea was an 
open question.

Funeral services for Albert Baze. 

76, early day West Texas cowboy 
and foreman of the Harris ranches 
in Coke county for 38 years, were 
held from the Methodist church 
in Robert Lee at 2 o'clock Satur­
day afternoon.

Miss Grace Baze and Mrs. Daisy 
Bowden, both of whom reside at 
Knickerbocker; and a half-brother, 
Lovell Baze.

Born in Lampasas Oct. 17, 1870, 
Mr. Baze was the son of Polk 
Baze. His family moved to San 
Angelo in 1873, when, as he once 
recalled, “ they were just building 
Fort Concho and San Angelo was 
just a few adobe houses."

Mr. Baze and his brothers be­
gan cowboying for their father 
when they were barely old enough 
to sit in thcsaddle.

Vary the Salad With the Meal
(See recipes below.)

Salad P a r a d e

Salads lead the health parade be­
cause in them you eat so many 
fruits and vegetables before they 
get a chance to lose their vitamins 
and minerals. All 
through the ages 
p e o p l e  h a v e  
turned to salads' 
b eca u se  th ey  
c ra v e d  th in g s  
fresh from gar­
den and orchard.
Besides, certain 
foods are more 
attractive and appealing served in 
their raw state, or in salad form.

Salads may accompany the main 
course, and then they are served on 
a side plate, but alongside the main 
course. If you want to entertain in 
a special way, the answer is a salad 
platter or salad bowl. Use fruit or 
vegetables as your taste dictates.

Don’t forget the party or dessert 
salads which are in a class by them­
selves. These are full of fruit and 
even whipped cream, the fairy prin­
cesses of the salad world. Serve 
them for special occasions as a top­
ping to a meal or os a party dish. 

Frozen Kanana Salad. 
(Serves 10 to 12)

1 tablespoon lemon juice
1 teaspoon salt
2 tablespoons mayonnaise
2 3-ounce packages of cream cheese
2 tablespoons crushed pineapple

cup maraschino cherries, cut in 
quarters

* j cup walnut meats, chopped
1 cup cream, whipped
3 ripe bananas 
Crisp greens

Add lemon juice and salt to may­
onnaise and stir in cheese. Add 
pineapple, cherries and nuts; fold in 
cream. Add bananas, cut in cubes. 
Turn into tray and place in auto­
matic refrigerator. Freeze until 
firm, then serve sliced on crisp 
greens.

Here's a pretty salad that may 
be served either as a special salad 
or as an accompaniment:

•Ginger Ale Pear Salad. 
(Serves 6 to 8)

2 envelopes plain, unflavored gelatin 
1 No. size can of pears
>4 cup maraschino cherry Juice
2 tablespoons sugar 
<i cup lemon juice 
P i cups ginger ale 
Few drops red coloring 
8 maraschino cherries

Soften gelatin in ‘a cup of the 
cold pear juice drained from can. 
Bring to a boil *4 cup pear syrup 
and stir in softened gelatin until 

dissolved. Add 
maraschino cher­
ry juice, sugar, 
lemon juice and 
ginger ale. If a 
darker color is 
desired, add a 
few drops of red 
coloring. Rinse a 

shallow pan in cold water; arrange 
pear halves, cut side up in bottom. 
Top each with a cherry. Pour 
gelatin mixture over pears carefully 
so as not to dislodge pears. Chill un­
til firm. To serve, cut gelatin into 
squares with a sharp knife and place 
on lettuce. Serve with desired dress­
ing.

When you’re serving a heavy din­
ner, there’s nothing better than a 
crisp salad Just bursting with vege­
tables. For example, a chef’s salad 
is about the best choice, or perhaps 
a cole alaw.

A true chef’a aalad is composed 
mainly of some of the talad greens

such as escarole, romaine, lettuce, 
raw spinach, endive, watercress, 
dandelion greens or celery cabbage. 
They may be arranged bouquet style 
or shredded and tossed lightly with 
an oil and vinegar dressing (some­
times a french dressing) just be­
fore serving time.

One or more of the following may 
be added for variety if you want to 
tease the palate: Sliced radishes, 
chopped green pepper, diced cucum­
bers, cut celery, sliced stuffed ol­
ives, tomato sections, sliced pickle, 
sieved hard-cooked eggs, rolled an­
chovies, minced onion rings, garlic 
salt, celery salt, celery seed, or a 
light sprinkle of thyme, curry pow­
der or chili powder.

Here are some tempting varia­
tions for a cole slaw type of salad: 

Plain Cole Slaw: 4 cups finely 
shredded cabbage, 1 tablespoon cel­
ery seed, 1 cup 
c o o k e d  s a l a d  
dressing. Option­
al additions: 1 
tablespoon either 
dill seed or cara­
way seed or mus­
tard seed.

Carrot Slaw: 2 cups grated or 
shaved carrots, 2 cups cabbage, 1 
teaspoon minced onion, 1 cup boiled 
salad dressing.

Slaw Deluxe: 3 cups shredded 
cabbage, 1 cup diced banana. *4 cup 
chopped peanuts, 2 tablespoons cat­
sup and 1 cup boiled salad dressing.

Pineapple Slaw: 2 cups shredded 
cabbage, 1 cup cut, drained pineap­
ple, s« cup boiled salad dressing, 1 
tablespoon celery seed and dash of 
paprika.

Spanish Slaw: 1'4 cups cut cab­
bage, 1 cup diced tomatoes, 1 cup 
diced cucumbers, cup chopped 
green pepper and cup of boiled 
salad dressing.

Two molded salads that may be 
served as nn accompaniment are a 
pretty addition to the table:

Moldrd Grape Salad.
(Serves 6)

l ' i  tablespoons nnflavored gelatin 
**, rup cold water 
1 cup orange juice 
1 cup lemon juice 

cup sugar
1 cup seeded or seedless grapes
•4 cup nutmrats
Lettuce
Soak gelatin in cold water for 5 

minutes. Bring juices to a boil, 
add sugar and gelatin. Cool, and 
when thick, fold in grapes and nuts. 
Pour into individual molds and chill 
until firm. Serve in nests of let­
tuce.

Mixed Fruit Salad.
(Serves 6>

3 oranges, perlcd and diced
3 slices canned pineapple, diced, or 
1 rup pineapple tidbits
