In Jameson Field
A sixth drilling rig was being 

moved into Coke county his week 
to continue operations for Sun Oil 
company in the Jameson field near 
Silver. Morris Hamilton of Houston 
is the new contractor who is setting 
up rotary equipment for an offset 
test designated as Sun’s Homer 
Jameson No. 5. Location is the 
northwest quarter of the south­
east quarter of Section 316.

J. E Steward is the tool pusher 
for Morris Hamilton. He arrived 
here the first of the week and 
three of the Steward child en have 
enrolled in the Robert Lee schools. 
Most of the drilling crew were 
transferred here from Louisiana. 
Mr. Steward is very anxious to 
have all his men reside in Robert 
Lee. Some more apartments are 
badly needed and anyone having 
a vacancy is requested to notify 
The Observe! office.

A new contractor was brought 
into the Jameson field to keep up 
with the offsets that will have to 
he drilled immediately. It was pre­
viously announced that the second 
Ray-Harris rotary rig, now in 
Eunic?, New, Mex., would be 
moved here, but later plans will 
send them to Lcvelland where they 
received a Sun contract for eight 
tests

Contractor for the J. W. Arledge 
wildcat test north of Sanco is still 
unannounced, hut a rig is expect­
ed to be moved in there veiy 
shortly.

Sun’s No. 1 J. S. Walker failed 
to make production in the Ellen- 
burger. It has plugged back to 
6,475 feet and casing run to 6.150 
feet, for an attempt at completion 
from the crinoidal of the Strawn 
section of the Pennsylvania. The 
Jameson field’s south outpost top­
ped the Ellcnburgcr at 7,011 feet. 
It had slight shows of gas and oil 
in the top ot the formation and 
salty sulphur water at the bottom, 
in drilling to 7,170 feet.

No. 1 C. E. Mathers had set 
another whipstock at 4,768 ftet 
and was drilling off Thursday in 
an attempt to go around drill 
collars stuck four weeks ago.

No. 4 Homer Jameson was drill, 
ing in lime at 6.390 feet after set­
ting casing to 6,238 feet. Ad­
ditional pay was evident from 
6,300 to 6,350 feet and operators 
planned to deepen to 6,500. Opera­
tions were delayed two days while 
fishing for junk. Reports are that 
a welder’s hatchet dropped into 
the hole.

No. 3 Homer Jameson was run­
ning drillstem test Thursday from 
6,360 to 6,474 feet, the hole bottom.

No. 1 J. B. Walker, Sun’s wild­
cat test south of the Colorado 
River, was drilling Thursday in 
shale at 4,827 feet.

FOOD PUZZLE

Meat vs. Wheat
Domestic food situation in the 

U. S. is entering a critical stage, 
with two aspects standing out in 
sharp opposition to each other:

I The government, determined to 
• ship 500 million bushels of 

wheat to Europe by next June, is 
campaigning to save a major por­
tion of that amount by cutting down 
on the feed consumption of cattle, 
hogs and poultry. That line of 
reasoning holds that smaller flocks 
and feeding to lighter weights will 
save more grain than any other sin­
gle effort.

2 The supply of meat is going to 
• be considerably less than it has 

been and the demand will be great­
er. Meat prices are expected to go 
much higher in 1948. Further cur­
tailment of meat production by sav­
ing grain at the feed trough will 
intensify that already serious situ­
ation.

There is no danger of a bread or 
food shortage of any kind this win­
ter because of the nation's bumper 
wheat harvest. The pinch, if it 
comes, will appear after the middle 
of next year, precipitated by a cur­
rently threatening drouth and fail­
ure of the winter wheat crop. 
Added to that is the fact that do­
mestic uses, plus exports, will leave 
from this year's harvest of 1.4 bil­
lion bushels only a 100 million- 
bushel carryover by the time of 
the next harvest — too small a vol­
ume in the event of a short crop.

Meat, which right now is a little 
cheaper than It has been because 
more animals are being slaugh­
tered. will continue in great de­
mand next year because consumer 
buying power will remain high.

The supply, however, will be less. 
The agriculture department esti­
mates there will be only 21.5 bil­
lion pounds of meat produced in 
1948. compared to 23 2 billion 
pounds this year. There will be 4 
million fewer cattle on farms next 
January than last January, small­
er hogs will be sent to market and 
there will be no increase in the 
stocks of sheep, which are at an 
80-year low.

FINAL TOUCHES:
Marshalt Plan

After caroming from praise to 
criticism to condemnation for the 
past few months, the celebrated 
Marshall plan to help Europe re­
gain its feet is being whipped into 
Anal shape under direction of Secre- 
tary of State George Marshall, its 
progenitor.

One known fact loomed large in 
the mind of the American taxpayer: 
The plan may cost up to 20 billion 
dollars for the four-year period dur­
ing which it will be in effect.

Marshall, who abandoned tempo­
rarily his debating m the U. N. gen­
eral assembly, returned to his 
Washington office to put the finish­
ing touches on his plan, which will 
be laid before congress when the 
special session opens November 17 

The Marshall plan, subject to late 
revisions, may be outlined broadly 
in these main points:

1 U. S. would make available to 
• Europe next year a combination 

of relief and recovery supplies total­
ling about six billion dollars Relief

GET TOUGH:
U. S. Approves

Soviet leaders, who cry "war­
monger”  every time an American 
diplomat splits an infinitive, are 
gravely m error if they suppose 
there is any major cleavage be­

tween the American public’ s views 
on Russia and the state depart­
ment's so-called "tough”  policy to­
ward the Soviets.

That conclusion was brought out 
in a recent Gallup poll which indi­
cated that, actually, the predomi­
nant mood of public opinion today 
favors an even tougher policy than 
the state department is following.

Answers to the question. "D o you 
think that in dealinfe with Russia 
and other countries the U. S. is in­
sisting too much on having its own 
way?" were Yes, 12 per cent; No. 
78 per cent; No opinion, 10 per cent.

Further, 62 per cent of the Ameri­
can people believe that the U. S. is 
being too soft in its policy toward 
Russia Only 6 per cent think it is 
being too tough, and 24 per cent say 
our official attitude towaid the So­
viets is about right.

PLAGUE:
F/tvpt Stricken

Cholera, the dreaded black plague 
is spreading so sw iftly in F.gypt that 
a total of 6,000 dead has been pre­
dicted by year's end.

With manv stricken villages iso­
lated by troops, other small com­
munities are ringed with bonfires 
day and night in the belief that fire 
will keep out the disease.

Meanwhile, neighboring nations 
were taking steps to prevent the 
spread of cholera, from the upper 
Nile valley Greece. Italy and Pales­
tine have discontinued international 
traffic, while private shipping lines 
will bypass Egyptian ports and air 
travel is diverted away from Egypt.

Outside help in combatting the 
disease is at a minimum in Egypt 
Swiss scientists alone were said to 
be helping local health officers. 
There is a desperate shortage of 
vaccines, DDT and medical special 
isU.

Convention Site
Philadelphia, city of brotherly 

love, will be the site where, bar­
ring an unlikely upset. President 
Truman will be handed the Demo­
cratic presidential nomination next 
July.

The Democratic national commit­
tee accepted Philadelphia's bid for 
the party's 1948 national convention 
when that city proffered a certified 
check for $200,000 and promised 
$50,000 more for entertainment.

With no opposition, the committee 
also went through the formality I 
of ratifying President Truman’s 
choice of Sen. James Howard Mc­
Grath (Dem., R. I.) as chairman 
of the party organization to sifc* 
cced Postmaster Gen. Robert Hqn* 
negan, who resigned because of 
health.

Among the more significant inn1* 
dents occurring at the meeting 
the national committee was t*’e 
unanimous squelching of a resolu* 
tion condemning the Republica11* 
controlled 80th congress for placiP* 
"partisan politics abo\e love °* 
country."

It was a straw in the wind whi^h 
seemed to prove that the Democrats 
were determined to give at least 
lip service to the bipartisanship 
that will be so necessary if the spe' 
cial session of congress startii1* 
November 17 is to accomplish anY* 
thing.

From the Shores of Tripoli Cl 
1804 and the Halls of Monte­
zuma in 1847, marines have car­
ried the American flag around 
the world.

Tarawa and Iwo Jima, still in­
delibly carved in memory aa 
World War II battle shrines, 
have earned for marines the 
tradition of being true to their 
motto of "Semper Fidelis—Al­
ways Faithful."
Always a "ready force," the ma­

rines have lived up to that reputa­
tion even in such varied postwar 
assignments as guarding historical 
documents aboard the Freedom 
Train, setting a new speed record 
for jet-propelled planes, training 
Venezuelan marines, demonstrating 
the latest amphibious tactics to mid-, 
shipmen or cadets and serving as 
part of the occupation forces in 
Japan.

To keep attuned w’ith modern 
atomic warfare, the marine corps 
is undertaking a complete stream­
lining of its forces. Smaller but 
harder - hitting units are being 
formed which will have the flexibil- j 
ity and mobility needed for rapid 
movement.

Back of these revamped first- 
line defense forces will be the 
new citizen marine corps. These 
citizen marines, who live at 
home and hold their civilian 
Jobs, will be trained at local 
armories and airfields in the 
marine tradition for servire if 
needed "in the air, on land and 
sea."
A modernized system of up-to-the- 

minute instruction in new develop­
ments and technical training will be ,

offered to citizen marines who vol­
unteer for sparetime instruction.

A nationwide enrollment drive for 
the citizen marine corps opens this 
week in connection with the anni­
versary festivities. The campaign 
will reach its peak in January.

Programs Attuned 
To Locale Planned 
For Luxury Trains

CHICAGO. — Packaged entertain­
ment, fitted to the locale and pro­
duced by showmen in studios before 
the train ever leaves the station, is 
the latest promise in luxury travel 
by the railroads.

Everything from physical com­
forts to psychological color and 
sound effects are being utilized by 
train designers to please the pas­
senger and make him fully con­
scious of the ease and relaxation of 
train travel.

Latest in the long list of postwar 
improvements is the plan of the 
Santa Fe railroad to use wire re­
cordings for reproduction over the 
public address systems in new pas­
senger equipment now under con­
struction at shops of Pullman- 
Standard Car Manufacturing com­
pany, in Chicago.

In designing programs for 
these new trains, it is planned 
to have a producer study their 
specific routes and then select 
music and entertainment to fit 
the locale. Rivers, creeks and 
waterfalls will call for spar­
kling, tinkling music. Indian 
country may rail for music with 
the chanting undertone so char­
acteristic of the early American 
Indian folk and war songs.
Because nothing short of a major 

catastrophe interferes with the rail­
road schedule of a fast, cross-coun­
try streamliner, the producer in the 
studio will know in advance the 
exact time a train will pass through 
certain country. He will select his 
entertainment accordingly. His tim­
ing may call for the techniques of 
the radio producer; his choice of 
music an intimate knowledge of hu­
man emotions and history of the 
country.

Both Santa Fe and Pullman- 
Standard engineers point out that 
the use of wire recordings has sev­
eral advantages In this type of cus­
tom-built entertainment. The units 
are small and compact and several 
hours of entertainment can be re­
corded on a spool of wire no larger 
than the average fishing reel.

Once set in motion, the unit re­
quires no attention, as announce­
ments and dialogue will be worked 
into the program at the studio. How­
ever, should special announcements 
be required, a (lip of a switch will 
change the circuit to a microphone 
in the steward’s office and another 
flip will bring back the wire re­
corder with practically no loss of 
time to upset the predetermined 
schedule.

Must. We Fight Russia?
MOST significant talk newspaper editors have had in Washing­

ton recently was an off-the-record conference with George 
Kennan, General Marshall’s chief Russian policy maker. Here 
are the highlights:

Russia’s tough talk is nothing new. It has been going on for 160 
years, under both Czars and the Soviets. It was soft-pedalled in the 
1920s and 1930s because the Bolsheviks were too weak to talk tough.

The main problem in Europe is the vacuum in France und Italy. 
This vacuum has to be filled. Big question is whether Russia or the 
United States will move in. The vacuum was recognized by Russia eveD 
during the war, and Stalin prepared then to fill it. The U. S. doesn’t 
want to fill it, hut does want to see it filled by democratic Frenchmen 
and Italians themselves. Whoever first fills this hole in Europe will he 
successful in dominating all Europe.

People of Europe are afraid of Russia but not of the United 
States. Because they are scared stiff, they would appease Russia 
before they helped the United States.
Inside Russia, the people are cynical, don’t take Moscow’s propaganda 

too seriously. Vishinsky’s barbed thunderbolts at U. N. are nothing new. 
He’s only saying what he has said for two years, only this time it’s 
louder.

There is no real worry over war with Russia. Its people haven’t 
recovered. Furthermore, the Russians figure they can get what they 
want by political means. Most significant key to the fact that Russia 
doesn’t want war is that the Soviets always try to ride out war. They 
made a deal with Hitler in the last war in order to stay on the sidelines, 
and the last thing they want is war now with the United States.

“ We are very far from war," concluded Kennan.

G.I.s Lose Business Battle
W ORLD WAR II veterans chalked up better records on the battle- 

front than they have on the business front, it is indicated in reports 
from the Veterans' administration loan guarantee office.

Figures compiled by the VA loan division for the Washington area 
disclose that about 1 out of every 10 business enterprises begun here 
with G.I. loans has gone in the red. The situation has reached the 
point where some banks want nothing to do with G.I. business loans. 

Charging that many bankers flatly state “ no G.I. business 
loans,”  Morgan Callahan, loan guarantee officer for the local 
office, has appealed to lending institutions to reach a happy 
medium. “ Lots of veterans are still good propositions for loans," 
he insists.
There’s a bright side to the story, however. Hundreds of successful

Process (or Killing 
Turkeys Explained

Proper Slaughtering
And Bleeding Required

Before killing turkeys, as well as 
other fowl, see that they have ac­
cess to water but no feed during the 
12 to 18 hours prior to slaughtering. 
When the turkey shows feed in the 
crop it will not be graded as quality.

To kill a turkey for market, sus­
pend them by shackles, leaving the 
wings free. Insert the blade of the 
killing knife in the turkey's mouth

Proper method of killing a tur­
key as well as other fowl. —Draw­
ing, Cornell university.

and make one clean cut across the 
upper part of the throat just back 
of the junction of the head and 
neck, as shown in drawing.

Hold the turkey head down, with 
the beak open, until the blood is 
well started. With the left hand 
grasp the head in front of where the 
cut has been made to prevent the 
pressure of the Angers from check­
ing the flow of blood. Poor bleeding 
is indicated by visible blood in the 
veins and by the dark red appear­
ance of the carcass after picking.

When the blood is flowing freely, 
thrust the knife blade straight back 
on a line between the eyes and ears, 
through the cleft in the roof of the 
mouth and into the lower lobe of the 
brain. Give the knife a quarter turn. 
This kills the bird and loosens the 
feathers.

Herds and Flocks on 
Successiul Farms

Feed bunks for cattle should be 
30 inches high for mature stock and 
24 inches for calves. Allow 30 inches 
of trough length for each grown 
animal, 20 for each calf. Make the 
grain and silage bunk three feet 
wide for feeding from both sides.

Many ewes die every winter from 
a condition known as pregnancy dis­
eases. The losses are not as com­
mon in flocks where the ewes are 
kept gaining slightly in weight dur- 
ing the gestation period.

Well-conditioned ewe that should 
cause no trouble.
Lousy cows, when freed from lice, 

give 10 per cent to 15 per cent more 
milk, according to Michigan State 
college. This means the equivalent 
of another cow in a herd for $1, by 
controlling lice. In winter, which is 
a bad time for cattle lice, apply a 
powdered louse killer containing 
DDT and repeat the application in 
10 to 14 days.

Early spring litters of pigs do 
poorly unless the brood sow has an 
abundant supply of milk at farrow­
ing time.

Preventing waste of feed is al 
ways important. Easily-bui* feed 
ers of wood will helD present waste 
of feed. This Washington State col. 
lege design can be built at little 
cost. It will serve 100 chicks for 
their first 10 days.
