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Menard Goes To 
Regional After 
Defeating Bronte

The Menard Yellow Jackets and 
the Golden Cranes of Crane high 
school will battle for the West 
Texas regional football champion* 
ship in the Bobcat stadium at San 
Angelo Saturday afternoon at 2:30. 
Crane won its place in the Region 
2 playofT by defeating Sanderson 
44 to 0, while Menard downed 
Bronte 19-6.

Robert Lee fans still have vivid 
memories of a year ago when 
their own Steers took the bi-dis- 
trict title from Ozona and were 
nosed out in the regional by Marfa 
7 to 6.

After winning the 7-B conference 
with apparent ease, the Bronte 
Longhorns failed to hold Menard, 
winners of District 8-B. The con­
test was played at Ballinger last 
Friday night with a crowd of more 
than 2,000 persons in attendance. 
Previously Menard had defeated 
Bronte 12 to 7.

Otis Guyton and Jean Walker 
were the standouts for the Yellow 
Jackets. Guyton, 159-pound speed­
ster, carried the bail 11 times, gain­
ing 135 yards for an average of 
12.3 yards. Two of his runs went 
for 55 and 37 yards. In addition 
to the above he returned a Bronte 
punt 80 yards for the Yellow 
Jackets final tally, and lofted a 
30-yard touchdown pass for 
Menard's first score.

LeDrew Arrott was the spark of 
the Bronte eleven. Arrott carried 
13 times for 80 yards, giving him 
an average of 6.1 yards. Big Bill 
Herron, Bronte fullback, also play- j 
ed a fine game, carrying the oval 
11 times for a total gain of 28 
yards.

Menard scored in the second 
quarter and again in the third 
period following recovery of a 
Bronte fumble on the Bronte 
47. Bronte launched its lone 
touchdown drive from its own 32. 
Arrott swept around end to his 44. 
Two plays netted six yards and 
Billy Thomas spotted a pass to 
Judge Sandusky who went to the 
Menard 30. Two more passes fail­
ed and Thomas connected again, 
Jerald Sandusky being downed on 
the 14. Kirchman hit right tackle 
to the nine, Arrott went over left 
guard to the one yard line, then 
hit center for the score.

Guyton tallied the final touch­
down of the game when he took 
the Bronte kickoff, broke through 
a seemingly solid wall of Long­
horn tacklers, raced 80 yards to 
pay dirt.

Is 12th Producer 
For Sun Company

Sun Oil company’s No. 3 Homer 
Jameson was completed this week 
and flowed 354 barrels of pipeline 
oil in the official railroad com­
mission 24-hour test completed at 
2 p. m. Tuesday, Dec. 9. The test 
was made through a quarter inch 
choke and the gas-oil ratio was 
952-1. The oil showed a high 
gravity test of 48.7

No. 3 Homer Jameson thus be­
comes the 12th producer in Sun’s 
Jameson field south and west of 
Silver. The field was discovered 
just a year ago w hen Sun put down 
a wildcat test on the Allen Jame- 
son property and found paying 
production in the crinoidal of the 

j Pennsylvania section a depth from 
6,200 to 6,400 feet.

No. 3 Homer Jameson was drill­
ed to the Ellenburger below 7,100 
feet, but salt water prevented com­
pletion at the lower level. It was 
then plugged back at a depth of 
5,501 feet and acidized with 5,000 
gallons.

LABOR TEST;
Clean Slate

In  G rea t B fitain  the L abor party  
had  been w orried over the outcom e 
of the by-election in the southern  
town of G ravesend .

R ichard  A cland. a rich baronet, 
w as ca rry in g  the L abor p a r ty ’s 
b an n er aga inst F ran k  T aylor, an  ex ­
fu rn ace  stoker, . th e  C onservative 
cand ida te . A sea t in p arliam en t was 
not the  only th ing a t stake. The 
election w as of m a jo r im portance 
as a te s t of s tren g th  betw een the 
two p artie s .

It w as a hard  fought ba ttle , and 
Acland, the L aborite , w as elected  
to P a rliam en t by a m ajo rity  of 
1,675 votes—a c le a r  cu t d efeat for 
the C onservatives. The B ritish  
people, the L abor p a r ty  announced, 
re ta in ed  th e ir confidence in th e ir 
governm ent.

N evertheless, the 1,675-vote m a r­
gin of v ic to ry  w as considerab ly  
sm a lle r  th an  the 7.056 vote L abor 
p arty  m arg in  th a t had been piled 
up in the sam e d is tr ic t in 1945. 
L abor w as still in the d r iv e r 's  sea t, 
but c lea rly  had lost som ething of 
its o rig inal s tren g th . H ow ever, the 
p arty  had kept its  s la te  c lean ; it 
had not lost a single by-election 
since it first w as sw ept into power.

P e rh ap s  one reason  for the L abor 
p a r ty ’s continued popularity  was 
th a t, desp ite  all e lse, it w as doing 
a good job of d istribu ting  equally  
w hat food and o th er goods w ere 
ava ilab le  in B ritain . The food r a ­
tions of the poorer people w ere ap ­
prox im ately  the sam e as those of 
the rich , and th a t fac t continued 
to c a rry  a lot of w eight w ith the 
m ass of voters.

POSTMASTER:
Hannefian Out

R obert E. H annegan has eased 
him self out of th e  public political 
eye.

L ittle  m ore than  a m onth a fte r he 
had quit his j<sb as D em ocratic n a ­
tional ch a irm an  — because of ill 
h ea lth —he tu rned  in his resignation 
as p o stm aste r general.

To rep lace  H annegan as head of 
the nation 's  post office. P resid en t 
T rum an  nam ed 62-year-old Je sse  M.

Donaldson, first a s ­
sis tan t p o stm aste r 
general, who has 
had 42 y ea rs  in the 
postal serv ice . It 
w as the first tim e 
a p residen t ever 
had dipped into the 
ra n k s  of postal 
“ c a re e r  m en ”  to 
fill the  top job in 

Donaldson the d ep a rtm en t.
Donaldson is one 

of the m en who cam e up the hard  
way. His c a re e r  with the serv ice be­
gan w ith his appo in tm ent as a city 
le tte r c a r r ie r  in Shelbyville, 111., in 
1908

H annegan, m eanw hile, had no in­
tentions of going into re tire m en t He 
has pu rchased  a su b stan tia l in te re st 
in the St. Louis C ard ina ls  baseball 
club and would go to work as head 
of th a t o rganization.

FARM GOALS:
Still Hi fiber

F arm  production goals for 1948, 
as announced by Clinton Anderson, 
sec re ta ry  of ag ricu ltu re , ca ll for a 
continuation of high w artim e levels 
of output in recognition of the des­
p era te  world need for food and this 
n a tio n ’s own increased  dom estic 
consum ption.

A nderson’s rep o rt, which will 
serve as a guide for fa rm ers  next 
year, asks for nine m illion ac res  
m ore of cu ltivated  and nonculti- 
vated  crops than  the 547 million 
ac res  used to produce th is y e a r’s 
near-record  to tal of fa rm  com m od­
ities.

Although aw are  of the need to 
give overw orked land a re s t from  
its heavy production burden of the 
p ast seven y ears , he said  large  do­
m estic  and foreign req u irem en ts 
d ic ta ted  his decision.

Total production next year well 
m ight top the record  set in 1946. but 
supplies of m eat, poultry , eggs and 
d a iry  p roducts a re  destined to be 
sm alle r in 1948 because this y e a r 's  
short corn  crop left fa rm ers  with in­
sufficient g ra in  to m ain ta in  the vol­
um e of an im al products.

Crops for which Anderson recom ­
m ended increased  ac reag es  over 
th is y ea r include: Corn, 7 per cen t; 
g ra in  sorghum s, 36; soybeans, I; 
cotton, 3; potatoes, 5; oats. 2; b a r ­
ley, 4, and rye, 26 He called  for a 
d ec rea se  of 3 p er cen t in w heat 
ac reag e .

M r. T ru m an  asked  J a m e s  For- 
re s ta l, se c re ta ry  of defense, to sub­
m it a list of all officer d isability  
d isch arg es since V-J day. More 
than  350 g en e ra ls  reported ly  a re  
receiv ing  such pensions, and a num ­
ber of k d m ira ls  also get tax -free  in­
com es.

When P resid en t T rum an , in his 
ce leb ra ted  ” 10 points ag a in st infla­
tion” ad d ress  to congress, asked for 
lim ited au tho rity  to im pose ration 
and p rice controls on basic com ­
m odities. it w as taken  for g ran ted  
th a t they w ere food com m odities 
alone.

F irs t indication th a t th is m ight 
not be a co rrec t in te rp re ta tio n  of 
Mr. T ru m an 's  proposal cam e when 
the d ep a rtm en t of in te rio r asked 
congress for pow er to fix p rice con­
tro ls and ra tion ing  on coal and oil 
as p a r t of the anti-inflation pro­
g ram .

O scar L. C hapm an , u n d ersecre ­
ta ry  of the in terio r, told the house 
banking and cu rren cy  com m ittee  
that g rave sh o rtag es and price ad ­
vances w ere th rea ten ed  in the two 
basic  fuels.

T here  was no way of te lling , he 
said, w hether such contro ls actually  
would have to be im posed, but he 
insisted that the governm ent should 
have au tho rity  to do so, ju st in case.

It is not probable th a t congress 
will give the governm ent power to 
control oil and coal, but the inci­
dent serv es  to reflect the cu rren t 
point of view of the adm in istra tion  
th a t a re tu rn  to  w artim e  rationing 

i and p rice controls is the qu ickest 
and m ost effective w ay to buck in­
flation.

P resid en t T ru m an  disclosed the 
policy first in hi* speech  a t the open­
ing of the specia l session of con­
gress. The in te rio r d e p a rtm e n t's  re ­
quest for control of coal and oil 
probably was a planned follow-up. 
T here was a likelihood th a t o ther 
ev idences of the ad m in is tra tio n 's  
new p rice control and ra tion ing  com ­
plex would be forthcom ing before 
long.

Soil Conservation 
Group Setting Up 
Program of W ork

The supervisors of the Coke 
County Soil Conservation district 
completed their program and plan 
of work at a special meeting in 
Robert Lee last Friday R. B. 
Allen, chairman of the board, an­
nounced.

The “program” is a docket 
which points out the various 
problems that affect putting a 
complete conservation program 
on the land and the “plan” sets 
forth the needed corrective meas­
ures to control erosion and soil 
deterioration. The program and 
plan were both developed by the 
supervisors through local farmer- 
rancher committees and will be 
used as a basis for district opera­
tions under the supervision and 
direction of the local board of 
supervisors.

Thus, the landowner board has 
both the responsibility and 
authority to administer their local 
program as prepared by local 
landowners E J. Hughes, district

conservationist with the Soil Con­
servation Service in Rig Spring, 
pointed out. Hence any assistance 
from local, state or fedexal agencies 
will be rendered at the request of 
and under the direction of the 
local board of supervisors.

The four major parts of the pro­
gram deal with the historical, 
physical, social and economic con­
ditions throughout the district. 
The historical committee, com­
posed of Mrs. Bryan Yarbrough, 
Mrs. C. E. Arrott, Mrs. Mark 
Chumley, Charlie Copeland, and 
W. I. Tubb, prepared the infor­
mation pertaining to the history 
of the district. The physical com­
mittee, made up of Messers Bob 
Reaves, O. T. Colvin, Ben Brooks, 
V. V. Wojtek, Wm. Millican, and 
J. B. Walker, developed the in­
formation relative to the soils, 
erosion, kinds of vegetation and 
needed treatment i n a conservation 
program.

Messers L. R. Schooler, L. T. 
Youngblood, J. B. Arrott, W. L.

Carr and Lowell Roane were on 
the economic committee. The 
social committee was Mrs. Tom 
Peay, Mrs. Sam Powell, Mrs. Del- 
mir Sheppard, Mrs. R. S. Anderson 
and Mrs. Wornock Hipp.

The supervisiots expressed their 
appreciation for the assistance 
rendered by the above mentioned 
committee members in making the 
development of a local plan pos­
sible, and expressed hopes of start­
ing operations shortly after the 
first of the year if present plans 
develop as anticipated.

At the next regular meeting 
December 13, the supervisors have 
on their schedule the development 
of their “annual plan of operations” 
which will be used as a guide for 
rendering assistance to farmers and 
ranchers as soon as operations be­
gin, according to Chairman R. B.

nation for can cer without the  cost 
and difficulty of trave ling  g rea t d is­
tances. This weapon is the first m o­
bile can ce r detection bus ev er to be 
equipped with x-ray  ap p a ra tu s .

Modeled a fte r buses now used for ' 
x -ray  su rveys of ap p aren tly  healthy 
persons in TB cam paigns, the  can ­
ce r bus, known o ffic ia lly  as the 
“ C ancer M obile.”  will c a rry  x-ray 
into the by-ways of K entucky, acting 
as an “ extension a rm ” of the s ta te 's  
w idespread  netw ork of 16 can cer 
clinics.

Aid R ural Areas.
The unit, how ever, will not be 

used for m ass  survey  work as this 
would be econom ically  im possible. 
But it will perm it bringing detection 
facilities to thousands who o th er­
wise m ight succum b to the n ation 's  
No. 2 k iller.

P rim a ry  purpose of the unit 
Is to provide free exam ination  
for suspected cases am ong those 
unable to pay. In addition, doc­
tors who do not have x-ray fa­
cilities also m ay use the a p p a ra ­
tus in the bus for their p riv a te  
patien ts .
K entucky physicians a re  sup p o rt­

ing the  unit en thusiastically  and 
have volunteered their se rv ices 
w ithout charge for the exam ination  
of indigents.

The unit w as purchased  for the 
K entucky can cer group by young 
women of the Louisville Jun io r 
league, who also have offered to go 
out with the unit in team s to take 
case  h istories and assist in handling 
patien ts. Only cost to the can cer so­
ciety is for serv ices of the m edical 
d irec to r. Dr. Ellis Duncan, -and his 
technician .

To insure fullest utilization of the 
bus and other diagnostic facilities, 
the can cer organization  has under 
w ay an intensive p rogram  of educa­
tion. This is designed to increase  the 
public’s aw areness of w arn ing  
sym ptom s and to s tre ss  the im por­
tance of routine periodic m edical 
exam inations.

S tress Lay Education.
The bus will go only to  counties 

which extend a form al invitation 
through their county m edical soci­
e ties  After a rran g e m e n ts  have been 
m ade to have the unit com e to a 
p a r tic u la r  county, m em bers of the 
m edical society and o ther groups 
will be asked to volunteer assistance  
a t the d iagnostic clinic to be held in 
the bus.

While the unit is in the county, 
educational p ro g ram s on cancer 
control will be presen ted  to lay 
groups.

Acquisition of the bus is the 
la test of m an s steps taken  by 
K rn tu rk y  in its battle aga inst 
this d read  disease. The first 
s ta te  to have 100 per cent o rg an ­
isation of all counties for fund­
ra ising . Kentucky also is c re d ­
ited with sponsoring frequent 
e a n re r  detection and trea tm e n t 
clinics and with prom oting an 
educational p rogram  reaching 
down to g rade school children.
B ecause of the large  proportion of 

vo lun teer work done, ad m in is tra ­
tive costs of the K entucky can cer 
p rog ram  have been held down to 
only 3 per cent.

The bus is of s tu rdy  construction, 
designed specifically for the com- | 
p lete coverage of the s ta te  over 
roads of all types. It is equipped 
w ith fluorescent lighting, ven tilating  
fan . e lec tric  h ea te r, shockproof 
cab les, v ibration  d am p ers  for the 
x -ray  tube, lead-lined p artitio n s to 
pro tect personnel ag a in st rad ia tion , 
w ork benches and w ater ato rage 
tanks.

Follows Pattern 
O f Pioneer Days

FA IR PLA Y , COLO. — In an a t ­
tem p t to guard  ag a in st sudden 
em ergencies in which outside help 
m igh t com e too la te , res id en ts  of 
P a rk  county a re  organizing their 
own “ walking blood bank ."

In a m od em  application  of the 
ru ra l neighbor-help-neighbor t ra d i­
tion which d a te s  back to pioneer 
days, res id en ts  of the sca tte red , fre ­
quently  isolated com m unities of the 
county will have their blood typed 
and recorded  to qualify them  for 
serv ice  as po ten tial donors.

D em and for blood is not g rea t 
enough to  w a rra n t a reg u la r bank 
with typed blood kept on hand in 
s te rile  con ta iners. Yet in d istan t 
co rn e rs  of the county, p articu la rly  
when roads a re  snow-blocked in 
w in ter tim e, sudden em ergencies 
frequen tly  a rise .

Then it 's  too late  to get blood 
from  D enver; too late to call 
for vo lunteers and type their 
blood. Hut if prospective donors 
— neighbors, friends and re la ­
tiv es—a re  a lready  typed, a card  
index provides the key to a 
“ w alking blood h an k "  on which 
a doctor can  d raw  quickly.

P rom oting  the p ro jec t a re  Dr. 
R obert P a tte rso n  of F a irp lay , who 
learned  the value of blood tran sfu ­
sions while in m ilitary  serv ice ; the 
A m erican  Legion post and county 
com m issioners. The Belle Bonfils 
m em oria l blood bank of D enver and 
the s ta te  health  d ep a rtm en t a re  co­
o perating  in the ven tu re .

Among the county’s 2.500 re s i­
dents, about 1,000 a re  of donor age 
and about fOO of them  a re  expected 
to qualify  as prospective donors.

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Kerosene Cause Of 
Many Serious Fires
AUSTIN, Nov. 26—A nine-month- 
old Texas baby was burned to 
death last month in her family 
home when fire destroyed it, main­
ly as a result of kerosene, Marvin 
Hall recalled today in asking 
Texans to observe safety pre­
cautions in using the oil.

The State Fire Insurance Com­
missioner said that a gallon con­
tainer of kerosene in the kitchen 
was presumed to have exploded 
causing the fire to spread more 
rapidly and the house to collapse- 
Another of the parents’ children 
had died last year from drinking 
kerosene oil.

Explosions of and improper use 
and care of kerosene stoves caused 
18 fires in September in Texas re­
sulting in $11,419 property loss, 
while August figures reached 24 
and $18,770, the Commissioner re­
ported.

“Although there was a decrease 
of kerosene fire losses in September, 
extra precaution should be taken 
with the oil as the weather grows 
colder and the use of it is greater, 
Hall cautioned.

He urged that persons using 
kerosene in the home for light or 
heat treat it with respect and keep 
it outside of the house in oil cans, 
which should be discarded the 
minute a leak is noticed in them. 
Kerosene should be kept out of the 
reach of children, he emphasized.

“Above all, lamps or heaters 
should not be refilled when they 
are hot or when the wicks are lit, 
and should be filled by daylight 
only,” Hall said.

The most common and dangerous 
cause of kerosene fires and explo­
sions is the practice of speeding up 
a reluctant wood fire in the kitchen 
stove by wetting the fuel with ker­
osene.

“People sometimes follow this 
practice for a good many years 
without fatal results, but the 
records show that in many cases 
there is an unseen spark in the 
stove and this causes a flash fire 
which ignites the clothing of the 
person guilty of this brand of 
heedlessness,’’ Hall stated. “Pain­
ful injury or death, and complete 
destruction of property, have 
followed in a number of cases.”

“Should one be so unfortunate 
as to have a kerosene fire occur in 
a house or garage, earth or sand 
can be used to smother it, although 
the use of a chemical extinguisher 
is even better,” Hall recommended. 
“Water applied as a spray can be 
used, but never as a forceful stream 
because this would scatter the

Stassen

Harold S tasscn , the lone wolf in 
the R epublican presidential nom ina­
tion ra t e, fonna lly  opened his cam ­
paign in M ilwaukee with a b last 
ag a in st the “ powerful p residen tia l 
p ickers in the R epublican p a r ty .”

The fo rm er governor of M inne­
sota, who m ade public his political 
principles in u recently  published 
b o o k ,  denounced “ behind the 
scen es’’ operations in GOP circles, 
singling out for special c ritic ism  
Gov. Thom as E. Dewey of New 
York who h as not yet gone on rec­
ord as being a cand ida te  for the Re­
publican nom ination.

‘‘I know th a t the powerful p resi­
dent p ickers consider th a t it is 
wrong to be so frank  and forth righ t 
with the people of A m erica ,” he told 
his audience. “ It is their view th a t 
the co rrec t thing to do is to go 
through very  e lab o ra te  operations 
of looking the o ther way . . . but th a t 
g rea t c a re  should be taken  never to 
m eet a difficult rea l problem  face to 
fa ce .”

TURMOIL:
French Stylo

Leon Blum , who tried  on the p re­
m iersh ip  of F ran ce  like a m an 
buying a new hat, found it d idn’t fit. 
And, as in the case  of his p redeces­
sor, P au l R am ad ier, the only r e a ­
son it d id n 't fit w as because bis 
head  w asn ’t the righ t shape. It was 
too m edium , with not enough bulge 
to the righ t.

B lum , who outspokenly re jec ted  
both the C om m unists and De Gaul- 
lists, failed for th a t reason  to get 
a vote of confidence in the national 
assem bly .

Next m an  up w as R obert Schu- 
m an , for m in is te r of finance, who 

w as not above woo­
ing the pow ers of 
Gen. C harles De 
G aulle. As a resu lt, 
he received  a strong 
vote of confidence, 
getting  the support 
of all F rench  politi­
cal p a rtie s  except 
the C om m unists.

How l o n g  he 
would be able to re ­
m ain  in office, with 

the F rench  econom y to ttering  anc 
the  ran k s of s tr ik e rs  swelling to 
above the m illion m ark , was an 
open question. P robably , he would 
stay  a s  long as DeGaulle wanted 
him .

The over-all situation , how ever 
w as in to lerab le. T here  w as no a s­
su ran ce  th a t Schuinan would re ­
m ain  in pow er long enough to take 
any effective action, even if he did 
a ttem p t to reconcile the w arring  po- 
litical factions by form ing a coali 
tion governm ent.

TAXES AGAIN:
Two Ideas

The m akings of ano ther rousing 
tax  battle  w ere introduced into the 
house of rep resen ta tiv e s  with two 
sep a ra te  proposals for rem oval of 
six million low-income persons from 
tax  lists, and for tax  exem ption of 
the first $25,000 of net incom e of all 
corporations.

Rep. W alter C. P loeser (R ep., 
Mo.) offered the co rpo ra te  exem p­
tion suggestion to the house w ays 
and m eans com m ittee  to settle  “ the 
nationwide controversy  over the tax  
exem pt privilege of co-ops.”

The o ther tax-cutting provision 
would em body an increase  in p e r­
sonal exem ptions — probably from  
the presen t $f>00 to $61)0.

But Rep. Harold Knutson (R ep., 
M inn.) said his new four-billion- 
dollar tax  slashing m easu re , to be 
introduced in m id-D ecem ber, prob­
ably would include no provision for 
increased individual exem ptions. He 
was sticking by his idea for per­
cen tage cu ts  for all the 48,500,000 
taxpayers.

Paul 
d ec la res  in R om ans 1:16, “ I am  
not ash am ed  of the G ospel.”  Aye, 
he w as not asham ed  to go to the 
prison for the sake of the Gospel.

Best of all, Paul and Silas were 
sustained in their  sorrowful plight 
by the consciousness that God 
was with th em —that he always 
keeps his word.

tribu la tion  and poverty , but “ rich ” 
in the prom ise th a t a crown of life 
aw aited  them .

It was fa r  m ore difficult to be a 
Christian in the first century than 
it is in the twentieth century. Ry 
which I m ean  that  the early  
Christians were few in num ber 
and without any backing of public 
opinion. They were despised as 
the lowly followers of the cruci­
fied ca rp en te r  of N azare th . Today, 
Christians a re  acknowledged as 
the best citizens in every com ­
munity.

E ven so, th e re  a re  tes ts  for us— 
tes ts  th a t will be too m uch for hu­
m an  courage and loyalty . If we a re  
tru e  to the teach ings of Jesu s  as 
they re la te  to ev e ry d ay  life, we 
shall need th a t sam e enduem ent 
which the C h ris tian s  at Sm yrna 
possessed, else our d iscipleship will 
sham e the nam e of our Lord.

' I 'H E  lesson concludes with th a t 
*■ d ra m a tic  passage in R evelation 

7:9-17, in which we behold the 
g rea t w hite-robed throng  about the 
throne of God, singing, “ B lessing 
and glory and w isdom  and th an k s­
giving and honor and power and 
m ight be unto our God fo rever and 
ever. A m en.”

Who w ere  they? “ These are 
they which cam e  out of g rea t  tr ib ­
ulation, and have washed their 
robe* and m ade them white in the 
blood of the L am b .”
