«Even while Americans were try-
ing to get the bad taste of the Lon-
don conference out of their mouths,
Soviet Foreign Minister V. M, Molo-
tov was savoring the same flavor
by publicly blaming the failure of
the talks on the United States.

In a statement broadcast by the
Moscow radio Molotov asserted
that the American delegation *‘un-
dertook to disrupt the entire work
of the London conference' be-
cause ‘‘for some reason’ the
United States wanted to delay set-
tlement of Germany's future.

However, said he
the Big Four talks were not alto-
gether fruitless, mainly because of
‘the efforts of the Soviet delega-
tion."" The exact nature of those ef-
forts he did not pause to explain.

Repeating charges which he had
made in London, Molotov said that
the western powers, led by the U. S.,
were pursuing a policy “aimed at
Germany's disintegration rather
than unity, a policy which has
already resulted in the actual split.
ting of Germany."”

FIRE LOSS:
Greatest

With the great toll of the Texas
City explosion heading the list, fires
and related disasters cost the Unit-
ed States almost 700 million dollars

expansively,

in 1947, the national board of fire
underwriters said in its year-end
report,

It was the highest damage loss in
history of the nation, and the great-

est annual peacetime loss for any
country in the world.
By way of vivid comparison, the

board pointed out that two years of
the German air war against Great
Britain cost only an estimated 400
million dollars in property damage.

Thirty-three major conflagrations,
including the Texas City disaster
and the Maine forest fires, involved
damages of more than 100 million
dollars. This also was the largest
number of major fires in any one
year, each representing losses of a
million dollars or more.

There were 28 such major fires in
1946, 26 in 1945 and 25 in 1944,

Most costly by far of the year's
holocausts was the ammonium ni-
trate explosion at Texas City on
April 16. More than 500 persons
were killed, 3,000 injured and prop-
erty damage ran above 32 million
dollars.

Next in importance from the
standpoint of material destruction
were the Maine forest fires, where
property at Bar Harbor alone
was estimated at 6 million dollars.
Third biggest disaster was the ex-
plosion of an oil tanker in Los An.
geles harbor last June.

The number of lesser fires in 1947
exceeded 840,000.

Have you ever mapped—with pins and thread, or
with Fencxl on paper—the daily “chore route” of
our farm or ranch? Have you figured how much
ck-tracking you do, how many unnecessary extra
steps you walk in a day?

A number of agricultural colleges and experiment
stations have made practical work studies on farms
and ranches, with some .astounding results.

Controlling Roundworm in Sheep
by Walter Armer

University of Arizona

The control of roundworm on sheep ranches | d
has been successfully tested by Dr. W. J
Pistor, University of Arizona Animal Path
ologist. It consists of feeding a mixture of
1 part phenothiazine with 9 parts of ordinary
granular salt. Roundworm, a serious plague,
especially to sheep grazed on irrigated pastures, can be
checked by phenothiazine and salt. Of course, it is not a
cure-all. H.‘u!l\ infected sheep may still have to be drenched
But feeding the mixture throughout the pasture period will
revent the worm population from reaching the dangerous
L-vvl in the majority of cases

Phenothiazine, alone, is but one of a number of drugs
known to aid in controlling roundworm in livestock. But
during World War 11, animal husbandmen discovered its
effectiveness was greatly heightened when used with salt
and fed throughout the pasture season

Experiments begun in 1943 with sheep grazing on irrigated
pastures in Arizona proved the remarkable value of the new
mixture, [t ro-mxllm; in cutting down loss of sheep and in
marketing lambs in better condition. Today a high per
cemage of sheep on Arizona farm lands receive the 1-9
phenothiazine and salt mixture

This new treatment is economical as well as effective It
practically eliminates the necessity of drenching each animal
individually to control roundworms—a costly and possibly
dangerous practice.

Rural Life Program Seeks
Improved Standards of Living

By EARLE HITCH
Released by WNU Features.

Concerted action aimed to develop an improved rural life must
be launched on a widespread scale if small town America is to sur-
vive. That is the motivating factor behind the rural life move-
ment, an energetic program which now is getting under way
throughout America and which eventually will attempt to reach all
small towns annd rural communities of the nation.

Aim of the program is a better$™

rural life — an attemp* to make the
country a better place in which to
live and work. Rural problems
have been discussed for years,
and various solutions have been pro-
posed. Experience has shown that
the best results come from local
action, planned by the people on
their home grounds.

Aroused Citizenry Needed.

Before action can be expected,
community consciousness has to be
aroused. There

must be deter-

All rural commu-
nities do not need the same things,
nor can they go about getting what
they do need in the same ways.

The rural life program is sim-
ply this — a recognition that the
nation needs to add new fea.
tures to its rural economy. This
is because the types of rural la-
bor are changing. Machinery
has changed farming, and in
some areas farm land has worn
out. Some men who once worked
at farming are having to turn
to other occupations.

The present system of farming is
far out of balance. Too many farm-
ers are living on slim fare. Of the
farmers in

5,800,000 the United

Machinery is revolutionizing our
farming system and owur whole rural
economy. Power is taking the place of
men on U, S. farms, the plowman of old
rapidly is vanishing from the scene.

States only the top third are enjoy-
ing the present high-level incomes
for agricultural produce. The low-
er third, about two million, are aver-
aging no more than $400 a year.
This sum does not provide an ade-
quate standard of living for happi-
ness and health,

Cities, Too, Concerned.

From the standpoint of national
stability there is urgent need for
solutions which will prevent great
numbers from being forced off the
land. There is need to give those in
the lower brackets encouragement
and help to make them self sustain-

ing. Growing numbers moving to
cities add to job competition there,
and make heavier unemployment

risks in times of business slumps.
Thus the cities as well as the rural
areas have cause to be concerned.

fairs are growing more disturbed
as they witness:

Income from farming is unevenly di-
vided. Only the top third of the na-
tion's 5.800,000 farmers are reaping the
vresent bigh-level incomes for agricul-
tural produce. The middle third are
making about $900 a year while the
lowest third average no more than $400
@ year, according to estimates from cen-
sus statistics based on 1944 reports.

All these organizations are agreed
on general objectives. Briefly these
objectives are:

To provide more opportunities
e for earning a good living in the
country.

To establish better rural health
» and rural hospital services.

To provide more rural recre-
» ations and better uses for rural
leisure.

4 To discover civic and cultural
« outlets that will add to a feel-
ing of appreciation of the impor-
tance of country life and the coun-
try home.

The work to be done in thls
broad program does not concern
farm people alone. Every small
town has a stake in it, Whether
the towns of the future grow in
importance or languish depends
on keeping a happy and satis-
fied population both in the towns
themselves and the country
roundabout.

Ways to do this are what the lead-
ers of local community emterprise
will have to discover. A knowledge
of what has been done by cemmuni-
ties that have made notable prog
ress will be of interest to small
communities everywhere, particu-
larly those in a mood to do like-
wise.

Future articles in this series will
tell about some outstanding small
community programs.

He asked for a drink of water.
