McDonald has called all 
cotton raisers to meet with him at 
the gin Saturday afternoon to dis­
cuss the matter.

Moscow Talks Provide Peace Hope; 
Congress Eyes Inflation, Housing; 
Red Spy Scare Startles Country

MOSCOW;
Conference

P rac tic a lly  all th a t anyone knew 
during the initial s tages of the Mos­
cow conference betw een Josef S ta l­
in and the am b assad o rs  of th ree  
w estern  nations w as th a t th e re  was 
a conference.

The opacity  of a th ick  censorsh ip  
ban overla id  any d e ta ils  of w hat 
w as happening.

N evertheless, the im pression was 
th a t the talks fa th ered  by the 
despera tion  inheren t in the B erlin 
crisis, m ight be the first s tep  in e a s ­
ing off the s tra in  betw een R ussia 
and the w estern  powers.

Som e inform ation th a t slipped 
through the secrecy  wall indicated  
tha t both sides m ight be willing 
to m ake som e concessions in o rder 
to  fu rth e r negotiations betw een R us­
sia and the U. S., G rea t B ritain  and 
F ran ce .

T he ta lk s w ith S talin  and Molotov 
were repo rted  to have produced a t 
least one new suggestion—th a t p rior 
to ano ther Big F our conference th e re  
should be a m eeting of the U. S., 
R ussian, B ritish and F rench  deputy 
foreign m in isters.

Such a conference would, theo­
re tically , be accom panied by a g ra d ­
ual re laxation  of the re stric tio n s 
which the Soviets have clam ped 
on the w estern  a re a s  of B erlin and 
which brought the East-W est re la ­
tions to  th e ir p resen t boiling point.

Although it m ight be the height 
of op tim ism , C om m unist R ussia be­
ing w hat it is. th ere  w as som e faint 
hope th a t such a p iecem eal lifting 
<tf the Berlin blockade m ight bring 
about a provisional m eeting  of 
m inds on the sub ject of G erm an  
cu rren cy  and o ther ir r ita tin g  is­
sues.

At the worst, such a discussion a t 
least would tend to ac t as  a b rake 
ag a in st a d rift to w ar and provide 
a b reath ing  space for ta lk s with 
Moscow on m ore basic con trover­
sies.

T here  was, how ever, still ano ther 
in te rp re ta tio n  of the d iscussions be­
tween S talin and the th ree  w estern  
am b assad o rs : R ussia , having c a r ­
ried its  Berlin blockade v irtually  
to the u ltim ate  point sho rt of w ar, 
m ight be thinking th a t it had brought 
the w estern  pow ers to a position 
w here they would have to accede to 
Soviet dem ands if they wished to 
avoid conflict.

CONGRESS:
Unwilling

Probably  the only accom plishm ent 
of the special sum m er session of 
congress called by P resid en t T ru ­
m an  was to provide both p artie s  
with a bigger and b e tte r supply 
of political am m unition for the elec­
tion cam paign.

D em ocrats would be able to  say 
tha t the GOP congress sim ply sot 
back on its haunches and did noth­
ing about the pressing problem s of 
inflation, housing and o ther nation­
al issues.

R epublicans could coun ter with 
the assertion  that, within the bounds 
of their political beliefs and judg­
m en t of w hat is best for the n a­
tion. they did all they could under 
the c ircu m stan ces To th a t they 
probably would add the stock a rg u ­
m ent th a t the whole thing is the 
fault of the 16-year D em ocratic  
reg im e and tha t the u ltim ate  solu­
tion m ust lie m the election of a 
R epublican adm in istra tion  th is No­
vem ber.

One resu lt of the special session 
th a t m ight be classed  as favorab le 
was th a t it served  to sharpen  the 
rough edges 6f the wide c leav ag e  
betw een the two p arties  over do­
m estic  problem s and give the voters 
a m ore c lear-cu t, definitive idea 
of w hat they will be deciding on 
N ovem ber 2.

D espite P resid en t T ru m an 's  la ­
borious d ia trib es aga inst congress 
and his repeated  w arn ings th a t con­
tro ls  alone will cu rb  the now dan­
gerous inflation, in the final ana lysis  
it rem ained  foolish to believe th a t 
the GOP congress ever would take 
the  action he recom m ended. Re­
publicans sim ply do not approve of 
th a t m ethod of handling the na tio n 's  
econom y.

R epublican congressm en ag reed  
only to string  along with leg isla­
tion serv ing  to reim pose consum er 
c red it controls, with som e lim ita ­
tion on bank cred its, and to speed 
action on a w atered-dow n housing 
p rog ram  which does little  except 
case  c red it te rm s  for hom e builders.

The anti-poll tax  m easu re , blocked 
for a week by a droning filibuster 
by southern  D em ocrats, finally 
w ithered and blew aw ay in dust.

Then There Was

W hittaker C ham bers, a senior 
ed itor of T im e m agazine and 
an  adm itted  form er m em b er 
of the C om m unist p a rty , got a 
load off his chest when he told 
the house un-A m erican a c tiv ­
ities com m ittee  the nam es of a 
few m ore higher echelon gov­
e rn m en t officials who had p a r ­
tic ipated  in the notorious W ash­
ington spy ring of a decade 
ago. His testim ony included 
the nam es of Alger H iss, fo r­
m er s ta te  d ep a rtm en t official; 
N athan  W itt, fo rm er atto rney  
for NLRB, and Lee P ressm an , 
fo rm er CIO general counsel.

ESPIONAGE:
Dragon Seed

The dragon seeds of in terna tional 
espionage sown during the w ar su d ­
denly had begun to bloom w ith a 
vengeance and the nation's capital 
seemed to be overgrow n w ith spies 
and rum ors of spies.

F irst stone was cast by Miss Eliza­
beth Bentley, self-confessed courier 
for Soviet agents, who revealed tha t 
much of her inform ation had come 
from sources in official governm ent 
positions.

She showed no hesitancy in nam ­
ing names, among which w ere those 
of N athan G. S ilverm aster, board 
of economic w arfare and w ar assets 
adm inistration official; W illiam W. 
Remington, form er com m erce d e­
partm ent official, and Alger Hiss, 
form er state  departm ent official ac­
tive in the establishm ent of the U nit­
ed Nations.

T here was no visible proof that 
any of the persons she im plicated 
ever had furnished inform ation to 
the Soviet espionage ring, although 
some had Com m unistic backgrounds. 
As a m atter of fact, the FBI reported  
th a t it had spent more than  th ree 
million dollars in an investigation 
of the same m atter m onths p rior to 
the cu rren t excitem ent. The G-men 
finally gave it up because of lack 
of docum entary proof.

But congressional investigations 
w ere under way in both the senate 
and house Testim ony included the 
usual flamboyant accusations and re ­
crim inations but failed to produce 
any concrete  evidence.

Rep. K arl M undt (R ep., S. D ), 
chairm an of the house un-A m erican 
activities com m ittee, added to the 
national im pact of the affair by as­
serting that there  is "good reason to 
believe a Com m unist spy ring is op­
erating  in W ashington righ t now."

His com m ittee was investigating, 
he said, although the public hearings 
so fa r hnd dealt only with the te s ti­
mony that a Red espionage system  
was at work in the U. S. during  the 
war.

COTTON;
Mechanized

L ast of the g reat A m erican fa rm  
com m odities to rem ain  essen tially  
a m an-m ule crop, cotton finally is 
becom ing m echanized, thus e lim i­
nating the necessity  of m ain tain ing  
v ast a rm ies  of laborers to m eet the 
two peak labor periods of the crop  
cycle.

M echanization is one of the  m a ­
jo r steps In the effort of cotton 
people from Virginia to C alifornia 
to achieve lower production coats. 
To the I2H million people in 18 
s ta te s  who derive all or a su b s tan ­
tia l p a r t of th e ir incom e from  cot­
ton it is of param oun t im portance 
th a t they keep th e ir  crop  com peti­
tive cost-w ise.

T he answ er lies, to a g rea t ex­
ten t, in m echanization. Thinning 
and weeding equipm ent and h a r ­
vesting m ach ines a re  revam ping  
the farm  p ic tu re  in the South.

T he m echan ical cotton p icker ia 
cap ab le  of perform ing  the work of 
40 to 90 hum an p ickers, vary ing  
with w eather conditions, land s u r ­
face, and a th er factors.

World Council
“ To justify  the ways of God to 

m an ” w as John  M ilton's expressed  
purpose for w riting his m onolithic 
epic poem  of 'th e  R eform ation, 
“ P a ra d ise  L ost."

A cadem ically  Milton succeeded 
in providing th a t justification for 
h is own and an unknow able num ­
b er of fu tu re  generations of C h ris t­
ians. But since the 16th cen tu ry  
d ay s of M ilton hum an society has 
tu rn ed  an increasing ly  cold cheek 
to the sp iritu a l values p reached  by 
every  g ren t C hristian  since P au l.

P a rtic u la r ly  since the  ou tset of 
the 20th cen tu ry  m a n 's  atten tion  
h as been cla im ed  m ore and m ore 
by the  d ra m a tic  pow er of m a te ­
ria lism  which has been brought 
into full p lay  as a resu lt of this 
technological econom y with its a s ­
sem bly  lines, pow er politics and 
rep e titiv e  w ars.

Thus, the problem  now is not so 
m uch how to justify  G od's w ays to 
m an  as it is how to justify  m a n 's  
society in the eyes of God. And if. 
a s  m any  churchm en  believe, no such 
justification  is possible, then how to 
work a reasonab le  and beneficial 
change in the society which m en 
h av e  w rought.

It is th a t problem  which the 
World Council of C hurches, com ­
posed of 148 P ro te s tan t and O rtho­
dox churches from  40 nations, will 
endeavor to m eet squarely  a t  its 
first world assem bly  in A m sterdam  
A ugust 22 to S ep tem ber 4.

F o u r hundred and fifty church  
lead e rs  — laym en  and c le rgym en  
alike — a re  determ ined , am ong 
o th er th ings, “ to assess the  
s tren g th s  and w eaknesses of p re s ­
en t-day  C hristendom " and “ to d e­
fine a basis of com m on princip le 
upon which C hristians can  co­
o p e ra te  for w orld o rd e r .”

U nder the conference them e, 
“ M an 's  D isorder and G od 's De­
sig n .”  the delega tes will a ttac k  
such questions a s : How to infuse 
m ore sp iritu a litv  into our m echani- 
ized society without advocating the 
destruc tion  of all m echanization? 
W hat action can  the church  tak e  
am ong its m em b ers  to aid in e s ­
tab lish m en t of world o rder and 
w hat is the ch u rch ’s answ er to the 
am o ra l pow er politics of the p re s ­
ent day?

If these  a re  tough questions, the 
Woi*ld Council of C hurches is likely 
to prove itself sp iritually  tough and 
rea lis tic  enough to go a long way to­
w ard  providing som e of the a n s­
w ers.

►elieve now th a t m any of the 
troubles in the troubled spot m ay 
i?e sm oothed out when Count Folke 
B ernadette . U N m ediato r, pro­
poses his next peace plan in Sep­
tem b er.

One of the reasons for such opti­
m ism  is the a ttitu d e  of King Ab­
dullah  of T ran s-Jo rd an , m ost pow­
erfu l of the A rab league sta tes.

Abdullah has asked for full and 
ca refu l consideration  of any fu tu re  
proposal for perm anen t peace in 
P a lestin e .

And, he said , his “ Arab nation 
does not exclude any possible com ­
prom ise th a t secu res ju stice  and 
p rev en ts  unnecessary  bloodshed.

"W e would like th a t the efforts 
of Count B ernado tte  in the refugee 
problem  be successful, and a f te r ­
w ards th a t any new proposals which 
he will m ake should not be re jected  
ou trigh t, but be fully d iscussed be 
fore they a re  put in final fo rm ."

QUESTIO N: W hat can  I do in 
the  w ay of reflnishing a b ra ss  bed?

ANSW ER: If you wish to p a in t 
the bed, go all over the m eta l w ith  
san d p ap er to roughen it sligh tly , 
wipe it with tu rpen tine  and  then  
apply one or two coa ts  of en am el 
u n d crco a te r . F in ish  with a coa t 
of enam el.

QUESTION: W hat can  I use to
w ash  m y fu rn itu re?

ANSW ER: C lear tu rp en tin e  is 
often used to c lean  the woodwork 
of fu rn itu re  followed by polishing 
with a coat of paste  w ax app lied  
thinly and well rubbed , when d ry .

QUESTIO N: We have to p u t a 
new floor down in our b asem en t. 
W hich is b e tte r , p lank or co n c re te?

ANSW ER: Do not use b o ard s 
because  they  will ro t in tim e . 
H ave a good w aterproof, co n c re te  
floor laid  by a m ason  co n trac to r.

QUESTIO N: P lease  tell m e how 
to rem ove old p a in t frqm  “ w hite  
lim ed oak”  finish on a dining se t.

ANSW ER: Soften the old p a in t 
w ith o a in t rem o v er, then  tak e  it  
off w ith a hand  sc ra p e r  and s tee l 
wool. C arefu lly  avoid s c ra tc h in g  
or gouging the wood. Follow  by 
clean ing  off every  tra c e  of re ­
m o v er with benzine or tu rp en tin e . 
If the  color of the wood is w ha t 
you w ish, you can  refinish w ith  
quick-drying v arn ish  o r in som e 
o th er way.

E x p e r im e n t  W ith  H o p s
Oregon's crop of hops was cut 

about one-third last year by mildew. 
In an effort to cut down this loss. 
40.000 English hop cuttings were 
planted in an experiment to elim­
inate downy mildew from hop fields. 
Cuttings were taken from English 
hybrid hops. The hop is a climbing 
plant, cultivated for the sake of 
the catkins, which contain a bitter 
substance and are used for brewing 
in imparting an agreeable flavor 
to beer. Duration of the plant varies 
from 19 or 20 years to an indef­
inite length of time.

Grain Loans 
Depend on Storage

Although loans are available to 
support the farm price of wheat and 
grain sorghums, they cannot be 
made unless the grain is stored 
properly. Details of the loan pro­
gram, together with specifications 
for proper storage, may be obtain­
ed at the County ALA Office, 
located in Agricultural Building, 
in Robert Lee, Texas.

Providing enough storage for a 
record crop of all grains has become 
a major problem tor the nation. 
Preliminary surveys indicate the 
country is 800 million bushels short 
of enough storage space for the 
1948 crop Officials point out that 
every bit of the large crop is need­
ed and none should be allowed to 
spoil through improper storage.

There is little chance to expand 
country and terminal elevator 
storage, so if the ciop is all put 
under cover it will have to be 
stored on the farms. If farmers 
will make their storage require­
ments known instead of waiting 
until too late, it is possible that 
the problem can be met. It is urg­
ed that all farmers wnohave gram 
to store to be alert to the problem 
and not depend on country or 
terminal elevator storage which 
may not be available when the 
grain is harvested.

W h y  Do W e  Need To Raise 
The City Valuation?

The City Commission of Robert Lee has employed the engineer­
ing firm of Parkhill & Cooper of Lubbock to make a survey of the 
possibilities of installing a complete and up-to-date water system 
for the City of Robert Lee.

It the citizens of Robert Lee approve and wish to install this 
water system, the cost will have to be met with a bond issue.

Bonds are only salable up to 10 per cent of the total value of a 
city or district voting said bonds.

10 per cent of the total valuation of Robert Lee is now only 
$33,061 (according to last year’s assessment figures which were based 
on one-third of the actual property value) while our present bonded 
indebtedness is $31,500. Therefore, without an increase in the 
valuation, any waterworks bonds that we might vote would not be 
salable.

In order to place the City of Robert Lee in a position to take 
advantage of this improved water system, if the voters desire it, the 
City Commission of Robert Lee has recommended to the Board of 
Equalization that they raise the valuation of all city property alike 
up to 75 per cent of its actual value, and at the same time the City 
Commission will lower the present Tax Rate fiom $1.50 to 75 cents 
on the $100 valuation.

This adjustment will leave our taxes approximately the same as 
they have been in the past. However, if bonds are voted, an addi­
tional tax rate will then be set in order to pay them off.

0

The City Commission will, as soon as we have the necessary in­
formation, advise the citizens of Robert Lee in detail as to the total 
cost of the complete system, the recommendation of the engineers, 
the tax rate that will have to be set in order to pay off the bonds, 
and any other information that we may have in order that the 
people may decide this question wisely.
