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Colorado River
Dam Proposals
Up For Hearing

A conference which may deter-
mine whether or not there will
ever be a dam across the Colorado
River near Robert Lee is scheduled
for next Monday at Big Spring.

At that time representatives of
Odessa, Big Spring, Midland,
Snyder and other cities in that
locality are to consider the West
Texas Chamber of Commerce-
Bureau of Reclamation program.

That program, it was announced
in Washington, has resulted in
tentative Bureau recommendation
of a multi-city reservoir on the
Colorado “below Robert Lee” as
the mainspring of the Colorado
watershed program.

Continued expansion of the Sil-
ver oil field has made it necessary
to abandon a proposed site for the
area above Robert Lee.

The Bureau and a private en-
gineering firm which surveyed a
third and still smaller lake on up
above Colorado City have ex-
changed information.

In case the site below Robert
Lee is chosen, the resulting lake
will not inundate Robert Lee it-
self, according to a news story in
the San Angelo daily Wednesday
which quoted UCRA chairman,
L. T Youngblood of Bronte

Youngblood said that a perman-
ent lake at the old Buffalo site,
six miles below Robert Lee, could
be provided which would come up
only to the outskirts ot the Coke
county seat town, and that even a
larger lake cou'd be provided by a
dam at a more recently proposed
site further downriver in Runnels
county.

G. C. Allen of Robert Lee, sec-
retary of the Upper Colorado Riv-
er Au hority, said UCRA officials
were instrumental in calling the
meeting at Big Spring next Mon-
day.

Unfortunately, we have not
been able to locate a “entist for
you This is a serious situation in
Texas. We have a large number of
letters from citizens of Texas ask-
ing us to help them find a dentist.

We are not graduating enough
students to fill the necd for the!

population increase in Texas and
to replace those who are retiring
from practice

At the present time, our ratio of

dentists to people in Texas is 1 to|

3200. In the United States the
ratio is 1to 1700, A report published
recently by the President of the
Texas State Dental Society reveals
that by comparison to our dentist
population ratio of 1 to 3200 the
Armed Services require a ratio of
1 dentist to 500 soldiers This ratio
is deemed necessary even though
the men are all young men and in
good health. If we used the stan-
dard of the Armed Forces, Texas
would need 11,000 more dentists,
Of the 2210 dentists in practice
in the state of Texas, over 50 per
cent of them are between the ages
of 41 to 65; 6 1-2 per cent of them
are over 65 years of age. There are |
37 counties in Texas without
dentists There are 92 cities in
Texas with over 1000 population |
with no dentists. This probably
accounts for the very poor record'
that we have in the public schools |
