2$—261 cases of polio have been 
reported in Texas by the U. S. 
Public Health Service.

Last year—when Texas ex-i
perienced its worst polio epidemic 
in history—96 cases had been re­
ported by this time. Eventually* 
there were 2,3S$ cases in Texas in 
1949.

The number of cases in Texas 
so far this year already exceeds the 
year's total of 183 reported in Tex­
as during 1947. There were 1,780 
cases in 1948.

Whether or not 19S0 will see an­
other heavy epidemic, the National | 
Foundation for Infantile Paralysis j 
and its Texas chapters are ready 
to meet whatever situationdevelops 
—with funds, trained personne 
and emergency equipment.

County Shows Business 

Gain In 10-Year Period
Retail, wholesale, and service 

establishments located in Coke 
County,Texas,showed a substantial 
expansion in dollar volume of trade 
from 1939 to 1948 according to 
preliminary figures from the 1948 
Census of Business released today 
by the Bureau of the Census, U. 
S. Department of Commerce.

Retail sales in the county during 
1948 aggregated $2.3 million, an 
increase of 283 percent over the 
$0.6 million in 1939, when the 
preceding Census of Business was 
taken. Wholesale sales in the coun­
ty reached a total of $379,000 in 
1948 as compared with $288,000 
in 1939. The service trades includ­
ed in the Census of Business re­
corded receipts totaling $94,000 in 
1948 compared with $19,0Q0 in 
1939.

Employment in the county also 
rose over the 9-year period between 
1939 and 1948 for the above trades. 
Establishments in the e trades re­
ported a combined total of 124 
paid employees for the wutkweek 
ended nearest November 15, 1948. 
This compared with a total of 73 
employees reported for the week 
of November 15, 1939.

These preliminary figures have 
been derived from a Census report 
on Coke County, Texas. Final 
figures, superseding the preliminary 
data for Coke County, will be in­
cluded in a Bulletin for the State 
of Texas to be issued in several 
months Similar data will be made 
available this year in preliminary 
and final form for each of the 
counties and States. A single copy 
of the preliminary release for Coke 
County as well as an order blank 
for other area releases may be 
obtained by writing to the Bureau 
of the Census,Washington 25.D.C.
