It topped the reef at 6,385 feet and 
6,465 is the total depth.

South of the river at Silver Sun 
Blank-Perkins No. 1 failed to find 
production in the Caddo between 
6,740 and 6,885 feet. Operators plan 
to plug back to a sand section 6,- 
008-28 feet which previously had a 
good oil show on a drillstem test.
