B urial was in the Fairm ount ce­
m etery  w ith  m ilita ry  cerem onies 
by the V eterans of Foreign W ars. 
He was laid to rest in the V. F. W. 
plot. P allbearers  w ere B ert B lay­
lock of R obert Lee, C hester H arw ell 
of Bronte, and Bobby B rew er, A u­
b rey  Lackey, R. H. Blaylock and 
H enry File of San Angelo.

Je ff  W. Brooks w as born Jan . 4, 
1922, in  the Lom eta com m unity, 
southeast of R obert Lee. He grew  
up in th is com m unity  and was only 
20 years old w hen he "’n tered  the 
A rm y in 1942.

He saw  a lot of action and was 
w ounded tw ice on O kinaw a. L ater 
he was seriously irfjured at Leyte 
w hen a bu lle t w en t th rough  his 
body. He was a p a tien t for 11 
m onths a t B eaum ont G eneral Hos­
p ita l in El Paso before being d is­
charged in 1946.

He received the  Bronze S ta r for 
Heroic A chievem ent, and was also 
decorated w ith  the Oak Leaf C lus­
te r  and P urp le  H eart. He held the 
grade of staff sergeant a t the tim e 
of his discharge.

Je ff  finished a diesel engineering 
course at M emphis, Tenn., last S ep t­
em ber and then  accepted a position 
as a diesel engineer w ith  the  B or­
der M achinery Co. in El Paso. He 
was getting  along w ell w ith  his 
w ork and p lanned  to take advanced 
tra in ing  nex t year a t the U niversity  
of Houston.

Korean Peace by Christmas Possible; 
U.S. Casualties Now Total 100,176

KOREA— Peace in Korea by C hristm as is the one gift the people 
of A m erica’s home towns desire  m ore than any other. Although there 
is no assurance th a t such a peace will be forthcom ing, the possibility 
does exist.

The hope that the world will have peace by C hristm as was bolstered
by reports from  Korea th a t the Com m unists and Allies w ere nearing 
agreem ent on a cease-fire  line across th a t w ar-torn country. The negoti­
a tors were so close to agreem ent it m ay be the line will have been estab­
lished by the tim e this appears in print.

A greem ent on the cease-fire line, however, does not m ean peace by 
C hristm as. After ratification  of the line, it becom es the final buffer 
zone across Korea provided the two sides agree  w ithin 30 days on all 

rem aining arm istice  issues. If no 30-day agreem ent 
is reached on supervising the truce, exchange of 
prisoners and recom m endations to the governm ents 
on troop w ithdraw als, the buffer line will be revised 
when a full a rm istice  finally is signed.

Considering past experiences in negotiations 
with the Com m unists, the 30-day talking period 
would seem  very short. Their delaying tac tics  have 
consum ed m onths thus fa r  and it is unlikely they 
will change them .

DISARMAMENT— The m ost im portan t question discussed at the 
U. N. m eeting in P a ris  thus far has been d isarm am en t on a world-wide 
scale Both the west and the east have offered their plans.

G eneral d isa rm am en t would give the people in the home towns of 
this country and elsew’here in the world a new sense of security . The 
outlook, however, is gloomy.

The R ussians insist th a t prohibition of atom ic bom bs ought to pre­
cede any d isarm am en t move, followed by a big five d isa rm am en t con­
ference, and an im m ediate one-third cu t of all conventional arm ed 
forces and weapons.

The w estern idea is for an orderly, stage-by-stage process, starting  
with a census of existing arm am en ts, including atom ic and arm ed 
forces; rea l inspection and verification of any a rm s cu ts; and ultim ate 
prohibition of atom ic weapons.

The possibility of a com prom ise betw een the two views is unlikely. 
As a result, the world can  expect the general assem bly to becom e m ired 
in debate and world tension to continue a t the p resen t level.

THE COLD WAR— On the Cold W ar front there  was one im portan t 
developm ent during the past week. P residen t T rum an ordered with­
draw al of all A m erican tariff  concessions to the Soviet Union and 
Poland. In addition, the P residen t imposed a com plete ban on the im­
portation of luxury furs from  the two Com m unist countries.

Some weeks ago Russia halted all shipm ents of m anganese to the 
U. S. and since tha t tim e the fur trade  has been an im portan t source 
of dollar revenue for the  Com m unist bloc.

The P residen t’s action does not com pletely halt im ports from  the 
Soviet Union and Poland, but it does m ean the two countries will have 
to pay higher tariff ra tes . S im ilar action had previously been taken 
against Com m unist regim es in Czechoslovakia, B ulgaria, H ungary, 
Rom ania and China.

EUROPE— Gen. Dwight Eisenhow er, suprem e com m ander of Allied 
forces in Europe, told North Atlantic T reaty  nations last week tha t 
“ baby” A-bombs and other new weapons eventually m ay cut E urope’s 
m ilitary  requirem ents, but in the m eantim e everything possible m ust be 
done to build w estern defenses.

The general said he w anted as m any divisions as fast as they 
could be supplied—between 30 and 40 in 1952 and betw een 60 and 70 by 
1954

He w arned the A tlantic T reaty  nations " th e re  is no possibility, if 
w ar comes, of any of us, our children, or our ch ildren’s children, liv­
ing a life of decency aga in .”

FARM TREND— The latest Bureau of the Census report reveals 
there  has been a decided trend toward fewer but bigger and better 
equipped farm s between 1940 and 1950. In 1950 there  w ere 5,384.000 
farm s in the United S tates com pared to 6,097,000 in 1940.

During the decade, however, the average size farm  unit grew  from  
174 acres to 210 5 acres. Despite the decrease in the num ber of farm s 
the total acreage  rem ained approxim ately the sam e in 1950 as in 1945.

O ther s ta tis tics  in the report included: (1) About 870,000 few er per­
sons were working on U. S. farm s in 1950 than in 1940; (2) Less than  
one-third as m any horses and m ules were on farm s in 1950 as in 1920; 
(3) In 1950 there were 59,764.000 cattle  and calves m ore than  three 
m onths old on farm s as com pared to 60,674,736 in April, 1940; (4) The 
num ber of chickens on farm s was 2.500,000, or 0.7 per cent m ore than 
in 1940.

GAMBLING— The new federal tax on gam bling m ay reach  into 
hundreds of home towns as a resu lt of a new ruling by Revenue Com­
m issioner John B. Dunlap. The com m issioner has ruled tha t the $50 
license fee on gam bling applies to thousands of stores which have punch 
boards on their prem ises.

E ach clerk m such establishm ents as tobacco shops, gas stations 
and o ther retail stores where the owners accept money from a custom er 
for a punch board chance m ust purchase a license, he ruled.

Living in Victory
Lesson for December 16, 1951

*I*HE story  of the conquest of 
A C anaan is of course a story  of 
historical events. By itself, how­
ever, it is not so “ edifying” as it 
once w a s .  Joshua 
repeated ly  com m it­
ted, o r a ttem p ted  to 
com m it, w h a t  is 
n o w  k n o w n  as 
“ genocide,”  or t h e  
t o t a l  deliberate  
slaugh ter of an  en ­
tire  nation.

So it is be tter, all 
around, to take the 
story  of the con­
quest of C anaan  not 
in its ba re  h istorical form  but to 
follow the exam ple of ea rlie r  gen­
erations of C hristians and tak e  it
as a kind of parab le .

• • •
Victory Has Many Wounds
IJY  the victorious life is m ean t the 
A* life th a t rises above its tem p ta ­
tions, living for God against a ll op­
position.

First of all, as a famous war 
correspondent s a i d ,  “Victory 
has many wounds.” Joshua and 
his arm ies won; but they had 
casualties. No victory is ever 
won without a fight; or to put 
It another way, no victory with­
out a fight is worth much. Yet 
we forget this In our personal 
struggles against sin. We are 
tempted to think, 1 could be a 
better person if I did not have 
so many temptations.
M aybe you a re  right, m ore likely 

you a re  wrong. Is an  oak a b e tte r 
tree  if it is ra ised  in a hot-house? 
Is a race-horse fas te r  if he never
h as  a h a rd  race?

Life-Long Campaign

IN another way Jo sh u a ’s w ars are  
a type of the w ar of our best 

against our w orst. He never did 
quite conquer Palestine . In Judges 
I the repeated  ph rase  strikes  the 
eye,—“ did not drive out . . . ”  In 
the  very  cen ter of P a lestine , for 
exam ple, w hat we now know as  the 
city  of Je ru sa lem  rem ained  a hostile 
strong-point for cen tu ries.

The whole story of the Israel­
ites after Joshua shows how im­
perfect the conquest was at 
first, and archaeology has un­
derscored the record of the 
Bible. Yet it is true to say that 
there was a real conquest of 
Canaan. The country was won, 
though there was a vast deal of 
mopping-up to be done.
The m ajority  of £ h r is tia n s  believe 

there  w as one sin ftss  life, bu t only 
one. We have a rig h t to call a m an 
good (as  the Bible does) without 
m eaning th a t he is perfect. Some 
people a re  needlessly d iscouraged  a t 
th is point. If we expect the v ictori­
ous life to be so com pletely v ictori­
ous th a t not a single tinge of evil 
rem ains in it anyw here, we shall not 
only be expecting ourselves to be 
b e tte r than  the sain ts, but we shall
be living in disillusionm ent.

• • •
D-Day and V-Day

TH E R E  is another, b righ te r side to 
this. It is true , no p resen t con­

quest of evil is com plete; but final 
and com plete v ictory  is assured . For 
the “ C aptain of our sa lva tion” is 
C hrist, and we C hristians believe he 
h as  actually  conquered evil.

As Dr. Cullman p u t t  It, 
D-Day and V-Day are not the 
sam e. The battle of the beach­
heads cam e long before the aur- 
render. Christ has put the pow­
ers of darkness to flight. The 
Cross and the Resurrection are 
the Christian’s D-Day. There 
will be much fighting, many 
casualties, perhaps many back­
sets, before V-Day, but It will 
come.
The only assu rance  Joshua had 

th a t his cause would finally win was 
his confidence in God. So the real 
guaran tee , and the only guaran tee , 
which a C hristian has of u ltim ate  
and to ta l victory is th a t he fights in 
the nam e and In the streng th  of 
Jesus. As M artin L u th e r’s hym n has 
it, »

"Did we in one own strength 
to n  fide,

One striving would be losing." 
"Christus Victor,” Christ t h e  

Conqueror, Is an ancient name for 
our Lord. But his victories are not 
old finished atoriea; they still go 
on—in us.

Both m orally  and financially, legalized gam bling In N evada is 
a flop. T ha t w as o u r conclusion a fte r  the  Senate  C rim e Com m ittee 
v isited  the  only s ta te  w hich law fully  perm its all gam bling.

We had  w an ted  to  see w hether, in th e  com m ittee’s opinion, it 
w ould d e te r organized  crim e if gam ing w ere legalized nationally . 
We decided, instead , th a t  “N evada speaks eloquen tly  in the  nega­
tive .”

I t is tru e  th a t  revenue  from  sta te  and local taxes on gam bling 
is welcom e in N evada. H ow ever, w hat the sta te  receives is only a 
p itifu l fraction  of the  m illions of dollars th a t  th e  gam blers th em ­
selves d ra in  from  th e  public— not all of w hom  are  o u t-o f-s ta te  
tourists, either. r~“ --------------------------------------------------

F urtherm ore , Las Vegas, Reno 
and other gam bling cen te rs  have 
becom e h eadquarte rs  for some of 
the nation’s w orst m obsters. A 
(•ample wa3 the late  Bugay Siegel, 
form erly  a d irec to r of New York’s 
M urder, Inc. He becam e the gam ­
bling boss in Las Vegas until he 
w as m urdered  in his m istress’ 
hom e in California in 1947.

Another is L este r (Benny) Bin- 
ion (cu rren tly  a live), who in 1936 
w as run  out of D allas, where he 
bossed a m illion-dollar-a-year pol­
icy racket. Binion still has a hand 
in running the T exas rack e t by re­
m ote control from  L as Vegas, ac­
cording to D allas police.

In fact, he c a rried  on a lurid 
feud with Harold Noble, the Dal­
las gam bler who had been shot at 
so often (nine a t the tim e) th a t he 
w as known in the underw orld as 
"T h e -C at,” But a fte r  Noble’s wife 
w as blown up in a dynam ite ex­
plosion, Binion quietly sen t an 
em issary  to D allas to assu re  Noble 
th a t he was not behind the trouble. 
Binion and the N evado mob were 
unhappy over the bad publicity 
which w as indirectly  hurting busi­
ness in the N evada casinos.

come firm. The casino type of op­
eration is m ore often crooked than 
not—and legalizing it will not m ake 
it less so. The fascination of g am ­
bling to m any people is so strong 
th a t it would be com plete folly to 
m ake the facilities m ore available.

Em ployes of a m agnesium  plant 
n ear Las Vegas w ere paid ex trem e­
ly high w ages and should have been 
prosperous. Yet, when the plant 
had to be m oved several hundred 
m iles, m any of the em ployes simply 
did not have the m oney to move 
th e ir fam ines to the new locations; 
their earn ings had gone into the 
convenient slot m achines and gam ­
bling dens. There is m ore than an 
abundance of evidence tha t when 
gam bling is m inim ized, legitim ate 
business flourishes. Sen. L este r C. 
Hunt, a m em ber of the com m ittee, 
told us of his experiences as gov­
ernor of Wyoming. When gam bling 
w as outlawed in his s ta te , business 
increased trem endously and sales 
tax  revenue to the s ta te  im m edi­
ately soared.

N eyada’s gam bling law s have 
been subject to periodic a lterations. 
The latest took effect in 1949. It re ­
quired th a t persons engaging in 
gam bling operations m ust be li­
censed by the sta te , county, and 
city. Such license power is vested 
in the Nevada s ta te  tax  com m is­
sion.

Ironically, the tax  com m ission 
m em ber appointed to " rep resen t 
business" is W illiam J. Moore, him ­
self engaged in a gam bling opera­
tion as part ow ner of the Last 
F ron tier Hotel. The lanky, d raw l­
ing Com m issioner Moore addressed 
everyone as "fellow ” —even the 
dignified Sen. Charles W. Tobey of 
New H am pshire.

As part of the sam e " re fo rm "  
in N evada’s gam bling laws, there 
is supposed to bo an “ im p artia l” 
distribution to a I  licensed book­
m akers of the race  news wire serv ­
ice, the life blood of gambling. The 
tax com m ission is authorized to fix 
ra te s  for this service and, in gen­
eral, supervise its operation. The 
sam e Mr. Moore told us he recen t­
ly m ade a deal for wire service for 
his own hotel a t a ra te  which in the 
expressed opinion of the com m it­
tee, "gives him a considerable fi­
nancial advantage over his com ­
petito rs."

The driving force behind the " re ­
form s” was the frightening fact 
tha t the out-of-state hoodlums and 
killers who invaded Nevada had be­
come so greedy and violent that 
an outbreak of gang w arfare  was 
feared. By "licensing” them , the 
sta te  hoped to stabilize the industry. 
Yet the tax com m ission prom ptly 
granted licenses to the sam e hood­
lums.

This, as the dual-roled Mr. Moore 
explained, was a sort of "grand- 
daddy clause” to pro tect the peo­
ple who were in the business when 
the law was passed. When Counsel

Rudolph Halley asked how the 
com m ission possibly could have li­
censed a certain  gam bler who had 
a flagrant record for illegal opera­
tions in other sta tes, Moore replied: 
"How was he going to learn  the 
business?”

•  •  •
We also w ere captivated  by the

unique role of Clifford Aaron Jones, 
atto rney  - at - law. lieutenant g o v ­
ernor of the sta te  and a pa rtne r 
in the P ioneer Club, the Golden 
Nugget, and the Thunderbird Ho­
tel, all gam bling operations. Lieu­
tenant G overnor Jones’ 2V4 per 
cent in terest in the P ioneer Club, 
which he purchased for $5,000, has 
yielded him approxim ately  $14,000 
a year, and his 1 per cent in terest 
in the Golden Nugget, for which he 
paid $23,310 pays about $12,000.

The move which placed the tax 
com m ission in the business of li­
censing gam blers, as a m a tte r  of 
fact, w as precip ita ted  by Robert 
E. Jones, d istric t attorney of the 
county in which Las Vegas is lo­
cated and a law p a rtn e r—though 
no relation—to L ieutenant Gover­
nor Jones. He wrote the tax  com ­
mission that the gangsters were 
getting too quarrelsom e since Sie­
gel’s assassination and th a t w ar­
fare m ight break  out a t any tim e.

Siegel, an associate of Lucky Lu­
ciano, F rank  Costello, Joe Adonis 
and other ru le rs  of the E astern  
mob, moved into Las Vegas around 
1942, and established the plushy 
Flam ingo Hotel. Working with M o p  
Sedway, ex-conviet and long-time 
racketeer, he was the indisputable 
czar of the Nevada wire service. 
Actually, he was believed to have 
m uscled in as a silent p a rtn e r of 
every bookm aker to whom he sold 
the wire service and he would re­
fuse service to any bookie who 
would not stand still for the 
"m uscle .”

He was shot to death  in the 
home he was leaving for Virginia 
Hill in Beverly Hills, Calif. There 
are two theories for his assassina­
tion: (1) He a ttem pted  to c a rry  his 
“ m uscle” tac tics  too far, and /o r 
(2) His last E a s t coast and Chi­
cago mob backers were displeased 
with the way he had m anaged their 
W estern in terests.

• • •
The F ischetti brothers of the

Chicago - Capone syndicate, t h e  
F rank  Costello-Frank Erickson in­
te res ts  in New York, and certain  
m em bers of the Detroit mob had 
invested heavily in Bugsy’s F lam ­
ingo, which reputedly cost between 
$4,000,000 and $5,000,000. They were 
said to be displeased with Bugsy's 
m anagem ent of the expensive prop­
erty .

Virginia Hill is said to have 
known that the killing was to hap­
pen and she was out of the United 
S tates a t the tim e. In New York 
later, she furiously d isclaim ed such 
knowledge.

Anyway, afte r Siegel’s m urder, 
the F lam ingo’s operation was tak ­
en over by M orris Rosen and Moe 
Sedway. They attem pted  to carry  
on Bugsy’s race wire monopoly, 
but w eren’t tough enough.

Soon the S tearns brothers, opera­
tors of the Santa Anita Club, next 
door, began tapping the F ron tier 
Club’s race wire. It was then that 
the d istric t atto rney  began fearing 
tha t shooting would break out, and 
the licensing a rrangem en t, which 
has led to dubious peace among the 
gam blers in N evada, was set up.

Shorthorn Breeders 
Conduct Experiment

102 Bulls Put Through
First U. S. Program
Shorthorn breeders recently put 

102 bulls through a n obstacle 
course in the N ebraska range coun­
try with a view to toughening them  
up for a unique show and sale held 
a t Broken Bow, N ebr., last month.

Converting farm  bulls from mid- 
w estern herds to rugged range

The drove of Shorthorn bulls 
above were p a rt of the Broken 
Bow experim ent to toughen up 
102 anim als to be used in cross­
breeding p rogram s in large 
com m ercial herds. The project 
was sponsored by the A m erican 
Shorthorn B reeders Associa­
tion.

bulls for service in large  com m er­
cial herds of the west, the program  
was called the Range Bull p roject. 
The bulls were judged in groups of 
two and three, in the m anner of 
"C am p Showings’’ in A rgentina, 
and then sold to w estern cattlem en 
who wanted them  for regu lar herd 
sires or for cross-breeding pro­
gram s. It was the first such pro­
gram  in the U nited States.

The anim als w ere consigned by 
48 breeders in the m iddlew est and 
east and w ere turned out to range 
on July 1.

Gasoline on the Farm 
Is 'Liquid Dynamite'

Gasoline on a farm  is "liquid 
dynam ite” and m ust be handled 
with ex trem e ca re  to prevent ex­
plosions and fires. It is estim ated  
th a t annual farm  losses from  gas­
oline fires am ount to m ore than 
$7,000,000.

H ere a re  eight safety  rules the 
fa rm er should follow:

1. Gasoline should be stored in 
steel drum s in underground tanks 
a t least 75 feet from  any building.

2. Gasoline or kerosene should 
never be left in open containers in 
any building.

3. Gasoline or kerosene should 
never be handled in the presence 
of an open flame or other source 
of possible ignition.

4. In pouring gasoline, m ake 
sure the pouring and receiving re ­
ceptacles a re  grounded, to avoid 
s ta tic  sparks.

5. Never use gasoline, benzene, 
o r other flam m able m ateria l for 
d ry  cleaning.

0. Never use gasoline or kerosene 
to s ta r t a fire in a stove or else­
where.

7. Make sure cans or tanks used 
in storage of gasoline or kerosene 
a re  painted red, m arked  plainly 
and in large letters.

8. Never forget that gasoline or 
rela ted  petroleum  products are  the 
m ost potentially dangerous things 
you have on your farm .

Observance of these rule®, will cut 
down farm  fire losses.

Rat Control

The fa rm er who has 20 ra ts  
on his farm  is feeding them  at 
a cost of $40 a year. In o ther 
words, it costs farm ers $2 a 
y ear to keep one ra t. Three 
ra ts  ea t and destroy as m uch 
feed as two laying hens require 
in a y ea r’s tim e. This is suffi­
cient reason for every fa rm er 
to execute a rat-killing and con­
tro l p rogram .

A FIRE MARSHAL ORDINANCE

An ordinance Creating the Office of 
Fire Marshal. Prescribing the Du­
ties Thereof. Providing for Its 
Maintenance, and Prescribing 
Penalties for Violations.

Be .it ordained by the  City Com ­
mission or Council of the C ity of 
Robert Lee, Texas 
SECTION 1. The office of~Fu"e 

M arshall is hereby created. Such 
office shall be independent of o t­
her city departm ents, the Fire M ar­
shal reporting directly  to the M ayor 
and City Com m ission or Council. 
Such office shall be filled by a p ­
pointm ent by the Mayor, by and 
w ith the consent of the C ity  Com ­
mission or Council, w ith in  1 days 
after this ordinance shall take  e f­
fect. The said Fire M arshal shall be 
properly qualified for the duties of 
his office, and shall be rem oved on­
ly for cause. He shall receive an 
annual salary of $300 dollars, p a y ­
able in m onthly installm ents, as 
full com pensation for his services. 

SEC. 2. The Fire M arshal shall

SEC. 12. The penalties provided 
for herein shall be recovered by the 
city in the same m anner as p rov id ­
ed by law for the enforcem ent of 
fines, forfeitures, and punishm ents 
for offenses against the city.

SEC. 13. Every day ’s m ain tenance 
of any of the conditions prohib ited  
in any of the foregoing sections 
shall be a d istinct and separa te  of­
fense.

SEC. 14 All m isdem eanors he re ­
in provided for shall be prosecuted, 
and all fines and forfeitures herein  
provided for shall be recovered and 
enforced, in the sam e m anner as 
provided by law for the enforcem ent 

j of fines, forfeitures, penalties and 
, punishm ents for offenses generally  

against the city.
SEC. 15. All ordinances or parts  of 

ordinances in conflict herew ith  are 
hereby repealed.

SEC. 16. W hereas, public safety 
dem ands the im m ediate passage of 
this ordinance, creating  the office 
of Fire M arshal and em pow ering the 
said officer to d ischarge the duties 
herein  set out, therefore an em er­
gency exists dem anding a suspen­
sion of the ru les requ iring  o rd i­
nances to be read on th ree  several 
days, said ru le is hereby suspended, 
and this ordinance is place on its 
first reading and final passage, and 
shall be effective and in full force 
from  and a fte r its passage and a p ­
proval.
