HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION 
NO. 20

proposing an Amendm ent to Ar­
ticle III of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas by adding a new 
section thereto to be known as 
Section 61 to authorize cities, 
towns, and villages of this State 
to provide insurance for employ­
ees; providing for the submis­
sion of the proposed Amendment 
to the qualified electorate; and 
providing for proclamation and 
publication by the Governor.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE 
OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Article III of 
the Constitution of the State of 
Texas be amended by adding a !
new section thereto to be known 
as Section 61 to read as. follows:

“Sec. 61. The Legislature shall 
have the power to enact law’s to 
enable cities, towns, and villages 
of this State to provide W ork­
men’s Compensation Insurance, 
including the right to provide 
their own insurance risk for all 
emDloyees: and the Legislature 
shall provide suitable law’s for the 
adm inistration of suc h insurance 
in the said municipalities and for 
paym ent of the costs, charges, 
and premiums on policies of in­
surance and the benefits to be 
paid thereunder.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Consti­
tutional Amendment shall be 
submitted to a vote of the quali­
fied electorate of the State at 
the General Election to be held 
on the first Tuesday after the 
first Monday in November, 1952, 
at which election all ballots shall 
have printed thereon (or in coun­
ties using voting machines the 
said machines shall provide for) 
the following:

"FOR the C o n s t i t u t i o n a l  
Amendment authorizing the Leg­
islature to provide for W ork­
men’s Compensation Insurance 
for employees of cities, towns and 
villages”; and

"AGAINST the Constitutional 
Amendment authorizing the Leg­
islature to provide for W ork­
men’s Compensation Insurance 
for employees of cities, towns and 
villages.”

Each voter shall m ark out one 
(1) of said clauses on the ballot, 
leaving the one (1) expressing his 
vote on the proposed Amend­
ment: and if it shall appear from 
the returns of said election that 
a majority of the votes east are in 
favor of said Amendm ent, the 
same shall become a part of the 
Constitution of the S tate of Tex­
as.

Sec. 3 The G overnor of the 
State of Texas shall issue the nec­
essary proclamation for said elec­
tion and have the same published 
as required bv the Constitution 
and laws of this State.
