30 MEN JOBLESS 
AS H & L TRUCK 
GOES BANKRUPT

H & L Truck Company, promi­
nent oil field hauling concern for 
the past five years, has gone on 
the financial rocks. Owners of the 
firm, R. F. (Bob) Stehpenson, and 
his brother, M. L. (Whitey) Ste­
phenson went into bankruptcy last 
week.

Operations were halted March 1 
when insurance on the company’s 
trucks was cancelled. First meeting 
of the creditors is scheduled for 
March 27, at 10 a. m. in the post 
office building at San Angelo. 
Glenn Smith of Ft. Worth was ap­
pointed bankruptcy referee and 
Charles Gibbs of San Angelo is the 
receiver.

M. C. Harbin, chief bookkeeper 
and P. E. Mahon, office clerk at 
Robert Lee have been retained to 
assist Mr. Gibbs.

HARRIS & LATHAM
H & L was organized here in 

1948 by Dave Harris and the late 
A. E. Latham, at the time the oil 
field activity was getting a good 
start. Brand new equipment was 
purchased, competent help employ­
ed and the business flourished. Mr. 
Harris, a partner in the Ray-Harris 
Drilling Co., later bought Laham’s 
interest and then sold to the Ste­
phenson brothers.

A couple of years ago they moved 
their main office to San Angelo, 
but crews and a repair shop were 
maintained in Robert Lee and Bob 
StephAson continued to reside 
here.

The company has furnished em­
ployment for a considerable num­
ber of men, about 30 being on the 
payroll recently. The employees 
have been paid up to March 1. 
Equipment includes 12 trucks, a 
pickup and 2 passenger cars.

Voluntary bankruptcy was filed 
in federal court here Tuesday by 
the H & L Trucking Co., a local 
firm declaring $ 116,768.71 in claims 
and $148,578.76 in assets. It was the 
first bankruptcy petition filed here 
since Aug. 10, 1952.

The commercial trucking firm 
was chartered June 15, 1948, with 
San Angelo as a main place of busi­
ness. The firm al^o maintained 
yards and an office in Robert Lee 

1952 INVENTORY
The last inventory was made Feb. 

29, 1952, by R. F. Stephenson, the 
firm’s secretary-treasurer. It show­
ed assets valued at $258,318.77, less 
reserves of $102,438.06 for deprecia­
tion. An inventory Feb. 1, 1951, 
showed $150,289.77 in assets less 
$55,724 97 in depreciation reserves.

M. L. Stephenson, president of 
the firm, said in the bankruptcy pe- 
tiion that two employees had em­
bezzled sums og $2,500 and $500 
during the fast year. Wrecking of

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JACK ADKINS, COKE RESIDENT SINCE 
1882, PASSES AWAY AT SANCO HOME

i SANCO, March 18 — Andrew 
Jackson Adikins, who walked down 
this Yellow Wolf Creek country 71 
years ago and decided to make it 
home, died at noon Sunday at his 
home here. He was 90.

Funeral services were held Mon­
day at 3 p. m. at the Sanco Metho­
dist church in charge of the Rev. 
McCorley of Blackwell and the Rev. 
Ulmer Bird. Burial was in Sanco 
cemetery under direction of Clift 
funeral home. Pallbearers includ­
ed Bryan Gartman, Melvin Child­
ress, Arthur Akens, Bill Sparks. 
Fred Killiam. Weldon Fikes, Jim 
Montgomery and Sam McGallian.

He was born Aug. 20, 1862. n 
Kentucky. He came to Coke Coun­
ty in 1863, several years before 
the neighborhood of Sanco was es­
tablished. He married Molly Bird 
at Sanco in 1887.

Uncle Jack Adkins was a sheep­
man. And there are a few men 
still living in this country who can 
remember that he was a champion 
shearer.
l The country into which Mr. Ad­
kins came in 1882 had tall grass 
in the valleys — up to saddle stir­
rups. Mesquite grass spread a i 
heavy, thick carpet upward on 
the slopes, always remaining green 
about the roots to provide enough 
■winter forage for sheep flocks.
• A brother, Tom, an uncle, J. J. • 
Austin and two neighbor boys from 
Kentucky were with him.

TO SWEETWATER
The five had started frcm Paints- 

ville Ky , walking 30 miles from 
his home to the railway station and 
•riding the train to Sweetwater, 
i Sweetwater was then a town of 
a few board houses and Mr. Adr 
•kins noticed one main store.

The young Kentuckian had heard 
through his uncle and others of op­
portunities for the youn* man in 
the new country. Austin had al­
ready bc<#i here for 15 "ears.

Mr. Adkins once recalled that 
there were as many sheep then in 
this country as there are now, but 
tuot as mahy owners. Flocks in 
those days numbered in the thou­
sands. They were always herded, 
usually by one man on a horse 
■with a Shepherd dog There were 
no fences.

Five years after he came to West 
Texas, Mr. Adkins met three wag­
ons coming up Boozier Creek. He 
stopped to chat with the newcom­
ers, not knowing then that before 
Christmas, he would marry that 
pretty girl riding in one of the 
wagons. Her name was Molly Bird.

SHEARER
l A sheep hearer in the 1880s was 
rated skilled workman He got five 
cents a head for all he could shear.

When a man started to make the 
shearing season, he rolled his two 
pairs of shears with an extra pair 
o f socks into his slicker, got on his 
horse and hit the trail

The shearer got his bed as part 
o f  his hire and he ate at the ranch­
man’s table.

Mr Aitkin'* mastery of the job 
came by necessity. One day he 
rode off Gobbler Creek and over 
the ridge to the John R Lewis 
ranch, not far from the present

town of Blackwell.
1 Mr. Lewis, a cattleman, also had 
three or four thousand sheep. He 
and one helper were laboriously 
whacking ayay at the job. The 
ranchman had just dismissed a 
crew because he thought they 
sheared too deeply. So he was fac­
ing a long shearing season when 
Adkins rode up:

“Want a job?”
“ Yes."
“Can you shear sheep?”
“ No, but I can try.”
“ Well, get down and catch you a 

sheep I’ll show you how I want it
done.”

The lessons started. For several 
years thereafter, Mr. Adkins never 
missed a season shearing the Lewis 
flock. He rounded up a crew con­
sisting of himself. Ben Bilbo, L.. 
Smith Bird, Bud Ulmer. Pete So- 
ell and Sam Lewis.

SURVIVORS
He and Mrs. Adkins, who died 

Nov. 4, 1936, reared nine children, 
eight of whom survive.

Sons are T. B. (Burley), C. E.
{Ernest) and Oral D., all of Sanco, 
L. J. (Jess) of Snyder and J. E. 
(John) of La Jolla. Calif.; and three 
daughters, Mrs. lima Knox of Tur­
lock. Calif., Mrs. Wyatt Tunnell 
and Miss lla Adkins both of Rob­
ert Lee.

Mr. Adkins left this country only 
once, for a short time to go to 
New Mexico. He served as Coke 
County commissioner for t w o  
terms, beginning in 1901.

Mr. Adkins had been ill about 
two weeks at his place, one of the 
old homesteads in the Yellow Wolf 
Valley.
