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SUN GAS PLANT 
INSTALLS NEW 
1350 HP ENGINE

An im portant point in the pro­
ject of enlarging Sun’s gasoline 
plant at Silver took place last week. 
It was the putting in operation of 
the new GMV8-10 engine.

The huge Cooper-Bessemer 10-cy­
linder super charged engine oper­
ates on natural gas and will develop 
1,350 horse power on normal load. 
It operates on two stages of com­
pression and drives two high stage 
and two low stage compressors.

Considered one of the newer de­
velopments in its field, the engine 
has a forced air intake to help keep 
it cool and produce increased effi­
ciency.

A new 4-cylinder 200 h. p. engine 
is to be put into operation soon. 
It will be used to drive an air 
bflower to  super charge the old 
style compressor engines.

A third new engine now on the 
site at the p lant is a GMV4 which 
will drive compressor cylinders for 
the proposed new refrigeration unit. 
When the refrigeration system is in­
stalled more liquid will be taken 
from  the natuspl gas, and a drier 
gas prepared for commercial dis­
tribution.

Coming to Silver to inspect the 
new big engine last week were B. 
E. W arren and John E. Walke of 
the  regional office in Dallas. Mr. 
W arren is m anager and Mr. Walke 
is chie.f engineer of the gas depart- 
m enl for Sun. Cooper-Bessemer, 
the m anufacturers, also had repre­
sentatives present.

O ther gas division men from 
Sun’s Dallas office visiting Silver 
this week were Aubrey Hamilton, 
Bill Lawler and W. W. Koonce.

Americans Find 
Trips Into Mexico 
Very Interesting

American motorists are enthusi­
astic about vacationing in Mexico, 
according to a survey completed by 
the International Travel D epart­
ment of the American Automobile 
Association.

The study, made at the Laredo 
office of the AAA, included in ter­
views with more than 400 motorists 
returning from trips into Mexico.

The travelers spent an average of 
14 days “South of he Border,” and 
spent an average of $14 per day 
per person. Nearly all, 98.0 per cent 
visited M onterrey; almost as many, 
798 per cent, visited Mexico City.

Roads were found in good repair 
by three out of four of the travel­
ers, who were pleasant.y surprised 
to find automobile repair service, 
gasoline, oil, t\res and car parts 
readily, available.

Of the group, about 100 thought 
the prices were low, half thought 
they w ere medium, while a few’ 
said they found prices quite high. 
Nine out of 10 found accomodations 
to their liking, with good food and 
service. About half agreed Mexi­
can hospitality and courtesy were 
outstanding: opinions of the others 
ranged from “good” to “just fair.”

One interesting sidelinght is that 
three out of four of the tourists 
said they would be interested in 
traveling all the way to the P ana­
ma Canal or beyond cn the Pan 
American highway w’hea it is com­
pleted.

Finally, the Three-A travel su r­
vey showed that 95 per cent of the 
mo*orists who had visited Mexico 
would recommend the trip to their 
friends at home.

The AAA maintains border sta­
tions for the convenience of trav ­
elers to Mexico at Laredo, Browns­
ville and El Paso.

National Farm Safety Week has 
been sponsored by the National 
Safety Council and the D epart­
ment of Agriculture, in cooper­
ation 'v«*h the farm safety activi­
ties of States and Counties, the 
farm organizations, farm press 
and radio ;V>d other groups.

Everyone is encouraged to 
check around their place to make 
sure that all hazards, which could 
lead to an accident, are removed.

SOS NEWS
Well constructed, correctly 

designed and staked out terraces 
are well worth the money that it 
cost to build them,” said Lowell 
Roane, District Cooperator with 
the Coke County So!l Conserva­
tion District. “The terraces that 
I built on my farm last spring 

oped all of the w ater thu* 
fell during the May rain, and 
held it until it could soak into 
the ground. I did not loose any 
water by runoff,” Roane said.

Technicians of the Soil Con­
servation Service, assisting the 
Coke County Soil Conservation 
District, designed, staked, and 
checked terraces for Roane.

A. V. Shuppard, Work Unit 
Conservationist with the SCS at 
Robert Lee stated alsa that “The 
protection of crop stubble and 
returning it to the soil is cr.e of 
the most needed practices in the 
district. Crop stubble correctly 
maintained and managed on or 
near the soil surface will give 
such benefits as contiol of wind 
and w ater erosion, retard the 
rate of runoff, reduce evapora- 

i, control excessive soil tem ­
peratures, increase infiltration, 
maintain organic m atter content, 
and reduce raindrop impact. 
These benefits can be secured at 
little or no cost to the land own­
er.”

D. K. Glenn, district cooperat­

or who farms and ranches near 
near Bronte is doing an excellent
job of protecting his small grain 
stubble, according to Sheppard. 
Glenn is plowing the land with 
small solid sweeps, opening up 
the soil to trap  the w ater and 
increase the rate of infiltration 
when we receive rain.

Jacob Morrow, also cooperat­
ing with the Coke County SC 
District recently completed three 
miles of level closed end terraces 
and built up four miles of old 
terraces to meet the need of the 
land. The terrace system is a 
part of Morrow’s complete co­
ordinated soil, range, and w ater 
conservation plan to treat each 
acre of his range according to its 
needs. The technicians of the 
SCS assisted Morrow with the 
development of the plan.
