The next morning we landed at 
Wake Island about 9 o’clock and 
had a hot breakfast there. Wake 
Island is a very tiny place and is 
still scarred and torn from  the 
war. After one hour there, we again 
climbed aboard the plane, next stop 
Tokyo.

The flight had been very smooth 
until we were about 4 hours out of 
Tokyo, when we began hitting 
clouds and rough weather. We had 
been flying at 8 thousand feet, and 
we then let down to 6,000 feet.

It was a wonderful experience, 
but after 36 hours in the air, we 
were all very glad to step out onto 
land again and know we had final­
ly reached our destination when 
we landed at International Airport, 
Tokyo, Japan.

Of course our husbands w ere all 
eagerly awaiting our arrival, and 
a$ter checking th ru  customs, we 
left for our quarters which had a l­
ready been assigned to us.

My husband, M /Sgt. Longwood is 
in personnel with the Security Ad­
visory Group, commonly called 
“Sag Jay ,” here in Tokyo. His 
group is responsible for train ing the 
Japanese Army how to  use our 
Army equipment.

O ur car arrived in Yokohama ex­
actly 2 months to the day after I 
turned it in at Oakland. It had 
been loaded on a ship that toured 
the Pacific and made all the islands. 
We w ere glad to see it, bu t a car 
isn’t of much use here in Japan, 
as the roads are nothing more than 
cow trails, and here in Tokyo the 
Japanese drive like crazy, especial­
ly the taxi drivers.

Law Requires Full 
Stop Before Passing 
Halted School Bus

School buses over the state have 
begun the task of carrying thous­
ands of children to and from their 
studies. Soon to be expected are 
death and injuries occuring when 
the inevitable tragic reports of 
im patient youngsters dash across 
busy highways to greet their w ait­
ing parents or to board the bus. 
Most of such accidents could be 
avoided if motorists w’ould adhere 
strictly to the le tter of the law 
pertaining to the passing of school 
buses.

Most Texans are aware of the law 
which requires a driver to come to 
a complete stop when overtaking 
from the rear a school bus which 
has stopped to receive or discharge 
school children. After stopping im ­
mediately behind the bus, he is then 
allowed by law to  proceed past 
same at a speed “which is prudent, 
not exceeding ten miles per hour, 
and with due caution for the safe­
ty of such children.”

What many persons do not real­
ize is that the same rule applies 
when MEETING a stopped school ! 
bus. While everyone is interested 
in protecting our children, un th ink­
ing violators of this simple safety 
rule greatly outnum ber those who 
comply. Failure to follow the law in 
this case can lead to fines up to 
$200.00 even when no accident oc­
curs. Following an accident in 
which some child is injured or kill­
ed, the penalties are naturally much 
more serious.

Although the above rule does not 
apply when passing a stopped 
school bus in a business or residen­
tial district of a town, the neces­
sity for extrem e caution even in 
those locations is obvious.

When it somes to overtaking or 
passing moving vehicles, exercise of 
ordinary common sense will gene­
rally keep a driver within the law. 
For instance, when passing a car 
it is only common sense to preceed 
on past it a safe distance before cu t­
ting back to the right side of the 
highway. Also, any driver would 
realize the danger of increasing his 
speed while another is attem pting 
to pass him.
