Texans Living
Longer, Health
Officer Says

AUSTIN, TEXAS — ‘“Texans
are living longer than ever be-
fore,” declares Dr. Geo. W. Cox,

State Health Officer. A baby
born in 1937 had a life expec-
tancy of 59 years. This has in-
creased during the past 17 years
untfl a baby born in Texas today
can reasonable expect to live to
the age of 69, or very near the
Biblical prophecy of three score
years and ten.

Dr. Cox points out that the

greatest strides in disease pre-
vention has come about in di-
seases of infancy and childhood.
Since 1937 infant mortality has
been reduced 54 per cent, diar-
rhea, enteritis and dysentery 68
per cent, whooping cough 88 per
cent, diphtheria 92 per cent, and
other childhood diseases. During
the .past 17 years, tuberculosis
deaths have dropper 76 per cent,
malaria 99, syphilis 74, appendi-
citis 98, pneumonia 72, and ty-
phoid fever 98 per cent. Small-
pax has all but disappeared.
Dr. Cox warns against any
feeling of complacency or reduc-
tion in efforts to prevent di-
sease. Those listed above could,
if not guarded against, again be-
