There in those ox 
en-d raw n  wagons were the d a r­
ing. the brave, the grim pion­
eers, seeking homesteads, a place 
to  give the ir children as good or 
b e tte r  bringing up than theirs 
had been In those p rairie  
schooners were the fu ture lead­
ers of the valley of Colorado and 
the Kickapoos. the fu ture doc 
tors, preachers, teachers, law 
yers, and the postm asters; there  
the fu tu re  ranchers, farm ers, 
m erchants, and blacksm iths— all 
of those who were necessary to 
the build ing of a com m unity, 
s ta te , or nation.

A closer approach would re ­
veal a m an riding horseback or 
trudg ing  along on foot, driving 
before him  a few head of ca t­
tle, a horse or two, or a “hand­
fu l" of sheep Coming still clos­
e r  to the wagon, it is evident tha t 
it is being driven by a woman 
w ho was gazing over the vast, 
em pty stretches of p ra irie  which 
lay before her* hearing nothing 
in the  brooding silence but the 
rum ble of the wagon wheels, or 
the w ind against the canvas w a­
gon cover. T ired and anxious

•he looked. Perhaps she had b u r­
ied a child in an unmarked 
grave beside the trail; many of 
her loved ones had been left be­
hind; perhaps fear of the un­
known had seized her. But still 
sh« came, driving over the rough
■ rail behind the husband and the 
tierd, on and on, tow ard the place 
where land was to be had and a 
home established.

1 nally, there was a group 
apart. I he father was driving 
tiie cattle, the m other guiding 
the wagon team, while from out
■ he round opening in the wagon 
sheet at the back was a little 
one who peered anxiously down 
the road and called, "Wait, w ait 
M other, I can 't see them .”

Mrs. Caraw ay stopped the 
team  and waited, for this was 
the W. T. Caraw ay family on the 
dim  trail leading to the regions 
of the Colorado and ;he K icka­
poos one morning in 1883.

Mrs. Hawley Allen (Amelia 
Caraw ay) rem em bers vividly 
how frightened she became each 
time that the wagon carried her 
out of sight of Ada. Sally, Alice, 
and Howard, who were w alking 
.n order to d riv e  the goats. She 
rem em bers well the old nanny 
goat that went into a store, caus­
ed a commotion, and after that 
wat tied to the wagon when they 
came in sight of a village.

In  o ther wagons about that 
same tim e cam e Mr. and Mrs. 
Ran S tew art who had recently 
been m arried in Fort W orth and 
w ere seeking a home. They 
stopped near Moro M ountain in 
the Buffalo G ap country to ga th ­
er up the sheep which Mr. Stew­
art had been pasturing there 
W ith the S tew arts were Mr. and 
Mrs. W. A. Robbins and M. B

(Bert) Sheppard. The S tew arts 
stopped at H ayrick until the 
lambing season was over.

Mr and Mrs. Robbins found 
land n ear H ayrick M ountain, but 
in the fall (1883) the S tew arts 
moved to w hat la te r became E d­
ith. As they cam e to the river 
west of R obert Lee, the S tew arts 
saw a smoke on the w est bank

and w ent down the stream  from 
the crossing. They w ere told tha t 
people who opposed fencing had 
burned a lot of cedar posts and 
w ire on the H arris land, and 
tha t they were still burning.
