More than 1,100 ballots were

Primary Election last Saturday. 
Local interest centered around 
the commissioners races in Pre­
cincts 1 and 4, while the fight for 
nomination for governor provid­
ed the rest of the fireworks.

J. W. Service was renominated 
for Commissioner in Precinct I, 
getting 299 votes over Fern Ha- 
vins with 272. Ln Precinct 4 
Claude Ditmore had an easy time 
in defeating two opponents, 
Chester Bk-rrick and Elbert Car­
per. Both Service and Ditmore 
are running for their fourth 
terms. A complete report on the 
commissioners vote from the 
various boxes appears elsewhere 
in this paper.

In the governor’s race Ralph 
Yarborough, Austin Attorney, 
took an early lead over Allan 
Shivers, who is seeking hir Third 
term as governor.
