Coke County

T he county  now has w ith in  its 
borders about 285 nules of paved 
h ighw ays, including links in sev­
era l s ta te  highw ays; viz.. H igh­
w ays No. 70, No. 208, and No. 
158 P art of H ighw ay 158 was 
form erly  Ranch Road No. 18. 
the  new est highw ay is the R obert 
L ee-S terling  C ity  pavem ent by 
w ay of Edith Of course, these 
pavem ents are a d istinct asset to 
au tom otive transporta tion .

A lthough tw o or th ree ind iv id­
ual residents of this county have 
ow ned planes, and an occasional 
sm all p lane m akes a landing 
w ith in  the county. Coke County 
as y e t has no a ir  port.

M ineral Resources
A lthough Coke C ounty  has 

produced no m etals in paying 
quan tities, the county does have 
valuab le  m ineral resources tha t 
have m ade substan tia l con trib u ­
tions to the  coun ty ’s economy.

S and  and gravel of excellent 
quality  for road and concrete 
construction  are  found in p rac ti­
ca lly  un lim ited  quantities. Hum- 
long's Sand and G ravel works, 
about four m iles south of Bronte, 
shipped out such quan tities of 
these m ateria ls  th a t the Santa 
Fe several years ago built a 
spur to  the ir p its to facilita te  
loading.

C aliche is found in abundance 
Srxi is being utilized in  road 
construction.

I-imo can be made from shelly 
lim estone rocks found on the su r­
face in m any parts  of Coke 
County In the early days, J. J. 
V estal, a pioneer blacksm ith of 
the county, had a lime kiln on 
the  bank of M ountain C reek 
northeast of R obert Lee. w here 
he burned  ail the  lime he used 
in  his shop and some to  s e ll  
M onroe M tC utchen rem em bers 
buying “m any a sack of lime at 
Mr V estal's kiln ”

L im estone and o ther building 
stones are found in im mense 
quan tities The lim estone blocks 
w hich w ere used in connection 
w ith  the ou te r w alls of the court 
house w ere cu t and hauled from 
th e  M cCarthy M ountain, one of 
thp Kickapoo group

B rick shale is abundant in 
C oke County, bu t it is not being 
com m ercialized Bricks t h a t  
w ere  used to  line the inside walls 
of the court house in Robert Ix*e 
w ere burned  on  the north bank 
of the  C olorado about one-half 
m ile ju st east of the court house, 
near the ju nc tu re  of M ountain 
C reek and the Colorado River, 
w hile the bricks used in the old 
H arris ranch house, which stood 
one m ile south  of Robert Lee, 
w ere burned  near the site of the 
building.

G ypsum  deposits are found in 
various sections of the county, 
bu t gypsum  is not being utilized 
A ccording to Roy Taylor, Coke 
C ounty  Surveyor, there is a for- 
ty^foot s tra tu m  of gypsum in a 
b lu ff on Wilson M ountain in 
no rth w este rn  Coke C o u n t y ,  
across th e  riv e r from  S ilver 
P eak .

S a lt  w ells are p revalen t in 
som e p a rts  of Coke C ounty at 
ce rta in  depths. No a ttem pt has 
been  m ade to  ex trac t sa lt for 
com m ercial purposes. A salt 
w orks w as opera ted  for m any 
years at C olorado City, and salt 
probably could be ex tracted  from 
sa lt w ater in Coke County.

T here are some layers of as­
phaltic  sandstones in C o k e  
County. It w as the presence of 
these “rocks th a t w ill bu rn" tha t 
s ta rted  the oil talk.

B asalt, volcanic rock, highlv- 
colored and used as rock veneer 
in building, is found in the hills 
n ear the  L. S. B ird and Coke 
A ustin places n ear Sanco.

Gas is produced  in the Jam e­
son, Fort C hadbourne, Bronte, 
and o th e r oil fields of Coke 
County. The w et gas, or butane, 
is ex trac ted  in the  huge gas 
p lan ts a t S ilver and F o rt Chad- 
bourne and sold to  bu tane d ea l­
ers over a w ide area, w hile the 
dry gas is pum ped  back in to  the 
ground to s tim u la te  the flow of

o il  and to elim inate  the  neces­
sity of pum ping th e  wells.

Since oil, considering sales, is 
the most valuable of the  Coke 
County m inerals, it w ould seem 
p ertinen t to discuss the h istory  
of the oil industry  in Coke C oun­
ty.

The R obert Lee Board of Com m unity Developm ent has had  a 
hand in m aking  it possible for the  people to settle  the tra i le r  by 
their votes n ex t S a tu rd ay , Aug. 21.

With the  enorm ous o il developm ent in  the  p o rlhw est quarte r 
of Coke C ounty, it  w as n a tu ra l th a t m ore And b e tte r roads w ere 
needed. Oil people and  all those connected w ith  the business found 
it very d ifficult lo  get to and from  .the new  oil fields w hich w ere 
spreading fa r  io  th e  sou th  and  w est /of ihe Colorado R iver. T hat 
situation also m ade it  necessary  to have a tvew high w ater bridge.

To satisfy a  dem and  for h ighw ay im provem ents o u t  th a t way. 
the Robert Lee B oard of C om m unity D evelopm ent sponsored a 
meeting betw een  oil people and o th e r in terested  persons and the 
County Com m issioners C ourt. Everyone p resen t urged  th a t steps be 
taken to bu ild  som e good roads to th e  oil fields. County officials 
went to w ork on  ,ihe m a tte r  and  an eng ineering  firm  w as engaged 
to make su rveys and  esfim at*  costs.

However, it w as found  th a t all p resent Road and  Bridge F un d s 
on hand w ere re q u ire d  for m ain tenance purposes, and  a bond issue 
would be necessary  to  constru c t new roads and  the riv e r  bridge.

The program  finally  decided upon includes 5.21 m iles of paving 
on the west side o f  th e  loop at (Silver, a new bridge across the  river. 
&nd 11.91 m iles of paving  to ru n  south from  <he new bridge lo in ­
tersect w ith H ighw ay 158 w est of Edith.

The en tire  pro ject is expected to cost $295,000. M ost of the  w ork 
will be  done in P recinct 1 w here the cost w ill be $245,000. Three 
miles of new  paving, a sm aller bridge and rig h t of w ay costa m ake 
a total of $49,500 to be paid by P recinct 3.

Also included in the  P recinct 1 pro ject is paving 5 blocks from  
the highw ay to the school house, an d  paving a loop to  the  county 
hospital ex tend ing  from  the post office corner to a po in t on the 
highw ay a t the B en  Boykin corner.

A new  tax levy of 12 or 13 cents per $100 of valuation  w ill be 
required  a t the s ta r t to  re tire  bonds and pay  in terest, b u t oil va lu ­
ations are still increasing and the  levy should becom e less. The 
bonds are fo be re tired  w ith in  15 years or less.

The BCD is not try ing  to d ic tate  how cilisens should  vole. H ow ­
ever. it w ishes to point ou t th a t the assessed value of oil p roperties 
in the tw o precincts is five tim es as m uch as real esta te  and personal 
property  assessm ents. In other words, oil w ould be responsible lo r 
paying $236,000 tow ard  the cost, w hile the res t of us dig up $59,000 
during  th e  next 15 years or abou t $4,000 per year.

It looks like a good deal. Oil developm ent is going to bring 
many fine im provem ents ito all of Coke County, including  a new 
court house, be tte r roads, etc. The bond issues lo be subm itted  to 
the voters on S atu rday  should be carefully  considered. You m ay not 
be helped individually , bu t everyone in all sections of th e  county 
will receive rich b enefits  from  oil taxes over the nex t 25 years.

M arvin Simpson, a d istrict co- 

operator w ith the Coke Soil C on­
servation District, has 40 acres 
of blue panicum  grass established 
this spring on his ranch  on the 
river. Blue panicum  is a h igh 
forage producing sum m er grow ­
ing perennial grass. It is show ing 
a lot of prom ise as a sum m er 
grazing grass. It m akes a grow th 
about like sudan; how ever it re ­
produces from  the root system  
year afte r year.

T he grow ing of high forage 
producing grasses is a p a r t of 
Sim pson’s com plete coordinated 
soil and w ater conservation plan. 
Simpson plans to use the  blue 
panicum  grass as sum m er grazing 
to be able to  defer a p a r t of 
his rangeland. “ If th e re  is any­
thing tha t rangeland needs, it is 
deferm ent now, when it has a 
chance to grow some good grass­
es,” Simpson said "These ranges 
have taken such a beating  during  
the drought th a t it will take tim e 
for them  to rex-over,” Smtpson

Body Needs Salt 
In Hot Weather

AUSTIN, A ugust 5 — There is 
little  doubt tha t sum m er is here. 
If you don’t th ink  so, take a 
quick look at your therm om eter 
or feel your sh irt o r blouse— 
chances are tha t it wull be w et 
and salty w ith sweat.

Excessive sw eating m eans the 
loss of body salt, and Dr. H enry 
A. Holle, S ta te  H ealth Officer, 
advises the use of salt in d r in k ­
ing w ater as a m eans of avoid­
ing heat cram ps.

‘‘S alt is a prom inent constitu ­
ent of sw eat,” says Dr. Holle. 
“On days w hen the therm om e­
ter goes to 90 degrees or above, 
as it has recently, the  body m ay j 
lose as much as fifty  grams of 
salt Laborers, farm ers, and even 
w hite-collar w orkers should be 
especially w atchful of h e a t  
cram ps.”

H eat cram ps are characterized 
by pains in the stom ach, h ead ­
aches. and som etim es nausea ami 
vom iting. The danger comes b e­
cause the loss of the >cid may 
occur w ithout the know ledge of 
the individual until the defic ien­
cy causes cram ps o r  heat fag

Spring Rainfall
H ave you received  the  benefit 

of the 12 to  17 inches of ra in fa ll 
w hich fell in Coke County last 
Spring? If you have, your pas­
tu re  should still have m oisture in 
the  soil, the good grasses should 
s till be green and  the livestock 
fat. Y our fields should still have 
a high po ten tia l of m aking a 
good crop.

If you have not received full 
benefit from  the  rain, your p as­
tu re s  are  bare w ith  no m oisture 
in  th e  soiL, grasses dead and 
ooarse and the livestock poor.

M oisture penetra tion  is becom ­
ing a greatly  discussed problem  
since the continued  d rou th  seem s 
to have no end. We no longer 
can depend on how m any inches 
of ra in  falls. We m ust depend 
on how much of th a t ra in fa ll 
gets in to  the soil to be used by 
the  grow ing plant.

In several observations in d if­
fe ren t pastures. Soil C onserva­
tion  Service Personnel found 
m oistu re  penetra tion  3 to  1 0 1 
inches deep on poorly vegetated  i 
pastu res to 18 to 30 inches deep j 
on fair to good vegetated  ones.
' O ut of 17 inches of rainfall, 
Isbout 10 inches of w ater should 
p en e tra te  into the ground and 
be  available to the  p lan t. This 
p en e tra tio n  can only be acquired 
by  reta in ing  a good to choice 
bover on the surface of the soil.

O n poor to fa ir cover the m ois­
tu re  penetra tion  w ould be about 
4 inches out of the  17 inches.

N ature gives us grass and if we 
»ise i t  beyond its capabilities the 
resu lts  are kiss of p lan t vigor 
and los of fu tu re range produc­
tion .

F u rth e r  use m eans "Bare 
G round  Ranching." Forage p ro ­
duction  is cut. grass recovery is 
very  slow. N ature cannot give up 
h e r  fertility , receive nothing in 
re tu rn , and still produce grass!
