AT CAPACITY

Sun’s gas p la n t at Silver, 
know n as the Jam eson N atural 
Gasoline P lan t, com pleted a two- 
y ear expansion program  early
this year. It now has a to tal of 
nine com pressors w ith a com bin­
ed horse pow er 9,900.

John Shim er, gas departm ent 
superin tendent, says the p lan t is 
processing about 27 m illion cu­
bic feet of gas daily  from which 
fluid is ex tracted . A nother 20 
million feet is com pressed for 
injection back into the oil p ro ­
ducing form ation.

Lone S tar has a contract to 
purchase 10 m illion feet of dry 
gas daily. It is piped from Silver 
to Colorado City.

Large storage tanks in the 
foreground of the accom panying 
picture have a capacity  of 300,- 
000 gallons of liquid petroleum  
gas (bu 'an e  and propane) and 
120,000 gallons of na tu ra l gaso­
line.

B utane from  Silver is tra n s ­
ported by tank  trucks throughout 
a wide section of West Texas. 
The na tu ra l gasoline is sold to 
refineries to be used, in blending 
processes.

Modern Methods 
Enable Oil Men to
See Underground

The modern oilm an can “see 
underground.”

Far reaching advances in p e t­
roleum  technology have given 
him methods and tools w hich en ­
able him to tell w ith  uncanny 
accuracy the types of form ations 
pierced by his bit.

The use of cuttings, cores, elec­
tric logs, caliper surveys and o t­
her seeing eye tools is reducing 
the chances of drilling through 
unrecognized o il-bearing zones or 
missing oil fields by close shaves

And although none of these d e­
vices can scan a well bore and 
show everything tha t lies below, 
the oilm an can take revealing 
glim m ers from many sources an d , 
fit them  into a com plete picture 
of underground inform ation.

One of the earliest sources of 
underground inform ation was the 
d rille r’s log. P ioneer d rille rs  ac­
qu ired  the knack of recognizing 
certain  form ations by “the way 
the bit acts." The d rille r’s log of 
today is a more reliable tool. 
W ith a ro tary  rig. the ra te  of 
penetra tion  becomes a good m ea­
sure of the rela tive hardness of 
the rocks being drilled. Such d a ­
ta  in th  d rille r’s log is of great 
help in checking inform ation ob­
tained from  other techniques.

Mud logging, among the m od­
ern  m ethods of seeing un d er­
ground. involves m aking con tinu ­
ous tests of the d rilling  mud as 
it re tu rn s  to the surface from 
the bottom  of the hole. If the bit 
has entered a form ation con ta in ­
ing oil o r gas, tha t oil or gas w ill 
be en tra ined  in the mud. and it 
can  be detected in field labor­
atories usually stationed  near a 
drilling  well. The most com mon 
test for oil consistes of pu tting  
the m ud sample under an u ltra ­
violet light and looking at it 
th rough  a microscope. Any oil 
in the mud will show up as a 
fluorescent glow

A much older m ethod of ob­
ta in ing  underground inform ation

is the  study of cuttings collected 
as the  well is drilled. These c u t­
tings are taken from  the mud 
stream  and la ter subm itted  to
laboratory  tests. Facts about the 
type of form ation , its general 
porosity  and the presence or ab ­
sence of oil are often brought to
light. f

Rating second to none as a 
m ethod of seeing below is coring. 
A core is a cylinder of the e a r th ’s 
crust — ranging up to 100 feet 
long — which is cut ou t.by  a c ir­
cu lar bit and then brought to the 
surface in a core barrel. These 
cores are subjected to laboratory  
analysis and accurate m easure­
m ents are m ade of the ir porosity, 
perm eability  and oil-w ater con­
tent. This enables a geologist to  
tell a great deal about a well’s 
prospects.

For special jobs and special s i t ­
uations, the oilm en seems to have 
as m any logging instrum ents as 
a surgeon has scalpels. Among 
these are the induction log, mic- 
rolog, rad ioactiv ity  logs, neutron 
logs, caliper log, d ipm eter and 
tem p era tu re  and pressure su r­
veys.

Mrs. Hawley Allen recalled the 

early  Caraw ay home:
We lived at the Sheppard dug- 

outs on M ountain C reek a year, 
and  then we moved to the Glass 
dug-outs on Boozier, w here we 
lived a year. M other ru;ver had 
an easy m inute. She was m iser­
able because of ra ttlesnakes, sp i­
ders, tarantula*, and varm ints.

Some families built large dug- 
outs w ith a shelf or off-set in 
the  wall. The shelf served as a 
“catch all" in some dug-outs, but 
some women kept them  arranged  
very neatly and they w ere con­
venient. We did not live in a dug- 
ou t,” said Mrs. H allm ark.

We had a two-room house, but 
it w as small and we w ere a big 
fam ily. We had to keep many 
articles stacked in the corners. It 
seem ed that every tim e we w an t­
ed anything, it was on the bottom  
of the stack.

Of course these p ioneer homes 
had  few conveniences, as many 
m odern-day convm ences had ne 
ver been heard of There w ere 
no radios to give the w eather 
forecasts, but the coyotes gave 
fairly  accurate forecasts, for 
"w hen there was going to be a 
change in the w eather, the coy­
otes howled more than usual." 
T here  w ere no vacuum  cleaners 
b u t they would have ru ined the 
d ir t  floors in the dug-outs. There 
w ere no w ashing m achines, no 
bake shops w here pastry  could 
be bought, no ready  made clo­
thing. The pioneer m other's 
tasks were indeed arduous But 
since she had no club or o ther 
activities to take her out of the 
home, she gut along surprisingly  
well.

Mr- W. L Haley recalled th a t 
h e r m other "put in" much of her
day teaching her children to read 
and write.

Maude C artledge recalled th a t 
her father. Eugene C artledge, 
once sent her eight y ear old bro­
ther. Leasel. from the ranch  near 
R obert Lee to San A ngelo th irty - 
two miles away, leading her 
g rand fa ther’s carriage t e a m .  
W hat anxiety  the m other m ust 
have  felt for the safety of the 
sm all son

The pioneers som etim es fac­
ed the exigencies of illness, 
b irth , and even death, w ithout 
th e  benefit of medical a tten d ­
ants.

T ragedy som etim es s tru ck  in 
Coke County. An epidem ic of 
typhoid fever at H ayrick in 1890 
and at Robert Lee in 1891 took 
a heavy toll. Miss Eula M cCut- 
ohen recalled her m other’s ac­
count of that tim e It had seem ­
ed to Mrs. MoCutchen tha t her 
husband spent much of th a t sum ­
m er and fall of 1891, in tow n 
digging graves for the fever v ic­
tims

Mr C artledge had donated the 
site for a cem etery and his son, 
th e  eight-year-old  Leasel, w as 
the first to be buried there. O ther 
victim s of the epidem ic included 
Mamie Childress, a dau g h te r of 
Mr. and Mrs. Billy C hildress and 
a g randdaugh ter of L B H arris, 
Mrs. C arleton, w ife of Doctor Ben 
C arleton, and Will C arter.

O n the old A. C. G ardner 
ranch  west of Edith are the u n ­
m arked graves of tw o little  girls 
w ho w ere killed w hen th e ir  dug- 
out home caved in.

But the p ioneer m others did 
not allow hardships to  keep them  
depressed, and m any have said

tha t the old days w ere their 
happiest days.

Today, Coke County has many 
modern, w ell-constructed homes 
w ith practically  every modern- 
dav convenience known.
