T here is no road th ere  now, and

“ Candy b reak ings,”  “ ice-cream  
suppers."  apron and necktie p a r­
ties. annd tackcy parties, w ere in 
vogue.

An occasional show cam e to 
Coke County in the old days. Molly 
B ailey’s tent show cam e once a 
y ea r for a one-night stand in Ro­
bert Lee and one in Bronte. Medi­
cine shows were num erous, while 
once in a g rea t while some w an­
dering ventriloquist brought a 
“ Punch and Ju d y ” show which 
never failed to delight the child­
ren.

One of the m ost im portan t of 
the y ea r 's  en te rta inm en t features 
was the Confederate V eteran 's  Re­
union. which usually lasted  th ree 
days That event was looked for­
w ard to by young and old alike.

The Reunion requ ired  weeks of 
planning and p reparation , for tha t 
was the big event of the year. If it 
happened to be election year, the 
candidates w ere sure to be out in 
force. Occasionally some very 
prom inent person w o u l d  be 
brought in to speak to the people. 
In August, 1891, G overnor Coke, 
for whom Coke County w as nam ed, 
attended the Reunion at Robert 
Lee. During his stay  he was a 
guest of Mr. and Mrs. Eugene 
C artledge at the old ranch house 
one mile south of R obert Lee.

A fish fry o r  all-day picnic w ere 
•summer tim e diversions.

Rabbit d rives served  a double 
purpose. They furnished a d ay 's  
hunting, a "d inner on the ground” 
a t noon, and at the sam e tim e 
destroyed  hundred of jack  rabbits, 
which were destructive to crops.

The rabb it drive in the Pain t 
Creek and Wild Cat com m unities 
last F riday (M arch 4. 19321 was a 
big success About 1.500 jack rab ­
bits were killed with Pal Roberts 
claim ing high with 54 and Roller 
Page second with 50. Had a big 
barbecue dinner, and some left. 
Dinner was served by ladies of the 
com m unity, with Monty Trim ble 
as "G eneral-R oust-A bout.” and 
now we w ant to show somebody’ 
tha t doesn’t — or hasn ’t so fa r  — 
realized it, who your friends are :

How m any chain stores in San 
Angelo had rep resen ta tives there? 
Not one. How m anw  home-town 
m erchants w ere there? All of 'em , 
or had rep resen ta tives there. Not 
only were they there , but they I 
furinshed coffee and o ther stuff 
for the dinner, and they sold the 
am m unition a t co st.”

Coke County people have alw ays 
liked sports. One early-day s p o r t ' 
was called " tou rnam en t. ” Hu­
b e rt Fields and Fred Roe, were 
perhaps the m ost expert of the 
p layers, but “ it was in teresting  to 
w atch E rnest Newton p lay"  tour­
nam ent; "as  he was left-handed, 
he had to run the course In the 
opposite direction" from  the right- 
handed p layers.

Fred Roc won in ternational fam e 
as a polo p layer, playing each sea­
son for m any years  with a P h ila­
delphia team . He tra ined  horses 
for polo through the yea r, ship­
ping the tra ined  horses to Philadel­
phia at the beginning of the polo 
season.

Rodeos and m atched  roping con­
te s ts  have been favorite  sports for 
m any Coke Countians. A num ber 
of Coke County men have perfo rm ­
ed in rodeos. Bob M ims, a well- 
to-do ran ch er and prom inent Coke 
County citizen, y ea rs  ago won con­
siderable fam e as a roper, having 
perform ed in M adison Square G a r­
den , New York.

Football, basketball, and base­
ball a re  the chief sports or today 
however, since the com pletion of 
the Robert Lee Lake on M ountain 
Creek and the new Sw eetw ater 
Lake of Oak Creek, Coke County 
people have looked forw ard to the 
day when those lakes should fu r­
nish ideal sites for boating, and 
for the disciples of Isaac  Walton 
to pursue their favorite  soprt.

Cotton Quotas 
To Be Voted On 

•Thursday, Dec. 14
T hursday, D ecem ber 14. is the 

date  cotton grower* will decide 
w hether m arketing  quotas will con­
tinue in effect on the 1955 cotton 
crop. The announcem ent was 
m ade by Claude McCan, C hairm an 
of the S tate A gricultural S tabili­
zation and Conservation Com m it­
tee,. who rem inded fa rm ers  "This 
is a decision that will affect every  
cotton grow er, and th a t’s why it's  
so im portan t that each one cast 
his ballo t."  All fa rm ers  who grew  
upland cotton in 1954 will be eli­
gible to vote in the referendum .

The election will be held in each 
cotton-growing county in the Na­
tion At least tw o-thirds of the 
grow ers voting by secre t ballot 
m ust approve the quotas it they 
are  to continue in effect.

The vote follows the Secre tary  
ot A griculture 's p roclam ation on 
O ctober 14. of a national m ark e t­
ing quota and a national acreage 
allotm ent for the 1955 crop of up­
land cotton. Such a proclam ation 
m ust be m ade under the law. Mc­
Can explained, when the prospec­
tive “ total supply" of cotton ex­
ceeds the "n o rm al supp ly .”

The total supply of upland cotton 
for the 1954-55 m arketing  y e a r  was 
es tim ated  in O ctober a t 21.5 m il­
lion running bales. With the sup­
ply this large , the Secretary’ of 
A griculture was requ ired  by law to 
estab lish  the national m arketing  
quota a t the m inim um  of 10 m il­
lion bales.

The large  cotton stocks available 
this y e a r  a re  due principally  to a 
large ca rry o v e r on August 1, 1954. 
resulting from  the large  1953 crop 
of 16.3 million bales — the fourth 
largest on record.

U nder a m arketing  quota pro­
gram . grow ers who do not exceed 
their cotton ac reag e  allotm ents 
may’ m arke t free of penalty  the 
en tire  production of cotton on the 
farm ; grow ers who exceed their 
farm  cotton allo tm ent will be sub­
ject to penalties of 50 percen t of 
parity  on the fa rm 's  excess pro­
duction.

If fa rm ers  approve quotas by the 
necessary  two-thirds of those vot­
ing. the price support availab le  to 
eligible voters will be a t a level 
between 82*2 and 90 percent of p a r­
ity If m ore than one-third of the 
farm ers, voting do not approve 
quotas, the m axim um  level of sup­
port to eligible grow ers for 1955 
crop cotton will be 50 percen t of 
parity .
