McCabe Cited In 
Humble Magazine

(Note: The following news ar­
ticle was published in a recent is­
sue of The Humble Lubricator, 
house organ for Humble service 
.Ration operators.)

ROBERT LEE — Robert Lee 
the county seat of Coke County, 
isn’t a very big town. Only a 
few more than 1500 people live 
there. So here was some question 
about how much service station 
business there would be in a town 
of this size when Dealer J. F. 
McCabe opened a year ago.

Short on selling experience at 
the time, McCabe recalls: "The 
closest I had ever come to a ser­
vice station was to drive in and 
fill up my tank.”  •

So, during the staion's construc­
tion period, McCabe began to think 
seriously about the important 
business of serving the public. 
A Sales Department representative 
told him about Humble’s training 
station program. But is a young 
man, who had spent most of his 
life on a ranch in Robert Lee, a 
training period at the Abilene 
Training Station seemed pretty 
remote.

That was until he did go to the 
Abilene Training Station, where 
“ A good hand.”
he quickly earned the reputation

Today McCabe reports: “ The 
time 1 spent in the training sta­
tion was the best thing that ever 
nappened to me. I just don’t see 
how I could have operated a ser­
vice station without that training.”

Records for McCabe's first year 
in business reflect success. For 
every 1000 gallons of gasoline sold, 
$30.50 worth of Atlas TBA mover 
trom the station to customers. The 
station has been established as a 
real TBA store. Although storage 
space at the station, built by a lo­
cal business man, is limited. Mc­
Cabe doesn’t worry. He keeps 
merchandise moving.

A a time when motor oil ratios 
are falling like ripe apples, the 
station’s motor oil ratio of 1.14 
is creditable.
McCabe met first year obstacles 

like a seasoned veteran. The 
West Texas drouth had scared 
many people, so it took smart sales 
manship to convince customers of 
the need for regular car mainten­
ance. Helping to do this was his 
ability, as a local man, to “ speak 
the language of the farmers and 
ranchers.”
Distance, another problem in West 
Texas, was partly, solved by the 
presence of Pittman and Pruitt, 
Humble dealer station 12 miles 
away in Bronte. McCain1 and this 
instation are the only two Humble 
dealers in Coke County. San An­
gelo Bulk Station serves McCabe 
irom 31 miles away. So McCabe 
and Pittman and Pruitt have to 
help each other out at times.”

McCabe is considered by vet­
eran Station managers to be an 
outstanding operator and that is 
i tribute in iself. Accurate re­
cords and a good knowledge of his 
customer’s needs have helped Mc­
Cabe and his salesmen enjoy a 
good first year. They are looking 
to another good one in 1955.

Wheat Vote Set 
For Saturday

Outcome of the wheat marketing 
quota referendum on June 25 will 
affect price-support level and de­
termine whether marketing quotas 
will be in effect for the 1956 wheat 
crop.

According to Oscar E. Kresta, 
chairman, Coke County A SC com­
mittee, if two-thirds vote in favor, 
the support for the 1956 crop will 
probably be between 75 and 82 per­
cent of parity; the exact level will 
He announced before the referen­
dum. If more than one-third vote 
"no’’ support wil be 50 percent of 
parityq. In any ease, support will 
be available in the commercial 
wheat area only to formers who 
stay within the wheat acreage al­
lotment.

Another point to Ik* considered by 
wheat growersi s that if the vote is 
tavorablc, marketing quotas will 
be in effect and those exceeding 
iheir allotment will be subject to 
a marketing penalty of 45% of 
parity on their excess wheat. If 
the vote is nfavorable. marketing 
quotas will not be in effect and 
there will be no penalty for excess 
'vheat.

Acreage allotments will be in ef- 
lect for price support purposes 
even If marketing quotas are dis­
approved.

Chairman Kresta emphasized 
ihat the marketing quota program 
applies only to wheat growers in 
the commercial wheat states who 
will have more than 15 acres of 
wheat on any one form in 1956. 
Texas is a commercial wheat 
state. Only those growers who will 
have more than 15 acres of grain 
in 1956 are eligible to vote.

All wheat growers in Coke Coun­
ty will vote at the ASC office in 
Robert Lee.

Plan Volunteer 
Aid For Patients 
At TB Hospital

Forty-eight percent of the pa­
tients at McKnight Tuberculosis 
Hospital are leaving before re­
covery. These people, bearing a 
dangerously contagious disease, 
are 'returning to their homes in 
their community to endanger ev­
ery man. woman and child with 
whom they come in contact.

To raise the morale, provide 
recreation and training facilities.

and offer personalized comfort and 
attention to insure that patients 
remain hospitalized until cure is 
affected, the McKnight Area Vol­
unteer Council is being organized.

Tuberculosis patients of 166 
counties of Central and West 
Texas, are being served by Mc­
Knight Sanitorium near San An­
gelo. Captain Rod Eddy. USMC, 
newly appointed chairman of the 
council, stresses, “ Since the health 
of every person may be jeopardiz­
ed by patients who return to their 
homes against medical advice, ac­
tivities of the new council con- 
corn each Individual and organiza­
tion of the entire McKnight area.”

The Volunteer group, formed at 
the hospital this week, includes 
Gistricts known as the McKnight 
Area Volunteer Councils of Ama­
rillo, Lubbock, Midland-Odessa, El 
Paso, Wichita Falls, Dallas-Fort 
Worth, Waco, Austin, Del Rio- 
Eagle Pass, Abilene, and San 
.Angelo. Other districts may be 
set up by division a» required by

future activity. District chairmen 
and vice chairmen will be appoint­
ed this month. They will com­
municate with all interested per­
sons in their areas.

The first goal of the council, 
discouraging the infected patients 
from returning to society prema­
turely, may be accomplished 
through the acquirement of fiction, 
non-fiction and technical books, 
equipment to be used by bed-pa­
tients in weaving, ceramics, paint­
ing, Jewelry-making, leather-work, 
and other activities.

The second goal of the council, 
to provide vocational rehabilita­
tion. is planned to train patients, 
unable to return to former occu­
pations. for new means of future 
support. Statistics show eighty- 
five percent of patients retrained 
during treatment for work they 
are physically able to perform, 
remain self-supporting members of 
society. Eighty-five percent of 
those who are not retrained be- 
rome, perhaps with their families.

Most people who read The En­
terprise will remember Mrs. Ben 
Murpbey, of Tennyson, a native 
Coke Countian. Bora Debbie Gun­
nels on June 2, 1894 at Valley- 
View. near Robert Lee, she is the 
daughter of Mrs. Lizzie Gunnels 
and the late Mr. W. R. Gunnels.

Mrs. Murphey has lived m Coke 
County, except for a short while 
when she moved with her family 
to Colorado City for a year, to 
Taylor County for about two years, 
and almost a year at Miles.

On July 27, 1913, she was united 
in marriage to Ben Franklin Mur­
phey, in her parents home on In­
dian Creek. To them were born 
.'•■even daughters, six of whom are 
’ iving. They are: Mrs. Eula Kin­
ney, Phoenix, Arizona, Mrs. Gene­
va Clark, Lomita, California; Mrs. 
Effie Corley, Tennyson; Mrs. Mur­
iel Smiley, Dimmltt, Texas; Mrs. 
Fannit Johnson, Marceline, Mis- 
rouri; and Mrs. Dorothey Sharp 
of Big Spring.

Mr. and Mrs. Murphey were liv­
ing on Indian Creek when their 
first daughter, Eula, was bom. Her 
younger brother. Ben Gunnel"., who 
was about sixteen years old then, 
rode horse back to Robert Lee for 
Dr. Turney. After racing the long 
distance of seven miles, he arriv­
ed in Robert Lee only to find that 
Dr. Turney was out of town. He 
then rode 12 miles to Bronte to 
summon Dr. J. D. Leonard. Little 
Ben rode ahead of Dr. Leonard all 
the way back to Indian Creek, to 
open the gates for him. Dr. Leon­
ard. with his stylish horse and 
buggy, never once slowed down un­
til he had reached the Murphey 
home.

Mrs. Murphey recalls that where 
pll the oil activity is now in Coke 
County, once men were grubbing 
and trying to prepare the land for 
farming. Her only train ride was 
from Miles to Ranger, in 1918, dur­
ing the big oil boom there. The 
Murpheys stayed there about eight 
months and Mrs. Murphey cooked 
for the oil men, and together they 
saved up the whole sum of two 
hundred dollars. Then they were 
ready to return home. Coming 
hack to Miles on the train, Mr. 
Murphey was robbed of the two 
hundred dollars.

INTERESTING LETTER RECEIVED 
FROM EDITOR’S SON IN GERMANY

Tuesday night,
June 7, 1955 

Dear Dad.
1 had planned to write last night 

i>ut when we returned around 10:30 
from my trip, I was not Just a 
little t it  tired. Si 1 am a day be­
hind. The visit to Switzerland that 
I mentioned before finally has be­
come a reality and 1 can chalk 
my name up beside the rest of the 
many tourists who have craned 
their necks to look at some Swiss 
Alps. And everything was so won­
derful that I doubt if words could 
do much justice.

At any rate a friend of mine, 
Hans Frenkmoelle, and I left 
Mannheim Saturday afternoon on 
the “ Loreli Express.”  It took 
3^ hours to reach the border and 
Basal, Switzerland, where we 
changed trains for Lucerne. The 
railways in Europe are something 
of wonder to me as you rarely wait 
over 20 or 30 minutes at the most 
to make connection. We happened 
to be in luck and caught a train 
to Lucerne as soon as we left the 
first one. I have seen people in 
the movies and Dagwood in the 
funny paper just barely get on in 
time, and that is how we made this 
one. running along the side and 
jumping on as it picked up speed. 
We rode second class all of the 
way so we had fine seats in spac­
ious six-man compartments.

Particularly good was our luck 
"between Basal and Lucerne as the 
two of us shared a compartment 
with one other passenger, a beauti­
ful Swiss model, who worked in 
Lucerne. Very nice!

When we arrived in Lucerne, it 
was raining but the next morning 
the sun was out again.

Lucerne is in the heart of Swit­
zerland and on the northern edge

of the Alps with mountains on all 
«ides. It is the most popular of 
all cities in Switzerland for the 
tour is us and therefore everything 
in Lucerne is for tourists’ pleasure. 
The city is located on the north­
west end of the Lake of the Four 
For set Cantons or just plain Lake 
Lucerne.

We found a hotel that was in 
the middle class between expen­
sive and otherwise for our two 
nights there.

Sunday morning, Hans and I 
made an unguided tour of the 
town and took pictures along with 
the sightseeing. About 3/4 of the 
Swiss population use German as 
their principal language, especially 
predominate in the northern and 
■-astern areas of the country. Most 
of them also speak French, and 
raturally, English. Since Hans 
came lo the States in ‘53 from Ger­
many to become an American citi­
zen we managed to do pretty well 
in getting around..

We took a boat cruise Sunday af­
ternoon on Lake Lucerne. We 
spent some seven hours on the trip 
that took us to the other end of 
the lake and into the lofty Swiss 
Alps with their snow covered peaks 
and green forrests with a few 
waterfalls and mountain streams 
thrown in for good measure. As I 
said before, I can not begin to 
tell you how much 1 enjoyed the 
scenery of Lucerne or could I write 
of its beauty.

We returned that night at nine 
and had a good steak supper. Al­
together, 1 had four steaks while 
1 was there.

Monday morning we went from 
shop to shop looking at the mer­
chandise for sale. We went back 
to a place called “ The Lion Monu­
ment” , which is a memorial to the
