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WHY 1 GO
TO CHURCH

Robert Lee Methodist Church

As just a brief introduction to
this column which will have to do
with matters touched by our Chris-
tian faith and practice, and which
we hope to maintain weekly, we
would ponder over a few thoughts
about the question “Why 1 Go To
Church.”

I don't have to! There is nothing
in the laws of the universe or
the community which compels me
to go. More than that it costs me
to go! Costs me in time and ener-
gy and money. How much more
relaxing to sleep on Sunday mom-
ing, and loaf around the house or
visit with the neighbors on Sunday
night. Or to go fishing. . .To spend
my money on the little niceties
and the small indulgences that life
so0 readily affords. Lots of things
1 could think of. ..

But here 1 go to Church. (And
by the “I”" we mean the some 2
and a quarter million people who
attend church fairly regularly)
And I put my money into it — may-
be not much, but some. Why?

Because | feel the need to stop
and take stock of where 1 have
been the past week and what |
have been doing: If theres' been
any sense to my living or reason
for my activities. To see if things
are checking out anywhere near
right to what they are supposed
to. Usually 1 find they are not
and 1 need to regain my sense
of bearing. You see, those who
g0 to church are not saints. If
they were they wouldnt’ need to

God as people possessed of a com-
mon need; learning to live as we
are expected to live.

And I go because my community
needs the Church, and it needs it
as an active influential member of
society. Too conclusive are the
sad stories of communities and
nations which have decayed and
died when the Church has become
corrupt and ineffective for me to
dare allow my church to die. If my
community and nation are to live,
then my Church must be awake
and vigorously working to estab-
lish those principles of righteous-
ness and truth on which alone a
nation can endure. And though
I'm just one and can't do much,
I can do something! And the move-
ment has got to start with some-
place. Why not with me?

Yet one other thing: Christianity
means something in life, something
with significance and depth. To
make that meaning have force in
this life, the least I can do is to
join with other Christian people in
the teaching and practice of it.
Billy Graham reveals a good case
here relevant: There were three of
them closely associated in college
and graduating together.

Billy of course is the Evangelist,
one other — if our memory serves
us right — is a lawyer, the third is
an ardent member of the Commun-
ist Party. The two of them, Billy
and the lawyer, being Christian,
wrote the third seeking to win him
back to the Christian way of life.
He replied: “We Communists
have a faith, a purpose and a pas-
sion, you Christians have a faith, a
purpose but no passion. Show me
your passion and I will listen to
your words."”
