Pupils from the Robert Lee 
school are to report at the hospital 
between 1 and 2 next Tuesday.

A supply of vaccine has been de­
livered to Dr. John R. Harris of 
Bronte for inoculation of young­
sters in the eastern part of the 
county.

Only those pupils who received 
the first shots in May will be eli­
gible for second shots. Dr. Mc­
Daniel stated.

While the delay of two months 
has caused some uneasiness among 
parents, it is pointed out that vac­
cine now being released has under­
gone strict tests under government 
regulations.

The new supply of vaccine re­
ceived in Coke County was put out 
by the Lilly Company of Indian­
apolis, which firm also supplied 
the vaccine used here for the first 
shots. No adverse reaction was re­
ported form any of the 180 Coke 
County children who received the 
first shots.

Since some provisions may not 
be available now because of vaca­
tions, later provisions will be made 
for those who are unable to be 
inoculated at the times specified 
above.

ROBERT TUBB 
DROWNS SELF 
AT BLACKWELL

Robert Tubb, 74. retired stock 
farmer of Blackwell and former 
Silver resident, drowned Wednes­
day in Oak Creek Lake near Black- 
well. Justice of the Peace C. E. 
Bruton of Bronte, presiding over a 
coroner’s inquest, and returned a 
verdict of suicide by drowning.

According to relatives Mr. Tubb 
left his home around 8 o’clock Wed 
nesday morning to get his mail and 
purchase some washing powder. 
When he did not return for some 
time, his wife became worried and 
asked friends ana neighbors to 
search for him.

Later it was learned that he was 
seen walking south along the rail­
road track, and the search was 
centered in that direction. It con­
tinued to his favorite fishing spot 
on an inlet to the lake where his 
hat, a daily newspaper and a pack­
age of washing powder were dis­
covered on the bank.

Steps were immediately taken to 
drag the lake and divers helped 
with the search. The body was re ­
covered about 1:30 p. m. in water 
ten feet deep.

Sheriff Paul Good assisted in 
conducting the inquest and a dozen 
witnesses were of the opinion that 
Mr. Tubb had voluntarily walked 
off into the deep water. There had 
been no persons seen in that area 
during the day.

It is believed that Robert was 
despondent over ill health.

The body was removed to a fun­
eral home in Roscoe in a Clift am­
bulance.

Funeral services were schedul­
ed for Thursday afternoon in the 
Baptist Church in Blackwell, with 
burial in Decker cemetery.

Robert grew up in the Silver 
community and married Jettie 
Jameson. They purchased a ranch 
a few miles northwest of Blackwell 
where they resided more than 30 
years until retiruig to Blackwell a 
few years ago.

J U D G I N G  O T H E R S

The source of greatest friction 
between people, the cause that 
gives rise to the ugliest feelings 
is very likely found in the self- 
indulgent practice of lalking about 
one another; that all too common 
activity of life known of as gos­
sip, passing judgement on our 
neighbor or using ourselves as a 
sort of broadcast station through 
which we reveal his activities.

Now if we want to do something 
about bettering the relations be­
tween people in our community — 
and our world — here is a place 
where we can start. Before we say 
anything ill about any person or 
any person's children, we should 
hold these things in mind: First, 
o u r  Christian commandment: 
"Judge not, that you be not 
judged. . Matt. 7:1. And he goes

on to say that as we judge others 
God will in the same measure 
judge us!

If that's not enough to quiet our 
talking let us recall that we maybe 
aren’t so perfect ourselves — oc­
casionally we make a mistake, or 
do or say the wrong thing. This 
brings to mind the old proverb 
"There is so much g6od in the 
worst of us, and so much bad in 
the best of us, that it doesn't be­
hoove any of us to talk about the 
rest of us!"

And even more: Just what au­
thority do we have to say what is 
right or wrong; who has set us up 
as one to pass judgement? Could 
it be that there is uncertainty and 
misunderstanding on our part? Or 
are we so expert in managing our 
own lives? As we find in a little 
saying taken from "Moments” , 
"How can we judge the deeds of 
others when so many times we 
can't understand what we do our­
selves.” Is this not enough? Think 
about these things the next time

you start to talk to someone. Very 
likely your conversation will be 
turned to some more fruitful sub­
ject, and in so doing you will start 
a chain of good-will instead of ex­
tending the chain of ill-will.
