SAN ANGELO — An il well is
engulfed by flames as fire fighters
go into action to bring the blaze
under control while a large crowd
looks on.

At the same moment, in a near-
by building, hundreds of persons
wearing paper moccasins walk
around a huge aerial photo mo-
saic of the entire Southwest, spot-
ting familiar landmarks on the
map.

Mammoth oil derricks outside
the building are being precisely
raised and lowered in only min-
utes.

That's the scene pictured by Bob
Augenthaler of a few of the many
educational exhibits which will
highlight the San Angelo Oil Show
Oct. 13-15. Augenthaler is chair-
man of educational exhibits for
the show.

‘““We have the most sensational
exhibits I've ever seen in West
Texas signed up for the show,” he
said. Among the exhibits are the
following :

1. The famous 105 by 46 foot
photo mosaic of the Southwestern
part of the United States which
Tobin Aerial Surveys of San An-
tonio shows at major oil shows
throughout the country. The aerial
photos are placed on the floor and
one wall of the building. Visitors
are given paper moccasins to wear
while they walk on the map to
peer closely at various rivers,
ranches, roads and towns.

2. A live demonstration twice
daily of oil well fire fighting staged
by Safety Products Corp of Hous-
ton. The platform of an oil well
and the ground surrounding the
and propane and ignited. Methods
of controlling this type of fire as
a gasoline fire in a 20 by 30
foot slush pit and a fire caused
by breaking of propane or butane
pipes will be shown.

3. A number of real derricks,
converting the Oil Show grounds
into a simulated oil field. Franks
Division of Gabot Shops, Inc., with
division offices in Odessa will show
a 97-foot derrick while Jack Ander-
son Engine Co. demonstrates a 90
foot hydralic-raised derrick and a
65-foot derrick mounted on a truck.

4. The Humble Oil and Refining
Company’s exhibit which actually
forces gas and water injections
into the display to demonstrate
secondary recovery of oil by such
injections. Humble's core exhibit,
backed by neon lights, shows def-
inite sands and formation.

5. The Trinity Steel display on
the storage and transportation of
liquified petroleum utilizing minia-
ture tanks and trucks that really
operate, There is also an actual
waterfall and lake in the exhibit.

Union No. 3 F. C. Wojtek, 4
miles north of Robert Lee, has
been completed for a daily flow-
ing potential of 219.58 barrels of
43.1 gravity oil, no water, with gas-
oil ratio 495-1.

Potential was based on an actual
10-hour flow of 109.79 barrels of oil
through a ‘'2-inch choke and per-
forations between 4,936-950 feet in
S5'%-inch casing set at 4,989 feet,
on total depth of 5,000 feet. Pay
section fractured with 5,000
gallons.

It is the fourth producer in the
Munn (Canyon) field on Wojtek
property, where J. B. Randle’'s No.

Announce Rules
For Distribution
Of Polio Vaccine

AUSTIN, September 29—Phar-
macists and physicians are key

people in the State Health Depart-
ment's intricate plan for insuring
fair distribution of still-scarce po-
lio vaccine.

The plan moved into high gear
this week as Texas' 2,700 pharma-
cists were semt ‘‘vaccine usage”
forms to be filled out and returned
at weekly intervals to state health
officials as a means of keeping
tabs on every dose of the vital
vaccine that is aduninistered to a
child of priority age

“Priority age' is under 10, and
pregnant women. It means that
only persons in these categories
will be eligible for shots. Health
Commissioner Henry A. Holle said
the priority group was extended

from the 5 to 9 bracket because

health department records show|to do epidemiological studies on

the younger age group is most sus-
ceptible in Texas.

Best estimates of the number of
eligibles set the figure at 2,185,95
Of that number 1,942,645 are chil-
dren under 10. Both figures are
based on a statistical analysis of
the state population as a whole.

Here are the mechanics of the
plan as established by Dr. Holle
on recommendations of the State

Polio Advisory Committee:

Vaccine manufacturers, by mu-
tual agreement, will sell only to
retail and wholesale pharmacists,
rather than directly to physicians.
Physicians will requisition from
druggists on forms supplied by the
State Health Department.

The forms, together with a sum-
mary of all vaccine distributed to
local purchasers, will be forward-
ed each week to the (‘orpnmnu'u-

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Sterling Man
Gets First Free
Hunting License

(Sterling News-Record)

R. P. Brown, perennial hunter,
got the first exempt hunting li-
cense in Sterling County this year.
A law passed by the last Legisla-
ture makes hunting licenses f{ree
to hunters over 65.

Mr. Brown first went deer hunt-
ing in 1905 in Coke County. On
that hunting trip with him was the
late J. Q. McCabe, the late Temp
Whiteside and the late J. 1. Murti-
shaw. He killed his first deer in

Coke County in 1907.

With few exceptions, Brown has
heen deer hunting every year
since 1905, including last year. He
ot his largest deer in 1953, which
dressed out around 250 pounds, he
estimated.

The two best hunts that come to
Mr. Brown's memory are ones that
happened in the Big Ben Country.
In 1915 his party got four deer on
the first day of hunting. In 1925
there in the Delaware Mountains
his party got five deer on the first
day of hunting.
