Pheasants to become fair fowl on Saturaay

If you are an observant motorist,
you have probably spotted a ring-
neck pheasant or two searching for
grain or other food in barditches or
gathering at the edges of a stubble
field or Conservation Reserve Pro-
gram lands. You've probably had
to avoid hitting one as it ran or flew
across the road in front of your
moving vehicle.

But if the huge population of
gamebirds are as "wily" as they are
supposed to be, they will head for
cover this weekend.

Hundreds of hunters are expect-
ed to converge on the Panhandle
Saturday, each searching for their

limit of the wily ringneck pheasant.

Pheasant season officially opens
30 minutes before sunrise Saturday
and will continue through Dec. 27.

Legal hunting hours are 30 min-
utes before sunrise until 30 minutes
after sunset each day. Bag limits
are two cock pheasants daily, with
four in possession, and one foot
must remain attached to the carcass
until it reaches its final destination.
Only cock pheasants are open tar-
gets for hunters; hens are not "fair
game." And Game Warden Jerry
Stucki, who covers Castro County,
said hunting from public roads is
illegal.

He also wants to remind hunters
that Texas hunters who were born
Sept. 2, 1971 or later must com-
plete a hunter education course to
be licensed to hunt.

Pheasant hunting prospects on
this year’s leased tracts in the Pan-
handle are excellent, according to
Gene Miller, technical guidance bi-
ologist in Amarillo.

"Timely moisture and excellent
habitat conditions have yielded a
strong crop of birds and these units
reflect the general situation
throughout the Panhandle," said
Danny Swepston, wildlife district
leader in Amarillo. He added that

regulatory counts show an overall
increase of pheasants throughout
the district.

Stucki said the bird numbers in
Castro County look good.

"We had an excellent nesting
season with up to three hatches, so
there are a lot of birds out there,"
Stucki said. "I've heard this is the
best crop in about seven years and
the birds are pretty evenly scattered
—they are everywhere. Anywhere
you can find good cover and feed,
that’s where you’ll find the most
birds."

Stucki will have help patrolling
during opening weekend, but he
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also asks the public to help make it
a safe season by following safe
hunting guideliens and obeying all
rules. If anyone has witnessed a
violation, he asks that they report it
by calling Operation Game Thief,
toll-free, at 1-800-792-GAME.

Nazareth to feature
Christmas postmark

Thousands of Christmas cards
and letters are expected to pour into
the Nazareth Post Office this week
as stamp enthusiasts and others
request a 1992 commemorative
Christmas postmark from the town
which shares the biblical name of
Jesus’ hometown.

The post office has been ap-
proved to use a special pictorial
cancellation on one day, Tuesday,
Dec. 15, according to Postmaster
Stephanne Dobmeier.

The 1992 commemorative can-
cellation features a nativity scene,
the town’s name and zip code along
with the words "Love,” "Peace,"
and "Christmas Station," and the
date it will be used. It was designed
by Rose Mary Wilhelm of Na-
zarcth.

This will be the second year
Nazareth will offer a holiday post-
mark. The first was two years ago,
and Dobmeier said more than 5,000
requests for the cancellation were
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received. And the requests came
from every state in the United
States and from several foreign
countries.

She doesn’t expect quite as many
requests this year, but just to be
safe, she will enlist the help of her
one employee and a former Na-
zarcth postmaster, Kathy Birken-
feld, to help hand-stamp Christmas
mail with the cancellation.

Anyone who wants to receive the
cancellation on their Christmas
mail should bring the pieces to the
post office by Dec. 15, or package
the letters, mark "Postmark Re-
quest" in the lower left-hand cor-
ner, and mail to Nazareth Post
Office, Nazareth, Texas 79063.

Dobmeier said the post office
already has received several re-
quests for this postmark, and she
hopes to receive most of the re-
quests prior to Tuesday. She said
the early requests will be hand-
stamped and held until Dec. 15.
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Action may be filed
In election lawsuit

Another action in a pending law-
suit may be filed soon against
Castro County.

The action is proposed by Mexi-
can-American Legal Defense and
Education Fund (MALDEF) law-
yers on behalf of Joe Crespin and
Emma Reyna as a civil action in
the US District Court for the North-
ern District of Texas, Amarillo Di-
vision.

The filing would call for the
"suggestion of contempt and mo-
ton to enforce judgment and for

sanctions against Castro County
Defendants."

It would ask that the court find
that the Castro County Commis-
sioners’ Court, County Judge Polly
Simpson and individual Commis-
sioners Dale Winders, Jeff Robert-
son, and Vincent Guggemos are in
contempt of court. It also would ask
that sanctions be assessed against
the county, the commissioners’
court, and the individual officials
already named, along with Castro
County Attorney Jimmy F. Davis.

‘Brown Bag’ project

This Sunday will be "Brown Bag
Sunday" at churches in Dimmitt
and Hart.

"Brown Bag Sunday" is a tradi-
tion started several years ago by the
Castro County Ministerial Alliance
to gather food and toys for needy
families at Christmastime.

Church-goers are asked to take
brown grocery sacks (or boxes)
filled with new toys and non -
perishable foods to church when
they attend Sunday’s services. The
collected items will be taken to the
fire stations in Dimmitt and Hart
for sorting and boxing by volun-
teers.

More than 100 needy families in
the Dimmitt and Hart areas will
face a bleak Christmas without help
from the Brown Bag Project, a
project spokesman said.

(In Nazareth, the Lions Club

conducts the commurity's Christ-
mas benevolence project, mainly to
benefit elderly and shut-in res-
idents.)

After kicking off the Brown Bag
Project Sunday, local churches will
continue to accept donations
through Sunday, Dec. 20. So if you
can’t make it to church this Sun-
day, you'll have five weekdays and
one more Sunday in which to take
your Brown Bag donation to your
church.

Distribution day will be Tues-
day, Dec. 22.

Specifically, what is needed in
Brown Bag donations are family-
size portions of canned, boxed or
bagged foods (no perishables) and
new toys for young children.

Donated foods can include such
items as canned vegetables, fruits,
pie fillings, etc.; boxed cake mixes,

If you do not wish to keep the
mulch, the city will use it around
flower beds in the city’s parks.

Flocked trees also may be re-
cycled. City officials ask that all
nails, omaments and tinsel be re-
moved from the trees.

Vick attends ltalian POW reunion

Clara Vick of Dimmitt recently
returned from a trip to Italy, where
she attended the annual reunion of
the ex-POW'’s who were held at
Hereford during World War IL

She reported that Valentino Ba-
rillaro and Armando Boscolo met
her and Ines Cataldi at the Milan
airport. Vick and Cataldi were
guests of Armando Boscolo and his
sisters, Anita and Adalberta, of
Milan at their summer resort home
on the Island of Chioggia, an an-
cient town near Venice that has
some very old and  beautiful
churches and monuments, some
dating from 1110.

"Chioggia’s cuisine is first rate,
with many choices of restaurants
and trattorie. The selection of sea-
food is greater than most Texans
have ever heard of," Vick said.

They toured Venice two days,
going by ferryboat and returning by
autobus. They also visited Murau-
no, famous for its glass-works.

"Venice was so romantic and it
was more beautiful than I ever
dreamed it could be,"” Vick said.

After leaving Chioggia, Vick and
Cataldi rode a bus to Padua, anoth-
er ancient city. There they were
met by Professor Alfredo Rizzon,
who also had been a Prisoner of
War at the Hereford Camp.

"He was very interesting, and
gave a lecture on all the important
churches, buildings and the univer-
sity," Vick said. "He even intro-
duced us to some of the students
who were registering for the next
semester. He said students come
from all over the world to study at
this fine university."

Continuing to Milan by train, the
two women were met at the train
by Leitizia Gambetti and her hus-
band, Francesco. (She is the daugh-
ter of Dino Gambetti, one of the
artists who decorated St. Mary’s
Church in Umbarger.) Letizia invi-
ted the women to stay at her home.
Leitizia and Francesco met Vick
last January while they were visit-
ing Texas and the Umbarger
Church, and they stayed in Vick's
home. While there, they invited
Vick to come stay with them.

Vick and Cataldi met Mrs. Luisa

Vick visited with Mario Benelli.
He told her he had written to the

Mrs. Luisa Gambetti to attend the

reunion. Some of their friends from
the Pesaro area also attended with
them.

After the reunion, Vick and
Cataldi traveled by train to Naples
as a guest of Professor Gianni
Roberti.

The county clerk’s office in
Dimmitt sells licenses during regu-

lar business hours Monday through
Friday. Licenses also may be pur-
chased at IGA Foodliner in Dim-
mitt or at Hart Auto and Farm
Supply.

A resident hunting license is $13
and a resident combination hunting

and fishing license is $25. Those
under 17 years of age or over 65
years of age are required to pur-
chase a special resident hunting
license, which is $6. Non-resident
hunters may purchase a year-long
license for $75 or a five-day permit

for $25.

Shotgun shells are a little easier

to find.

Hunters in the Dimmitt area can
stop in to purchase shotgun shells
at IGA Foodliner or Hays Imple-
ment/True Value Hardware in Dim-
mitt. Shells may be purchased in
Nazareth at Joe’s Beer and Wine
(three miles north on FM 168) and
Home Mercantile. In Hart, hunters
may purchase ammunition at Ed
Harris Lumber Co., Hart Auto and

Farm Supply and Tole Auto Parts.

Type Il hunting

There is one Type II public
hunting tract in Castro County, and

permits to hunt on this land may be

purchased for $35 at Texas Parks
and Wildlife law enforcement dis-
trict offices throughout the state, A
map also will be provided to those
purchasing permits.

One tract (Unit #617) is a 305-
acre tract of heavy cover surround-
ed by irrigated farmland southeast

of Dimmitt on Highway 194. It

features- pheasants, rabbits and
hares (during pheasant season only)
as legal game. The use of dogs is

recommended for hunting this tract

because cover is "extremely rank,"
but the birds are there, according to
TPWD officials.

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generate new excitement if it was
performed with the harmony and
variety of a group. He held to his
belief and for 80 years the Christy
Minstrels entertained throughout
the US and abroad.

In late 1917 the Christy Min-
strels continued to play on Broad-
way as the longest-running show in
the history of show business and
that record holds today.

The group disbanded in 1921,
taking a back seat to the new music
of the age—jazz, the big bands and
rock and roll. But in the late 1950s
people began to gain interest in the
minstrell shows and the idea of the
folk group was reborn. In 1961 the
New Christy Minstrels performed
its first show at the Troubador in
Los Angeles.

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Horns end best-ever season

Hart’s dreams for a state cham-

pionship in football came to an icy
and abrupt end Friday night at the
hands of District 2-A foe, Sudan.

For the second time this year the
Homets beat the Longhoms, but
this time it was a 7-0 victory in the
state quarterfinals.

District 2-A featured three of the
top-ranked Class A teams in the
state—Hart, Sudan and Nazareth.
That trio ended district play in a
three-way tie for the title and the
Longhomns and Homets advanced
on a coin flip.

Friday night’s Class A quarter-
final game between the two district
rivals was a lot closer than the
teams’ first meeting, which Sudan
won, 35-0.

The offensive stats reflect what a
defensive battle the quarterfinal
matchup was. Each team was held
to about half of its usual offensive
output. After watching the first
quarter, visiting coaches comment-
ed that the team that scored first
would win. Few of those in the
stands expected a 7-0 game from
these two teams, but that’s what
they witnessed.

Sudan scored with 8:21 left in
the third period and that was all the
Hornets needed to claim the victo-

That touchdown pass was one of
only two completed, and one of
only six attempted by the Hornets.

Sudan’s big, fast Tim Williams
won the rushing contest, gaining 97
yards on 28 carries. He was virtual-
ly the only offensive weapon that
the Homets used in the fourth
quarter as they fought to retain
possession of the ball.

"Sudan’s got so much team
speed, it’s hard to stop them," said
Hart Coach Alan Cherry. "Not just
on offense, either. They're very
quick on defense and that makes it
hard to do things. You may think
you’ve got a hole and can break for
a long gain, but their guys are so
fast, you're down before you know
i."

Meanwhile, Cesar Salas finished
with a net 27 yards on 13 carries
and didn’t carry the ball any more
after the first series of plays in the
third quarter. Barry Washington did
a good job, gaining 38 yards on
five carries.

"The game was close,” said ju-
nior guard-cornerback Fred Reyna.
"It just didn’t turn out our way.
Both teams played well. Sudan just
got the breaks."

Hart ended its season with a 12-2
record, while Sudan improved to
12-2.

But on Sudan’'s punt play, Hart
went for the block and drew a 15-
yard roughing-the-punter penalty,
letting Sudan out of the hole with a
first down at the 20.

After holding and forcing Sudan
to punt from its own 38, Hart drew
a clipping penalty that nullified a
20 - yard runback by Anthony
Washington and added 15 yards to
a 29-yard punt.

1, the Longhoms got the ball back
on their own 15.

Hart drew 35 of its 60 yards in
penalties during that one Sudan
drive, mainly from overly aggres-
sive defense.

It was a dead-even ballgame in
the first half. Each team had one
penetration and five first downs at
halftime. Hart led in total yardage,
98-48. The situation brought up
questions of how the winner would
be decided in case of a tie. The
district rule, according to Na-
zareth’s coaches, is that penetra-
tions count first, then first downs,
then total yardage gained, then a
coin flip.

Fourth down conversions—or a
lack of them—were the difference
in the game. Hart was denied a
touchdown late in the second quar-
ter when Sudan’s defense stopped
the Longhorns on fourth-and-one at
the Sudan 15, and another when
Sudan’s Ricky Weaver broke up an
Aven pass on fourth-and-three from
the Sudan 6 midway in the third.

Sudan muffed a field-goal at-
tempt on fourth-and-12 from the
Hart 15 early in the second quarter
when a high snap killed the effort.

Sudan’s winning touchdown
came on a fourth-and-four play
from the Hart 16 when quarterback
Andy Roberts hit tight end Michael
Jefferson in the end zone with a
pass on Sudan’s initial drive of the
second half. The drive covered 58
yards in seven plays.

Cherry said the key during Su-
dan’s scoring drive was a 24-yard
gain by Weaver, giving Sudan a
first down at Hart’s 22.

Hart’s third-quarter drive came
right after the Sudan touchdown,
after Cesar Salas returned the kick-
off 55 yards to the Sudan 24. The
Longhorns drove to the 6 in four
plays before Aven’s incomplete
fourth-down pass.

The demoralized Longhorns
never threatened after that, partly
because the weather had become a
major hindrance at that time, caus-
ing a wet ball and slick field.

"We had our chance to win the
game, unfortunately it didn’t work
out in our favor," Cherry said. "I
think we played very well. But we
got inside their 20 twice and
couldn’t score.”

‘TAAS test scores
show improvement

Dimmitt third graders and sev-
enth graders improved their scores
on the Texas Assessment of Acade-
mic Skills (TAAS) tests for 1992,
compared with the 1991 scores.

The percent of students master-
ing the three areas of the tests
showed the biggest increase for
Dimmitt Middle School seventh
graders. Mastery is shown if a
student answers at least 70% of
questions correctly.

In the 1992 tests, given in Sep-
tember, 71% of the seventh graders
showed mastery of writing, 53%
demonstrated mastery of reading
and 48% mastered math. The fi-
gures for 1991 were 43% for writ-
ing, 36% for reading and 36% for
math.

Third graders showed 49% mas-
tery for writing in the 1992 tests,
68% for reading and 74% for math.
In 1991, 42% of third grade stu-
dents mastered writing, 67% read-
ing and 63% math.

The percentage of third graders
who showed mastery of all three
sections of the test was ranked at
35% of students in 1991 and in-
creased to 44% in 1992. Seventh
graders mastering all three sections
ranked at 26% in 1991 and at 37%
in 1992.

DISD Curriculum Director Gain-
ell Minnick said the state has set a
goal for 90% of students to demon-

strate mastery on the TAAS tests in
the next five years.

"We have shown a very nice
gain in all tests taken," Minnick
said.

Minnick pointed out that results
have not been released yet on the
exit-level TAAS tests, which were
administered in October. She said
additional TAAS tests will be given
to fourth and eighth grade students
in the spring. Also, tenth grade
students will be given their first
crack at the exit-level exam, along
with eleventh and twelfth graders
who have not passed all sections
yet.

Dimmitt High School offers six
TAAS remediation classes for stu-
dents who have had difficulty in
passing the exit-level exam, ac-
cording to Minnick.

Minnick said the increase in test
scores for Dimmitt students could
be partly attributed to efforts to use
textbooks as a resource along with
a lot of other materials, rather than
treating the textbooks as the sole

source of information for classes.

"We have shown much better
results when using many different
sources," Minnick said. "Also, we
are trying to put more emphasis on
the format and the same manner of
presentation of materials as in the
tests."”

City accepts bids

for wells,

Street drainage, surety bonds,
and bids were discussed at the
Monday meeting of the Dimmitt
City Council.

Councilman Don Sheffy said that
drainage of city streets has become
more of a problem with the recent
melting snow. He said that conti-
nued seal-coating of streets has
caused a build-up, especially at
intersections, that prevents proper
drainage in some areas.

City Manager Reeford Burrous
said that he would contact City
Engineer Bill McMorries for advice
on what to do. Burrous said he
would prefer that the annual seal-
coating#project be postponed this
year and allow the money to be
used for improving intersections
and drainage.

The council gave approval for
McMorries to examine the situa-
tion.

Public Works Supervisor James
Killough asked the council to con-
sider doing away with a city ordin-
ance that requires contractors to
obtain a surety bond before doing
business in Dimmitt. Plumbers, car-
penters, electricians, and heating
and air conditioning contractors are
required to obtain a surety bond to
cover any work done in case of any
problems after the work is com-
pleted.

Killough said contractors have
complained that the bonds are too
expensive and only duplicate the
coverage provided by the liability
insurance they are required to car-
ry.
City Attorney Jack Edwards said
the liability insurance would give
more thorough coverage. He agreed
to look at doing away with the

pickup

surety bond provision, and present
more information on the matter at a
future meeting of the council.

Bids were opened for installation
of the new city water field south of
town. The low bid was submitted
by Wall & Sons Drilling of Here-
ford, with a total bid price of
$45,699 and estimated completion
time of 30 days. The council voted
to accept the bid if it meets the
specifications. McMorries will be
asked to examine the bids to deter-
mine if all specs are met.

Other bids were: $57,827.22
from Hi Plains Drilling Co. of
Abernathy; $54,858.95 from Big T

Pump Co. of Hereford; and $65,-

250 from West Texas Well Service
of Odessa.

The council accepted a bid for
purchase of a new one-ton pickup
to be used by the Public Works
Dept. The award was made to low
bidder Friona Motors at the price of
$13,356 for a new Ford F-150,
pending inspection of the bid to
make sure it meets the bid specifi-
cations.

Other bids received were: $14,-
883.10 from Jack Morris Ford of
Plainview; $14,896.20 from Here-
ford Buick - Pontiac - GMC; and
$14,385 from Stevens Chevrolet-
Olds of Hereford. Also, a bid for
$5,995 was received from Dimmuitt
Equipment Co. of Dimmitt for a
used 1986 flatbed truck.

He indicated that it was filed with
the federal court in Amarillo.
Neither Davis nor Virginia Daug-
herty, Castro County’s counsel in
the redistricting lawsuit, could con-
firm Wednesday moming whether
the action actually had been filed
yet.

*

A state law says that if an incum-
bent commissioner is not re-elect-
ed, then during the time between
the clection and the time that the
new commissioner takes office, the
incumbent must have approval for
any expenditures. The rule applies
to counties with a population under
50,000.

Thé commissioners’ court com-
plied with that law in September by
notifying Smith — after he was
defeated in the Primary election by
Newlon Rowland—that he would
be required to get approval for
expenditures, and by publishing no-
tice about the new law.

After that action was already
taken, the federal district court de-
clared the election that ousted
Smith was invalid. This ruling was
made in October.

Since a resolution had been
passed concerning pre-approval for
Smith expenditures, the commis-
sioners’ court needed to take some
sort of action in response to the
federal district court’s ruling. Davis
advised the other commissioners to
seck a district court declaratory
judgement in the matter.

The declaratory judgement suit
only asks for a clarification of the
proper action the commissioners’

court should take, according to Da-
vis.
¥

Smith had informed the other
commissioners at the last meeting
of the commissioners’ court that a
MALDEEF attorney had approached
him about filing the contempt
pleading. Smith told the others he
had refused to be a party to the
action. However, after Smith was
thwarted in an attempt to buy some
culverts, he threatened to change
his mind about the action.

The contempt pleadings charac-
terize Smith as "the spokesperson
for the minority community.” It
also calls him the "minority advo-
cate” and a "minority surrogate."

He has been excluded
from any executive sessions and
has not been given any vote or
voice in official decisions of the
court.

The commissioners had sched-
uled an executive session Wednes-
day morning to consult with Daug-
herty on pending litigation, but the
meeting was cancelled because
there would not be a quorum. Gug-
gemos is ill, and Smith informed
the others he did not plan to attend.

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Barefield addresses school finance issue

Why must we agonize ourselves
with this charade to equalize school
finance?

It doesn’t take a genius to under-
stand what the Texas Supreme
Court meant when they said
". .. the consensus for at least two
decades has been that systemic
change is essential to correct the
deficiencies in the school system.

"In Rodriguez, the US Supreme
Court observed ‘The need is ap-
parent for reform in tax systems
which may well have relied too
long and too heavily on the local
property tax. And certainly innova-
tive thinking as to public education,
its methods and its funding is ne-
cessary to assure both a higher
level of quality and greater unifor-
mity of opportunity. These matters
merit the continued attention of the
scholars who already have contri-
buted much by their challenges.
But the ultimate solutions must
come from the lawmakers and from
the Democratic pressures of those
who elect them.’

“In Edgewood I, we stressed
‘The system itself must be
changed.” As long as our public
school system consists of variations
on the same theme, the problems
inherent in the system cannot be
expected to suddenly vanish."

The court further stated that "the
Constitution prohibits, however,
heavy reliance on grossly disparate
local revenue to provide funding
essential for public schools."

Edgewood II, 804 SW 2d at 496-
97, 500. Were local revenue but an
insubstantial part of the total fund-
ing, the disparities in school district
property wealth might be inconse-
quential to the system as a whole.
But when local revenue pays a very
significant part of the cost of a
fundamental education—now more
than half — those disparities
dominate the entire system."

Why do we continue to place
such a tremendous burden of
school finance on the local property
tax? The current legislative propo-
sals all seem to come from the
same bag.

Please review how Texas com-
pares with the nation in several
areas:

4 Local property tax increases
over the last 10 years—first.

4 Local property tax for public
education (1989)—seventh.

4 Total combined property tax
(1989)—13th.

4 Total sales tax—third.

4 Per-capita local taxes (1989)
—17th.

4+ Per-capita state taxes (1989)
—48th.

4 Average spent in education
per pupil (1989)—36th.

4 Average teacher salary (1990-
01)—34th.

As Bob Bullock was quoted,
"Texas already has almost every
tax known to mankind, and in most
instances—such as our combined
state and local sales tax—our rates
are among the highest in the na-
tion." (“"Hand in Hand," Texas
Lone Star, April/lMay 1991 ).

I truly do not believe our taxes
have diminished since that state-
ment was made. In fact, we have
instituted bingo, parimutual racing
and the great lottery on top of our
already existing revenue sources.
State leaders have led us along a
rosy path peddling these wonderful
solutions. All of our leading taxes
are inequitable and falling heavily
on poor and middle-income Tex-
ans.

Among businesses, the tax bur-
den falls heavily on a handful of
industries while other types of busi-
nesses escape state and local taxes
almost entirely.

Why continue to rely on these
inequitably regressive, saturated
revenue sources instead of restruc-
turing our revenue system to meet
the needs of the 21st Century? We
need a system that can expand, can
reflect one’s ability to contribute
and can be flexible. As we consider
such a system, we can reduce the
tremendous burden of the sales and
property taxes.

Texas has tremendous wealth.
Some that have tremendous wealth
are not carrying their proportionate
share of the load. We need leader-
ship to point out the inequities of
the current system and to stir the
masses instead of scaring them.

The argument that having no
income tax helps the state business
environment rings hollow as we
hear Ted C. jones, chief economist
for the Real Estate Center at Texas
A&M University make the follow-
ing statement in the Nov. 11 issue
of the Amarillo Daily News:

"Manufacturing jobs are the
most important jobs you have in the
local economy because those dol-
lars are spent here. We have lost

the most important part of our work
force.

"Is it going to continue? Yes, and
it’s going to accelerate.

"Jones said that businesses are
choosing to expand or relocate new
facilities elsewhere because of the
state’s curmrent tax system which
relies on corporate, franchise and
property taxes. Businesspeople
have complained, he said, that the
current system forces them to pay

Disabled get
new ‘logos’

New parking insignia for disa-
bled motorists are available at the
Castro County Tax Assessor/Col-
lector’s office at the courthouse.

The State of Texas has issued
new license plates featuring the
wheelchair emblem, replacing the
current license plates which display
the wheelchair emblem on a stick-
er.
Also, the state has issued blue
plastic placards that hang from the
rearview mirror for disabled motor-
ists. Paper placards are currently in
use.
"People who have disabled pla-
cards need to come in and ex-
change them with us for the new
plastic ones," said Tax Assessor/-
Collector Billy Hackleman. "Also,
the regular license plates need to be
exchanged for the new ones."

The exchange must be made by
Dec. 31, Hackleman said. People
who have the current identification
can exchange the items at no
charge.

The blue disabled placards are
transportable with the user to any
vehicle in which he or she travels.
The cost is $5 and the placard
remains valid for five years. A red
placard, which is for people who
are temporarily disabled, also costs
$5 and is valid for six months.

Hackleman said the new placards
bring Texas into compliance with
federal disabled standards, so they
should be acceptable anywhere in
the US.

To obtain the license plates de-
signated for the disabled, the appli-
cant must fill out a form available
in Hackleman’s office. The form
also requires the signature of the
disabled person and that of a doc-
tor. There is no fee for the plates
beyond the normal vehicle registra-
tion fee.

Hackleman estimated that the
county has 150 who are eligible for
the special plates. He said 130 have
been issued this year, along with
200 disabled placards.

"Only about 60 have been re-
placed with the new placards, and
they need to be exchanged by Dec.
31," Hackleman said.

taxes whether or not they make
money.

"He said that ‘maybe’ the state
needs to develop a tax system that
collects taxes on income, but not if
it discourages people from being
more productive."

Even Bob Bullock knows that
we urgently need to restructure our
tax system. Please review the Bul-
lock article in the April/May 1991
edition of the Texas Lone Star. It
makes even more sense today than
at that time. We need some folks on
the bandwagon and we need leader-
ship.

School finance and our state rev-
enue system are inestricably linked.
The future progress of each must
overcome the present political
games that are occurring. We can
kill two birds with one stone if we
seize the moment.

Current school finance plans, as

a whole, contain festures very de-
trimental to small schools. Within
the existing state revenues, small
schools will take it on the chin
because large districts have the
votes. I propose that we expand the
revenue pool while continually
seeking economy of operation.
There is tremendous research that
supports the effectiveness of small
schools. However, much of the
legislation would force many of
these schools to close. One feature
of such legislation would force lo-
cal property taxes through the roof.
School boards and administrators
will not take the blame for this
happening.

We need your assistance and
leadership in proposing some new
solutions to this financial quagmire.
I hope we can count on you.
