LAUNCH PLAN 
FOR TWO NEW 
COUNTY PARKS

A program to provide park and 
recreational facilities for Coke 
County residents was formally 
launched this week. Interested!1 
persons met with the Commission­
ers Court Monday and outlined 
their plans for proposed parks and 
swimming pools at Bronte and Ro­
bert Lee.

W. W. Greif of Snyder, civil en­
gineer, had prepared drawings and 
tentative plans for the projects 
which would provide swim pools, 
bath houses, picnic facilities and 
shelter houses, at an overall cost, 
of not to exceed $130,000.

County Auditor Weldon Fikes 
and Judge Jeff Dean advised that 
a bond issue for the required 
sum would have to he submitted 
to the people. However, it was 
pointed out that the bonds could 
be retired and the parks maintain­
ed from present tax funds, and 
that no increased taxes would be 
necessary.

Petitions are to be circulated 
the last of the week and presented 
to the Commissioners Court next 
Monday, requesting that a special 
election be called on the bond 
issue.

Bronte's proposed site is near 
the old city lake east of town, 
while the Robert Lee project would 
be located in the north part of 
the city on the livestock show 
grounds. This tract of several 
acres was deeded to the county 
a short time ago.

Swimming pools for both parks 
would be built on Junior AAU 
specifications, being 40 feet wide, 
and 82*4 feet long. There would 
be wide concrete walks around 
the pools, dressing rooms, etc., 
with the entire pool enclosed by 
a heavy cyclone fence. Pools 
would be complete with filtering 
systems and would not require re­
filling more than once a month.

Leading the movement for the 
recreation projects are Mayor Er­
nest Ivey and Bronte city officials 
and the Bronte Lions Club. The 
Robert Lee committee is headed 
by the BCD committee of which 
Bob Vaughan is chairman. Post­
master H. S. Lewis, Jr., and 
Cumbie Ivey, Jr. and Mayor J. S. 
Ferrell.

Sponsors of the movement point 
out that Coke is the only West 
Texas county which does not pro­
vide recreational facilities for its 
people. Young folks these days are 
compelled to go to San Angelo. 
Ballinger and Colorado City where 
swim pools and other entertain­
ment features are available.

It also is important to adults 
and especially to oil industry per­
sonnel who enjoy 40-hour work 
weeks and have time set aside for 
recreation. The matter of provid­
ing entertainment for young folks 
is the most important argument 
in favor of the proposed projects.

Swimming pools are regarded as 
the chief source of recreation dur­
ing the long hot West Texas sum­
mers. Baseball fields and possibly 
other features would be included 
in the program, as well as desir­
able picnic grounds, tables, bar­
becue pits, rest rooms, etc.

Coke County has a high taxing 
valuation due to oil development. 
Since both Bronte and Robert Lee* 
have limited tax income and are 
paying off big issues for water 
works and other improvements, 
they do not have the funds to pro­
vide recreational programs.
