
A new building record was written into the books at the Dim-
mitt city manager's office during +he month of August as build-
ing costs for the past month skyrocketed to another all-time 
high of $249,245 or $32,940 above the previous high establish-
ed in May of this year. 

The new high marks the second time in the history of Dimmitt 
that construction costs have exceeded $200,000 for a single 
month. Total building costs for this year are now approaching 
the one million dollar mark and will likely exceed that figure if 
current growth continues at such a rapid rate. The total at the 
end of the current year will 
probably surpass that of any 
previous year as well. 

Nine permits were issued by 
City Manager E. B. Noble during 
August, the largest being for the 
construction of an addition to the 
Dimmitt Gin elevator near the 
south city limits. The total cost 
for this addition is listed at $200,-
000 and calls for the construc-
tion of ten bins, each 140 feet 
high. All bins will be of concrete 
and steel construction and will 
bring over-all storage capacity 
to 685,000 bushels. Chalmers and 
Barton of Hutchinson, Kansas, 
have contract for the huge project.

its Grand Opening in a big new 
fine building this week-end. The 
store is very moderh and very 
large, with all of the merchandise 
arranged in neat piles and with 
rubber tired buggies handy for 
hauling the stuff to a checking 
counter where George Pendleton, 
or one of the other clerks, will 
play a tune with a double refrain 
on the cash register. I have watch-
ed grocery clerks operate and it 
doesn't look like they are inter-
ested in punching any particular 
key, they just drag their hand 
across the cash register keyboard 
and pull a lever until the thing 
rings, then they give it another 
swat with their fist or elbow. 
Somebody should tell them that 
we only get $750 deduction for 
each dependent. I have watched 
these grocery dispensaries grow 
from the old general mercantile 
type of store that sold on credit 
until the cotton was picked in the 
fall. In order to get credit you 
had to give them a mortgage on 
your crop, your mules, the old 
wiggle-tail cultivator, the milk 
cow and buggy. The beans were in 
open bins, that's where the cat 
slept;. the meat was kept on a flat 
4x6 foot table, so everybody 
could handle it and turn it over 
to make their selection. Later they 
put it in a screen cage (I guess 
they were losing too much to the 
rodents). I don't remember much 
about canned goods — you could 
get sardines and Vienna sausage 
in cans—but the best I can re-
member, everything else was eith-
er dried or pickled, and so were 
some of the customers. Of course 
everything was handier then be-
cause , they had the groceries, 
horse collars, harness and chicken 
feed all in the same building, and 
you could always get a pickled 
cucumber out of a keg or barrel 
to nibble on while the groceryman 
was grinding your coffee. That 
was later, or after the competi-
tion got keen, and the stores put 
in coffee grinders as a competitive 
measure. Wilson doesn't even have 
a coffee grinder. I guess it is too 
much work for these modern gro-
cerymen to grind the coffee. The

Enrollment Here 
Climbs To 1,060; 
More To Register 

Enrollment of students at the 
Dimmitt Schools began on sched-
ule Friday and as late as Wednes-
day of this week students were 
still registering. 

A check with High School Prin-
cipal S. T. Newman and Grade 
School Principal W. E. Reisdorph 
shows that total enrollment nas 
already exceeded that of last 
year at this time. The total count 
as of Wednesday for both grade 
school and high school was 1,060 
or about 100 above the 1954 fig-
ure. At least 25 more will regis-
ter in the high school, according 
to Newman, and between 50 and 
100 more will probably register in 
the grade school. 

Twenty students have been en-
rolled in the colored school in 
northeast Dimmitt. 

A breakdown of enrollment 
shows: high school-248; and 
grade school —812. Enrollment 
in the 'four high school grades 
follows: seniors--49; juniors-75; 
sophomores-66; and freshmen-
58. High school enrollment is 
about 20 above last year's total. 

Enrollment is heaviest in the 
first three grades of the grade 
school. The first grade will have 
five teachers; the second grade, 
four; and the third, three teach-
ers. Grade school enrollment now 
stands 120 over the 1954 figure.  

will range from $8,500 to $12,500 
and all construction will be un-
der the supervision of the Federal 
Housing Authority.

TWO—$141,000 of revenue bonds 
to finance improvements and ex-
tensions to the city's waterworks 
system, which includes. six and 
eight inch water.. mains where 
needed as well as a new overhead 
water tower with a storage ca-
pacity of 250,000 gallons and a 
new well and chlorination sys-
tem; THREE—$50,000 in reve-
nue bonds for improvements and 
extensions to the city's sanitary 
system, which will include about 
8,000 feet of sewer lines in east 
and southwest Dimmitt; and 
FOUR—$35,000 in general obliga-
tion tax bonds for street im-
provements which includes re-top-
ping of worn out pavement and 
paving about 35 blocks of city 
streets. 

Bonds will mature over a period 
not to exceed 35 years for the 
date of issuance and will bear in-
terest at a rate of five percent 
per annum, payable annually or 
semi-annually. First Southwest of 
Lubbock and Central Investment 
Company of Plainview will handle 
the sale of bonds.

Sheriff's Office 
Probes Cause Of 
Runaway Tractors 

Castro County sheriff's depu-
ties were busy this week inves-
tigating an unusual case involv-
ing two runaway caterpillar trac-
tors, one of which caused hun-
dreds of dollars of damage to 
fences, crops and other property 
in the northwestern part of the 
county before it could be brought 
under control. 

The incident, according to Dep-
uty Sheriff "Pie" Montgomery, 
had its beginning Saturday night 
at a construction camp some 11 
miles northwest of Dimmitt. The 
camp is maintained by Midland 
Construction Company which is in 
the process of constructing and 
installing a high line between 
Hereford and Plant X at Earth. 
Montgomery told a News reporter 
the following story: 

"Two caterpillar tractors were 
cranked and turned loose. Both 
went into a lake bed; one stalled 
and the other continued on about 
four miles across irrigation ditch-
es, feed patches and fences, finally 
crashing into a farm home owned 
by Julian Johnson about eight 
miles south of Hereford on Twen-
ty-five Mile Avenue. The John-
sons were eating supper at the 
time, but no one was injured. One 
of the family got on the tractor 
after it struck the side of the 
house and stopped it before it went 
through the home." 

Th% deputy sheriff said dam-
ages would run into the hundreds 
of dollars. He added that an in-
vestigation into the cause of the 
incident would be continued by 
the sheriff's office.
