We have not received your price 
on the telephone lines which in 
your m em orandum  of June 22 this 
y ea r you oroposed to  sell to an 
REA cooperative in case it can he 
organized and a loan secured  to 
set up a rural system  in w estern 
Coke County. Mr. Coy MeDougald 
of the REA and Mr. Ja ck  Coving­
ton, of Abilene, ou r engineer also 
have not received this inform ation.
I understand.

This is necessary  before we 
can a rrive  at the feasibility  of this 
project. From  here, it is not easy  
to see where the difficulty lies in 
m aking this appraisal. From  the 
standpoint of construction costs it 
is no problem  ait all to see th a t 
we would be as well off if we did 
not have to te a r  down and salvage, 
move, or rework these old lines.

All we are  doing is buying the 
righ t to borrow m oney to build 
ourselves an adequate ru ra l te le ­
phone system , in a peaceable  and 
with you as well a s  to m eet the

requirem ents of the law.
In view of the fact tha t the stock­

farm ing business is now facing v ir­
tual extinction due to  drouth  and 
other causes, and since we have 
clearly  gained ithe im pression th a t 
these ru ra l lines are  not profitable 
to you as they a re , I can see no 
advantage gained for you by delay. 
The whole p roperty  would bring 
much less now th an  a few m onths 
ago, if the p u rch ase r takes into 
account the outlook for fu ture p a t­
ronage, which he certain ly  would 
do.

It seem s to me tha t if I owned 
this property  personally  and any­
body had enough nerve and little 
enough sense to try and buy it,

I could get it appraised  right 
quick afte r d iner and get him tied 
up good before he had tim e to 
sleep it over.
